QUICK HITTERS

* Vanderbilt improved to 2-1 on the season after a 75-52 win over Norfolk State in a campus round game of the
Continental Tire Las Vegas Invitational. Junior guard Matthew Fisher-Davis led the team with 18 points, junior guard Riley
LaChance added 12 points, and junior forward Jeff Roberson added his seventh career double-double with 11 points and
11 rebounds.

* Vanderbilt held the Spartans to 30% from the floor and 18.2% from three. The Commodores also outrebounded
Norfolk State, 46-36.

* LaChance, who took over the point guard duties from Wade Baldwin IV after he was drafted by the Memphis Grizzlies
in the 2016 NBA draft, scored in double figures for the second time in 19 games (other was vs. Wichita State in First Four,
scored 10 points), and his game against the Spartans was his first with three or more threes in a game since making
three at Texas A&M last season on March 5. LaChance made three or more threes in five games in 2015-16 and has 17
career games with three threes or more.

* Vanderbilt head coach Bryce Drew is now 2-1 in his Vanderbilt career as head coach.

* For the season, the Commodores are converting on 76.5% of their free throw attempts for the season and are going to
the line an average of 28.3 times in their first three games.

* Four Commodores are shooting 45% or better from three so far this season: Matthew Fisher-Davis (45%, 9-20), Riley
LaChance (66.7%, 6-9), Nolan Cressler (50%, 3-6), and Clevon Brown (50%, 2-4). Fisher-Davis led the SEC in three-
point field goal percentage in 2015-16, converting on 44.6% of his attempts from beyond-the-arc.

* Fisher-Davis leads the team in scoring, averaging 15.3 points per game. Senior center Luke Kornet adds 14.7 points
per game and Roberson chips in 10.0 points per game.

* Kornet had four blocks against Norfolk State, the 15th time in his career that he has posted four or more blocks. He
led the SEC in blocks a year ago and tied for third nationally, averaging 3.0 per contest.

* Drew takes over the Vanderbilt program after spending five seasons as the head coach of his aima mater, Valparaiso,
where he posted a 124-49 record. Drew was a three-time Horizon League Coach of the Year and two-time NABC District
12 Coach of the Year with Valparaiso, where he averaged 25 wins a season, won four regular season championships, and
made four postseason appearances, two in the NCAA Tournament and two in the NIT, with the Crusaders.

* The Commodores return nine letterwinners for 2016-17, including three starters, Luke Kornet, Jeff Roberson, Matthew
Fisher-Davis, and one other player, Riley LaChance, who has started 57 games in his three-year career.

* In 2015-16, the Commodores finished in a tie for third nationally in three-point field goal percentage defense, limiting
opponents to only 29.4% from three. Vanderbilt also finished fifth in field goal percentage defense (38.6%) and ninth in
blocks per game (5.5).

* So far this season, Vanderbilt is defending the three ball at a 28.9% clip.

* The 11 SEC wins in 2016 was the most since the Commodores registered 12 in 2009-10, and the 15th time in
program history a Vanderbilt team has recorded 11 or more league victories.

* The Commodores made their 14th appearance in the NCAA Tournament and first appearance since 2012 in the 2016
NCAA Tournament when Vanderbilt advanced to the First Four in Dayton.

* Senior Luke Kornet and junior Matthew Fisher-Davis were each named to the All-SEC Preseason second team by the
league’s coaches last week.

Junior forward Jeff Roberson is nearly
averaging a double-double in the early goings
of the 2016-17 season with 10.0 points and
9.7 rebounds per game. Although it is early
in the season, the Commodores have not had
a player average a double-double in a season
since 1988, when Will Perdue averaged 18.3

points and 10.1 rebounds per game.

The highest rebounding average since
Perdue’s 1987-88 season was Anthony
Williams’ 7.9 rebounding average in 2000-01.

Commodores vs. Patriot League
The Commodores have a 13-3 record all-time
against the Patriot League. Bucknell will be the
only Patriot League team the Commodores face in
the regular season this year.

967

Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 967 consecu-
tive games, a streak which began at the inception
of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Commodores
rank second only to UNLV for the longest streak in
Division | basketball. Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princ-
eton are the only three schools in college basketball
to have made at least one 3-pointer in every game
played since the 3-point line was implemented.

NBA Commodores

Vanderbilt was one of only three schools (Kentucky,
Washington) with two first-round selections in the
2016 NBA Draft when Wade Baldwin IV was drafted
17th by the Memphis Grizzlies and Damian Jones
was selected 30th by the Golden State War-

riors. Baldwin IV and Jones became the sixth and
seventh first-round picks, respectively, in the history
of the program, joining Will Perdue in 1988 (11th,
Chicago), Jeff Turner in 1984 (7th, New Jersey),
Clyde Lee in 1966 (3rd, San Francisco), and John
Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta), and Festus Ezeli (30th,
Golden State) in 2012.

Memorial Gym close to 1,000
The matchup with Bucknell will be the 990th regu-
lar season game played at Memorial Gym.

Commodore Postseason History
The Commodores have been named to 14 NCAA
Tournaments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to
the Elite 8 in 1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16
in 1988, 1993, 2004, and 2007. The Commo-
dores captured the NIT Championship in 1990 and
finished runner-up in 1994.

NASHVILLE (AP) -- Matthew Fisher-Davis scored 18
points, including four 3-pointers, and Riley LaChance
added 12 in Vanderbilt’s 75-52 win over Norfolk State in
the on-campus portion of the Las Vegas Invitational on
Friday night.

Jeff Roberson grabbed 11 rebounds and scored 11
points for the Commodores (2-1), who hit 10 of 28 from
3-point range.e NAIA to the NCAA. Only Duke has more.

Norfolk State (2-2) lost to a Southeastern Conference
team for the second time in a week, including a 78-74
defeat at Mississippi State on Nov. 11.

Jonathan Wade remained hot for the Spartans with 20
points and seven rebounds. Wade scored a career-high
34 points in Tuesday’s 91-55 rout of Elizabeth City State.

The Spartans made only 30 percent of their shots
from the floor, hitting 18 of 60.

Norfolk State led by three points before Vanderbilt
went on a 10-0 run to take a 32-25 lead on LaChance’s
3-pointer with 3:26 left in the first half.

The Commodores missed their first six shots from the
floor, but hit 14 of 16 foul shots in the first 20 minutes to
help them go on top 37-28 at halftime.

BIG PICTURE

Norfolk State: The Spartans weren't able to contain
Fisher-Davis and LaChance, and their perimeter defense
couldn’t stop the Commodores’ 3-point shooters. Vandy
hit 10 treys, Norfolk State was 2 of 11.

Vanderbilt: The Commodores have found a rhythm
in the past two home wins under first-year coach Bryce
Drew, who spent the previous five seasons at his alma
mater, Valparaiso. Vanderbilt passed the ball crisply with
16 assists, compared to two for Norfolk State.

* Vanderbilt shot 23-28 (82%) from the free throw line
vs. Norfolk State. The Commodores have attempted at
least 26 free throws in every game so far this season.
* Vanderbilt out-assisted Norfolk State by a margin of
16-2.

* Jeff Roberson made a 3-point field goal with 15:50
remaining in the first half to extend Vanderbilt’s streak to
967 consecutive games with a made 3-pointer.

* Vanderbilt's defense held Norfolk State to just 18-60
(30%) shooting from the floor and 2-11 (18%) from
beyond the perimeter.
