points from junior guard Matthew Fisher-Davis.  Fisher-Davis finished 9-18 from the floor and 5-9 from three.  Senior 
guard Nolan Cressler added his second double-figure scoring game of the season with an 11-point performance against 
the Flyers. 

�� Vanderbilt dropped to 0-2 in true road games this season and shot 35.4% from the field and 29.0% from three 
against the Flyers.

�� Vanderbilt outrebounded Dayton, 44-38, and 15-11 on the offensive glass; the Commodores are now 5-2 on the 
season when outrebounding an opponent.  The Commodores were a perfect 8-8 from the charity stripe.

�� Vanderbilt committed 13 turnovers against Dayton, and the Flyers converted those turnovers into a 21-10 advantage 
in points off of turnovers.

�� The Commodores will begin their 84th season of SEC basketball on Thursday - Vanderbilt is one of the founding 
members of the Southeastern Conference.

�� Vanderbilt’s meeting with LSU will be the 114th in the overall series, with the Commodores holding a 60-53 advantage 
in the series.  However, the Tigers have won four consecutive games in the series.

�� The Commodores’ first meeting with the Tigers came in the 1922-23 season.
�� VU has played a very difficult schedule so far, having faced three of the top 18 teams in the RPI so far this season 

(Butler, 10; Minnesota, 12, Middle Tennessee, 18).
�� Vanderbilt leads the SEC in three-point field goal percentage (39.1%), in threes made (9.4) and free throw percentage 

(79.1%).
�� Fisher-Davis leads the team in scoring with 15.8 points per game, while Kornet adds 12.7 points, and Roberson 10.8.
�� Riley LaChance leads the SEC in three-point field goal percentage (60.0%) and assist-to-turnover ratio (3.3).  He is 

also tied for fifth in the league in assists (4.4) and tied for 10th in three’s made (2.0).  
�� Fisher-Davis ranks eighth in the SEC in scoring, second in the league in three’s made (2.8), fourth in three-point field 

goal percentage (.423), and sixth in free throw percentage (.878). Roberson ranks third in the SEC in defensive rebound-
ing and seventh in rebounding (7.4).  Kornet is tied for fifth in the SEC in blocks (2.0) and 10th in free throw percentage 
(.855).

�� Matthew Fisher-Davis has scored in double figures in 10 games, Roberson nine, Luke Kornet seven, and Riley 
LaChance in five.

�� Chattanooga was the Commodores’ fourth non-conference opponent of the season from the state of Tennessee.  
Vanderbilt has also played Belmont, Tennessee State, and Middle Tennessee and compiled a 3-1 record against the four 
teams.

�� The Commodores have had four four-point play attempts this season.
�� Freshman guard Payton Willis has started in seven consecutive games, beginning with the game against Santa Clara.  

Against the Broncos, Willis had a career-high eight assists.  It was the most by a Commodore since Wade Baldwin IV 
had eight assists against Tennessee on March 10, 2016.  Willis scored a career-high 17 points vs. Butler, and scored 13 
against High Point.

	 NASHVILLE (AP) --  Ben Simmons scored 36 points 
and grabbed 14 rebounds as the LSU Tigers beat Vander-
bilt 90-82 Saturday night in the Southeastern Conference 
opener for both teams. 

Simmons scored 18 in each half, and Keith Hornsby 
added 23 points as the Tigers (8-5) picked up their fourth 
victory in five games. Coach Johnny Jones has yet to 
lose to Vanderbilt, improving to 5-0 even with this the 
third straight at Memorial Gym. 

Craig Victor II added 11 points for the Tigers. 

Vanderbilt (8-5) came in leading the SEC in scoring 
defense, holding opponents to 61.8 points, and third 
nationally holding opponents to 35.8 percent shooting. 
With 7-foot-1 junior Luke Kornet still out with a torn MCL, 
the Commodores struggled to slow down Simmons. 

Wade Baldwin IV led five Commodores in double figures 
with 17 points. Jeff Roberson added 13, Matthew Fisher-
Davis 11 and Riley LaChance and Damian Jones each 
had 12. 

The Tigers came in second in the SEC scoring an aver-
age of 83.8 points per game, while Vanderbilt leads the 
league and ranks third nationally holding opponents 
to 35.8 percent shooting. For the first 30 minutes, this 
looked to be headed for overtime just like last season 
when LSU pulled that win out. The teams swapped the 
lead 14 times with six ties. 

Vanderbilt led 35-34 at halftime and last led 51-50 on a 
3-pointer by Baldwin from the top of the key. Hornsby hit 
a 3 to put LSU ahead to stay with 13:21 remaining, and 
the Tigers built that lead to as much as nine until the final 
minutes. Vanderbilt got within four a couple times, the 
last on a driving layup by LaChance with 5:00 left. 

Hornsby hit another 3, and Vanderbilt didn’t get closer 
than five the rest of the way. 

Simmons, the freshman from Australia, dominated. He 
scored 11 straight in the first half and 15 of 17 in keep-
ing LSU close. Simmons scored over and over again with 
dunks, and he was 16 of 19 with all of LSU’s attempts 
until Tim Quarterman split a pair of free throws with 2:01 
left. 
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Commodores vs. SEC
Vanderbilt is in its 84th SEC season and is a charter 
member of the league.  All time against current 
members of the conference, Vanderbilt is 697-685.

976
Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 976 consecu-
tive games, a streak which began at the inception 
of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Commodores 
rank second only to UNLV for the longest streak in 
Division I basketball.  Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princ-
eton are the only three schools in college basketball 
to have made at least one 3-pointer in every game 
played since the 3-point line was implemented.

NBA Commodores
Vanderbilt was one of only three schools (Kentucky, 
Washington) with two first-round selections in the 
2016 NBA Draft when Wade Baldwin IV was drafted 
17th by the Memphis Grizzlies and Damian Jones 
was selected 30th by the Golden State War-
riors.  Baldwin IV and Jones became the sixth and 
seventh first-round picks, respectively, in the history 
of the program, joining Will Perdue in 1988 (11th, 
Chicago), Jeff Turner in 1984 (7th, New Jersey), 
Clyde Lee in 1966 (3rd, San Francisco), and John 
Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta), and Festus Ezeli (30th, 
Golden State) in 2012.

First Time This Season
With the win over Chattanooga on December 17, 
Vanderbilt won its first game this season when:  
trailing at halftime, trailing with five minutes 
remaining, tied with two minutes remaining, in a 
game decided by 3 points or less, when outshot by 
an opponent, when outrebounded by an opponent, 
and when an opponent scores 70 points or more.

Commodore Postseason History
The Commodores have been named to 14 NCAA 
Tournaments and 12 NIT’s.  Vanderbilt advanced to 
the Elite 8 in 1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 
in 1988, 1993, 2004, and 2007.

	 DAYTON (AP) --  Charles Cooke had 19 points and 
Dayton shrugged off its second-lowest first-half total of 
the season to beat Vanderbilt 68-63 on Wednesday night 
before 12,828 fans.

The Flyers (8-3) scored 21 points in the first half but 
more than doubled that in the first 11:25 of the second 
half, surging ahead 43-36 and never relinquishing 
control. Dayton had 17 points in the first half of a loss to 
Northwestern.

Matthew Fisher-Davis paced Vanderbilt (6-6) with a 
career-high 25 points behind 5-for-9 shooting from 
3-point range. The Commodores twice clawed within four 
points in the last 28 seconds but were unable to take 
the lead.

A more fluid offense and better shooting helped propel 
Dayton after halftime. The Flyers made four of their first 
seven attempts from long range after the break - two by 
Kyle Davis and two by Mikesell - and stretched their lead 
to 10 points.

Dayton, which converted 14 field goals on 51.9 percent 
shooting in the second half, vaulted ahead by 11 points 
with 2:33 left.

‘’The first half, we weren’t hitting shots, really,’’ Mikesell 
said. ‘’We were playing really good defense. They didn’t 
shoot a very good percentage in the first half. At the end 
they started to hit a bunch of 3s, but overall we played 
really good defense and in the second half we started to 
make our open shots.’’

The Commodores missed seven of their first eight shots 
and initially struggled from the perimeter, which has been 
one of their strengths.

Payton Willis’ buzzer beater ensured Vanderbilt’s 23-21 
halftime edge. Dayton roared back soon after, reeling off 
eight straight points in a sequence that energized the 
home crowd and set the tone for the victory.

‘’I thought their run to start the second half really hurt us, 
and their penetration,’’ Vanderbilt coach Bryce Drew said. 
‘’They were able to get the ball to deep sides on the floor, 
which really collapsed our defense.’’

Despite the loss, the Commodores’ second in three 
games, Drew said the team has made strides in the last 
two weeks. Against Dayton, Vanderbilt won the rebound-
ing battle 44-38 and had seven blocks while going 8 for 
8 from the free-throw line.

‘’If we can take more steps like this forward, I’m encour-
aged for conference season,’’ Drew said.

•	 This is the 114th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the 
first season taking place in 1900-01.  There were no teams 
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.
•	 The Commodores have been named to 14 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s.  Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in 
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004, 
and 2007.  The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994.
•	 The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC, 
with the 2016-17 season being the 84th year in the confer-
ence.
•	 Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with 
the lowest enrollment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).
•	 Vanderbilt’s Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he 
took the court in 1967.
•	 The Commodores have 44 career 1,000-point scorers, 
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with 
2,011 career points.
•	 Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950.  They 
are:  Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan 
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy 
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004), 
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins 
(2011).
•	 Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA 
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian 
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools 
with two or more players drafted in the first round.  In all, 
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft 
since 1950.
•	 The Commodores had three players drafted in the first 
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta, 
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery 
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick -  the most by the Commodores 
in one draft. 
•	 The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament 
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship 
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.
•	 Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt 
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).
•	 All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played 
for Kevin Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije).  John 
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.
•	 Vanderbilt’s intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given 
to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in 
shipping.  Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central 
University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-
nelius because of his generosity.  Cornelius never stepped 
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.
