QUICK HITTERS

* The Commodores dropped a hard-fought, 73-67 decision at Kentucky on Tuesday night in Lexington, Ky., to end a four-
game winning streak. Senior Luke Kornet tied a season-high 21 points and sophomore Joe Toye scored a career-high 15
points for the Commodores.

* The Commodores limited Kentucky to only 29.4% from three - in Vanderbilt’s last five games, the Commodores are only
allowing opponents a 24.7% clip from beyond the arc and 61.2 points per game.

* Vanderbilt shot 11-28 (39%) from 3-point range - the Commodores have now made 10 or more threes in 15 games this
year.

 Vanderbilt will be honoring two seniors on Saturday - Luke Kornet and Nolan Cressler.

* Vanderbilt has five road wins in league play this year, the most by a Vanderbilt team since winning six league road
games in 2010.

* Florida will be the fifth ranked opponent this season for the Commodores, and the second consecutive game VU has
played a ranked opponent. The Commodores are 2-2 this season against ranked opponents, with one of those wins com-
ing against #19/21 Florida, 68-66, in Gainesville on January 21.

* All-time, Vanderbilt has a 92-228 record against ranked opponents and a 62-75 record against ranked opponents at
home.

* This will be the 131st meeting between the two schools. The Commodores have won three consecutive games in the
series (twice in 2016 and once in 2017).

* Vanderbilt leads the SEC in three-point field goal percentage (38.4%), threes made (10.1) and free throw percentage
(77.2%) in all games. In league games only, the Commodores are third in free throw percentage (75.4%) and first in threes
made (10.4). As of March 2, the Commodores rank 13th nationally in free-throw percentage and are 12th in 3's made per
game.

* As of March 2, the Commodores have the second toughest overall schedule and toughest non-conference schedule in
the nation according to the NCAA RPI, and the number one non-conference strength of schedule.

* Qverall rankings on March 2: RPI - 48; KenPom - 40; ESPN BPI - 50.

* | uke Kornet was named a CoSida 2nd Team Academic All-American on Thursday for his work in the classroom. Kornet
joins only four other Commodore players to make either the first or second team - Jeff Fosnes (1st team, 1975, 1976),
Bruce Elder (2nd team, 1992; 1st team, 1993), Steve Grant (2nd team, 1991), and Frank Seckar (2nd team, 1996).

* In SEC play, Kornet is ranked in seven different categories - rebounding (9th, 6.7), free throw % (T-3rd, .878), 3FG%
(8th, .389), 3FG made (T-7th, 2.1), blocks (3rd, 2.2), defensive rebounding (5th, 5.0), and minutes played (7th, 33.1).

* Forward Jeff Roberson ranks seventh in the SEC in rebounding (7.1) in all games and eighth (6.7) in league games only,
and is fourth in the league in defensive rebounding (5.2) in all games and seventh in league games only (4.8).

% In 17 SEC games, Vanderbilt has three players in the top 10 in 3FG% - LaChance (2nd, .447), Kornet (8th, .389), and
Matthew Fisher-Davis (10th, .345). Fisher-Davis is second in league games only in 3's made (2.4), Kornet seventh (2.1)
and LaChance 9th (2.0)

* Making three’s is not a new thing for this year’s Commodore team. Combined in their career, current players have made
850 career threes.

* Riley LaChance is shooting 49.2% from three for the season and is fourth in the SEC in assist-to-turnover ratio (2.1),
seventh in the league in assists (4.0), and ninth in three’s made (1.9) in all games.

* Fisher-Davis is fourth in 3FG% in all games (38.1%) and second in threes made (2.6).

GAINESVILLE (AP) --  Matthew Fisher-Davis’ best
game in weeks helped Vanderbilt and first-year coach
Bryce Drew notch their biggest victory of the season.

Fisher-Davis scored 19 points, Nolan Cressler came up
huge in the final minute and the Commodores upset
No. 19 Florida 68-66 on Saturday. Vandy snapped a
four-game losing streak and won consecutive games in
Gainesville for the first time since 1991.

“It's been a tough stretch,” Drew said. “We have lost a lot
of close games. Our guys came out with a lot of energy
today in a great environment.”

The Commodores used a 12-0 run midway through the
second half to take a seven-point lead and held on down
the stretch in a game that featured six lead changes in
the final 5 minutes.

Fisher-Davis had the go-ahead basket, a driving bank
shot in the lane that put the Commodores (9-10, 3-4
SEC) up 64-63. They stayed in front from there, thanks to
Florida’s free throw woes. John Egbunu missed the front
end of a 1-and-1, and then Kasey Hill missed another
from the charity stripe with 1:04 remaining.

“It's tough,” Florida’s Devin Robinson said. “A two-game
losing streak, it’s just tough right now.”

Cressler made two free throws and then scored on a
baseline drive that made it a four-point game in the final
seconds. Still, Florida had a chance after KeVaughn Allen
followed Hill’s driving layup with a steal. But Allen’s fall-
away 3 from the wing -- in a two-point game -- rimmed
out just before the final buzzer.

Florida coach Mike White blamed himself for not calling
time out and setting up a better shot. He was more con-
cerned with his team’s lackluster defense. Vanderbilt shot
56.5 percent in the second half and finished the game by
making 10 of 25 from 3-point range.

“It's absolutely incredible,” said White, who spent all
week trying to get his players to defend the 3-point line.
“I guess | didn’t do a good enough job explaining it.”

Fisher-Davis had somewhat struggled since scoring 33
points in a win over Auburn earlier this month. He was
considerably better against the Gators (14-5, 5-2), hitting
6 of 14 shots and three 3-pointers.

Cressler finished with 10, and Luke Kornet and Riley
LaChance chipped in 11 each.

“Our offense runs best when we have four players in
double figures,” Drew said. “We thrive on ball movement
and making the extra pass. Today was a great sign of
when we do execute it, our offense moves smoothly and
we can make shots.”

Vanderbilt is in its 84th SEC season and is a charter
member of the league. The Commodores won their
700th league game at Florida, and all time against
current members of the conference, Vanderbilt is
706-692.

994

Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 994 consecu-
tive games, a streak which began at the inception
of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Commodores
rank third only to UNLV and Kentucky for the
longest streak in Division | basketball. Vanderbilt,
UNLV and Princeton are the only three schools

in college basketball to have made at least one
3-pointer in every game played since the 3-point
line was implemented.

NBA Commodores

Vanderbilt was one of only three schools (Kentucky,
Washington) with two first-round selections in the
2016 NBA Draft when Wade Baldwin IV was drafted
17th by the Memphis Grizzlies and Damian Jones
was selected 30th by the Golden State War-

riors. Baldwin IV and Jones became the sixth and
seventh first-round picks, respectively, in the history
of the program, joining Will Perdue in 1988 (11th,
Chicago), Jeff Turner in 1984 (7th, New Jersey),
Clyde Lee in 1966 (3rd, San Francisco), and John
Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta), and Festus Ezeli (30th,
Golden State) in 2012.

Balanced Scoring

Seven of the nine players on the Commodore active
roster have scored in double figures and Vanderbilt
has had five games this season with five players
scoring in double figures.

10 or more threes

The Commodores have made 10 or more threes
in 15 games this season after making 11 against
Kentucky in Lexington on February 28. Vanderbilt
is 11-4 in those games.

Win on Road vs. Ranked Opponent
The Commodores won their first road game against
a ranked opponent since Dec. 29, 2011, in a win at
Marquette (74-57) defeating Florida on January 21,
2017, in Gainesville, 68-66.

Vanderbilt has now won five true road games, with
all coming in Southeastern Conference play (LSU,
Auburn, Texas A&M, Arkansas, Tennessee).

LEXINGTON (AP) -- Never had Kentucky faced such
a deep hole under coach John Calipari, a situation that
took nearly everything the ninth-ranked Wildcats had to
overcome Vanderbilt before holding on.
Their defensive urgency created offensive chances for
Malik Monk to deliver once again.

Monk scored 20 points in the second half, including 10 in
the final 3:40, as Kentucky rallied from a 13-point deficit
and held off Vanderbilt 73-67 on Tuesday night to clinch
a share of the Southeastern Conference regular season
title.

After trailing by as many as 19 points in the first half,
the Wildcats, who overcame the largest deficit under
Calipari, were still down 47-34 with 13:51 remaining.
They clamped down defensively and gave their shooters
chances to contribute and earn a hard-fought victory.
Monk thrived the most, making a go-ahead 3 with 3:40
left before adding another long-range shot with 49
seconds left for 69-62 lead.

The freshman guard then made four free throws in the
final 21 seconds to finish with 27 points for Kentucky

e This is the 114th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been named to 14 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004,
and 2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994,

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2016-17 season being the 84th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 45 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools
with two or more players drafted in the first round. In all,
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft
since 1950.

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.

e Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).

e All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played
for Kevin Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije). John
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.

e Vanderbilt's intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given

to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in
shipping. Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central
University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-
nelius because of his generosity. Cornelius never stepped
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.
