The Commodores
rank third only to UNLV and Kentucky for the
longest streak in Division | basketball. Vanderbilt,
UNLV and Princeton are the only three schools

in college basketball to have made at least one
3-pointer in every game played since the 3-point
line was implemented.

NBA Commodores

Vanderbilt was one of only three schools (Kentucky,
Washington) with two first-round selections in the
2016 NBA Draft when Wade Baldwin IV was drafted
17th by the Memphis Grizzlies and Damian Jones
was selected 30th by the Golden State War-

riors. Baldwin IV and Jones became the sixth and
seventh first-round picks, respectively, in the history
of the program, joining Will Perdue in 1988 (11th,
Chicago), Jeff Turner in 1984 (7th, New Jersey),
Clyde Lee in 1966 (3rd, San Francisco), and John
Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta), and Festus Ezeli (30th,
Golden State) in 2012. The Commodores have had
five NBA selections since 2012.

SALT LAKE CITY -- At Northwestern, the party goes on.

At Vanderbilt, there is only one question: What was he
thinking?

Northwestern’s first-ever NCAA Tournament victory, 68-
66 over Vanderbilt, came after Commodores guard Matthew
Fisher-Davis inexplicably grabbed Bryant McIntosh of the
Wildcats on purpose, sending Mclintosh to the free throw
line for the go-ahead points with 14.6 seconds left.

“l actually thought we were down one,” Fisher-Davis
explained after Thursday’s heartbreaker in the West region.
“Coach ... pointed at him, but he was just telling me that
was my matchup. | took it as (I should) foul.”

And though Fisher-Davis scored 14 of his 22 points in
the second half to help ninth-seeded Vandy (19-16) rally
from 15 points down, his mistake was the main takeaway
from this game -- maybe not as bad as Chris Webber
calling a timeout that Michigan didn’t have or Georgetown’s
Fred Brown throwing the pass to James Worthy of North
Carolina in the final, but certainly not one for the “One Shin-
ing Moment” video, either.

“An honest mistake,” Northwestern coach Chris Collins
called it. “You feel bad for players. He was tremendous
today. Certainly, | was surprised.”

The sequence was set up after Riley LaChance made a
layup with 17.8 seconds remaining to put the Commodores
up by one.

But seconds after the in-bounds pass, Fisher-Davis
reached out and grabbed McIntosh around the waist while
the Northwestern guard was dribbling up the backcourt.
That put eighth-seeded Northwestern in the double bonus,
and MclIntosh went to the line and calmly swished the free
throws with 14.6 seconds left for a 67-66 lead.

“When he grabbed me, | had thought we were down
one, and I'm thinking maybe | made a mistake,” he said. ‘|
had to put my mind on making the free throws at the end.”

Northwestern forced LaChance to miss a 3 on the next
possession and the Wildcats made (24-11) another free
throw.

Fisher-Davis heaved a desperation shot at the buzzer,
but it missed, and he sunk his head and reached down to
his shoes in despair before heading to the sideline where
his teammates hugged him.

While the Wildcats doused Collins with water to cel-
ebrate a win that extends the program'’s first trip to March
Madness by at least one more game, there were red eyes
in the Vanderbilt locker room. But Fisher-Davis’ teammates
had his back.

“He’s the type of person (who's going to) feel some
blame,” forward Luke Kornet said. “But in the second half,
we have no chance if he doesn’t make the shots that he
made. We're with him no matter what.”

Coach Bryce Drew, who enjoyed a much different mo-
ment decades ago as a player , said certainly he and his
star guard would talk more in the near future. His message
in the aftermath was simple: “From Day 1, we teach our
guys that we're a team and one play at the end ... doesn’t
win or lose the game.”

Fisher-Davis, a junior who led the SEC in 3-point shoot-
ing last season, tried to keep it in perspective.

“We all love each other like brothers,” he said. “They
know | didn’t do that on purpose, obviously. We had a great
season. Nothing to be ashamed of.”

e This is the 115th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been named to 15 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004,
and 2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994,

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2016-17 season being the 85th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 47 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools
with two or more players drafted in the first round. In all,
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft
since 1950.

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.

e Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).

e All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played
for Kevin Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije). John
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.

e Vanderbilt's intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given

to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in
shipping. Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central

University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-

nelius because of his generosity. Cornelius never stepped
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.
