QUICK HITTERS

* Vanderbilt fell to 3-6 on the season last Wednesday after dropping a 66-63 decision to Middle Tennessee at Memorial
Gym. Senior Matthew Fisher-Davis led the team with 17 points, while fellow senior Jeff Roberson added 13 points in the
loss.

* Jeff Roberson is the team’s leading scorer and rebounder, averaging 14.2 points and 8.8 rebounds per game. Roberson
leads the SEC in double doubles with five, and is third in the SEC in rebounding and second in defensive rebounding. Riley
LaChance pitches in 12.2 points per game and Matthew Fisher Davis adds 12.0 points per game.

* Roberson began the season with three straight double-doubles, the first time a Commodore has had three straight
double-doubles since Dan Langhi in 1998.

* Roberson led the team in scoring (13.0) and rebounding (8.0) at the NIT Season Tip-Off and was named to the event’s
All-Tournament team. He posted a 20-point, 13-rebound performance against Seton Hall.

* Fisher-Davis’ scored 31 points and grabbed 11 rebounds in Vanderbilt's game at Memorial Gym against USC - his 30-
10 game was Vanderbilt’s first since A.J. Ogilvy in 2009 (33 and 10, at LSU, 3/4/09).

“ Vanderbilt shot their best percentage of the season against USC - 50.9%. The Commodores also had season highs in
three-point percentage (.478) and threes made (11). The Commodoers shot 46.0% from the field against Kansas State.

* The Commodores have already played three ranked opponents this season in USC (#10/#10), Virginia (RV/#25), and
Seton Hall (#20/#20), and will play a fourth in their trip to Tempe. The four ranked non-conference opponents is the most
by a Commodore team since 1988, when Vanderbilt also played four (11/22 - # 2 Michigan, L, 66-91; 11/27 - #16 Ohio
State, L, 82-97; 11/30 - #13 Louisville, W, 65-62; 12/7 - #8 North Carolina, L, 77-89).

* According to KenPom.com, Vanderbilt has the 38th toughest schedule so far in the nation and the fourth-toughest
among Power Five schools (Wisconsin 8th, Arkansas 23rd, USC 27th).

* This season’s non-conference schedule features eight games against teams who played in the postseason a year ago.
Five opponents, USC, Seton Hall, Virginia, Kansas State, and Middle Tennessee, all played in the 2017 NCAA Tournament,
with NIT participant Belmont, 2017 NIT Champion TCU, and Collegelnsider.com Tournament team UNC Asheville also on the
challenging slate.

* Freshman Saben Lee, who played at Corona del Sol High School, returns home as the Commodores’ leader in assists.
“* Commodore head coach Bryce Drew, now in his second season, led the Commodores to the NCAA Tournament in his
first season in Nashville, marking the first time in the history of the program a first-year Vanderbilt coach led his team to the
tournament. Overall, the Commodores made their 15th appearance in the NCAA Tournament and their first back-to-back
appearances since making three consecutive tournaments from 2010-12.

* Vanderbilt has two 1,000-point scorers on their roster - Riley LaChance and Matthew Fisher-Davis, with Jeff Roberson
41 points away from the 1,000-point mark. LaChance is 2nd in the SEC in career returning scorers while Fisher-Davis is
third behind Georgia’s Yante Maten. There has been only one other class of Vanderbilt players to have three 1,000-point
scorers - the vaunted “F Troop” - Butch Feher, Joe Ford, and Jeff Fosnes in 1976.

* The Commodores return eight letter winners and three of their top four scorers in 2017-18 that advanced to the

NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year - seniors Matthew Fisher-Davis (13.9), Jeff Roberson (10.8), and Riley
LaChance (10.5). Junior Joe Toye, who started in 13 games a year ago, also returns after averaging 6.4 points and 2.6 re-
bounds per game. In all, Vanderbilt returns 70.5% of its scoring and six players who started at least one game in 2016-17.
“ Vanderbilt had five top-25 wins, six top-50 victories and 11 top-100 RPI wins a year ago, the overall toughest strength
of schedule and toughest non-conference schedule in the nation, and were the only SEC team to sweep Florida.

Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 1,008 consecu-
tive games, a streak which began at the inception
of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Commodores
rank third only to UNLV and Kentucky for the
longest streak in Division | basketball. Vanderbilt,
UNLV and Princeton are the only three schools

in college basketball to have made at least one
3-pointer in every game played since the 3-point
line was implemented.

Vanderbilt is just one of three
schools to have made a three-point basket in every game since the inception of the three-point line in the 1986-87
season. The others are Princeton and UNLV.

* Starters were Saben Lee, Joe Toye, Jeff Roberson, Djery Baptiste and Riley LaChance, the third straight game with
that starting lineup.

* Vanderbilt’s perimeter defense forced Middle Tennessee to miss its first 11 3-point field and the Blue Raiders finished
just 3-14 (21%) from behind the arc.

* Vanderbilt’s bench, led by 17 points from Matthew Fisher-Davis, outscored Middle Tennessee’s by a 32-4 margin.
Player Notes:

* Matthew Fisher-Davis led all Vanderbilt scorers with 17 points, while shooting 5-0f-9 from the floor.

* All five of Fisher-Davis’s field goals were 3-pointers, marking the second time this season that the senior has made
five or more treys.

* Fisher-Davis also led the team in rebounds with seven, which is the second time this season that he has led the team
in rebounding for the game.

* Fisher-Davis was joined in double-figures scoring by Jeff Roberson, who finished with 13 points.

* Roberson has scored in double figures every game this season with the exception of a neutral site matchup against
Virginia on Nov. 23.

* Roberson was a perfect 8-for-8 from the free throw line for the third time this season. He is now 48-52 (92%) from
the charity stripe during the 2017-18 campaign.

* Djery Baptiste recorded a career-high three blocks on the night..

* Riley LaChance led Vanderbilt in assists on the night with five, which is a new season high.

NASHVILLE - Nick King enjoyed another big game and it
led to another big win for Middle Tennessee.

King, one of the nation’s top scorers, poured in 23 points to
lead Middle Tennessee to its third straight win over Vander-
bilt with a 66-63 victory on Wednesday night.

“He’s just a guy that can score at all three levels,” Middle
coach Kermit Davis said. “He can drive the ball, he’s shoot-
ing 50 percent from 3 and he’s got a really good post-up
game.”

King, a transfer from Alabama, was a top 50 prospect com-
ing out of Memphis East High School. The 6-foot-7 senior
forward also played at Memphis for two seasons.

Brandon Walters and Giddy Potts both added 16 points for
MTSU (6-1), whose only loss was to Belmont.

“It's great playing with Nick King because he’s pick-and-
pop hig,” Walters said. “So he’s versatile. His game can go
inside-out, so if he goes inside | can pop out and get him
the inside paint where he can go one on one because he’s
a very good offensive scorer.”

King went 9 of 11 from the foul line and grabbed six
rebounds.

“He's talented, especially offensively and he’s aggressive
and he attacks,” Vanderbilt forward Jeff Roberson said. “So
it's about being able to play without fouling and it's hard
sometimes. So once he got rolling he got lots of points at
the free-throw line and that didn’t help either.”

MTSU improved to 6-0 against the SEC and Big 10 since
2015.

“That’s a great stat for the brand at Middle Tennessee and
we're trying to build it,” Davis said.

Matthew Fisher-Davis came off the bench to score 17
points, including five three-pointers, for Vanderbilt (3-6).

Roberson added 13 points for the Commodores, who have
lost five of their last six games.

“That’s the third one we’ve gotten the short stick here at
the end,” Vanderbilt coach Bryce Drew said. “Unfortunately,
we didn’t shoot the ball well. We missed some key shots
and you've got to credit Middle.”

Vanderbilt's Riley LaChance missed a 3-point attempt with
two seconds left that could have tied the game.

Vanderbilt also lost tight home games to 25th-ranked
Southern Cal 93-89 in overtime on Nov. 19 and to Kansas
State 84-79 on Sunday.

The Commodores shot only 29 percent from the floor in the
second half as a 32-28 halftime lead dissolved.

e This is the 115th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been named to 15 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004,
and 2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994,

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2017-18 season being the 85th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 47 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools
with two or more players drafted in the first round. In all,
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft
since 1950.

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.

e Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).
