* The Commodores fell to 9-16 overall and 3-9 in league play after a 72-54 setback at Arkansas Saturday night at Bud
Walton Arena. Five Commodores, Jeff Roberson, Saben Lee, Maxwell Evans, Riley LaChance, and Larry Austin, Jr., each
scored eight points to lead Vanderbilt. Vanderbilt only converted on 25.0% of their shots from the field and made a season-
low three three’s against the Razorbacks. Evans also added a career-high nine rebounds.

* Roberson has averaged 18.2 ppg since Jan. 9; set new career highs in points (30) and FG made (10) vs. Auburn.
LaChance has averaged 18.3 points per game in Vanderbilt’s last seven games.

* Four of the next five games for the Commodores will be at Memorial Gym. Vanderbilt has won their last three games at
home (LSU, TCU, Georgia). In Vanderbilt’s five home league games, the Commodores are averaging 77.0 points per game,
converting on 47.5% of their shots from the floor and 37.8% from three.

* Vanderbilt’s 15-point margin of victory over Georgia on February 7 was its largest in SEC play this season and largest
since a 92-51 win over Alcorn State on December 22.

* The Commodores had a streak of 35 made free throws against Arkansas snapped. Vanderbilt finished the Auburn game
4-4, was 16-16 from the charity stripe against Georgia, and made their first 14 at Arkansas.

* Freshman Saben Lee now has 32 steals for the season, three more than Roberson’s team-best total for the season in
2016-17 (29).

* LaChance moved up to a tie for 20th on Vanderbilt’s all-time scoring list (1,345 points) against Arkansas, while Rober-
son is 30th on the list with 1,230 points.

* Roberson is the team’s leading scorer and rebounder. Roberson is 3rd in the SEC in double doubles, 8th in SEC in all
games in scoring (16.0), 6th in rebounding (7.0), 3rd in free throw percentage (.872), and 4th in defensive rebounding
(5.2). Inleague games, he ranks 6th in scoring (17.2), 5th in FG% (.489), and 10th in defensive rebounding (5.1). Rober-
son is ninth on Vanderbilt's all-time total rebounding list with 703, five shy of Will Perdue (1983-88), who is eighth with 708
career rebounds.

* | aChance is 8th in all games in the SEC in three-point field goal percentage (.403), 10th in 3FG made (2.2), and 3rd in
assist-to-turnover ratio (2.7), and in league games only, he is 5th in assist-to-turnover ratio (2.2), ninth in assists (3.4), 7th
in 3FG% (.358), and 6th in 3FG made (2.1).

* Roberson, LaChance and Matthew Fisher-Davis are all members of Vanderbilt’s 1,000-point club. There has been only
one other class of Vanderbilt players to have three 1,000-point scorers - the vaunted “F Troop” - Butch Feher, Joe Ford, and
Jeff Fosnes in 1976.

* | aChance, Roberson, and Fisher-Davis are second, third, and fourth, respectively, among current players in SEC in
career scoring. Georgia’s Yante Maten is the conference’s current career leader.

* LaChance, who has 395 career assists, is now 8th on Vanderbilt’s all-time assist list after surpassing Drew Maddux
against Georgia (394 career assists). Jermaine Beal is seventh on the list with 421 assists.

* The Commodores have used 11 different starting lineups this season.

* The Commodores have already played nine games this season against a ranked opponent - USC (#10/#10), Virginia
(RV/#25), Seton Hall (#20/#20), Arizona State (#5/#6), Tennessee (#24/#23; #22/#21), Kentucky (#21/#20; #21/#22) and
Auburn (#11/4#13) the most in the SEC. The four ranked non-conference opponents is the most by a Commodore team
since 1988, when Vanderbilt also played four (11/22 - # 2 Michigan, L, 66-91; 11/27 - #16 Ohio State, L, 82-97; 11/30 -
#13 Louisville, W, 65-62; 12/7 - #8 North Carolina, L, 77-89).

* KenPom.com has Vanderbilt with the number one strength of schedule on February 12. VU also had the strongest
schedule in the nation in 2016-17.

FAYETTEVILLE (AP) - Daryl Macon had plenty of work left
to do at halftime if he hoped to reach the 20-point plateau
for a seventh straight game.

Like most everything the Arkansas guard sets his mind to
these days, Macon found his touch in the second half of the
Razorbacks 72-54 win over Vanderbilt on Saturday night.

Macon finished with 21 points in the comfortable victory for
Arkansas (17-8, 6-6 Southeastern Conference), extending
his 20-point scoring binge to seven games and closing in
on matching former Razorbacks great Corliss Williamson’s
streak of eight straight games with at least 20 points.

Williamson’s scoring stretch came during Arkansas’ national
championship season of 1993-94. Macon’s, meanwhile,
has come during a critical time for a Razorbacks team
desperately trying to reach the NCAA Tournament for a third
time in four seasons - even if he isn’t paying all that much
attention to his personal scoring numbers.

Macon had only six points at halftime on an uncharacter-
istic 2-of-8 shooting for the SEC’s fifth-leading scorer. The
senior, however, responded in the second half by scoring 15
points and hitting 4 of 5 3-pointers to help the Razorbacks
win their second straight after disappointing road losses at
Texas A&M and LSU last week.

"It was never on my mind; it could end any night,” Macon
said. ”I'm not the guy who's just going to go chase points,
but if it happens, it happens. If it doesn’t, oh well. I just want
the win.”

He had plenty of help from teammates Jaylen Barford and
Daniel Gafford, who finished with 16 points apiece for Ar-
kansas. Barford was 4 of 6 on 3-pointers, while the 6-foot-
11 Gafford added to his freshman season full of highlights
by adding nine rebounds and seven blocks - along with a
spectacular windmill dunk near the end of the game.

Jeff Roberson, Saben Lee, Maxwell Evans, Riley LaChance
and Larry Austin Jr. led the Commodores (9-16, 3-9) with
eight points each in the loss.

Vanderbilt shot only 25 percent (14 of 56) and had no
answers for either Macon, Barford or Gafford - who also
added a pair of steals.

“Gafford, | thought, was the hig difference in the game,”
Vanderbilt coach Bryce Drew said. “’Not just his scoring and
rebounding, but his rim protecting. He took away a lot of
easy baskets for us.”
