Vanderbilt And LSU To Tangle On Saturday Afternoon
	 #22/24 Vanderbilt will play its second consecutive game at Memorial Gym when the 
Commodores play host to LSU on Saturday afternoon.  Tip off is set for 12:47 p.m. CT, and 
the game can be seen live on the SEC Network (WUXP-TV in Nashville), ESPN360.com, 
and ESPN Full Court.  The radio call can be heard on the Vanderbilt-ISP Radio Network 
and vucommodores.com, with Joe Fisher and Tim Thompson courtside with all of the ac-
tion.  
	 Vanderbilt is coming off of a 90-71 win over #12 Tennessee Tuesday evening at Memo-
rial Gym.  The Commodores never trailed in the contest and built leads of 27 points on two 
separate occasions on the night, while also getting a career-high and team season-high in 
scoring from sophomore Jeffery Taylor, who tallied 26 points and was a perfect 12-for-12 
from the charity stripe.  The win marked Vanderbilt’s first season sweep of Tennessee 
since the 2004-05 season, the largest margin of victory in the series since an 88-63 win in 
Knoxville in 2005, and VU’s largest margin of victory at Memorial Gym since 1990-91.
	 The Commodores shot 47.1% from the field and was 37-of-43 from the free throw line, 
an 86.0% clip.  The 37 made free throws and the 43 attempts are both season highs and 
Stallings-era highs (1999-00).  VU also outrebounded Tennessee, 40-31, and moved to 
11-0 in games in which the Commodores outrebound their opponent.
	 Senior guard Jermaine Beal added 20 points, his third 20+-point outing in the last five 
games, and junior center A.J. Ogilvy tallied 11 points.  Sophomore forward Andre Walker 
led the team in rebounding with nine boards.  Vanderbilt was also without the services of 
freshman guard John Jenkins, who missed the game because of illness.
	 Vanderbilt and LSU will meet for the only time this regular season and for the 105th

Taylor Breaks Out Vs. Tennessee
	 Jeffery Taylor broke out in a big way against Tennes-
see, scoring a career-high 26 points in a 90-71 win over 
the Volunteers at Memorial Gym.  Taylor was 7-for-11 from 
the floor and a perfect 12-for-12 from the free throw line in 
the win, and also added seven rebounds.  He is the Com-
modores’ second leading scorer (13.9 ppg), but he had not 
scored more than 10 points in a game since the Auburn 
game on January 23, when he tallied 18 points.

Taylor’s Free Throws Vs. Tennessee
	 Taylor finished 12-of-12 from the free-throw line to 
become just the fourth Vanderbilt player to make all of his 
attempts when attempting at least 10 free throws.  Commo-
dore great Matt Freije owns the school record by making 
18-of-18 against Indiana on Nov. 23, 2003.  Earlier this 
season, Taylor set the Memorial Gym record for the highest 
field-goal percentage in a game.

Record Against Ranked Foes
	 The Commodores are 81-200 all-time against ranked 
opponents and 2-1 this season (two wins over Tennesse, 
loss to Kentucky). Vanderbilt has a 26-46 record against 
ranked opponents in the Stallings’ Era.

Vanderbilt At Memorial Gym
	 The Commodores are 12-0 so far this season at home, 
and have a 17-game home winning streak dating back to 
January 25, 2009 (loss to Florida).

	 Freshman sharpshooter John Jenkins missed the 
Tennessee game on Tuesday night because of illness, and 
his status is questionable for the Commodores’ game with 
LSU on Saturday.

VU Back To Familiar Surroundings
	 The Commodores began a stretch of five out of their 
next six at home against Tennessee on Tuesday night. 
Vanderbilt has three road trips left - at Ole Miss (2/18), at 
Arkansas (2/27), and at Florida (3/2).

Road Success
	 Vanderbilt is 3-2 so far on the road in SEC play - the 
three wins is only one shy of a Stallings-era record for road 
league victories in a season.  The Commodores won four 
games on the road in the 2005-06 campaign, and won 
three road games in 1999-00 and 2006-07.   The 3-0 start 
on the road in league play was the best for a Vanderbilt 
team since 1964-65.

Stallings Now In Second Place On All-Time VU 
Wins List
	 Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings, who won his 
300th career game as a head coach last season, got his 
200th win as Vanderbilt coach against Middle Tennessee 
State on January 4.  He is in sole possession of second 
place on the all-time Vanderbilt wins list after after surpass-
ing Bob Polk’s mark of 197 wins against Manhattan.  
	  Now in his 17th season as a head coach, Stallings 
has the third most wins in the SEC among current coaches 
(Bruce Pearl, Billy Donovan) and 207 in his 11-year career 
at Vanderbilt.  Stallings trails only Roy Skinner (278, 1962-
76) on the all-time coaching wins list. 

50% From the Floor...
	 Vanderbilt has converted 50% or more of its shots from 
the field in 11 games so far this season, and have a 11-0 
record in those games.

You Never Know What You’re Going To Get...
	 Vanderbilt has had five different leading scorers (Beal, 
Ogilvy, Taylor, Tinsley, Jenkins), five different leading re-
bounders (Goulbourne, McClellan, Ogilvy, Taylor, Walker), 
five different assist leaders (Beal, Jenkins, Taylor, Tinsley, 
Walker), and seven different leading shot blockers (Ezeli, 
Goulbourne, Jenkins, McClellan, Ogilvy, Tinsley, Walker) 
so far this season.  Eight different Commodores have 
scored in double figures this season.

Beal Eclipses 1,000-Point Barrier Vs. Auburn
	 Senior guard Jermaine Beal became the 40th 
player in Vanderbilt history to the 1,000-point mark after 
registering 14 points against Auburn.  He is the team’s 
second 1,000-point scorer - A.J. Ogilvy became the first 
sophomore in VU history to go over the 1,000-point mark 
last season.

Big Shot Beal
	 Beal led Vanderbilt with a 25-point effort in a 85-76 
win over Tennessee on January 27, the Commodores’ 
first win in Knoxville in four years. Beal scored 10 points 
in a 23-5 Vanderbilt run late in the second half to give the 
Commodores a cushion they would use the rest of the way 
to come away with the win.

Beal Also Sees Scoring Increase
	 Jermaine Beal has seen his scoring increase in every 
year of his career.  So far in 2009-10, he is averaging 14.7 
points per game.  Last season, he pumped in 12.5 points 
per game, the team’s second highest scoring average, 
and increased his scoring from his sophomore to junior 
season by nearly five points (4.9).  He averaged 3.8 points 
per game as a freshman and 7.6 points per game as a 
sophomore.

Beal On Scoring Tear
	 The senior point guard is averaging 20.4 points per 
game in his last five games, and has scored 20 or more 
in three of those five games - 25 at Tennessee, 21 at 
Georgia, and 20 vs. Tennessee.  He has also had only five 
turnovers in 177 minutes of play in those five games.

VU Block Party
	 For the year, VU has 130 blocks, and is averaging 5.7 
blocks per game, which is ahead of the clip set by last 
year’s team, which set the school record for blocks in a 
season.  Vanderbilt blocked 137 shots in 2008-09, a rate of 
4.4 per game.

Ogilvy Grabs SEC Player of the Week Honor
	 A.J. Ogilvy won his first SEC Player of the Week award 
for the week of November 30-December 6 after averaging 
22.0 points and 6.0 rebounds against Missouri and DePaul, 
respectively.  It was the first player of the week honor for 
the 6’11 center from Sydney, Australia - he won three SEC 
Freshman of the Week awards in the 2007-08 season.

Ogilvy Reaches Milestone Vs. Lipscomb
	 A.J. Ogilvy tallied three blocks against Lipscomb on 
November 16, which gave him 100 blocks for his career, 
making him the second Commodore to post 1,000 points 
and 100 blocks in a career.  Vanderbilt great Will Perdue is 
the only other VU player to accomplish the feat, with 1,281 
points and 157 blocks.  Ogilvy is only the fourth Vanderbilt 
player to eclipse the 100-block barrier in his career.

Walker, who 
redshirted the season last year because of the injury and is 
a sophomore this year, has started in all but one game so 
far this year and is averaging 6.0 points and 5.6 rebounds 
per game.  Walker has four games this season with at least 
five assists, and has either tied for the team lead or led the 
team in assists eight times this year.  

Hinkle Transfers
	 6’6 redshirt sophomore Charles Hinkle has decided to 
transfer after the fall semester.  Hinkle, from Los Alamitos, 
Calif., averaged 1.4 points and 0.5 rebounds in 10 games 
in the 2009-10 season, and 1.8 points and 0.8 rebounds in 
his two-year Vanderbilt career. Hinkle sat out the 2007-08 
season as a redshirt.

	 Vanderbilt had one signee in 2008-09, John Jenkins 
from nearby Station Camp High School in Gallatin, Tenn.  
Jenkins, a 6’4 shooting guard, led all high scorers last 
season at 42.3 points per game and scored more than 30 
points in every one of his games last year as a high school 
senior. He converted 62% of his shots from the floor and 
47% from three and also made 88% of his free throws in 
his senior year. So far in 2009-10, Jenkins has scored in 
double figures 15 times and is averaging 10.4 points per 
game.  

Jenkins Impresses 
	 Jenkins has scored in double figures in 11 out of his 
last 13 games.  Earlier this year against Southern Miss on 
January 2, Jenkins tied a Memorial Gym record for three-
point field goal percentage, making 6-of-6 from beyond the 
arc in route to a 20-point effort against the Golden Eagles.  
Jenkins tied Barry Booker, Kevin Anglin and Dawid Przy-
byszewski for the gym record. All four of the players that 
hold the record went 6-of-6 from beyond the arc.

	 Jenkins won two consecutive SEC Freshman of the 
Week awards for the first two weeks of January of 2010.  
He was honored for his performances against Middle Ten-
nessee State and Florida January 4-11, when he averaged 
13.0 points and 4.0 rebounds in two Commodore wins over 
the Blue Raiders and Gators.  He was also named the 
SEC Freshman of the Week for his performances against 
Manhattan and Southern Miss December 27-January 4, 
when he averaged 17.5 points, 3.5 rebounds, and 3.0 
assists in the wins over the Jaspers and Golden Eagles.

Vanderbilt Signs Three In Early Period
	 Head Coach Kevin Stallings announced that guard 
Kyle Fuller, center Josh Henderson, and forward Rod 
Odom have signed a National Letter of Intent to attend 
Vanderbilt and play basketball for the Commodores begin-
ning in the fall of 2010.
	 Fuller, a 6’1 point guard from Moreno Valley, Calif., av-
eraged nearly 20 points and nine assists per game in 2009 
as a junior to lead his Rancho Verde High School team to 
a 24-6 record and trip to the sectional quarterfinals. This 
summer, he averaged almost 25 points and 10 assists per 
contest for his Inland Empire 17 and Under AAU Squad. 
Fuller will be the Commodores’ third player from California 
on the roster, joining Festus Ezeli and Darshawn McClel-
lan.

	 The Commodores return 14 letterwinners from a year 
ago, including all five starters for a team that finished with 
a 19-12 overall record and an 8-8 record in SEC play in 
2008-09.  Vanderbilt missed the postseason for the first 
time for the first time since the 2002-03 season and only 
the second time in the Kevin Stallings era, which began 
prior to the 1999-00 season.

Historic Memorial Gymnasium In 58th Season
	 Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 58th season as the host venue of Vanderbilt 
basketball.  The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to more than 850 men’s 
contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and 40 men’s and women’s 
NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s). 
	 As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its end zone 
benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952 as a memorial to 
all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was built by the late master 
architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a combination gymnasium/concert 
hall. 
	 “Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the nation’s 
No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against the top team in 
the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival Tennessee on February 26, 
2008. The Commodores also have a six-game home win streak over nationally ranked 
opponents. 
	 Last second shots also tend to fall in the Commodores’ favor at Memorial Gymnasium. 
Most recently, Shan Foster scored 42 points, including a three with 1.7 seconds remaining, 
in an 86-85 Vanderbilt win on March 8, 2008 against Mississippi State. 
* The Commodores have posted a 693-186 (.788) all-time record at Memorial Gymnasium. 
* VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most games won 
at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team has gone undefeated 
at home. 
* Vanderbilt has won 115 of its last 122 home games against non-conference opponents. 
Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 162-15 non-conference record at home (.915 
win percentage). 
* The Commodores are 95-8 against non-conference opponents at home during the Kevin 
Stallings era. 
* The Commodores have posted six undefeated seasons at home.
