	 Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 59th season as the host venue of 
Vanderbilt basketball.  The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to 
more than 850 men’s contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and 
40 men’s and women’s NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s). 
	 As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its 
end zone benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952 
as a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was 
built by the late master architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a 
combination gymnasium/concert hall. 
	 “Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the 
nation’s No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against 
the top team in the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival 
Tennessee on February 26, 2008.   
•	 The Commodores have posted a 709-190 (.790) all-time record at Memorial 
Gymnasium. 
•	  VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most 
games won at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team 
has gone undefeated at home. 
•	  Vanderbilt has won 124 of its last 131 home games against non-conference 
opponents. 
•	 Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 171-15 non-conference record at 
home (.919 win percentage). 
•	 The Commodores are 104-8 against non-conference opponents at home during 
the Kevin Stallings era. 
•	 The Commodores have posted six undefeated seasons at home.

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico (AP)-- John Jenkins scored 
22 points and Jeffery Taylor had 14 to lead Vanderbilt 
to a 59-49 win over Nebraska in the opening round of 
the Puerto Rico Tip-Off.

Jenkins sparked a 16-3 run for the Commodores (2-0) 
that sends them into the semifinals against West Vir-
ginia Friday at 11:30 a.m. CT (ESPNU). The three-day 
tournament ends Sunday.

Jenkins kept Vanderbilt’s hopes of playing for the title 
alive with a tying 3-pointer, then a jumper for a 48-46 
lead with 5:45 left. Steve Tchiengang hit a 3-pointer 
for a 54-48 lead and the Commodores completely put 
away Nebraska (2-1).

Brandon Ubel led Nebraska with 10 points. The Husk-
ers shot 6 for 21 from the field in the second half.

Notes
• Vanderbilt held their second straight opponent to 
under 50 points in the 2010-11 season. The Commo-
dores have held their two opponents this year to a 
46.5 ppg average.
• The Commodores now own a 5-2 series advantage 
over Nebraska.
• In neutral site, preseason tournament games since 
2006, Vanderbilt has a 9-2 record (loss to Appala-
chian State in the finals of 2006 San Juan Shootout, 
first-round loss to Cincinnati in 2009 EA Sports Maui 
Invitational).
• With John Jenkins’ jumper with 5:45 to go in regula-
tion, Vanderbilt claimed the lead for good at 48-46.

NASHVILLE - Brad Tinsley recorded the first triple-
double in school history and Jeffery Taylor scored a 
career-high 27 points as Vanderbilt rolled to an 88-47 
victory over Presbyterian in the season opener for 
both teams.

Tinsley finished with 11 points, plus career highs of 
10 assists and 10 rebounds. His pass that set up Rod 
Odom’s 3-pointer with 4:31 left sealed the feat and 
sent the Vanderbilt bench into a frenzy. Coach Kevin 
Stallings quickly called a timeout and Tinsley’s team-
mates mauled him at halfcourt.

The game was well in hand by that point as the Com-
modores opened with six straight baskets and made 
10 of their first 12 shots to take a 24-11 lead with 11:47 
left in the first half.

Festus Ezeli had a career-high 14 points and John 
Jenkins added 10 for Vanderbilt. Al’Lonzo Cole-
man had 17 points and Josh Johnson scored 11 for 
Presbyterian.

	 The Commodores (15-4, 3-2 Southeastern Confer-
ence) won at Humphrey Coliseum for the first time 
since 1993, breaking a streak of eight straight losses in 
Starkville. Vanderbilt trailed by as many as nine points, 
but used a 12-0 run late in the second half to recover 
for its third straight victory. 
	 Festus Ezeli added 14 points for Vanderbilt while 
Lance Goulbourne had nine points and 12 rebounds. 
	 Vanderbilt led 77-74 with 20 seconds remaining 
when Taylor stole the ball in the press and dunked for 
the clinching basket. The 6-foot-7 junior was 9 of 18 
from the field and had five rebounds, three steals and 
two assists. 
	 Jenkins made 9 of 9 free throws, including seven 
during Vanderbilt’s crucial 12-0 run that turned a 66-59 
deficit into a 71-66 lead. 
	 Ravern Johnson scored 19 points and Dee Bost 
added 18 for the Bulldogs (10-9, 2-3), who shot 26 
of 58 (44.8 percent) from the field. Mississippi State 
struggled from 3-point range, making just 8 of 29 (27.6 
percent). 
	 Renardo Sidney, MSU’s best post player, battled 
foul trouble for most of the game. The 6-10, 275-pound 
sophomore finished with six points and five rebounds 
in just 13 minutes.
 Notes
•	 Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings got the first 
win of his career in Starkville.  His overall record at 
the Humphrey Coliseum is now 1-5, and against the 
Bulldogs overall, he is now 7-8.

	 Vanderbilt (15-5, 3-3 Southeastern Conference) had 
won its first 11 at Memorial Gym, and the Commodores 
had a sold-out crowd cheering them on.
	 Arkansas (14-6, 4-3) hadn’t had much success here, 
winning on only three of its previous 10 trips. The 
Razorbacks also had lost to the first two ranked teams 
they played this season. That didn’t matter Saturday 
as they shot a season-high 57.4 percent. 
	 They also outrebounded (30-22) and outdefended 
Vanderbilt. The Commodores only bettered Arkansas 
at the free throw line (25 of 26), which wasn’t nearly 
enough.
	 John Jenkins led Vanderbilt with 24 points. Festus

	 Sanchez missed all but four games last season with 
plantar fasciitis and sat out the first 11 games due 
to a stress fracture in his foot. That may be why the 
Commodores simply weren’t ready for him. Sanchez 
wound up scoring more points than he had managed 
in the previous eight games combined (17), using his 
speed to dominate the Commodores in the paint.
	 The Razorbacks blew open a game that was tight 
in the opening minutes with five ties and seven lead 
changes, before Mardracus Wade’s free throw put 
them up for good at 15-14 with 13:28 left. They built 
the margin to as many as 11, led 43-36 at halftime and 
pushed the lead to as much as 16 in the second half.
