Kuhlman (12.6), and Brendan McKillop (11.3) also
average double-digits for Davidson. Cohen leads
Davidson on the glass, averaging 6.6 rebounds per
contest.

The Davidson Series

Vanderbilt will meet Davidson for the fourth time
on Sunday afternoon, with the Commodores holding a
2-1 overall edge in the series.

The last meeting between the two schools came
on December 27, 1985, in the Music City Invitational
at Memorial Gym. Vanderbilt won that meeting,
78-69.

The Commodores got their 700th win at Memorial
Gym with the win over Belmont on December 4. VU
has posted a 702-188 (.789) all-time record at the
59-year old facility. Memorial Gym is the oldest
basketball building in use in the Southeastern
Conference. Vanderbilt has won 19 consecutive
non-conference games at Memorial, with its last loss
coming against UIC on December 3, 2008.

Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 774 consecu-
tive games, a streak which began at the inception
of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Commodores rank
second only to UNLV (784) for the longest streak in
Division | basketball. Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princeton
(662) are the only three schools in college basketball
to have made at least one 3-pointer in every game
played since the 3-point line was implemented.

Historic MemoriaL GymnAsium IN 59TH SEAsON

Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 59th season as the host venue of
Vanderbilt baskethall. The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to
more than 850 men’s contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and
40 men’s and women’s NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s).

As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its
end zone benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952
as a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was
built by the late master architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a
combination gymnasium/concert hall.

“Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the
nation’s No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against
the top team in the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival
Tennessee on February 26, 2008.
¢ The Commodores have posted a 702-188 (.788) all-time record at Memorial
Gymnasium.
¢ VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most
games won at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team
has gone undefeated at home.
