In 2009-10, Stallings posted his best SEC
record as a coach with a 12-4 mark.

Kevin Stallings is 141-47 in non-conference
games and an astounding 104-8 in home non-
conference games.

Vanderbilt Vs. The SEC

Vanderhilt has a 630-627 record against teams
that currently comprise the SEC.
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Goulbourne Wins SEC POTW, Joins Three
Other Starters Who Have Won Award

Junior forward Lance Goulbourne claimed the
Commodore's fourth SEC Player of the Week award
this season and the first of his career after his two
double-doubles last week against Ole Miss and St.
Mary's.

Goulbourne joins juniors Brad Tinsley and Festus
Ezeli, and sophomore John Jenkins as SEC weekly
award winners this season.

The 6°8 forward from Brooklyn, N.Y. averaged
14.5 points and 13.0 rebounds in wins over Ole Miss
and 22nd-ranked St. Mary’s (Calif.). Goulbourne, who
leads the SEC in rebounding in SEC games only (11.5
per game), had 14 points and 16 rebounds against
the Rebels and 15 points and 10 boards against the
Gaels. The 16 rebounds against Ole Miss was a new
career-high and tied the Stallings-era record in a
single game. They are also the most in an SEC game
this season. The two double-doubles are the first two
of his career.

3-Point D

In the latest national rankings, the Commodores
come in at number six in three-point field goal
percentage defense at 28.2%. Vanderbilt's last
opponent, St. Mary’s, entered the game shooting
40.6% from three, and the Commodores limited them
to 6-for-23 from beyond-the-arc (26.1%).

Free Throws

The Commodores lead the SEC in free throw
attempts per game in all games (26.7), and in SEC
games only (28.8).

On the road in four games thus far, Vanderbilt has
made more free throws than their opponents have
attempted. In the four games, VU is 70-104 (.673),
while opponents are 41-61 (.672).

Commodores Move Back Into Top 25
After falling out of the top 25 after their loss to
South Carolina, Vanderbilt surged back into the

rankings with their wins over Ole Miss and St. Mary's.

Vanderbilt jumped 15 spots from 34 to 19 in the AP
poll, and 13 positions to number 22 in the ESPN/USA
Today Poll.

It is the third time Vanderbilt has been ranked
this season in the AP poll, and the second time in the
ESPN/USA Today rankings.

Commodores Vs. Ranked Teams

Vanderbilt is now 3-1 against ranked teams in
2010-11 and 2-0 in games played at Memorial Gym.
In the Stallings’ era, Vanderbilt is 29-48 and 20-17 in
games played at Memorial Gym.

VU Wins Finishes Non-Conference
Unbeaten At Home
With the win over St. Mary's on Saturday, the
Commodores finished a perfect 10-0 at home in
non-conference play, and pushed its non-conference
home win streak to 21 (last loss vs. UIC on 12/8/08).
VU has posted a 706-188 (.789) all-time record
at the 59-year old facility. Memorial Gym is the
oldest basketball building in use in the Southeastern
Conference.

Phil Turner and Jarvis Varnado also added 11 for
the Bulldogs, who won four straight games in the
2009 tournament for their first title in seven years.

Historic MemoriaL GymnAsium IN 59TH SEAsON

Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 59th season as the host venue of
Vanderbilt baskethall. The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to
more than 850 men’s contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and
40 men’s and women’s NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s).

As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its
end zone benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952
as a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was
built by the late master architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a
combination gymnasium/concert hall.

“Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the
nation’s No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against
the top team in the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival
Tennessee on February 26, 2008.
¢ The Commodores have posted a 706-188 (.789) all-time record at Memorial
Gymnasium.
¢ VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most
games won at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team
has gone undefeated at home.
¢ Vanderbilt has won 124 of its last 131 home games against non-conference
opponents.
¢ Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 171-15 non-conference record at
home (.919 win percentage).
¢ The Commodores are 104-8 against non-conference opponents at home during
the Kevin Stallings era.
¢ The Commodores have posted six undefeated seasons at home.

NASHVILLE - Brad Tinsley recorded the first triple-
double in school history and Jeffery Taylor scored a
career-high 27 points as Vanderbilt rolled to an 88-47
victory over Presbyterian in the season opener for
both teams.

Tinsley finished with 11 points, plus career highs of
10 assists and 10 rebounds. His pass that set up Rod
Odom’s 3-pointer with 4:31 left sealed the feat and
sent the Vanderbilt bench into a frenzy. Coach Kevin
Stallings quickly called a timeout and Tinsley’s team-
mates mauled him at halfcourt.

The 6-foot-11 junior from Nigeria, who stood a good
5inches taller than anyone in the Western Kentucky
starting lineup, hit all seven of his field-goal attempts
and blocked three shots.

Juan Pattillo led Western Kentucky with 18 points
and Sergio Kerusch and Caden Dickerson each added
12.

Vanderbilt took a 35-17 lead into halftime. The Com-
modores shot 50 percent from 3-point range (6 of 12),
including three consecutive 3s as part of an 11-0 run
that pushed their lead to 35-13.

Jenkins had eight points at the break. Odom had six
on the strength of two 3-pointers and Ezeli had six.

Western Kentucky committed 16 turnovers in the
first half that led to 17 points the other way.

Vanderbilt didnt take great care of the ball in a
sloppy first half either, turning it over 12 times. But the
Hilltoppers couldn’t take advantage, shooting just 8 of
28 (28.6 percent) and making 1 of 9 3 pointers.

John Jenkins added 16 points, Festus Ezeli had
15, and Brad Tinsley 10 for Vanderhilt.

The Commodores (9-2) played without forwards
Lance Goulbourne and Andre Walker. Goulbourne,
the team’s second-leading rebounder at 6.7 per
game, was not on the bench but was in attendance.

Walker, who started the first seven games,
has missed the past four with mononucleosis. He's
scheduled to make his return for Vanderbilt's next
game, Dec. 29 at home against Marquette.

The Commodores built a 14-point lead at the half
and the Blue Raiders (4-8) never got closer than eight
in the second half. Vanderbilt shot 36 free throws, 26
in the second half, to just 14 for Middle Tennessee.

Jason Jones led Middle with 15 points. The Blue
Raiders have lost four in a row.

Vanderbilt had its largest lead of the first half, 41-
27, at the half when Brad Tinsley went coast to coast
with an inbounds pass after a free throw by Middle’s
Kerry Hammonds.

Davidson (7-6). Jake Cohen, the Wildcats’ leading
scorer at 14.9 points, was held to a season-low two
points.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - South Carolina was up eight and as
the final seconds ticked away, Vanderhilt went up for
what appeared to be a meaningless layup.

But the Gamecocks’ Sam Muldrow leaped up, got
his fingertips on the ball, and ended up in his school’s
record books, getting just the second triple-double in
South Carolina’s history in an 83-75 win over the No.
22 Commodores in Columbia.

Muldrow owned overtime, getting five points, in-
cluding a crucial 3, and four blocks in the extra period.

Freshman Bruce Ellington, in his first league game,
got the Gamecocks (10-4, 1-0) to overtime. He scored
12 of the Gamecocks final 15 points in regulation
-- burying four 3-pointers in seven minutes, including
the final points of the second half that tied it at 72 with
2:09 to go.

He then gave South Carolina its first lead of the
game with a layup on the first possession of overtime
and his quick pass to Muldrow for an open 3 put South
Carolina up 81-75 with 2:18 to go.

Ellington finished with 22 points and has scored
at least 20 in five of the first 14 games of his college
career.

John Jenkins led Vanderbilt (11-3, 0-1) with 27
points after missing the last game with a concussion.
Jeffery Taylor added 14 points and Lance Goulbourne
had nine points and 14 rebounds for the Commodores.

Vanderbilt jumped to an 11-point lead in the first
14 minutes of the game. But the Commodores could
never put the Gamecocks away.

Georgia (12-3, 1-1) had its own problems, having
to bus in from Athens, Ga., on Tuesday because of
a winter storm. The Bulldogs had such trouble even
getting a bus they missed practice.

Coach Mark Fox refused to blame the travel prob-
lems for the poor play and his Bulldogs’ first loss since
Nov. 26 against Temple.

The Bulldogs never got closer than three in the
second half. Travis Leslie led the Bulldogs with 21
points, Gerald Robinson added 20 and Trey Thompkins
had 13.

Jeffery Taylor had 15 points for Vandy. Ezeli had a
double-double, also grabbing 10 rebounds.

Vanderbilt couldn’t protect a lead at South Carolina
and lost 83-75 even though they never trailed in
regulation. This time, before a sold-out crowd, the
Commodores led 40-32 at halftime and stayed in front
throughout.
