SERIES HISTORY:  Loyola leads, 3-0

4  Loyola looks to extend its win streak to five games when it faces Southeastern 
Conference rival Vanderbilt Wednesday night in Phoenix in a Basketball Hall of Fame 
Showcase contest. The Ramblers have picked up at least one victory over a Power Con-
ference opponent in five of the last seven seasons and under head coach Porter Moser 
own seven wins over Power 5 conference foes.
4 Over the last five-plus seasons, head coach Porter Moser has guided Loyola to three 
postseason berths (CBI in 2015, NCAA in 2018, NIT in 2019) and a record of 116-68 (.630). 
4 The Ramblers’ current four-game win streak is their longest since a magical 14-game 
run in 2017-18 that helped them reach the NCAA Final Four.
4 Loyola has been finishing strong, shooting 61.2 percent (30-for-49) from the field and 
50 percent (7-for-14) from beyond the arc, in the second half in its last pair of outings.
4 Through the first eight outings of the season, Loyola was mired in a shooting slump 
from long distance, converting just 29.7 percent (35-for-118) of its triple attempts. How-
ever, the Ramblers appear to have shaken those struggles and are hitting 51.9 percent 
(27-for-52) of their treys in the last three contests. Loyola is 4-0 when hitting 5+ treys.
4 When the NCAA released the latest Graduation Success Rate (GSR) scores in Oc-
tober, Loyola was tied for second among all Division I schools with a 99 percent GSR. 
Loyola was tied for first in the nation in 2016 and 2017 and tied for second in 2018.

4 Loyola shook off a slugglish start, getting a big second half from Tate Hall, to earn a 
64-45 victory over Norfolk State December 15 for its fourth straight win.
4 Hall scored all 21 of his points in the second period, and Cameron Krutwig notched his 
third double-double of the year with 14 points and 11 rebounds, to go with six assists. Jalon 
Pipkins also came off the bench to deliver a career-best 14 points for Loyola.

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LOYOLA - VANDERBILT - THE SERIES
4Loyola and Vanderbilt are meeting for the fourth time, and first in 74 years, in a 
series that traces its roots to 1926. In the last meeting between the programs, the 
Ramblers emerged victorious, 25-22, on December 30, 1935.
4The Ramblers have fared well against the Southeastern Conference, winning four 
of their last five games against SEC foes, including decisions over No. 5 Florida 
(65-59) and No. 13 Tennessee (63-62 in the NCAA Tournament) during the 2017-18 
season. All time, Loyola is 15-16 (.484) versus current members of the SEC.

SCOUTING VANDERBILT
4Under first-year head coach and former North Carolina and NBA standout Jerry 
Stackhouse, Vanderbilt won five of its first six contests but has dropped two of its 
last three, including a 61-56 setback versus Liberty on December 14.
4Sophomore forward Aaron Nesmith has been one of the top scorers in the nation 
so far this year, averaging 22.3 points per game, while connecting on 50.7 percent 
(68-for-134) of his field goal attempts and 48.7 percent (37-for-76) of his triple tries. 
Junior guard Saben Lee, a Phoenix native, adds 17.2 ppg and 5.7 apg, while freshman 
guard Scotty Pippen Jr. puts up 10.2 ppg and 4.7 apg.
4Vanderbilt’s offense has been high powered, scoring 90 or more points on four 
occasions this season. However, the Commodores are mustering just 68.0 ppg in 
their last three games, including 57.0 ppg in their last two losses.

LOYOLA WHEN...
KING KRUT
4Cameron Krutwig has earned All-MVC accolades in each of his first two seasons 
at Loyola, collecting third team honors as a freshman in 2017-18 before picking up 
first-team status in 2018-19, when he also finished third in the Larry Bird Trophy vot-
ing for the league’s player of the year award. He is the first Rambler ever to earn all-
conference (first, second or third team) status as both a freshman and a sophomore.
4Krutwig has been tabbed MVC Preseason Player of the Year. Should the Algon-
quin, Ill. native take home that honor in 2019-20, Loyola would become the first 
school in Valley history to have three different players earn the conference’s top 
individual honor in three straight seasons. The last time school to produce the MVC 
Player of the Year in three or more consecutive years was Bradley - Jim Les (1986), 
Hersey Hawkins (1987, 1988) and Anthony Manuel (1989).
4One of the top passing big men ever to don the Maroon and Gold, Krutwig has 
scored in double digits in 30 of his last 32 contests overall and he now boasts 10 
career double-doubles. In his collegiate career, Krutwig has distributed five or more 
assists on 11 occasions and in 11 outings this year is dealing 4.4 apg, including an 
11-assist effort versus UC Davis November 5.
4The big man has more than held his own versus Power 5 conference opponents 
in his career, scoring in double digits five times in seven such outings, putting up 
12.0 ppg, 5.7 rpg and 1.7 apg. He had 14 points and eight boards in a 65-59 win at 
No. 5 Florida as a freshman in 2017-18.
4Krutwig, who matched a career high with 24 points versus Saint Joseph’s No-
vember 16, netted his 1,000th career point November 25 versus South Florida at 
the Cayman Islands Classic. He is the 44th player in Loyola history to score 1,000 
points and is one of only 23 Ramblers to rack up 1,000 career points and 500 
career rebounds
4In Loyola’s last nine games, Krutwig is putting up impressive numbers, averag-
ing 17.6 ppg, 7.8 rpg, 3.6 apg, 1.2 spg and shooting 61.2 percent (63-for-103) from the 
field. He is the only MVC player this year to be averaging 16.0 ppg, 7.0 rpg and 4.0 
apg has totaled 10 or more points in 21 straight games at Gentile Arena.
4A 61.8 percent (443-for-717) shooter from the field in his career, Krutwig is regis-
tering 17.3 ppg, 6.7 rpg and 2.0 apg, hitting 63.6 percent (21-for-33) of his shots from 
the floor, in three neutral site games, all at the Cayman Islands Classic, this season. 
4In Loyola’s last four outings, the center is producing 17.0 ppg, 9.0 rpg, 3.3 apg and 
1.5 spg, and is coming off a 14-point, 11-rebound, 6-assist effort versus Norfolk State.
4Krutwig has converted 26 of his last 29 attempts (.897) from the foul line and is 
shooting 83.3 percent (35-for-42) from the charity stripe this season. He is 12-for-12 
from the line away from home (road and neutral games) in 2019-20. A year ago, he 
buried only 57.8 percent (78-for-135) of his free tosses.
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STARTING LINEUPS

WHY SO DEFENSIVE?
4Defense has been Loyola’s calling card during its consecutive Missouri Valley 
Conference regular-season championships and its work at that end of the floor has 
played a pivotal role in its recent four-game surge.
4Over the last three outings, the Ramblers have yielded a mere 54.0 ppg and forced 
20.7 turnovers per game, while limiting opponents to 36.6 percent (56-for-153) shoot-
ing from the field, including 32.5 percent (27-for-83) from three-point range. Through 
the first eight contests of the 2019-20 campaign, during which it went 4-4, Loyola 
allowed 66.1 ppg as its opponents connected on 44.3 percent (190-for-428) from the 
field and 38.7 percent (65-for-168) from behind the arc.
4Loyola has not allowed more than 66 points in each of its last seven contests and 
when the Ramblers surrender 70 or more points this season, they are 0-2.
4Through games of December 15, Loyola ranked fourth in The Valley in scoring 
defense (62.8), but the top five teams in the league in that category were separated 
by only seven-tenths of a point.

In his 16th season as a head coach and ninth at 
Loyola University Chicago, Porter Moser is known 
as a tireless recruiter, master game tactician and 
true teacher of the game. A graduate of Benet 
Academy, Moser is a native of Naperville, Ill., and 
came to Loyola following a stint as the associate 
head coach at Saint Louis University under the 
late Rick Majerus.

One of only four coaches in school history to win 
over 140 games on the Loyola bench, Moser has 
guided the Ramblers to three potseason berths, 
including the 2015 College Basketball Invitational 
(CBI) title in the program’s first postseason berth 
since 1985, and led them to 12 wins over Power 5, 
Big East or Mountain West conference schools. 
The 2017-18 season was a historic one for Loyola 
as Moser piloted the Ramblers to a school-record 
32 wins and their first Final Four appearance 
since winning the NCAA championship in 1963, 
along with a No. 7 ranking in the final 2017-18 
USA Today Coaches Poll.

Milton Doyle, the first Chicago Public League 
recruit to attend Loyola in a decade, would go on 
to become Loyola’s first NBA player in 30 years 
when he appeared with the Brooklyn Nets in 
2017-18. 

Moser has recruited and developed each of the 
last two Missouri Valley Conference Player of the 
Year award winners - Clayton Custer in 2018 and 
Marques Townes in 2019 - and has steered the 
Ramblers to back-to-back regular-season league 
titles for the first time in program history.

No stranger to the Missouri Valley Conference, 
Moser was the head coach at Illinois State from 
2003-07 and graduated from Creighton, which 
was a member of the MVC at the time. 

Prior to his stint at Illinois State, Moser compiled 
a 54-34 record in three seasons as head coach 
at Arkansas-Little Rock. Taking over the Trojans’ 
program at only 31 years of age, Moser turned 
a 4-24 team into an 18-11 squad in one season, 
the greatest turnaround in Sun Belt Conference 
history.

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2019-20 MVC PRESEASON POLL GREAT TATE
4Redshirt junior Tate Hall, a transfer from Division II University of Indianapolis, has 
made an immediate impact and with 14.4 ppg is on pace to deliver the highest scor-
ing average by a Loyola newcomer since Milton Doyle in 2013-14 (14.9 ppg).
4Hall, who has drained 14 of his last 26 (.538) attempts from three-point territory, 
has 13 assists and only three turnovers in three neutral-site games this season. He 
scored 21 points in the second half to fuel Loyola’s victory over Norfolk State De-
cember 15 and is registering 21.5 ppg, 4.5 rpg and 4.0 apg in his last two outings on a 
neutral floor.
4He is looking to join an impressive crop of Rambler transfers in the Porter Moser 
era who have enjoyed tremendous success. Kansas transfer Milton Doyle became 
Loyola’s first NBA product in 30 years, while Clayton Custer (Iowa State) and 
Marques Townes (Fairleigh Dickinson) won the last two MVC Player of the Year 
awards.
4Hall, who has scored in double digits in seven of the last nine games, is tallying 
17.2 ppg, 4.2 rpg, 3.4 apg and 2.0 spg, converting 52.9 percent (27-for-51) of his field 
goal tries and 52.2 percent (12-for-23) of his triple attempts, in the last five outings. 
He has topped the 20-point plateau four times already this season.
4At Indianapolis, Hall was a standout, earning Great Lakes Valley Conference 
Freshman of the Year status in 2016-17 and as a sophomore, he was a First Team All-
GLVC pick after recording 14.8 ppg, 5.6 rpg, 2.2 apg and 1.0 spg.

RAMBLINGS
4Loyola will be seeking its third straight postseason appearance in 2019-20. The 
Ramblers last reached the postseason in three consecutive seasons all the way back 
in the early 1960s - 1962 (NIT), 1963 (NCAA Champs), 1964 (NCAA).
4Loyola has posted a 27-9 (.750) Missouri Valley Conference record over the last 
two seasons, the most league wins, regardless of conference affiliation, in a two-year 
period in program history.
4The Ramblers are seeking their fourth consecutive winning season, something the 
program has not acheived since accomplishing the feat four straight seasons under 
head coach Gene Sullivan - 1981-82 (17-12), 1982-83 (19-10), 1983-84 (20-9) and 1984-
85 (27-6).
4Head coach Porter Moser needs one more win to tie Gene Sullivan (1980-89) for 
the third most in Loyola history (149). George Ireland (1951-75) and Lenny Sachs 
(1923-42) hold down the top two spots with 321 and 223 wins, respectively.
4Through games of December 14, Loyola ranked second in the nation in field goal 
percentage (.525). The Ramblers have finished in the top 17 in NCAA Division I play in 
that category in each of the last three seasons.

WHERE THERE’S A WILL(IAMSON) THERE’S A WAY
4Lucas Williamson has picked up where he left off last season and is averaging 11.4 
ppg, 4.1 rpg and 1.5 apg, while connecting on 48.9 percent (44-for-90) of his field goal 
tries, through the first 11 contests of 2019-20.
4The Chicago native opened the year by posting 14.0 ppg on 49.1 percent (27-for-
55) shooting from the field in the first five outings.
4Williamson has helped the Ramblers to a 4-1 ledger when he scores 10 or more 
points this season and that record stands at 13-4 for his career. 
4In his Loyola career, when Williamson knocks down two or more three-point field 
goals, the Ramblers are 19-3. He fell one triple shy of equaling the Loyola single-
game record for treys made (8) when he went 7-for-8 from long distance and fin-
ished with a career-high 25 points versus Quincy December 7.
4A Preseason Third Team All-MVC pick, Williamson is putting up 13.3 ppg, 3.3 rpg, 
1.0 apg and 1.7 spg, connecting on 54.2 percent (13-for-24) from the field and 58.8 
percent (10-for-17) from triple territory, in the last three contests.
4In his last five meetings with Power 5 opponents, the 6-foot-4 guard is accounting 
for 6.6 ppg and 4.4 rpg, connecting on 48 percent (12-for-25) of his shots from the 
field. Last season, he totaled 13 points, six reobunds and three assists against Atlan-
tic Coast Conference and Jesuit rival Boston College. Over Loyola’s last six outings, 
Williamson, who is regarded as one of the top defenders in The Valley, is swiping 2.0 
steals per game.
4Williamson is averaging 11.5 ppg, 4.9 rpg, 2.0 spg and shooting 50.8 percent (67-
for-132) from the floor in his last 17 appearances.
