• Prior to the game, Vanderbilt will honor 10 seniors in Haley Hopkins, Olivia Simmons, Kayla Eason, Maddie Elwell, Myra Konte, Leila Azari, Blue Ellis, Sarah Fuller, Madiya Harriott and Rebecca 
Rossett.
• The 2020 senior class owns a 47-19-5 record, which is good for a .697 winning percentage. The percentage thus far marks the best winning percentage by a four-year class in program history, 
topping the previous bests of .665 in 1997 and .663 just last year in 2019.
• Overall, this marks the 10th senior class in program history to win at least 47 games. Only seven classes have won at least 50 games, and the 2019 senior class was the first to reach the 50-win 
mark (52) since six classes in a row reached the number from 1995 to 2000.

LAST TIME OUT
• Vanderbilt scored its first first-half goal of 2020 and never looked back from there, beating LSU 2-0 in Louisiana on Friday, Oct. 30.
• Leila Azari scored 16 minutes into the game when she redirected a Maddie Elwell corner into the back of the net for her first goal of 2020. Olivia Simmons put the icing on the victory in the 80th 
minute when she pressured the LSU back line, forced a turnover and scored her first goal of 2020. 
• Vanderbilt has now recorded back-to-back shutouts, marking the first two of 2020 and the first time it’s posted consecutive clean sheets since opening 2019 with five in a row.

SEC TOURNAMENT INFO
• Entering the final week of the regular season, Vanderbilt stands fourth in the SEC overall standings with 12 points.
• In this year’s SEC Tournament, the SEC East and West regular-season champions earn the top two seeds in the tournament with seeds three through 14 determined by overall points. The top 
four seeds in the tournament earn double byes directly into the quarterfinals on Tuesday, Nov. 17. Seed Nos. 5-10 earn a bye into the second round set for Sunday, Nov. 15, and seed Nos. 11-14 
play in first-round action Friday, Nov. 13.
• Though Vanderbilt cannot win the SEC East title, it can still earn a double bye in the tournament. With a victory and a single Auburn loss or two draws, Vanderbilt would secure the No. 4 seed. 
Auburn enters the weekend with two games on the schedule against Alabama and at Texas A&M. Should Vanderbilt win and Auburn earn a win and a draw, the seed would come down to a 
tiebreaker. Two Auburn wins would eliminate Vanderbilt from contention for a double bye.
• This year’s tournament is set for Nov. 13-22 in Orange Beach, Alabama.

DORES IN THE POLL
• With three wins in a row, Vanderbilt re-entered the United Soccer Coaches poll this week at No. 13 in the nation and will play its third game of the year as a ranked team against Ole Miss.
• In the first release of the poll on Sept. 22, Vanderbilt checked in at No. 10. A week later after falling in overtime to Tennessee, Vanderbilt checked in at No. 13.
• A season ago, Vanderbilt reached as high as No. 9 in the poll.

NOTING 2020
• In the season opener against Kentucky, a Haley Hopkins brace was the difference in a come-from-behind 3-2 win over the Wildcats. The victory came after Kentucky scored the first two goals of 
the game in the opening half to lead by a pair after 45 minutes.
• Across Vanderbilt’s three losses to Tennessee, Missouri and South Carolina, four of the five opponent goals have come from set pieces with Tennessee scoring on a corner kick, Missouri tallying 
twice from the direct result of free kicks and South Carolina winning it on the PK.

• During its current three-game winning streak, Vanderbilt is outscoring opponents 5-1 and has 
scored five goals in a row without giving one up after Florida opened the scoring Oct. 18 with 
the game’s first tally.

HEAD COACH DARREN AMBROSE
• Now in his sixth season leading Vanderbilt soccer, Darren Ambrose has guided one of the best 
five-year runs in program history. 
	 • The Dores have amassed a 65-36-10 record and 33-19-7 SEC mark during his tenure. 
Eleven of those wins are over ranked opponents.
	 • Vanderbilt has three appearances in the NCAA Tournament, an SEC regular season 
championship and an East Division championship under his leadership.
	 • Ambrose is the first Vanderbilt head coach in 21 years to have three consecutive double-
digit win seasons (2017-19). 

LATE DECISIONS
• Six of Vanderbilt’s seven games thus far in 2020 have been decided in the second half or later 
and have been one-goal games.
• The lone game that hasn’t been decided in the second half or been a one-goal game came 
last time out when Vanderbilt scored the game-winner in the 16th minute and beat LSU 2-0.
• All three of Vanderbilt’s goals against Kentucky in the season opener came after the 53rd 
minute with the first two separated by just 6:11 of game action. 
• Against Florida, Myra Konte’s game-winning goal came in the 103rd minute of double 
overtime.
• Against No. 15 Georgia, Haley Hopkins scored the game-winning goal in the 88th minute.
• Last season, nine of the 14 wins were decided after halftime, and five of those wins were 
away from West End.

DON’T FORGET TO REMEMBER ME
• Though battling injury most of the season, Haley Hopkins leads Vanderbilt with three goals 
this season.
• Last season, she accounted for 36% (13-of-36) of the Commodores’ goals. In her time on 
West End, she has scored 30 times. That number ties her for third-most on Vanderbilt’s all-
time goals list with Bobbi Lee (1990-93). Second place on the list is Jenger Burchett (1993-96) 
with 32 goals.
• Six of Hopkins’ goals a season ago were game winners. This season, two of her three goals 
serve as game-winners. With 13 in her career, she has the most in program history.
• While starting 43 straight games from 2018-20, Hopkins has been held back by injury in 2020 
and did not play at Florida on Oct. 18 before making her return Oct. 25 with the winning goal 
against No. 15 Georgia.

NEW FACES
• Vanderbilt welcomed seven freshmen to West End for 2020: Abi Brighton, Tina Bruni, Kate 
Devine, Sophia Gorski, Amber Nguyen, Maya Swinton and Alex Wagner.
• Three freshman Dores -- Abi Brighton, Amber Nguyen and Mya Swinton -- all made their 
debuts against Kentucky in the opener and have seen consistent playing time since.
	 • Brighton has started each match thus far for the Dores.
	 • Nguyen is second on the team with two assists and made her first collegiate start against 
	 Missouri on Oct. 3.
	 • Swinton has come off the bench for significant minutes in every game to date and had 
	 the second assist on Vanderbilt’s game-winning goal against No. 15 Georgia.
• Sophia Gorski made her debut at Missouri and logged significant minutes off the bench in 
Vanderbilt’s 2-1 victory at Florida.
• Alex Wagner scored her first collegiate goal in Vandy’s 2-1 double-overtime loss to South 
Carolina, tallying the tying goal in the 75th minute.

took over ahead of the 2015 season.
