Something to Build On

COLLEGE STATION, Texas - Isaiah Spiller had 117 yards rushing, Ainias Smith ran for a touchdown 
and No. 10 Texas A&M overcame three turnovers to beat Vanderbilt 17-12 in the season-opener for 
both teams.
 
Spiller had 5 five yards rushing in the first half before getting going after halftime. Smith added 51 
yards rushing after switching from receiver to running back this season to steady the offense on a 
night when Kellen Mond fumbled twice, losing one.
 
The Aggies didn’t trail after the first quarter but were never able to pull away because of three 
fumbles and a penalty that resulted in a safety.
 
Vanderbilt started Ken Seals at quarterback, making him just the third true freshman quarterback to 
start a SEC season opener since freshman eligibility was restored in 1972. He threw for 150 yards with 
a touchdown and two interceptions.
 
Spiller got things going for A&M after halftime when he ran for 57 yards on the first play of the third 
quarter. Texas A&M pushed the lead to 14-5 when Mond connected with Caleb Chapman on a 17-yard 
TD pass two plays later.
 
Seals threw an interception on Vanderbilt’s next drive, but the Aggies couldn’t cash in on the mistake 
after Mond fumbled at the end of a run on the ensuing possession.
 
The Commodores cut the lead to 14-12 late in the third quarter when Seals threw a perfect strike to 
Amir Abdur-Rahman in the corner of the end zone for a 7-yard touchdown. Abdur-Rahman had five 
receptions for 72 yards -- both career highs.
 
The Aggies added a field goal early in the fourth quarter to make it 17-12. Texas A&M was driving later 
in the quarter when Daevion Davis forced a fumble after a reception by Jalen Preston and recovered 
it to give Vanderbilt the ball at their own 42.
 
But a pass by Seals was tipped and intercepted by Leon O’Neal. He returned it 35 yards and the 
Aggies got 15 more yards after Chris Pierce was flagged for a late hit when he threw O’Neal down at 
the end of the run while he was out of bounds on the A&M sideline.
 
The Aggies came away empty on their next drive when Mond fumbled the handoff on fourth-and-1. 
But Vanderbilt had to punt it back to allow Texas A&M to hold on for the victory.
 
Vanderbilt led 3-0 in the first quarter before Smith ran 25 yards for a touchdown to put A&M on top.
 
There were about eight minutes left in the second quarter when Andre Mintze hit Mond to force 
a fumble which was recovered by Dashaun Jerkins. The Commodores couldn’t move the ball and 
had to punt. But Brian George received a personal foul for a blind side block in the end zone to give 
Vanderbilt a safety to cut the lead to 7-5.

The defending national champs never trailed after losing their season opener to Mississippi State 
when Brennan was sacked seven times. LSU also extended its winning streak over the Commodores 
to nine in a series it leads 24-7-1.

The Tigers outgained Vanderbilt 498-266, and the defense came up with two interceptions and a 
pair of sacks.

Brennan completed passes to 11 different receivers against a Vanderbilt defense that had consistent 
pressure against Kellen Mond in an opening loss at Texas A&M. 

Terrace Marshall Jr. finished with two TDs on two catches, and Jontre Kirklin had 65 yards receiving 
and two TD catches, the second a toe-tapper at the back of the end zone off a flea flicker. John Emery 
ran for 103 yards and a TD.

Vanderbilt had its chances with freshman Ken Seals making his home debut. When Randall Haynie 
picked off an overthrown pass from Brennan, Seals hit tight end Ben Bresnahan with an 8-yard TD 
pass to pull the Commodores to 14-7 in the second quarter.

Todd Harris Jr. picked off Seals’ pass at the goal line early in the fourth quarter.

Fighting the Uncontrollables

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — South Carolina quarterback Collin Hill ran for two touchdowns and Kevin Harris 
ran for two TDs and a career-high 171 yards as the Gamecocks beat Vanderbilt 41-7.

South Carolina won its 12th straight in this series by dominating Vanderbilt 486-249 in total offense 
and three sacks on a rainy day. The Gamecocks had more yards rushing (290) than the Commodores 
had total yards.

Harris ran for a 25-yard TD early in the third and added a career-long 88-yarder early in the fourth. 

Vanderbilt remains winless after having 56 scholarship players available for this game, just three 
above the limit set by the Southeastern Conference for a team to play a game. The Commodores 
already had six players opt out of this season.

Vanderbilt coach Derek Mason said he learned Thursday that his numbers would be limited by 
injuries and contact tracing during a pandemic.

Parker White kicked a pair of field goals, including a 43-yarder that gave the Gamecocks the lead for 
good in the first quarter.

Vanderbilt had its chances early to either tie or take a lead. Pierson Cooke missed a 29-yard field goal 
wide right for Vanderbilt and is now 1 of 4 this season.

In the second quarter, the Commodores went for it on fourth-and-2 at the South Carolina 3. Freshman 
Ken Seals rolled right and wound up being tackled, missing the chance to throw to a receiver in the 
end zone when open or run himself.

Hill hit Nick Muse with a 32-yard pass, starting a 12-play, 96-yard drive that the South Carolina 
quarterback capped himself for a 14-point swing. Hill went over the top for a 1-yard touchdown and 
a 10-0 lead with 2:09 left in the first half.

South Carolina scored the final 24 points. Hill ran for a 10-yard TD in the third, and Harris broke loose 
for his 88-yarder and Dakeron Joyner had a 47-yard TD, both in the fourth.

Vandy Falls at Home to Ole Miss

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — The Ole Miss offense was too much for Vanderbilt to overcome during the 
Rebels’ 54-21 win over Vanderbilt at Vanderbilt Stadium.

A 21-0 lead in the first quarter helped Ole Miss take control of the game early. The Rebels wound up 
totaling 645 yards of total offense and averaged 8.2 yards per play. They also put together six scoring 
drives of at least 70 yards.

Vandy got within 33-14 in the second quarter, but could not get any closer. Freshman quarterback 
Ken Seals finished 31-for-40 passing for 319 yards with two touchdowns while wide receiver Cam 
Johnson caught 14 passes for 97 yards.

Keyon Henry-Brooks had 66 yards rushing and scored the game’s final touchdown on a 1-yard plunge 
in the fourth quarter.

Ole Miss won the toss, elected to receive and quickly marched 71 yards for the game’s first 
touchdown. Snoop Conner polished off the series with a 1-yard plunge into the end zone, giving the 
Rebels a 7-0 lead less than 3 1/2 minutes into the affair.

A 9-yard touchdown lob from Matt Corral to tight end Kenny Yeboah put Ole Miss up 14-0 with 2:49 to 
go in the first quarter. That play capped a 93-yard drive that took just 4:13 off the clock.

Exactly two minutes later, Corral threw a 36-yard touchdown pass down the right sideline to Elijah 
Moore giving Ole Miss a 21-0 advantage going into the second quarter.

Vanderbilt finally responded after that when Seals found tight end Ben Bresnahan on a 43-yard 
touchdown pass down the left sideline. A quick pump fake followed by a long throw to an open 
Bresnahan cut the Vandy deficit to 21-7. The grab was the longest of Bresnahan’s career.

Moore scored his next touchdown with a one-yard reception that capped an eight-play, 77-yard drive 
and gave Ole Miss a 27-7 lead. Six minutes and 28 seconds later, Moore caught a 28-yard touchdown 
to put the Rebels ahead 33-7.

Vandy wasn’t done just yet and had enough time left on the clock to put something together. Seals 
orchestrated an eight-play drive that ended with a 16-yard pass to Chris Pierce Jr. into the left side 
of the end zone.

The Commodores would have to settle for a 33-14 halftime score.

Seals finished 15 of 18 passing in the first half totaling 158 yards to go along with two touchdown 
throws. Corral was 22 of 25 for 318 yards and four touchdowns and the Rebels piled up 413 yards of 
total offense on 46 plays.

After Vandy was forced to punt to begin the second half, Ole Miss put together another long scoring 
drive that ended with Corral’s 14-yard touchdown pass to Ontario Drummond. That put the Rebels 
ahead 41-14.

The Commodores fumbled the ensuing kickoff, which allowed Corral to add a 9-yard touchdown 
pass to Yeboah a few minutes later making it 48-14. John Rhys Plumlee connected with Braylon 
Sanders on a 37-yard touchdown pass before the end of the third period.

Corral finished 31 of 34 passing for 412 yards and six touchdowns while Moore caught 14 balls for 
238 yards and three scores.

Comeback Comes Up Short

STARKVILLE, Miss. — Vanderbilt cut a 17-0 deficit down to 17-14 in the second half at Davis Wade 
Stadium, but five turnovers ultimately led to the Commodores’ demise in a 24-17 loss to Mississippi 
State.

Down 17-14 late, Vandy appeared intent on driving for a chance at a game-tying or game-winning 
score, but quarterback Ken Seals threw his third interception of the day with 8:02 to play. The Dores 
still got the back with 6:11 to go, only to see Seals lose a fumble at his own 13 with 4:18 to play.

Jo’Quavious Marks punched in a 1-yard touchdown run shortly thereafter to ice the game for the 
Bulldogs.

Pierson Cooke was able to hit a 41-yard field goal with 38 ticks remaining making it a touchdown 
game. The Bulldogs recovered the ensuing onside kickoff to clinch victory.

Running back Keyon Henry-Brooks finished with 115 yards on 20 carries and caught 11 passes for 97 
yards. His 27-yard touchdown run got the Commodores within three late in the game.

Seals threw for a career-high 336 yards on 31 of 46 passing and a touchdown. The freshman also 
threw three interceptions and lost a fumble.

Wide receiver Cam Johnson had 10 grabs for 114 yards and Chris Pierce made six receptions for 76 
yards and a score.

After Vanderbilt’s opening offensive series ended with an interception on the fourth play, Mississippi 
State needed just five plays to go 27 yards to take a 7-0 lead. Mississippi State quarterback Will Rogers 
found Osirus Mitchell on a 6-yard pass a little more than three minutes into the game.

The Bulldogs then upped their lead to 14-0 with an 11-play drive that covered 68 yards and chewed 
up 5:05 of clock. Dillon Johnson’s 4-yard touchdown run polished the series off and came on the 
heals of Cooke’s missed 50-yard field goal for Vandy.

Mississippi State’s Brandon Ruiz added a 25-yard field goal later in the second quarter and that 
would turn out to be the final score of the half.

Vanderbilt had 156 yards of total offense in the first two quarters, but turned the ball over twice, 
missed a field goal and failed on one of two fourth-down conversions.

The Commodores finally put a dent into the lead toward the end of the third quarter thanks to an 
eight-play, 71-yard drive that ended in seven points. Seals found Pierce from the 2 to make the score 
17-7 with 4:27 to go in the period.

Suddenly Vandy had life and road the legs of Henry-Brooks from there. The sophomore capped a 12-
play, 85-yard drive with a 27-yard sprint to the end zone making it 17-14 with 12:27 to go.

That would set up the final, pivotal minutes of the contest before Vanderbilt ran out of time.

Dores Drop Road Test at Kentucky

LEXINGTON, Ky. — A slow start out of the gates turned out to be critical in the race to victory for 
Vanderbilt as the Commodores lost 38-35 to Kentucky at Kroger Field.

After falling behind 14-0, Vandy had outscored the Wildcats 21-17 at one point, but couldn’t come all 
the way back. Kentucky’s Chris Rodriguez virtually iced the game with a 74-yard touchdown run with 
9:14 to go in the contest, making it 38-21.

Quarterbacks Mike Wright and Ken Seals – both true freshmen – each had solid days for the 
Commodores. Wright threw a 2-yard touchdown pass and ran for a 2-yard score. Seals finished 21 of 
32 for 225 yards and two touchdowns.

Vandy running back Keyon Henry-Brooks totaled 121 yards on the ground over a career-high 29 
carries. The sophomore has racked up 302 yards rushing on 72 attempts the past three games.

Running back Mitchell Pryor scored on a 2-yard run for the Dores with 3:13 to play and Seals found 
Cam Johnson on a 7-yard touchdown pass with 30 seconds left. It was too little, too late.

Kentucky began the day by marching 75 yards in nine plays and went up 7-0 when Terry Wilson 
found Justin Rigg on a 15-yard touchdown pass. That series chewed up nearly five minutes of clock.

Wilson added a score with his feet when he rushed around right end for a 32-yard touchdown sprint 
putting the Wildcats ahead 14-0 with 3:48 to go in the opening stanza.

Vanderbilt regrouped to start the second quarter and got on board with a Seals 34-yard touchdown 
pass to Chris Pierce on a flag route into the right corner of the end zone. That play got the 
Commodores within 14-7.

The Wildcats didn’t waste time with a response, scoring on Wilson’s second touchdown pass of the 
day – this one coming from 21 yards out to Keaton Upshaw. Kentucky’s scoring drive covered 79 
yards in just seven plays.

The Commodores, who were 11 of 17 on third down, kept coming back and got within seven with 
3:40 left in the half. A 17-play drive that covered 78 yards ended with Wright rolling right on fourth 
down and dumping a two-yard touchdown pass to tight end Ben Bresnahan.

It was Wright’s first career touchdown pass.

Chance Moore kicked a 28-yard field for Kentucky before the end of the half, allowing the Wildcats to 
go into the locker room up 24-14.

Vanderbilt gave up 277 yards of offense over the first two quarters and allowed the Wildcats to 
average 8.9 yards per play.

Kentucky opened the scoring in the third quarter with a 3-yard touchdown run from Rodriguez. 
Vandy responded with a 75-yard drive that was capped off by Wright’s 2-yard touchdown sprint on 
another fourth down call.

The Commodores trailed 31-21 with 2:53 to go in the third quarter and that would be how the 
scoreboard would read going into the final 15 minutes.

Vandy Falls to No. 6 Florida 

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — No. 6 Florida scored 24 unanswered points at Vanderbilt Stadium to defeat 
Vanderbilt 38-17.

The Gators trailed 10-7 early before building an insurmountable lead. Quarterback Kyle Trask threw 
for 383 yards and three touchdowns for Florida.

Vandy entered the fourth quarter down 31-17 and had serious momentum when De’Rickey Wright 
recovered a Florida fumble with 14:25 to play. But a drive to the Florida 26 stalled and the Dores were 
forced to punt 4 1/2 minutes later.

On the ensuing possession, Emory Jones found tight end Kenmore Gamble on a 30-yard touchdown 
pass with 6:46 remaining to put the game to rest.

Vanderbilt came out firing in the opening minutes and went up 7-0 at the 10:50 mark. Quarterback 
Ken Seals (5-for-5 on the opening possession) hit Chris Pierce Jr. on 16-yard, third-down pass to give 
the Dores an early lead.

That marked the fourth straight game with a touchdown reception for Pierce Jr.

Florida answered immediately with a 76-yard drive that lasted just less than three minutes. Trask 
found Kadarius Toney on a 27-yard, third-down pass to tie the score at 7-all.

Vandy retook the lead thanks to a Pierson Cooke 25-yard field goal that made it 10-7 with 2:45 left in 
the opening frame and that’s how the scoreboard would read going into the second.

The Gators tied it up with Evan McPherson’s 33-yard field goal at the 4:13 mark.

Florida then took the lead just before the break when Trask threw a jump ball for Trevon Grimes from 
34-yards out making it 17-10. Vandy would settle for that deficit going into the break.

Vanderbilt had 209 yards of total offense in the first half and held Florida to 37 yards rushing. But 
Trask was 14 of 19 for 193 yards and two scores.

The Gators opened the second half with a long scoring drive on their opening offensive series. 
Dameon Pierce finished off a 75-yard drive that took up 5:13 with a 1-yard plunge that put Florida 
ahead 24-10.

Trask found Gamble six minutes later on a 2-yard touchdown pass to give the Gators a 31-10 lead 
with 2:55 to go in the third quarter.

Vandy needed just three plays to answer as Seals found Pierce Jr. on a 58-yard scoring strike. Pierce 
caught a long slant and broke multiple tackles on his way to the end drawing the Commodores 
within 31-17 going into the fourth quarter.

Seals finished 22 of 34 for 319 yards and two touchdowns.

Dores Drop Road Contest at Missouri

COLUMBIA, Mo. — Vanderbilt’s offense could never get into gear on an otherwise historic day at 
Memorial Stadium, where the Commodores lost 41-0 to Missouri.

Sarah Fuller, a senior and keeper on the Vanderbilt soccer team, took the opening kickoff of the 
second half to become the first woman to ever play in a Southeastern Conference and Power 5 
Conference football game.

Fuller and her teammates, however, could not keep pace with a Missouri offense that totaled 603 
yards. The Tigers jumped out to a 7-0 lead early and never looked back from there.

Vanderbilt got off to a tough start when it went for a 4th-and-1 on its own 44 and was stuffed at the 
line of scrimmage. Missouri went the other direction quickly by going 44 yards on six plays to take a 
7-0 lead on a Larry Rountree 7-yard touchdown run.

Vandy’s defense held Missouri to a 45-yard field goal attempt later in the first quarter, which hit off 
the upright to keep it a 7-0 game.

That’s where the score would stay until midway through the second quarter when Rountree found 
pay dirt again – another 7-yard scoring run capped off a nine-play, 82-yard drive. The Tigers had a 
14-0 lead with 7:51 to go in the first half.

The Tigers added to that lead with 1:08 on the clock before the break. After Tyler Badie was ruled 
short of the goal line on a 28-yard reception, the running back punched it in a play later to make it 
21-0.

Vandy was held to just 93 yards of total offense in the first half, was 2 of 8 on third down and 0-for-1 
on fourth down. Missouri, meanwhile, racked up 325 yards of offense.

After Fuller made history to start the half with a kickoff that traveled 30 yards, Missouri had a 62-yard 
drive stall at the 3. Harrison Mevis came out and split the uprights on a 21-yard field goal to up the 
Tigers’ lead to 24-0.

Mevis added a 44-yard field goal with 3:31 left in the third period making it 27-0.

Rountree’s 25-yard touchdown run to begin the fourth made it 34-0. Damon Hazelton scored on a 
25-yard pass from Brady Cook with 6:46 to go providing the final margin.

Rountree finished with 160 yards on the ground for Missouri.

Dores Drop Home Finale

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — Vanderbilt had a 10-7 lead on rival Tennessee on Saturday at Vanderbilt 
Stadium, but the Volunteers scored 28 straight to pull away with a 42-17 victory.

The Commodores erased a 7-0 deficit by scoring 10 in a row and found themselves with a lead early 
in the second quarter while looking for a third consecutive home triumph over the orange and white 
from Knoxville. But a crucial turnover shortly thereafter sparked the visitors and they never looked 
back.

Quarterback Ken Seals finished 22-of-39 passing for 239 yards and two touchdowns for Vandy while 
wide receiver Cam Johnson made seven catches for 64 yards and a score.

Linebacker Anfernee Orji led the Commodore defense with a career-high 13 tackles, the highest total 
for Vandy in a game this season, and a sack.

Tennessee opened the scoring with 5:54 left in the first quarter after good field position had the 
Volunteers in business. A 42-yard drive ended with Harrison Bailey’s 6-yard pass to tight end 
Princeton Fant making it 7-0.

Vanderbilt wasted little time responding and drove 75 yards in 12 plays, the last being an 18-yard 
pass from Seals to Johnson for a touchdown.

Sarah Fuller came on to kick the extra point, making it 7-7.

It looked as if Tennessee would regain the lead almost immediately, but on third down at the Vandy 
8, Andre Mintze stripped Bailey and Cameron Tidd recovered.

The Commodores converted that turnover into a Pierson Cooke 39-yard field goal to go up 10-7 with 
12:03 to go in the first half.

Vandy, playing with less than 70 total student-athletes Saturday, still had a lot of the momentum 
three minutes later – that is until a Seals throw went errant and Bryce Thompson picked the ball out 
of the air with his left hand and took it 18 yards the other direction for a touchdown. Tennessee had 
a 14-10 lead at that point.

The Volunteers added to their advantage not much longer after that thanks to a 23-yard touchdown 
pass from J.T. Shrout to Velus Jones Jr. Tennessee had a 21-10 advantage with 5:52 remaining in the 
second quarter.

Shrout added another score – this one from 26 yards out to Jalin Hyatt that put the Volunteers up 
28-10 at halftime.

Vandy went 3 of 12 on third down in the first half and surrendered 7.1 yards per play.

Tennessee opened the second half with a 20-yard touchdown run by Ty Chandler, making it 35-10 a 
little more than three minutes into the period.

Vanderbilt wasn’t able to find the scoreboard again until 7:22 remained. Seals’ 16-yard strike to tight 
end Ben Bresnahan cut the score to 35-17.

The Volunteers answered one final time when Jones Jr. raced 74 yards for six on a pass from Bailey 
providing the final margin with seven minutes left.
