ABOUT THE TERRIERS

Wofford is led this season by a trio of seniors - B.). Mack, Messiah Jones and
Jonathan Steelman. They are 5-3 on the season after a 76-63 home win over
Presbyterian College on Thursday night. The team is averaging 78.9 points
per game, with freshman Jackson Paveletzke scoring 16.4 points per game
and B.J. Mack adding 15.9 points and 5.9 rebounds per game. Paveletzke
is leading the squad with 31 assists. Sophomore Corey Tripp is adding 10.4
points per game, as he is leading the team with 17 three pointers. Messiah
Jones is the team’s top rebounder at 6.3 per game and he is also scoring 8.8
points per game.

Wofford fell to 23rd-ranked Vanderbilt, 80-56, at Memorial Gymnasium on December 19, 2015.
Vanderbilt used an 11-0 run in the first half to create separation. Wofford was able to cut a
16-point halftime deficit to 10 by hitting its first four shots of the second half, but that was as
close as it got. Vanderbilt shot 50 percent in both halves and led by as many as 29 before the final
horn sounded. For Wofford, senior Spencer Collins scored a team-high 13 points. He and senior
Justin Gordon led the Terriers with five boards apiece. Gordon also scored in double figures with
1.

TERRIERS LAST TIME OUT

Wofford defeated Presbyterian College 76-63 on Thursday night at Jerry Richardson Indoor Sta-
dium. A 6-0 run by the Terriers to end the first half gave them a seven-point lead and a strong
second half on both ends of the court put the game in the win column. With the win the Terriers’
record moves to 5-3 to start the season, while the Blue Hose are 2-7 overall. Messiah Jones led
the Terriers in scoring with 16 points and he added four rebounds. Jackson Paveletzke added 13
points, Carson McCorkle had 11 points (all in the second half) and B.J. Mack had ten points. Amar-
riTice had five rebounds to lead the team. The Blue Hose were led by Crosby James with 18 points,
as he was 4-of-5 from behind the arc.

After the departure of 12 players from the 2021-22 roster due to graduation and transfers, Coach
McAuley and staff rebuilt the team in short order.

PRESEASON ALL-SOCON SELECTIONS
Seniors B.J. Mack and Messiah Jones were selected to the 2022-23 Preseason All-SoCon Team.
This is Wofford's first time having multiple selections since the 2018-19 Preseason Team.

PICKED FIFTH IN SOCON

The Terriers were selected to finish fifth in both the preseason coaches and media polls. The last
time Wofford was selected fifth in both polls was in the 2020-21 season, when the Terriers fin-
ished second in the league, only a half game out of first place.

DOUBLE DIGITS FOR MACK
B.J. Mack has reached double-digits in points in 28 straight games, dating back to December 18,
2021 against Preshyterian College.

JONES BACK ON THE COURT

Senior Messiah Jones is back on the court after playing in the first five games of the season in
2021-22 before suffering an injury. Before the injury, he had averaged 9.4 points and 3.6 re-
bounds per game. This is his fifth year at Wofford after redshirting in 2018-19 and then eaming
SoCon All-Freshman Team honors in 2019-20.

FROM UP NORTH
Kyler Filewich, a native of Manitoba, Canada, is the first player from that country to play at Wof-
ford in the NCAA Division | era (1995-present).

McAULEY MADNESS

Head coach Jay McAuley is in his fourth season with Wofford, posting a 57-40 record with the
Terriers. Wofford reached the SoCon Tournament Championship game in his first season and has
posted four straight winning records, along with a pair of 19-win seasons.

MUST SEETV

Three SoCon matchups for Wofford were moved to the national spotlight this season. Wofford's
home game with Samford (1/28) and away game at Furman (2/4) will be aired on the (BS Sports
Network while the home matchup with Furman (1/22) will air on ESPNU.

THE GRAD TRANSFER YEAR
Since Wofford is a four-year liberal arts college without a graduate school, two Terriers that
graduated in four years have gone on to play an additional year as a graduate transfer. Ryan



Larson (College of Charleston) and Isaiah Bigelow (University
of Richmond).

RAINING IN RICHARDSON INDOOR

Wofford set the record for points scored in Jerry Richardson
Indoor Stadium with 120 points against Bob Jones. The previ-
ous record for the arena was 117 (set last season against Bob
Jones). Wofford’s all-time record for points scored in a game is
135 vs. Warren Wilson in 1983-84.

TOURNAMENT TITLE

With wins over Gardner-Webb on Friday (11/18) and over
North Carolina A&T on Sunday (11/20), the Terriers earned the
tournament win in the Battle of the Carolinas. Wofford used a
15-1 run in the second half on Sunday against the Aggies to
pull away for the victory. Jackson Paveletzke had a career-high
21 points in the win.

STARTING OFF RIGHT

Head coach Jay McAuley is a perfect 4-0 in season openers
while at the helm with Wofford after picking up wins over Er-
skine, Toccoa Falls, and Bob Jones twice.

WELCOME TO THE HALL OF FAME

The Wofford Athletic Hall of Fame inducted three men's basket-
ball alumni this fall. Spencer Collins ‘16 started all 132 games
played and scored 1,696 points in winning a pair of SoCon ti-
tles. Eric Garcia 17 had 1,260 points and 527 assists (second in
school history) as he led the team to 2014 and 2015 NCAA Tour-
naments. Lee Skinner “15 was also part of two NCAA Tourna-
ment appearances with 1,242 career points and 914 rebounds
(tenth in school history).

NEW TO THE STAFF

Wofford had several changes to the coaching and support staff
during the summer. Assistant coach Tysor Anderson joined the
team after a stint at Jacksonville State. Athletic performance
coach Paul Koier and director of basketball operations David
Kaplan are also new to the team.

THE 2023 CLASS

In November, the Terriers announced the signings of Jeremy
Lorenz, a 6-foot-8 forward from Brillion, Wisconsin, and Elijah
Strong, a 6-foot-8 forward/center from Charlotte, N.C. Both will
join the team in the fall of 2023.

AGAINST THE POWER FIVE

The Terriers traditionally schedule at two or three Power Five
opponents each season. This year that includes LSU, Vanderbilt
and Texas A&M. Wofford has some big wins over Power Five
schools in recent years, including Georgia (2021), North Caro-
lina (2017 and 2019), South Carolina (2018), and Georgia Tech
(2017).

ALUMNI IN THE PROS

The number of Terriers playing basketball professionally con-
tinues to grow each year. The list includes: Howard Wilkerson
(Uruguay), Noah DahIman (Japan), Jamar Diggs (France), Terry
Martin (Chile), Brad Loesing (Germany), Lee Skinner (Finland),
Justin Gordon (Australia), Cameron Jackson (Italy), Fletcher
Magee (Montenegro), Tray Hollowell (Germany), and Storm
Murphy (Germany).

NCAA TOURNAMENT HISTORY

Wofford has made five appearances in the NCAA Tournament
after winning five Southern Conference Championships. The
first was in 2010 (Jacksonville), followed by 2011 (Denver),
2014 (Milwaukee), 2015 (Jacksonville) and 2019 (Jacksonville).
Every player that enrolled at Wofford from 2006 to the present
and exhausted their eligibility with the Terriers has been to the
NCAA Tournament.

A NEW BANNER

During the summer of 2022, a new banner was installed at
Richardson Indoor Stadium to commemorate the 509 career
three-pointers made by Fletcher Magee, which set a new NCAA
record. His 509th was made against Seton Hall in the second
half and he broke the previous record of 505 set by Travis Bader
(Oakland).

HOME SWEET HOME

A new era in Wofford basketball began in 2018 with the open-
ing of Jerry Richardson Indoor Stadium. Wofford alumnus Jerry
Richardson, Class of 1959, provided the gift to fund the facility
that includes a 3,400-seat basketball arena and a 350-seat
volleyball competition venue as well as offices, locker rooms,
meeting rooms, training rooms and special fan areas, including
several open-air suites. The facility includes “Club 51" for club
seat holders, the “Boneyard” lounge in the student section,
state of the art sound system and acoustical design, along with
electronic charging stations throughout the building.

MAKING A THREE

Wofford has made a 3-point field goal in 641 consecutive games
after the Presbyterian College contest ... The Terriers were last
shutout from beyond the arc against VMI on Feb. 2, 2002 ...
Wofford was 0 for 4 against the Keydets that night.

Jay McAuley enters his fourth season at the helm of the program entering the 2022-23 men's basketball season.

The 2021-22 season saw Wofford post another 19-win season, the second under McAuley, with a 19-13 mark and a 10-8 league
record. Wofford entered the Southern Conference Tournament as the No. 4 seed and ultimately fell to the No. 1 seeded Chattanooga
Mocs, the eventual champions, in the semifinals. During the season, the Terriers notched a road win over a Power 5 opponent, the SEC's
Georgia.

B.J. Mack and Max Klesmit were honored on the All-Southern Conference Second and Third Teams, respectively, marking the third-
straight season with at least two All-SoCon honorees. Mack was also recognized on the Southern Conference All-Tournament Team and
on the NABC All-District 21 Team. On his own end, McAuley was named the 2022 Skip Prosser Man of the Year by College Insider Inc.,
presented annually to those who no only achieve success on the basketball court but who display moral integrity off the floor as well.
He was selected out of 19 finalists, including Chris Beard of Texas, Hubert Davis of North Carolina and Matt Painter of Purdue to name
a few. McAuley was also featured in The Athletic’s annual 40-under-40 publication, tabbed No. 17 on the list of 40 influential people in
men’s college basketball under the age of 40.

Despite the hardships that COVID-19 presented for the 2020-21 season, McAuley managed to guide Wofford to another impressive
season in his second year, tallying a 15-9 overall record and finishing the regular season just a half game out of first place with a 12-5
Southern Conference mark. The Terriers had a chance to bring another reqular season title to the program, though, a canceled game at
Samford at the hands of COVID-19 would ultimately solidify the Terriers as the SoCon Tournament’s No. 2 seed at the regular season’s
conclusion.

McAuley coached four Terriers to All-Southern Conference accolades for the 2020-21 season, highlighted by Storm Murphy as a First
Team selection and landing three freshmen on the All-Freshman team in Morgan Safford (coaches, media), Sam Godwin (coaches) and
Max Klesmit (media). The four all-conference selections were a league-best, while the three first-year nods marked the first time in
league history a team has had three freshmen selected overall to both the coaches and media teams. Additionally, Murphy collected
All-Tournament team honors and was a NABC All-District 21 First Team selection, along with earning a spot on the Academic All-SoCon
team.

Under McAuley’s guidance, Wofford has solidified itself as a top-tier threat from 3-point range, finishing among the nation’s best in
3-point shooting over the past two seasons. The Terriers concluded the 2020-21 season seventh in the nation in 3-point field goals made
per game (10.2), while finishing fifth in the nation in total 3-point field goals made (336) for the 2019-20 season.

Additionally, student-athletes that have exhausted their eligibility under McAuley have graduated, producing an emphasis on aca-
demic excellence in landing three Academic All-SoCon and 17 SoCon Academic Honor Roll selections since 2019.

In his first year at the helm of the Wofford men’s basketball program, McAuley led the Terriers to 19 wins, highlighted by a 68-64 win
at No. 17 North Carolina (12/15/19) for the program’s second win over an AP Top 25 team in school history and a remarkable run to the
Championship game of the Southern Conference Tournament.

The Terriers dispatched The Citadel, 93-76, in the first round before knocking off No. 2 seed Furman in the quarterfinals, 77-68. Storm
Murphy’s elbow jumper edged Wofford past No. 6 seed Chattanooga, 72-70, in the semifinals for a consecutive upset, advancing Wofford
to its sixth SoCon Championship final against a 30-win ETSU squad. Finishing runner-up, the Terriers were invited to play in postseason
tournaments, though, the emergence of the COVID-19 pandemic resulted in the cancellation of all postseason competition, including
the NCAA Tournament.

In addition to coaching Chevez Goodwin and Murphy to All-Tournament honors, McAuley helped Nathan Hoover garner All-SoCon
Second Team status while Messiah Jones was recognized by the league’s all-freshman squad. Additionally, Hoover was named NABC
All-District and McAuley was named to ESPN’s “40 Under 40" list, ranking the top 40 head coaches at the Division | level - with McAuley
checking in at No. 27.

On Sunday, April 14, 2019, Wofford College announced the hiring of Jay McAuley as head men's basketball coach, as McAuley had
spent the previous two years as the associate head coach of the Terriers.

“| am truly honored to be the next men’s basketball coach at Wofford College,” said McAuley. “l would like to thank President Samhat,
Athletic Director Richard Johnson and the many supporters who believe in my ability to continue the championship tradition that is
firmly in place here. While this is a new and exciting chapter for both my family and the Terrier faithful, the mission remains the same:
recruit and graduate first-class student-athletes, showcase an exciting brand of basketball, and win championships.”

“When we began the search process six days ago, we thought Jay McAuley would be a good choice,” said Wofford Director of Athletics
Richard Johnson. “As we progressed through the process, it became clear that he was a great choice. He has been a valuable member of
the coaching staff at Wofford and has great experience with coaches such as Chris Holtmann and Niko Medved. We are excited to have
him lead our team.”

“We are fortunate to have such a talented coach ready to continue our incredible momentum and lead our basketball program,” said
Wofford President Dr. Nayef Samhat. “On behalf of the Wofford family | want to welcome Jay as our new head coach, and we are delight-
ed that he and his wife Sallie and their daughter Addie will continue to be a part of the Spartanburg community.”

For the 2018-19 season, the Terriers posted a 30-5 overall record, including a perfect 18-0 mark in Southern Conference play. They
won the Southern Conference Tournament title, marking the second for McAuley at Wofford. In the NCAA Tournament, the Terriers were
aseventh-seed, which marked the highest by a team from the Southern Conference since the field expanded to 64 teams. A win over Se-
ton Hall sent Wofford to the second round, the league’s first NCAA Tournament victory in 11 years. They were defeated by second-seeded
Kentucky 62-56 to end the season.



The team was ranked in the Associated Press Top 25 for the first time ever,
ending the season at No. 19. They were also ranked No. 18 in the final USA
Today Coaches Poll. Fletcher Magee was named Southern Conference Player
of the Year, along with honorable mention All-America recognition and Lou
Henson National Player of the Year recipient as the top mid-major player in
Division . Cameron Jackson joined Magee on the first team All-Southern
Conference team by both the media and coaches.

During the 2017-18 season the team was 21-13 overall and 11-7 in the
Southern Conference to finish tied for fourth. Highlights included a win in
Jerry Richardson Indoor Stadium and on December 20, Wofford went into the
Dean E. Smith Center and upset No. 5 North Carolina, the defending national
champions. The team played in the Collegelnsider.com Tournament (CIT).
Fletcher Magee was named the Malcolm U. Pitt Player of the Year (Media)
and was a first team All-SoCon selection, while Cameron Jackson earned sec-
ond team honors and Storm Murphy was placed on the All-Freshman team.

In four seasons on the coaching staff at Furman, he helped guide the Pal-
adins from a seven-win squad prior to his arrival and led it to improved records each season. The run culminated in a 23-11 record in 2016 that earned a share of its first SoCon regular season
championship since 1990-91. The team reached the semifinals of the CIT postseason tournament in 2016-17, its second consecutive season in the CIT. He coached All-Southern Conference players
Stephen Croone and Devin Sibley, Jr., along with All-Freshman Team members Jordan Lyons, Daniel Fowler and Matt Rafferty.

He spent three seasons at Gardner-Webb University on Chris Holtmann’s staff. After a 23-41 mark in the first two seasons, in the 2012-13 season he helped lead the Runnin’Bulldogs toa 21-13
overall mark. They were 11-5 Big South record and earned a berth in the College Insider Tournament. Holtmann is currently the head coach at Ohio State after a stint at Butler.

Prior to McAuley’s time at Gardner-Webb, he spent two seasons at Wofford where he helped lead the Terriers in 2009-10 to a 26-9 overall record and 15-3 in Southern Conference play en route
to winning both the regular season and tournament titles.

In the 2009-10 season, Wofford won 22 of its last 24 games, including a 13-game winning streak, en route to a 26-9 record. Also included were wins over SEC-foes South Carolina and Georgia.
Wofford entered the SoCon Tournament as the top seed for the first time, defeating UNCG and Western Carolina to earn a finals appearance. In a game dominated by the Terrier defense, Wofford
won 56-51 over Appalachian State to take its first Southern Conference Championship and the league’s bid to the NCAA Tournament.

At the Jacksonville Regional, Wofford was a 13 seed and faced four-seed Wisconsin. The Terriers were down eight points at the half but used a 12-4 run to tie the game and kept it a one
possession game until the final seconds in a 53-49 loss. After the season, Noah Dahlman was named SoCon Player of the Year and honorable mention All-American. Dahlman, Tim Johnson and
Jamar Diggs earned All-Conference honors.

During his first season on staff at Wofford in 2008-09, the Terriers were 16-14 overall and 12-8 in league play. Noah Dahiman earned All-Southern Conference first team honors from the
coaches and media, while Junior Salters was a third team pick by the media.

McAuley, a Marietta, Ga. native, played four seasons at the University of Georgia and was on the 2008 team that won the SEC Tournament. He played in 17 games his junior season and was
a co-captain in his senior campaign. After graduating with a degree in business education in 2006, he served as a graduate manager for two seasons and earned a master’s degree in physical
education.

McAuley married the former Sallie Willis in 2012 and the couple have two daughters, Addie (6) and Charlie (2).

Chattanooga graduate student Jake Stephens aver-
aged 22.5 points and 10.5 rebounds per game from
Nov. 21-27.

Stephens turned in double-doubles in both of his con-
tests on the week. He opened with 18 points and 10
rebounds in a 72-66 setback to in-state foe Lipscomb
on Wednesday, adding three assists. Stephens went
5-for-8 from the floor (.625), hitting both of his 3-point
attempts, and was 6-for-6 from the free-throw line.

The Bunker Hill, West Virginia, native topped that effort in
Saturday’s 69-66 win over Murray State, scoring a season-
best 27 points and pulling down 11 rebounds, matching
his season high. Stephens was 9-for-17 (.529) from the
floor and 4-for-7 (.571) from 3-point range. He converted
five of his six free-throw attempts (.833) and added three
more assists, three steals and a blocked shot.

For the week, Stephens shot 56.0 percent from the floor
(14-for-25), including a 6-for-9 showing (.667) from be-
yond the arc, and was 11-for-12 from the free-throw
line (.917). With 201 career 3-pointers and a .384 career
percentage from long range, the 7-0 center is the So-
Con’s active leader in both categories.
