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•	SENIOR DAY: No. 25/23 Tennessee will honor its seniors in the final game of the regular season vs. 
Vanderbilt at 3:30 p.m. ET Saturday in Neyland Stadium. The contest is also the Vols' fifth annual Salute to 
Service. UT is vying for a third straight season of .500 or better in SEC play under head coach Josh Heupel. 
The Vols haven't achieved that feat since doing it 16 straight seasons from 1989-2004. The Vols were 4-4 in 
SEC play in Heupel's first season of 2021 and 6-2 last season. A win would give UT a solo third-place finish in 
the SEC East, which began in 1992. Tennessee owns a 142-108 on-field SEC record since the division began, 
and this will be the Vols' final SEC East game. UT has secured bowl eligibility for the third straight season.

• GEORGIA RECAP: No. 18 Tennessee scored on the game's first play - a 75-yard burst by RB Jaylen Wright 
- but top-ranked Georgia outscored the Vols 38-3 the rest of the way in a 38-10 final in Neyland Stadium, 
which was sold out for the 12th straight game. The loss snapped the Vols' 14-game home winning streak, 
which went down as UT's longest since claiming 23 straight home wins from 1996-2000. Tennessee was 
down eight starters due to injury - four on offense and four on defense - including WR Bru McCoy (season-
ending), WR Dont'e Thornton Jr., LT John Campbell Jr., LG Andrej Karic, LB Keenan Pili, CB Kamal Hadden 
(season ending), STAR Tamarion McDonald and S Wesley Walker. Wright finished with 90 yards on nine 
carries, and QB Joe Milton III was  17-of-30 for 147 yards. Milton saw his consecutive games with a TD pass 
streak end at 14, the third-longest in school history. Georgia scored on four of its five possessions of the first 
half. CB Doneiko Slaughter registered a career and game-high 11 tackles, while LB Aaron Beasley added 
nine tackles, two tackles for loss and a sack. Squirrel White was the Vols' leading receiver with five catches 
for 45 yards. PK Charles Campbell made a 37-yard field goal to end the first half.

• 	NEYLAND ADVANTAGE: The Vols have proved that Neyland Stadium is one of the most feared venues in 
the country in the Josh Heupel era. Tennessee is 17-4 at home under his watch, outscoring opponents 913-
427. Three of the four losses at home under Heupel have been vs. teams ranked in the top 15, including a 
pair of No. 1-ranked Georgia teams. Tennessee has defeated 12 straight unranked teams at home and is 13-1 
vs. unranked foes in Neyland under Heupel (L vs. Pitt, 2021). The Vols have won at least five home games 
for the third straight season, a first for the program since 1995-2001. A win on Saturday would give UT 13 
victories at home over the past two seasons, representing the most since winning 13 from 1998-99.  

• 	HEUPEL ERA: Josh Heupel, the 2022 AP SEC Coach of the Year, is in his third season at the helm. Since 
taking over a program that was 3-7 prior to his arrival, Heupel owns a 25-12 record and has won 20 of his 
last 27 games. He owned a 28-8 overall record at UCF prior to UT, and since 2018, he ranks eighth nationally 
among active FBS head coaches in victories with 53. Heupel’s UT teams (2021-pres.) have averaged 38.9 
points per game and 481.9 yards of total offense per game. Heupel’s 18 victories since the start of the 2022 
season are third-most in the SEC. Heupel will join Phillip Fulmer (1993-95) and Bill Battle (1970-72) as the 
only Vol coaches to lead UT to bowl berths in each of his first three seasons.  

• 	THE WRIGHT STUFF: RB Jaylen Wright leads the nation's 11th-best rushing offense (205.7). Wright has 
rushed for 938 yards on 126 carries and leads all FBS running backs with 7.44 yards per carry (min. 100 
att.). That is second among all FBS players behind only LSU's Jayden Daniels. He is 62 yards away from 
becoming the Vols' first 1,000-yard rusher in a season since Jalen Hurd had 1,288 on 277 carries in 2015.

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STAT COMPARISON 

NOTING THE TENNESSEE-VANDERBILT SERIES 
•	Tennessee and Vanderbilt are meeting for the 117th time in a series that dates back to 
1892. The two teams have played every year since 1945, and this will be the 32nd and 
final meeting as SEC East foes (since 1992).  

•	The Vols lead the all-time series, 79-32-5 on the field and 77-32-5 in terms of NCAA 
record. Note: The wins in 2019 and 2020 during Jeremy Pruitt's tenure were vacated by 
the NCAA Committee on Infractions ruling in July 2023. 

• Tennessee has captured 34 of the last 40 meetings on the field, including four in a row.
•	The 79 on-field wins and 77 NCAA wins mark the second most in program history over 
one opponent, only behind Kentucky - 84, 83.

• The last time Vanderbilt won in Neyland Stadium was on Nov. 25, 2017 (42-24). 
•	The last eight matchups have all been decided by double-digits. 
• Josh Heupel is 2-0 vs. the Commodores as UT head coach, outscoring them 101-21. The 
Vols have put up at least 45 points in both. 

• Heupel was also 2-0 vs. Vandy as an assistant coach when he offensive coordinator at 
Mizzou from 2016-17. 

•	The two schools are separated by 180 miles down I-40. 
•	The Vols and Commodores are meeting in the final week of the season for the 64th 
time. Tennessee is 54-8-1 on the field in those meetings.

•	The two teams will meet again next season (date TBD) as part of the expanded 16-team 
SEC. 

•	Tennessee starting CB Gabe Jeudy-Lally played three seasons for Vanderbilt from 
2019-21. He played in 23 games with 13 starts. He was fifth on the team in tackles with 
51 in his final season of 2021. He played in three games vs. Tennessee and registered a 
pick as a member of Vandy in Neyland Stadium during the 2020 meeting, returning it 
30 yards in the fourth quarter. He earned his undergraduate degree from Vanderbilt in 
just three years in human and organizational development with a minor in business.

#10 Vols Cement 10-Win Regular Season With 56-0 Shutout
The 10th-ranked Tennessee Volunteers punctuated the regular season with a 
dominant, wire-to-wire shutout over Vanderbilt, 56-0, at FirstBank Stadium. With 
the victory, Tennessee secured its first 10-win regular season since 2003 and its 
first overall 10-win season since 2007, accomplishing the feat in the second season 
under head coach Josh Heupel.

Making his first start of the season and third of his Tennessee career, quarterback 
Joe Milton III completed 11-of-21 passes for 147 yards and one touchdown with 
no interceptions. Jalin Hyatt pulled in three catches for a game-high 86 yards, 
improving his season total to 1,267 which stands 31 shy of the program record set 
by Robert Meachem in 2006.

The Big Orange put up 513 yards of total offense on a rainy night in Nashville, 
including a season-high 362 rushing yards on 31 attempts to establish a new school 
record for yards per carry (11.7 yards per rush). Tennessee’s stable of running backs 
combined for five touchdowns, including an 83-yard scoring burst from Jaylen 
Wright, an 80-yard dashing touchdown by Dylan Sampson and a 52-yard scoring 
sprint by Jabari Small. 

Wright led the charge with a career-high 160 yards on only five attempts (32.0 
yards per carry), while Sampson turned in first career triple-digit output with 131 
yards on 12 carries. With two scores each on Saturday, Small (12) and Wright (10) 
become the first Tennessee duo with 10 or more rushing touchdowns in a single 
season since Jalen Hurd (12) and Joshua Dobbs (11) did so in 2015. 

Not to be outdone, the Tennessee defense posted its first shutout of an SEC 
opponent since a 48-0 blanking of Vanderbilt on Nov. 22, 2003. Eleven different 
players recorded at least a half-tackle for loss as the Vols piled up a season-high 
13.0 stops behind the line of scrimmage, led by edge rusher Roman Harrison who 
posted a career-best 2.5 TFLs. Defensive backs Tamarion McDonald and Wesley 
Walker each finished the contest with a game-high eight total tackles, while 
McDonald and linebacker Jeremy Banks both logged a pair of pass breakups. 

Special teams prowess was on display as well with the Vols racking up a Heupel-
era high 116 punt return yards, highlighted by a 73-yard touchdown from return 
specialist Dee Williams in the second quarter that made it 21-0.

• For the second straight season, Tennessee has a sixth-year senior starting quarterback as Joe Milton 	 	
	 III once again takes the reins. It’s also the third straight season that a graduate transfer starts under 		
	 center for the Vols.  
• The Michigan graduate transfer served as the starter for the Vols’ first two games of the 2021 season 		
	 before an injury sidelined him in Game 2 vs. Pitt. His then-roommate Hendon Hooker took over and put 
   up two of the most prolific seasons in UT history and finished fifth in voting for the 2022 Heisman Trophy.  
• Milton was named MVP of the 2022 Orange Bowl in his home state, firing 19-of-28 passes for 251 yards 		
	 and a career-high-tying three touchdown passes to defeat ACC champion Clemson.		   
• Milton owns a 12-8 record as a college starter, including a 10-5 mark at Tennessee.  
• Milton saw a streak of 14 consecutive games with at least one touchdown pass thrown come to an end 		
	 last week vs. Georgia. That finished as the third longest streak in UT history. Hendon Hooker (2021-22) 		
	 owns the record with 20 straight, while Heath Shuler (1992-94) is second with 18.  
• Milton has thrown multiple touchdown passes in six of 11 games this season, and he’s rushed for and 		
	 passed for a touchdown in the same game four times this season. 
• On Sept. 23 vs. UTSA, Milton raced 81 yards on the first play of scrimmage for the longest rush by a UT 		
	 QB in history. It tied for the 10th longest rush by any Vol. (of note: halfback Hank Lauricella also had an 		
	 81-yarder vs. Tennessee Tech on Nov. 11, 1950. Lauricella threw 65 passes that same season). 
• Milton has fired 11 passes of 40 or more yards this season and 22 in his three seasons combined as a Vol. 
• Milton has thrown four 50+ yard passes this season. That includes the Vols’ longest two pass plays of the 	
	 year vs. UConn, a 60-yarder to Ramel Keyton and an 83-yarder to Squirrel White - both in the first half.  
• Milton set a career high in completion percentage at 85.0, completing 17-of-20 passes for 228 yards, one 	
	 score and no picks at Kentucky on Oct. 28. That completion percentage was the highest by a Vol in an 		
	 SEC game (min. 20 attempts) since Joshua Dobbs completed 91.2 percent (31-of-34) at Vanderbilt on 		
	 Nov. 26, 2016. Dobbs set the school single-game record for highest completion percentage with 30 or 		
	 more attempts that day. Tee Martin holds the school record for highest completion percentage 		
	 with a minimum of 20 attempts - 95.8 (23-of-24) at South Carolina on Oct. 31, 1998. 
• Against UConn on Nov, 4, Milton fired an 83-yard touchdown to Squirrel White, which marked the 		
	 seventh-longest passing play in school history and the longest for the Vols since Erik Ainge to 		
	 Robert Meachem, 84 yards, at Memphis, Sept. 30, 2006. 

SPECIAL TEAMS SUCCESS: WILLIAMS DAZZLES, ROSS BREAKS SINGLE-GAME RECORD
• Tennessee has thrived on special teams in its three seasons under coordinator Mike Ekeler.
• RS Dee Williams ranks first in the SEC and fifth nationally in punt return average this season at 16.0. 

Williams notched his second career punt return touchdown with a 39-yarder in the third quarter vs. Texas 
A&M on Oct. 14 that changed the game. He was named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week in the win.

• Williams is the fourth Vol with multiple career punt return touchdowns in the 21st century. His first punt 
return TD came on a career-long 73-yarder at Vanderbilt on Nov. 26, 2022. Marquez Callaway (3), Cameron 
Sutton (3) and Antonio Wardlow (2) are the other Tennessee players to accomplish the feat since 2000.

• Williams averages 17.9 yards per punt return for his career, which is first in UT history. The next closest is 
Burt Rechichar (1949-51) at 14.7. He's returned 29 punts for 505 yards. 

• The Vols have returned at least one punt OR one kickoff for a touchdown in all three seasons under Ekeler 
and Josh Heupel: Williams (2023 - PR vs. Texas A&M), Williams (2022 - PR at Vanderbilt) and Velus Jones 
Jr. (2021 - KR vs. South Alabama). 

• This season, the Vols are tied for seventh in the nation in blocked kicks with three. In its SEC opener at 
Florida on Sept. 16, Sr. DT Omari Thomas blocked a PAT in the first quarter, while Jr. DT Bryson Eason 
blocked a 46-yard field goal attempt in the first quarter. Then on Sept. 23 vs. UTSA, Jr. DB Jourdan Thomas 
blocked a punt in the first quarter.

• Australian native R-Fr. P Jackson Ross is sixth in the SEC in punting average at 43.0 ypp with nine 50+ 
yarders. Even more impressive is that Ross has 17 punts pinned inside the 20. 

• Ross shattered the Tennessee single-game record for punting average at Alabama on Oct. 21, booting the 
ball five times for 266 yards for an average of 53.2. The previous record of 53.0 was established twice by 
Jimmy Colquitt (vs. Auburn, 1983; at LSU, 1982).

• Ross’ average was boosted by a career-long 71-yard punt in the fourth quarter, which was the longest punt 
by a Vol since Joe Doyle also had a 71-yarder against Georgia on Sept. 29, 2018.

• While the Vols lead the SEC and are 12th in the nation in punt return average (16.0), they are second in the 
SEC and sixth in the nation in punt return defense, issuing 1.50 yards per return. 

• Sr. Indiana graduate transfer PK Charles Campbell has been outstanding in his first and only season as 
Vol, drilling 16-of-20 field goals and all 38 of his PATs. His only field goal misses were from 51, 52, 41 and 
55 yards.

• Campbell’s 16 made field goals are tied for fifth-most in the SEC this season, while his 12 in conference play 
are fifth. He heads into the Vandy game having made nine of his last 11 field goal attempts. 

• Campbell drilled a season-high 4-of-4 field goals at Kentucky on Oct. 28. He was named SEC Special 
Teams Player of the Week, becoming the first kicker for the Vols to win it since Chase McGrath last season 
following his game-winner vs. Alabama. 

• Dating back to his time at Indiana, Campbell had made 109 consecutive PATs.

• Tennessee outscores opponents 427-162 in the first quarter under Josh Heupel, including 190-51 in 		
	 2021, 141-72 in 2022 and 96-39 this season. The Vols have scored at least one touchdown in the first 		
	 quarter in 32 of 37 games under Heupel with the 2022 season games against Florida and Georgia and 		
	 this season’s Austin Peay and Missouri games being the only exceptions. 
• Josh Heupel teams are known for quick starts. In 73 games as a head coach, Heupel’s squads have		
	 outscored opponents 873-376 in the first quarter (427-162 at UT, 447-214 at UCF). No active FBS  
	 head coach scores more points per first quarter in a career than Heupel since 2018 (11.97). Alabama's 		
	 Nick Saban is second (11.15). via SportSource (min. at least one season coached) 
• In the last three seasons combined under Heupel, the Vols are first in the nation in first-quarter scoring 		
	 at 11.54 points per game. Oklahoma and Ohio State are second at 9.95.  
• In the last three seasons combined under Heupel, Tennessee is first in the FBS in first-quarter scoring 		
	 differential (+7.16).

• Tennessee is second in the SEC and sixth nationally in tackles for loss per game with 7.82. They are also

• The Vols are second in the SEC and tied for eighth in the FBS in sacks per game with 3.09. The Vols have 

recorded 34 total sacks, which is second in the SEC and tied for eighth nationally. The 34 sacks have 
eclipsed last year's season total of 31 and are tied for 10th in single-season school history.

•	Tennessee has registered at least one sack in 15 consecutive games dating back to last season’s Missouri 

game on Nov. 12. 
• 17 times in the Tim Banks/Josh Heupel era have the Vols registered at least three sacks in a game, and 

they are 15-2 in those contests when doing so with the only losses coming at Alabama on Oct. 21 and at 
Mizzou on Nov. 11.

• This season, 23 different players have at least one tackle for loss and 16 players have multiple tackles for 
loss led by DE James Pearce Jr.’s and LB Aaron Beasley’s 11.5. They are tied for fifth in the SEC.

• Pearce Jr. has been one of the most dominant pass rushers in the nation. He is averaging 0.73 sacks per 
game - third in the SEC - and he has 8.0 total sacks, which is second in the SEC. Pearce leads all SEC 
defensive linemen in sacks as Mississippi State linebacker Nathaniel Watson is tops in the league overall 
with 10.0. 

• Pearce was named SEC Defensive Lineman of the Week following the South Carolina victory on Sept. 30 
after registering two sacks in the contest and two QB hurries, including one that led to a pick six in the 
second quarter. 

• Pearce Jr. followed that up with an epic outing vs. Texas A&M on Oct. 14. He collected two tackles for 
loss, one sack but it was the five QB hurries that caused havoc all day. He owns eight QB hurries in his last 
three games combined. He was named SEC Defensive Lineman of the Week again for his efforts vs. A&M.

• Pearce was named an honorable mention Midseason All-American by ESPN.com, and he was added to 
the Bednarik Award watch list midseason. He has collected at least one sack in four out of his last seven 
contests entering the Vanderbilt game.

• In the South Carolina game, Tennessee finished with six sacks for a loss of 27 yards. It was the Vols’ most 
sacks in an SEC game since seven vs. Mississippi State on Oct. 12, 2019. They followed that up with 11 QB 
hurries in the victory over Texas A&M. 

• Tennessee has produced three SEC Defensive Lineman of the Week awards this season,  tied for most of 
any team in the conference - Pearce Jr. (vs. South Carolina, Texas A&M) and Baron (vs. Virginia).

ORANGE RUSH: WRIGHT, SAMPSON, SMALL FORM NATION’S BEST RB TRIO  
• The Vols boast one of the best running back rooms in the nation led by the trio of Sr. Jabari Small, Jr. 

Jaylen Wright and So. Dylan Sampson. 
• As a team, Tennessee is second in the SEC in rushing yards per game with 205.7, a mark that is also 11th in 

the FBS. The Vols average 5.62 yards per carry, which is second in the SEC and sixth nationally.
• Wright ranks second in the FBS and SEC in average yards per carry at 7.44, behind only LSU's Jayden 

Daniels at 8.18 (min. 100 attempts). Wright  leads all FBS running backs in average yards per carry. His 
7.44 is the best by an FBS running back with at least 100 carries in a season since 2020. That season 
North Carolina's Michael Carter averaged 7.98. 

• Sampson is ninth in the SEC at 5.71 yards per rush.
• Wright has produced six 100-yard rushing games this season, which is second in the SEC behind Missouri's 

Cody Schrader. The six are tied for sixth in UT single-season annals and are the most by a Vol since Jalen 
Hurd had six in 2015. Wright is one away from a five-way tie for second place in UT record books with 
Travis Stephens (2001), Travis Henry (2000), Jamal Lewis (1997) and Chuck Webb (1989). 

• Wright is up to 938 rushing yards on the season and 639 of those yards have come after contact according 
to Pro Football Focus. He is 62 yards shy of becoming Tennessee’s 19th 1,000-yard single-season rusher. 
He would become the first since Jalen Hurd had 1,288 in 2015. Wright rushed for a team-high 875 yards 
last season. 

• Wright owns eight career 100-yard rushing games, which is tied for 12th in UT career annals. He is one 
away from a three-way tie for 10th with Tauren Poole (2008-11) and Arian Foster (2005-08). 

• Wright is 13th in UT career rushing yards with 2,222 on 357 attempts. 
• Wright is the second player in Tennessee history with multiple 80-yard carries during his career. He 

scored on the second play of the UConn game with an 82-yard TD run that was the ninth-longest in UT 
history. Wright had an 83-yarder at Vanderbilt last season on Nov. 26, 2022. 

• Wright is tied for the national lead this season in runs of 70 or more yards with two. He added to that 
total, zooming past Georgia's defense on the first play of the game for 75 yards on Nov. 18. 

• Sampson accounted for a career-high four total touchdowns (three rushing, one receiving) in the win 
over Virginia on Sept. 2. He became the first Tennessee running back with four touchdowns scored in a 
game since John Kelly Jr. had four rushing scores against Georgia Tech on Sept. 4, 2017.

• Sampson leads the Vols in rushing touchdowns and is tied for ninth in the SEC with seven this season.
• Sampson rushed for a career-best 139 yards on 11 carries with two touchdowns vs. UTSA on Sept. 23. 

He added a 20-yard catch and finished with a game-high 159 all-purpose yards. Sampson averaged a 
career-best 12.64 yards per carry. The 12.64 yards per carry was the best by a UT player in a game since 
QB Joshua Dobbs averaged 19.0 vs. Missouri on Nov. 19, 2016. It was the best by a UT running back since 
Alvin Kamara averaged 12.8 vs. Kentucky on Nov. 12, 2016.

• Small eclipsed the 2,000-yard career rushing mark in the win over Texas A&M. He sits at 2,092 entering 
the Vanderbilt game. He is 15th in UT career annals. 

• The Vols have churned out an SEC-best eight individual 100-yard rushing performances this season with 
Wright owning six and Sampson owning two. 

• In his five previous seasons as a head coach, Heupel’s teams have finished in the top 26 in rushing every 
season. The Vols were 26th last season (199.5), 11th in 2021 (217.8), and they are 11th nationally this season 
(205.7). 

• Tennessee averaged 9.18 yards per carry as a team against UTSA on Sept. 23. The two best rushing yards 
per carry marks by the Vols in the last decade have occurred under Heupel’s watch. UT rushed for a 
school-record 11.68 yards per carry vs. Vanderbilt last season in addition to the performance vs. UTSA.

• Tennessee is the only team in the nation this season with multiple runs of 80+ yards this season. This 
comes a year after the Vols tied for the national lead in 80+ yard runs (2). Wright owns an 82-yarder this 
year vs. UConn and Milton had an 81-yarder vs. UTSA. 

• Tennessee has piled up at least 200 rushing yards in seven out of its 11 games this season. The highlight 
came vs. Texas A&M on Oct. 15. The Aggies entered the contest with the SEC’s best rushing defense, 
allowing only 84.0 yards per game, but the Vols managed 232 on the ground, which was +148.0 more 
than A&M’s average. They then did the same to the SEC’s second-best rush defense on Oct. 28 at 
Kentucky, pounding out 253 yards.

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RUSHING DEFENSE GETTING IT DONE 
• Tennessee’s rushing defense is allowing just 117.0 yards per game on the ground, which is fourth in the SEC 

and 24th in the nation. 
• The Vols have limited six of their 11 opponents to under 100 yards rushing this season, and they have 

limited opponents to under 100 yards rushing 16 times in the DC Tim Banks era (since 2021 season). 
• The six games with less than 100 yards rushing is the most by a Vol defense in a season since the 2005 

defense did it nine times. That team led the SEC and ranked second in the FBS, allowing only 82.5 ypg. 
• Tennessee is 6-0 this season when holding opponents to under 100 yards rushing. They have won their last 

10 games when holding an opponent to under 100 yards rushing dating back to 2021. 
• Tennessee shutdown the then SEC’s leading rusher, Ray Davis, at Kentucky on Oct. 28. The Wildcats 

managed only 72 yards on the ground, and Davis notched 42 yards, which was 74.6 yards below his season 
average of 111.6 at the time.

•	Five times during the Josh Heupel era (2021-present), Tennessee has scored on its first offensive play from 

scrimmage to start a game. 
• The Vols have done it twice this season. RB Jaylen Wright became the latest to join the party, bursting 

through for 75 yards to start the game and put the Vols up 7-0 vs. No. 1 Georgia on Nov. 18. QB Joe Milton 
raced 81 yards on the first play from scrimmage vs. UTSA on Sept. 23.

• On Nov. 4 vs. UConn, though it did not score on the first offensive play, the Vols did so on its second 
offensive play from scrimmage, an 82-yard touchdown run by Jaylen Wright.

FOURTH IN THE NATION IN DEFENSIVE TOUCHDOWNS  
• Tennessee is tied for second in the SEC and tied for fourth in the nation in defensive touchdowns with four.
• The Vols had a record day vs. UConn on Nov. 4, producing three defensive touchdowns in a game for the 

first time in school history. It included a 24-yard scoop-and-score by DE Tyler Baron, a 30-yard pick six by 
S Jaylen McCollough and a 39-yard pick six by LB Aaron Beasley. 

• It was the first time since Dec. 4, 1971 vs. Penn State that Tennessee posted both a pick-six and a scoop-
and-score in the same game.

• It was the first time since Sept. 7, 2013 vs. Western Kentucky that Tennessee returned two interceptions for 
touchdowns in the same game and the fourth time it has done so this century. Cameron Sutton and Justin 
Coleman did it vs. WKU. The two tied a school single-game record. 

• The Vols have produced three pick sixes this season as Kamal Hadden (28 yards) also had one vs. South 
Carolina. That is tied for fourth nationally. 

• Tennessee is one of only four FBS teams to register multiple interceptions returned for touchdowns in a 
game this season, joining Coastal Carolina (2 vs. Duquesne on Sept. 16), Kentucky (2 at Vanderbilt on Sept. 
23) and Michigan (2 at Minnesota on Oct. 7). 

• The Vols have racked up seven defensive touchdowns in the DC Tim Banks/HC Josh Heupel era. They are 
5-0 when recording a defensive score:

• This season, Tennessee is third in the nation in offensive plays per minute 	
	 at 2.79.

• From 2018-20, Heupel’s UCF teams averaged a nation-high 3.04 plays per 	
	 minute.

TIGHT END TOUCHDOWNS SECOND IN SEC 
•	Tennessee’s tight ends have been productive under first-year coach Alec 

Abeln. 
• Vol tight ends have accounted for 31 receptions for 333 yards and six 

touchdowns this season. 
• They have scored at least one receiving touchdown in four out of the last six 

games. Sr. Jacob Warren had touchdown catches in back-to-back games vs. 
South Carolina and Texas A&M. Sr. McCallan Castles then caught a 6-yard TD 
pass with 0:12 left in the second quarter at Alabama on Oct. 21 and followed 
that up with 19-yard TD catch in the third quarter vs. UConn on Nov. 4. The 
Vols did not have a TE touchdown at Kentucky or at Mizzou. 

• UT’s six receiving touchdowns by tight ends ranks tied for second in the 
SEC behind only Georgia (8). Florida also has six followed by Arkansas and 
Auburn with five apiece.

• Tennessee’s six receiving touchdowns by tight ends are the most by a Vol 
TE unit since catching six in 2012. That year, Mychal Rivera led the way with 
five. One more TE TD would give the Vols their most since the 2007 TE unit 
caught nine touchdowns. Chris Brown led the way with six that season. 

• In the Josh Heupel era (since 2021), tight ends have accounted for 18 
touchdowns - 13 receiving and five rushing. They have caught at least three 
TD passes in three straight seasons.  

MORE THAN 2,000 RUSH YARDS THIRD STRAIGHT SEASON 
• For the third straight season under Josh Heupel, the Vols have gone over 

the 2,000-yard rushing mark as a team. Tennessee was the first team in the 
SEC to hit the 2,000-mark this season as it entered Week 10 at Mizzou with 
2,050. They sit at 2,263 entering the Vanderbilt game.  

• It’s the first time since 1990-94 (five straight seasons) that the Vols have 
produced more than 2,000 rushing yards in at least three straight seasons. 

• In six seasons as a head coach, Josh Heupel’s teams have gone over 2,000 
rushing yards all six seasons. His UCF teams rushed for 3,448 in 2018; 2,909 
in 2019 and 2,107 during the COVID-shortened season of 2020.

• Tennessee lost the turnover battle for the first time in four games when it 

was -2 at Missouri on Nov. 12. 
• Tennessee has won the turnover battle in six games, pushed it in one and 

lost it in four (vs. Virginia, at Florida, vs. South Carolina, at Mizzou). 
• The Vols have forced 15 turnovers this season, which is tied with Vanderbilt 

for fifth in the SEC. They have forced multiple turnovers in five games this 
season and have forced five in the last three games combined. 

• Their +4 turnover margin is tied for fourth in the SEC. 

HEUPEL TOP 10 NATIONALLY IN WINS SINCE 2018 
• Since the start of the 2018 season, Josh Heupel has won 53 of the 73 		
	 games he has coached.

• Heupel has won 25 of his first 37 games as head coach of the Vols. He was 	
	 the quickest UT coach to 20 victories (28 games) since Phillip Fulmer did 	
	 it in 27 games (1992-94).

COOPER MAYS RETURNS FROM INJURY

Carolina on Oct. 7, solidifying the Vols’ offense line. Mays, Tennessee’s most 
experienced offensive lineman, underwent a medical procedure on Aug. 9 
and missed the first four games of the season. 

• Sr. Ollie Lane had started the first four games of the season at center in 
place of Mays, but Lane returned to his natural guard position against the 
Gamecocks and started again vs. Texas A&M on Oct. 14. 

• The Vols have won 15 out of their last 20 games that Mays starts at center, 
as he started all 13 games at the position a season ago. They are 4-3 this 
season when he starts at center with wins over South Carolina, Texas A&M, 
Kentucky and UConn. 

NOTING THE OFFENSIVE LINE 
•	Despite a rash of injuries this season, Tennessee's offensive line has 

performed well. They were one of 12 teams nationally and four in the SEC 
named a semifinalist for the Joe Moore Award on Nov. 14. The Vols join 
Oregon, Georgia and Michigan as the only schools to be named semifinalists 
in 2022 AND 2023. 

• The Vols have allowed 17 sacks this season, representing the second-fewest 
in the SEC behind only Georgia (10).  

•	Tennessee allows only 1.55 sacks per game, second-fewest in the SEC and 
the fewest by a UT offensive line in 10 years since the 2013 squad allowed 
1.25 per game. 

• Tennessee started its fourth different offensive line combination of the 
season in its last game vs. Georgia. Both starting tackles in John Campbell 
Jr. and Gerald Mincey were out due to injury.

GAMES WITH A 100-YARD RECEIVER AND 100-YARD RUSHER  
• In a game South Carolina on Sept. 30, Tennessee produced a 100-yard 

receiver (Squirrel White) and a 100-yard rusher (Jaylen Wright). Wright 
finished with 123 yards on 16 carries, while White caught nine passes for 
104 yards for his third career 100-yard receiving game and first since the 
Orange Bowl. 

• White’s outing was the first individual 100-yard receiving game by a Vol this 
season, and he has produced two this season. White added 111 yards on a 
career-best 10 catches and one highlight reel touchdown on a 39-yard catch 
to put the Vols on the board in the first quarter. 

• Tennessee has produced 20 individual 100-yard receiving games in the Josh 
Heupel era. 

• Six times in the Heupel era (since 2021) have the Vols produced a 100-yard 
receiver and 100-yard rusher in the same game:

six wins through the month of October in back-to-back seasons for the first 
time since 1998-99. The Vols won six through October in 1999 and seven 
through October in 1998. 

• Last season, the Vols were 8-0 after the completion of October. 

PERFECT VS. NON-CONFERENCE AGAIN 
•	Tennessee has secured a perfect non-conference regular season record for 

the second straight season under head coach Josh Heupel. 
• It’s the first time since 2016-17 that the Vols have achieved that feat in back-

to-back seasons. 
• Tennessee won all four of its non-SEC games this season by at least 17 points.

• A member of the 2023 NFF Hampshire Honor Society in his sixth season 
on Rocky Top, Warren holds two degrees from Tennessee. He earned his 
undergraduate degree in kinesiology in August 2021 before completing 
his Master of Science degree in agricultural leadership, education and 
communication in 2023. The Knoxville native has been named to the SEC 
Academic Honor Roll a program record five times.

SOLD OUT: 70,500 SEASON TICKETS PURCHASED 
• On May 25, 100 days until kickoff, Tennessee exhausted its football season 

ticket inventory with 70,500 purchased. The sellout figure emphatically 
eclipsed the department’s strategic plan goal of 61,000 by 9,500. Tennessee 
sold over 9,000 new season tickets for 2023. 

• It marked the second time in the past 22 seasons that UT has sold out of its 
football season ticket inventory, last doing so in August 2016.

• Neyland Stadium’s homefield advantage was on full display last season as 
the Vols went 7-0 in its confines, outscoring opponents 387-152. They drew 
a total of 703,727 fans for an average of 100,532—both of which ranked in 
the top five nationally.

• Two-time unanimous first-team All-America defensive back Eric Berry will 

officially be inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame as a member 
of the Class of 2023 during the 65th NFF Annual Awards Dinner on Dec. 5, 
2023, at the ARIA Resort & Casino Las Vegas.

• Berry earned unanimous first team All-America honors in 2008, and he 
repeated the accolade in 2009. He is the only player in school history to 
achieve that feat twice. In 2009, he became the first player in school history 
to claim the Jim Thorpe Award as the nation’s top defensive back after 
being a finalist in 2008.

• Berry is the 26th Vol to be enshrined in the College Football Hall of Fame and 
the second in the last three years. Al Wilson was selected in 2021. Of the 26 
inductees, 22 were enshrined as players and four as coaches. The 22 players 
represent the most of any program in the SEC and the eighth-most nationally.

• Berry was honored with his NFF College Football Hall of Fame On-Campus 
Salute when the Vols hosted Texas A&M on Oct. 14. 

25 YEARS SINCE FEELS LIKE ‘98
• Tennessee celebrated the 25-year anniversary of its last football national 

championship as the 1998 squad was honored as part of “Champions 
Weekend” when the Vols hosted South Carolina in Neyland Stadium. 
Coached by Phillip Fulmer, that team posted a perfect 13-0 record, including 
an 8-0 SEC mark en route to a conference championship. The Vols topped 
Florida State, 23-16, in the 1999 Fiesta Bowl as wide receiver Peerless Price 
and defensive back Dwayne Goodrich were named offensive and defensive 
MVPs, respectively. 

#EVERYTHINGSCHOOL 
• Since his hiring on Jan. 21, 2021, Vice Chancellor/Director of Athletics Danny 

White has led an unprecedented period of success on Rocky Top. White was 
selected as a national finalist for the 2023 Sports Business Journal Athletic 
Director of the Year Award. 

• Tennessee in 2022-23 repeated as SEC All-Sports champion while becoming 
only the second school ever to sweep both the men’s and women’s all-
sports standings. 

• Tennessee finished at an all-time best No. 6 in the final 2022-23 LEARFIELD 
Directors’ Cup standings—second among SEC schools. The 1,078.75 points 
scored were the most in school history, with 19 different sports contributing 
at least 25 points. It was Tennessee’s first top-10 Directors’ Cup finish since 
2006-07, when UT landed at its previous-best No. 7.

• UT also reigned supreme in the annual CBS Sports “Best of College Sports” 
rankings, becoming only the second SEC school ever to earn that honor. 
Tennessee outscored an impressive top five that was rounded out by UCLA, 
Alabama, Texas and TCU.

• UT also became the only school to win a New Year’s Six bowl game, advance 
both its men’s and women’s basketball teams to the Sweet Sixteen and send 
both its softball and baseball teams to the College World Series—in the 
same academic year.

• Academically, the Spring 2023 semester saw Tennessee’s more than 550 
student-athletes achieve a cumulative grade-point average of 3.38—its 
highest ever recorded. For the first time ever, all 16 sport programs earned 
a team GPA of at least a 3.0.

• A total of 23 Tennessee games during the 2022-23 athletic year drew more 
than 1 million viewers. ESPN College GameDay originated from campus four 
times during the athletic year, and Tennessee became the only school to 
have hosted ESPN College GameDay for football, men’s basketball AND 
women’s basketball all-time. It is also the only school to do it in the same 
athletic year.

Former national champion quarterback Josh Heupel took the reins of Tennessee football in 2021 and has 
guided the proud program to a national resurgence. The 2022 SEC Coach of the Year and two-time National 
Coach of the Year finalist was officially announced as the Volunteers’ 27th head football coach on Jan. 27, 2021, 
by Vice Chancellor/Director of Athletics Danny White, who he worked alongside at UCF. On Jan. 24, 2023, 
White announced a contract extension for Heupel through January 2029. 
Taking over a program coming off a 3-7 season and the departure of several players prior to his arrival, Heupel 

instilled a strong culture built on trust, accountability and relationships. He combined those pillars with the 
nation’s top offense and an attacking defense. In two seasons, Heupel’s remarkable revival of the Volunteers 
has seen him produce a 23-10 overall record, seven victories over Top 25 teams at the time of meeting, the 
program’s first New Year’s Six berth in the College Football Playoff era and a No. 6 final ranking. Tennessee has 
surpassed its SEC preseason projected order of finish in both seasons.
The rapid 2022 start ascended the Vols to No. 1 in the initial College Football Playoff rankings released on 

Nov. 1, giving UT its first top poll position since the 1998 national championship season. Heupel joined College 
Football Hall of Famers Phillip Fulmer, Bowden Wyatt and General Robert Neyland to lead the Vols to a No. 1 
national ranking all-time. Tennessee secured its first 10-win regular season since 2003 with Heupel becoming 
just the third Vol coach in the last 60 years to achieve that feat in his first or second season (Bill Battle, Fulmer). 
Heupel led Tennessee to its first Orange Bowl appearance in 25 years as the Vols beat ACC champion Clemson, 
31-14, to claim its first Orange Bowl trophy since 1939. The triumph gave Tennessee its first 11-win season in over 
two decades as Heupel became just the fifth coach in school history to reach that mark.

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2022: A YEAR TO REMEMBER 
Neyland Stadium rose to prominence once again during 
the 2022 season as Tennessee went 7-0 in its confines, 
outscoring opponents 387-152. They sold it out for six 
consecutive games and drew a total of 703,727 fans for an 
average of 100,532—both of which ranked in the top five 
nationally. It was the first time since 2007 that UT sold out 
six or more games.

 

THE FUTURE  
In June 2023, the UT Board of Trustees approved 
Tennessee Athletics’ request to adjust the scope and 
budget of the ongoing Neyland Stadium renovations 
project to $337 million. The project includes new 
deliverables each football season through the fall of 
2026. Future updates feature necessary upgrades to the 
south side and perimeter of the stadium, including the 
widening of concourses, construction of expanded gates 
and entryways and additional restrooms and concessions 
areas. In the spring of 2023, installation of a very high 
density (VHD) Wi-Fi network began in the stadium. The 
technology will be partially available to fans in the fall 
of 2023 with full stadium-wide connectivity available in 
2024. 

THE RETURN OF V-O-L-S
During the 2022 season, the iconic V-O-L-S letters 
returned on the south end of Neyland Stadium. Two sets 
with an orange background and white lettering were 
installed as part of stadium upgrades under the leadership 
of Vice Chancellor/Director of Athletics Danny White. A 
V-O-L-S history: 

Summer 1966
The 8-foot tall backlighted VOLS letters—originally with
orange lettering and a white background—were installed
at the top of the stadium on the south side. From summer
1966 until 1978, they were lit every evening. Beginning
in 1978, they were turned off—with the exception of during
night football games—as part of an energy conservation
program.

Summer 1976
As part of renovations prior to the 1976 season, the
design of the letters shifted to white lettering with orange
background.

Summer 1999
Neyland Stadium installed its first edition of a videoboard,
and the letters are moved to the top of the videoboard.
The design of the letters also shifted to orange lettering
with white background.

Summer 2009
Due to Neyland Stadium’s videoboard being replaced, the
letters were removed entirely from the stadium for the 
first time since the 1965 season.

November 2010
The version of letters that overlooked Neyland Stadium
from 1999 to 2009 were auctioned off to Copper Cellar
Family of Restaurants through United Way of Greater
Knoxville’s online auction.

Vols Roll Past Virginia in Opener, 49-13
No. 12/10 Tennessee cranked up its high-octane offense and used a stingy defensive 
effort to roll through Virginia 49-13 at Nissan Stadium in Nashville. A frenzied crowd of 
69,507 - the largest to witness a sporting event in Nissan Stadium history - saw UT pick 
up where it left off in last December’s Orange Bowl victory. Quarterback Joe Milton III 
finished the day 21-of-30 through the air with 201 passing yards and a pair of passing 
and rushing touchdowns. Junior running back Jaylen Wright led the team with 115 yards 
rushing. Tennessee’s defense put the clamps on the Hoos, holding them to just 95 yards 
rushing and 106 through the air. Edge rushers Tyler Baron and James Pearce Jr. notched 
a pair of sacks, while linebacker Elijah Herring led UT with five total tackles. The Vols 
marched down the field on its opening drive of the season, going 62 yards on eight 
plays in 2:47. The drive culminated with a Milton nine-yard touchdown pass to running 
back Dylan Sampson on fourth down. The score was the first of four for Sampson, 
who racked up 52 yards on the ground and nine through the air. Sampson’s four total 
touchdowns against UVA were the most by a Tennessee running back since John Kelly 
Jr. found the endzone four times versus Georgia Tech in the 2017 season opener. The 
Vols improved to 6-2 all-time in Nissan Stadium games.

Vols Take Home Opener, 30-13 
Defensive dominance was key in Tennessee’s 2023 home opener as the Vols piled 
up a Josh Heupel-era high seven sacks and 14 tackles for loss on the way to a 30-13 
victory over a scrappy Austin Peay squad. Linebacker Aaron Beasley was all over the 
field, tallying nine tackles, two sacks and a career-high five TFLs, which were the most 
by a Vol in a single game since 2004. Kamal Hadden and Warren Burrell recorded 
takeaways with an interception and fumble recovery, respectively. After trailing early, 
the Vols scored 20 unanswered points en route to Heupel’s 20th victory at the helm of 
the program. Quarterback Joe Milton III had 11 consecutive completions in the second 
quarter and ultimately found Ramel Keyton (five yards) and McCallan Castles (43 
yards) for a pair of TD tosses in the second half to go along with his 7-yard rushing score 
just before halftime. The contest, which featured UT’s seventh straight packed house at 
Neyland Stadium, was delayed 28 minutes due to lightning in the area. The Vols donned  
“Artful Dodger” Smokey Grey uniforms as a tribute to Condredge Holloway, who 51 
years to the day, became the first Black quarterback to start in the SEC.

Vols Fall In SEC Opener At Florida, 29-16 
A grinding Florida offense controlled the ball and wore down the clock as the No. 11/9 
Volunteers fell to the Gators, 29-16, at Ben Hill Griffin Stadium for UT’s first loss of the 
season. Florida held a 37:34 to 22:17 edge in time of possession as it shortened the game 
and kept Tennessee’s offense from finding its rhythm. Quarterback Joe Milton III had his 
most passing yards (287) in a Tennessee uniform and threw a pair of touchdown passes 
in the defeat, but had his streak of pass attempts without an interception snapped at 
248 (32 at Michigan, 216 at Tennessee). His 216 passes at UT without a pick ranked as 
the ninth-longest streak in SEC history. The Vols’ offense came out firing on all cylinders 
with a first-quarter scoring drive, going 71 yards on six plays in 2:01 that was capped 
by Ramel Keyton’s 11-yard touchdown grab, but Florida closed the half scoring 26 
unanswered to put the game out of reach. UT trimmed the Gator lead to 13 points 
after Bru McCoy hauled in a 55-yard touchdown in the fourth quarter, but was unable 
to narrow the margin any further. Linebacker Aaron Beasley was Tennessee’s leading 
tackler with eight total stops, while edge rusher James Pearce Jr. tallied a pair of tackles 
for loss. The contest was the final one as SEC East division rivals.

Vols Strike Early, Race Past Roadrunners 45-14
No. 23/20 Tennessee rolled up a season-high 512 total yards, outgaining UTSA 359-98 
in the first half, to race past the Roadrunners, 45-14, in front of a sellout crowd of 101,915 
at Neyland Stadium. The Vols hit pay-dirt on four of their first five possessions during 
the first 30 minutes to take a 31-0 lead at intermission over UTSA. As the second half 
wore on, UT’s reserves saw significant playing time and closed out the win. Running 
back Dylan Sampson paced Tennessee’s rushing attack, racking up a career-high 139 
yards and scoring a pair of touchdowns on 11 carries. The sophomore helped the Vols 
rush for a season-best 303 yards on the day, including 89 from Joe Milton III who 
opened the game with an 81-yard rushing score — the longest run by a quarterback in 
program history. Milton logged 298 yards of total offense in the win and fired multiple 
touchdown passes for the fifth-consecutive outing. Tennessee averaged 9.18 yards per 
carry, representing the second-highest clip in the Heupel era. Linebacker Aaron Beasley 
led all Vols for the game with nine tackles, and linebacker Elijah Herring recorded a 
career-high eight stops, a tackle for a loss and a hurry, while defensive back Tamarion 
McDonald was in on seven tackles and finished with two tackles for loss, a sack and an 
interception. Cornerback Warren Burrell added a pick, and defensive end Tyler Baron 
had three hurries and a sack to aid the cause. Defensive back Jourdan Thomas blocked 
a punt in the first quarter.

Run Game, Defense Lead UT Past Gamecocks
The Tennessee defense kept South Carolina in check, and junior Jaylen Wright rushed 
for 123 yards and was one of three backs with touchdown runs as the No. 21/19 
Volunteers earned a 41-20 league victory over the Gamecocks in the SEC home opener. 
UT donned its Nike “Dark Mode” uniforms with black helmets, black jerseys and black 
pants in front of a capacity crowd on Champions Weekend, when the 1998 SEC and 
BCS National Championship team was honored. Wright paced the SEC’s leading rushing 
attack, grinding out 123 yards on 16 carries, including a 42-yard run for the game’s 
first score that capped a nine-play, 94-yard drive. Joining him with scoring runs were 
Jabari Small and Dylan Sampson, as they enabled the Big Orange to surpass 200 yards 
rushing for the fourth time in five games with 238 total on a six-yards-per-carry average. 
The Tennessee defense kept Gamecock quarterback Spencer Rattler in check for most 
of the evening and tallied six sacks - led by two from sophomore edge rusher James 
Pearce Jr.  Rattler did not throw a touchdown pass, and the Gamecocks were 2-of-14 
on third down. Momentum swung in Tennessee’s favor late in the first half when Kamal 
Hadden picked off Rattler and returned it 28 yards to the end zone, giving the Vols a 
two-score lead they would not relinquish for the rest of the night. Pearce Jr. set up the 
pick six on a QB hurry that forced Rattler into an errant throw. WR Bru McCoy suffered 
a season-ending fracture-disclocation of his right ankle midway through the second 
quarter. LB Elijah Herring was the Vols’ leading tackler with six.

Williams’ Special Teams Plays Propel Vols Past Aggies
Tennessee’s Dee Williams downed a punt on the 1-yard-line and returned the ensuing 
Texas A&M punt 39 yards for a touchdown to help lift the No. 19/17 Volunteers past the 
Aggies, 20-13, in front of a sellout Checker Neyland crowd of 101,915. Williams’ special 
teams jewels enabled the Big Orange to grab its first lead of the game with 6:47 to go 
in the third quarter, 14-10, and a pair of fourth-quarter Charles Campbell field goals 
gave the home team enough points to hold off an A&M offense that was limited to 
three points over the final 30 minutes by the Vol defense. Defensive backs Gabe Jeudy-
Lally and Kamal Hadden came up with key interceptions to thwart Texas A&M drives 
in the fourth quarter and keep the Aggies off the board in the final period. UT rushed 
for 232 yards against an A&M defensive unit that was allowing only 84.0 per game. 
Running back Jaylen Wright led all ball carriers with a season-high 136 yards on 19 
carries, averaging 7.2 per attempt and marking his fourth 100-yard effort this season. 
The Tennessee defense limited the Aggies to only 54 yards rushing on the evening and 
only one touchdown, matching the lowest total by Texas A&M in any game over the last 
four seasons. Linebackers Aaron Beasley and Elijah Herring paced the UT defense with 
five tackles apiece. Edge rusher James Pearce Jr. racked up a sack and five of the Vols’ 
11 quarterback hurries. Defensive end Tyler Baron contributed Tennessee’s other sack 
in the game and added a hurry as well. On hand to witness the victory was 2023 NFF 
College Football Hall of Fame electee Eric Berry, who UT honored at halftime with an 
on-campus salute.

Tennessee Falls to Alabama In Tuscaloosa, 34-20
Despite a strong first half from No. 17/15 Tennessee, it could not hold off No. 11/8 
Alabama’s second-half surge as the Vols suffered just their second loss of the season, 
34-20, at Bryant-Denny Stadium. Alabama outscored Tennessee 27-0 in the second 
half as it erased a 20-7 halftime deficit. Quarterback Joe Milton III finished the game 
28-of-41 through the air with 271 yards passing and a pair of first-half touchdowns. 
His 28 completions were the most by a quarterback in the Josh Heupel era, and he 
extended his streak of games with a touchdown pass to 11, tying the fifth-longest streak 
in program history. Milton added 59 yards on the ground – leading UT in rushing on 
the day. Sophomore wide receiver Squirrel White, an Alabama native, was Milton’s 
favorite target as the duo connected 10 times for 111 yards and a score. Tight end 
McCallan Castles hauled in Milton’s second touchdown pass – finishing the game with 
two receptions for 12 yards. Defensive back Tamarion McDonald led the Vols with 10 
tackles, while Gabe Jeudy-Lally added five tackles – one for a loss – and one sack. 
Senior defensive back Jaylen McCollough finished the game with seven tackles and an 
interception. Punter Jackson Ross had a career day with five punts for 266 yards, setting 
the program record for punting average at 53.2, which included the two longest punts 
of his career at 71 and 58 yards.

Milton, Sampson Close Out Win At Kentucky, 33-27
Running back Dylan Sampson accounted for 115 all-purpose yards, including 91 in the 
fourth quarter, as No. 21/20 Tennessee secured bowl eligibility for the third straight 
season with a gritty 33-27 road win at Kentucky. The Volunteers beat the Wildcats for 
the 36th time in the last 39 meetings with Heupel staying perfect against Kentucky. 
Tennessee pounded out 254 yards on the ground against a Wildcat defense that came 
into the game boasting the conference’s second-best rush defensive unit, allowing 
only 95.7 yards per game. Tennessee’s defense shut down Kentucky’s rushing attack, 
holding the Wildcats to 72 yards, while Ray Davis, the SEC’s leading rusher, managed 
only 42 yards and 2.6 yards per carry. Quarterback Joe Milton III played one of the most 
complete games of his career, firing 17-of-20 passes for 227 yards and one touchdown 
with no interceptions. His 85.0 completion percentage was a career best and the highest 
by a Vol in an SEC game (min. 20 attempts) since Joshua Dobbs’ mark of 91.2 (31-34) at 
Vanderbilt in 2016. Running back Jaylen Wright hit the century mark for the fifth time 
in eight games highlighted by a 52-yarder that put the Vols on the board. Placekicker 
Charles Campbell nailed all four of his field goals attempts, and wide receiver Chas 
Nimrod hauled in his first career touchdown in the victory, a 39-yarder from Milton that 
gave the Vols a 20-10 advantage in the second quarter. Sampson converted five first 
downs in the game’s final nine minutes, capped with a 12-yard touchdown with 7:30 to 
go in the game. Safety Wesley Walker was UT’s leading tackler with nine.

Vols Celebrate Homecoming, Waltz Past UConn
No. 17 Tennessee rolled up a season-high 650 yards of total offense and scored a school-
record three defensive touchdowns en route to a 59-3 Homecoming game victory over 
UConn at Neyland Stadium. The Vols won their 14th-consecutive home contest and 
played in front of their 11th-straight sellout on Rocky Top while also improving to 76-20-
3 in their 99th Homecoming contest. Quarterbacks Joe Milton III and Nico Iamaleava 
combined for three touchdown passes, while sophomore wideout Squirrel White led 
all receivers with 94 yards on two catches and an 83-yard touchdown, which was the 
longest pass play for UT since 2006. Senior wide receiver Ramel Keyton hauled in two 
balls for 81 yards, with a 60-yard scoring play to his credit. Defensive end Tyler Baron 
(24-yard fumble return), safety Jaylen McCollough (30-yard interception return) and 
linebacker Aaron Beasley (39-yard interception return) paced the Tennessee defense 
and made school history with their point-producing efforts. Linebacker Elijah Herring 
led his squad with career-high tying eight tackles, as the Vol stop-troops held UConn to 
35 yards rushing and no touchdowns on the day. Running back Jaylen Wright continued 
to lead the Vols’ punishing run game. He carried eight times for 113 yards, including an 
82-yard scoring burst on the game’s second play from scrimmage. It marked his sixth 
time over 100 yards in 2023, tying him for the sixth-most in UT single season history.

#13 Tennessee Falls to #14 Missouri, 36-7
No. 14 Missouri played keep away at Faurot Field/Memorial Stadium as the 13th-ranked 
Volunteers fell to the Tigers, 36-7, in their final road tilt of the year. Mizzou slowed the 
game down and finished with a 39:56 to 20:04 edge in time of possession. The Tigers 
controlled the game on the ground as running back Cody Schrader and quarterback 
Brady Cook combined for 260 rushing yards and a pair of touchdowns. Schrader 
finished with 205 yards alone on 35 carries and had a game-high 116 yards receiving. 
For the Vols, quarterback Joe Milton III finished the day 22-of-34 for 267 yards passing 
with one score and an interception. Milton also led UT in rushing, gaining 36 yards. Wide 
receivers Ramel Keyton, Squirrel White and Kaleb Webb were Milton's favorite targets 
as each hauled in four receptions. Keyton led the receiving corps with 57 yards on the 
day. Both teams played a scoreless first quarter, and the Tigers opened the scoring 
in the second quarter with a Harrison Mevis 31-yard field goal that capped off a 10-
play, 72-yard drive that chewed up 10:55 off the clock. Tennessee took the lead on the 
next possession as Milton found Dont'e Thornton Jr., who made a beautiful catch in 
the end zone for a 46-yard touchdown strike. The receiving touchdown was Thornton's 
first as a Vol. He was injured on the play and sidelined for the remainder of the game 
with a lower-body injury. On the defensive side of the ball, safety Wesley Walker led 
Tennessee with nine tackles, while fellow safety Jaylen McCollough made seven tackles 
and picked off Cook in the first quarter for his third interception in four weeks. Mizzou 
outscored the Vols 23-0 in a second half that saw UT commit two turnovers.

#18 Vols Start Fast But Fall To #1 Georgia
No. 18 Tennessee jumped out on top of No. 1 Georgia on Jaylen Wright's 75-yard 
touchdown run on the first play of the game, but the Bulldogs outscored the Vols 38-3 
the rest of the way in a 38-10 final in a sold out Neyland Stadium. It marked the final 
CBS broadcast in Neyland Stadium. Tennessee saw its 14-game winning streak come to 
an end - its first loss in the venue since Georgia in 2021. The Bulldogs scored on four of 
their five possessions of the first half. UGA QB Carson Beck found Dillon Bell for a 9-yard 
TD connection at the 8:04 mark and then hooked up with tight end Brock Bowers for a 
3-yard score with 1:31 left before the intermission. The Vols, though, put points on the 
board before time expired in the second period. After Tennessee moved 56 yards in a 
minute and a half, Charles Campbell came on to boot a 37-yard field goal to send his 
squad into the locker room trailing UGA, 24-10. The Vols were shutout in the second 
half. QB Joe Milton III finished 17-of-30 for 147 yards and saw his streak of consecutive 
games with a touchdown pass end at 14. That concluded as the third-longest streak in 
school history. Wright finished with 90 yards on nine carries. CB Doneiko Slaughter 
led the Vols with a career-high 11 tackles, including eight solo stops. LB Aaron Beasley 
added nine tackles, two tackles for loss and his third sack of the season.
