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LEXINGTON, Ky. –   Alabama’s Grant Nelson recorded a double-double with 
25 points and 10 rebounds while Mark Sears added 24 to lead the No. 4/5 
Crimson Tide men’s basketball team to an impressive 102-97 road victory at 
No. 8/9 Kentucky Saturday afternoon. It marked UA’s first win in Rupp Arena 
when playing at top 10 UK team since 2002.

The contest was tight throughout featuring six ties and six lead changes until 
Alabama (15-3, 4-1 SEC) used a game-deciding 9-0 run to take a 90-81 lead 
late in the contest. UK did not get any closer than four points the rest of the 
way as UA sealed the win by hitting 9-10 free throws in the final minute.

For Nelson, it marked his fifth double-double of the year, while Sears added 
a game high nine assists compared to just one turnover in the win. Together, 
Nelson (9-10) and Sears (5-5) also came up clutch at the free throw line, 
combining to go 14-15 in the win.

In addition to Nelson and Sears, Labaron Philon (15), Clifford Omoruyi (12) and 
Chris Youngblood (10) also scored in double figures for the Tide. Kentucky (14-
4, 3-2) had seven players reach double digits, led by Otega Oweh’s 21 points.

• In comparison, Kentucky hit 48 percent (35-73) of its shots, 41 percent (11-27) from deep and 80 percent (16-20) from the foul line
• Mark Sears moves to No. 14 on Alabama's all-time scoring list with 1,600 career points, passing Robert Horry

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OATS' TIMELINEWhen Nate Oats was formally introduced as head men’s basketball 
coach at The University of Alabama on March 28, 2019, he promised 
fans would see an entertaining, up-tempo and fast-paced style of 
play. And that’s exactly what he has delivered during his five years in  
Tuscaloosa highlighted by Alabama’s first-ever appearance in the NCAA 
Final Four.
Oats continues to lead the Crimson Tide men’s basketball resurgence 
to national prominence, having guided his team to 117 wins, highlighted 
by a pair of SEC Regular Season championships, two SEC Tournament 
championships, three trips to the Sweet 16 and the program’s first ever 
appearance in the Final Four. Oats the only coach in program history 
to win multiple SEC regular season and tournament championships. 
He has compiled a record of 117-54 (.684) in his five years at The  
Capstone. In fact, in his nine years as a head coach, Oats owns an  
impressive record of 213-97 (.687) and has led his teams to NCAA  
Tournament appearances seven separate times with one of those years 
being the global pandemic.
After agreeing to contract extensions in 2021 and 2023, Oats received 
a third contract extension during the 2024 season that is set to keep 
him in charge of the Crimson Tide basketball program through the 2030 
season.
