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>>Vanderbilt comes into Thursday’s home finale looking to
bring an end to a two-game skid that has put the Commo-
dores at 19-9 overall on the season and 6-8 in SEC play.

The Dores are coming off an 82-54 loss to No. 6/6-ranked
South Carolina at home this past Sunday. Freshman Mikayla
Blakes scored a team-high 19 points, while sophomore
Khamil Pierre collected her 14th double-double of the
season with a 14-point, 10-rebound performance against
the Gamecocks.

>>Vandy is 12-4 at home in 2024-25. The Commodores are
24-9 at Memorial Gymnasium over the last two seasons and
are 45-21 at home under head coach Shea Ralph. A victory
on Thursday would give Vanderbilt its 13th home victory
and would mark the program’s highest win total at home

in a season since 2011-12, when Vandy won 18 at Memorial
Gym.

>>The Commodores will be seeking their 20th victory of the
season on Thursday night. The Commodores are searching
for back-to-back 20-win seasons for the first time since the
2011-12 and 2012-13 campaigns. Last season, the Dores won
23 games en route to the program’s first NCAA Tournament
berth in 2013-14.

>>Thursday will be the 18th meeting between the Commo-
dores and Aggies. Texas A&M holds the all-time series lead at
10-7, though Vanderbilt has won three of the last four games
against TAMU. Vanderbilt posted a 49-45 victory at Texas
A&M last season to post the program’s first win in College
Station since the 1997-98 campaign. The Commodores are
3-2 against the Aggies under head coach Shea Ralph.

>>Vanderbilt is 4-3 all-time against Texas A&M at Memorial
Gymnasium. The last time the two played at Memorial
Gymnasium was on Jan. 29, 2023, when the Commodores
posted an 88-79 victory.

NET RANKING

Vanderbilt enters Sunday holding a NET ranking of 25. The Commodores came in at No. 7 in the
first NET ranking of the 2024-25 season, the highest NET ranking in program history. The NET is an
evaluation tool the NCAA Tournament Selection Committee uses to determine seeding and at-large
bids.

BLAKES CLOSING IN ON ANOTHER RECORD

Mikayla Blakes comes into the week with 652 points scored this season. She is 20 points away from
breaking Vanderbilt’s freshman single-season scoring record of 671 points set by Harriet Brumfield in
1981-82.

The freshman’s 652 points scored in 2024-25 are the seventh-most scored in a season by a
Commodore. Blakes is two points away from passing Wendy Scholten’s 1989-90 total of 653 points
for sixth on the list and needs 13 points to move past Scholten’s 1990-91 season total of 664 points for
fifth.

ELEVATING HER PLAY IN THE SEC

Mikayla Blakes’ 27.4 points per game in SEC play is the highest scoring average in league play this
season. Blakes has scored 30-plus points in five SEC games this season, a mark that paces the league,
while her 55-point outing at Auburn (Feb. 16) and her 53 points at Florida (Jan. 30) are the top two
scoring performances in all of NCAA Division | this season.

Overall, her 23.3 points per game average ranks second in the SEC, while it is the sixth-best scoring
average in the country this season and paces all freshmen nationally. Blakes is the first NCAA Division
| player since Mississippi Valley State’s Patricia Hoskins in 1988-89 to have multiple 50-point outings
in the same season.

KHAMIL MATCHES COACH EARLEY
Khamil Pierre’s 14 double-double ties her with Vanderbilt women’s basketball assistant coach Ashley
Earley for the most double-doubles in a season since 1999-00.

Pierre posted her 14th double-double of the season this past Sunday vs. South Carolina with a
14-point, 10-rebound effort. It was the fourth time that the 6-2 forward recorded a double-double in
SEC play this season. Her 14-point effort also extends Pierre’s current double-digit scoring streak to
six games, while she has now scored 10-plus points in 29 of her last 30 games.

ANOTHER 30-POINT OUTING FOR BLAKES

Freshman Mikayla Blakes followed up her SEC and NCAA freshman single-game scoring record
55-point performance by scoring 34 points at No. 16/16 Oklahoma. The Somerset, New Jersey, native
made a career-high seven 3-point field goals, which is tied for the fifth-most made in a game by a
Commodore in program history.

It was Blakes’ fifth game of the season with 30 or more points, which leads all freshmen nationally
and is tied for fourth-most by an NCAA Division | player this season. Blakes’ 34 points vs. the Sooners
are tied for the fourth-most points scored in a game by a Vanderbilt freshman, matching Barbara
Brackman’s 34-point effort vs. Tennessee on Feb. 26, 1982.

COACH RALPH UP FOR NATIONAL COACH OF THE YEAR

The Naismith Awards announced that Vanderbilt women’s basketball head coach Shea Ralph was
named to the 2025 Werner Ladder Naismith Women'’s College Coach of the Year Watch List presented
by AXIA Time.

Itis the first time Ralph has been included on the Werner Ladder Naismith Women’s College Coach of
the Year Watch List. She is one of 15 coaches selected, while the fourth-year Vandy coach is one of six
SEC women'’s basketball head coaches on the list.

Ralph has guided Vanderbilt to a 19-7 overall record this season. Vanderbilt is on the cusp of its
second-straight 20-win campaign, which would mark the first time since the 2011-12 and 2012-13
seasons that the Dores posted back-to-back 20-win seasons.

A SPARK OFF THE BENCH

Sophomore Madison Greene hit four 3-point field goals off the bench against Mississippi State on
Feb. 13 en route to a 17-point performance. It is the ninth time this season that Greene has scored
10-plus points in a reserve role. The Columbus, Ohio, native leads the Commodores in points off the
bench this season at 7.8 points in 24 games.

Graduate student Jordyn Oliver enters Sunday ranked 23rd in NCAA Division | in assist-to-turnover ratio at 2.46.
The guard leads the team in assists at 3.6 per game, while her 100 total assists are 14th-most in the SEC this
season.

Oliver, who is in her sixth season of collegiate basketball, has played in 141 career games, which is tied for
92nd-most by active NCAA Division | players.

LENDING A HAND
The Commodores rank 40th nationally in assists per game at 16.3. Vanderbilt handed out a season-best 30
assists against Alabama A&M on Dec. 29.

The Dores have dished out 20 or more assists in eight games this season. The Dores are also 38th in the NCAA
in assist/turnover ratio at 1.15, which is fifth-best in the SEC.

DYNAMIC DUO

Sophomore Khamil Pierre and freshman Mikayla Blakes are the only pair of teammates in all of NCAA Division |
to average over 20.0 points per game. Blakes enters the week ranked sixth nationally at 23.3 points per contest,
while Pierre’s 20.6 points per contest is 16th in the nation.

Combined, Pierre and Blakes are averaging a combined 43.9 points per game this season make them the
highest scoring tandem in the SEC.

KHAMIL'S AMONG SEC’S BEST

GETTING MULTIPLE TOP 25 WINS

The Commodores have collected wins over No. 15 Tennessee (71-70) and at No.
19 Alabama (66-64), marking the first time since the 2015-16 campaign the Dores
have posted multiple wins over ranked teams in the same season. Vanderbilt will
be searching for its second top-25 road win of the campaign.

The last time the Commodores knocked off multiple top-25 teams on the road in
the same season came during the 2015-16 campaign. Vanderbilt won at No. 12/12
Kentucky, 71-69, and at No. 24/24 Missouri, 56-52, that season. The win at No.
24-ranked Missouri on Feb. 28, 2016, was also the last time Vanderbilt collected a
win over a ranked team on the road.

GETTING THEIR HANDS ON THE BALL

Vandy has been getting hands into the passing lane with great efficiency this
season. The Commodores rank inside the top 25 in all of NCAA Division | in steals
per game (11th; 12.4), turnover margin (15th; 6.93), turnovers forced per game
(23rd; 21.04).

Vanderbilt has forced teams into 20 or more turnovers in 18 games this season.
Vandy’s season-high 36 turnovers forced vs. Evansville on Dec. 14 is tied for the
seventh-most in a game in program history.

SCORING STREAKS
Freshman Mikayla Blakes has tallied double-figure points in 14-straight contests,
and in 27 of the 28 collegiate games her has played in.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre has registered double-digit points six-straight games.
She has scored 10-plus points in 29 of her last 30 games dating back to last
season.

Earlier this season, Pierre had her 23-game streak snap. Pierre’s 23-game streak
was the longest by a Commodore since 2006-07 when Carla Thomas registered
double-digit points in 29-straight games. Pierre’s streak was also the fourth-
longest double-digit scoring streak by a Dore since 1999-00.

PIERRE’S ELITE NUMBERS
Sophomore Khamil Pierre currently ranks fourth all in NCAA Division | in field
goals made with 231 and 14th in double-doubles with 14.

The 6-2 forward ranks in the top 16 nationally in seven categories. She is the only
NCAA Division | player placed in the top 16 in scoring (16th: 20.6 ppg) and steals
per game (16th; 2.85) and she is the lone player in the country to average over
20.0 points and 9.5 rebounds per game this season.

BLAKES’ CASE FOR NATIONAL FRESHMAN OF THE YEAR

Freshman guard Mikayla Blakes is making a strong case for national freshman of
the year consideration. The 5-8 guard leads all NCAA Division | freshmen in scoring
(23.4 ppg), points scored (652), free throw percentage (88.5%)and field goals
made (213).

She set the NCAA freshman single-game scoring record with 55 points at Auburn
in a 98-88 overtime win on Feb. 16. It was her second game with 50-plus points
this season, as she also scored 53 points at Florida on Jan. 30. She is the first
player since Mississippi Valley State’s Patrica Hoskins in 1988-89 to have multiple
gams of 53-plus points in the same season.

Her 55 points were also an SEC single-game record, regardless of class, and set
Vanderbilt’s single-season record, breaking Khamil Pierre’s previous school record
of 42 points, set back on Dec. 14. Blakes is one of two NCAA freshmen this season
to have multiple games with 30-plus points.

WINNING BIG

Vanderbilt holds the 40th-best margin of victory in the nation coming into the
weekend. The Commodores are beating teams by an average of 14.7 points per
game this season. Vandy has posted seven wins of 40-plus points during the 2024-
25 season.

GETTING NATIONALLY RANKED

Vanderbilt broke into the Associated Press Top 25 for the first time since the 2013-
14 season on Jan. 27 in at No. 23. The Commodores also checked in at No. 23in
the USA Today/WBCA Coaches Poll, as it marked the second-straight season the
Dores have been featured in the Coaches Poll. The rankings marked the first time
Vanderbilt has been in both polls since Feb. 18,2014.

BREAKING THE CENTURY MARK

Vanderbilt scored 100-plus points for the sixth time this season in the 101-60 win over
Arkansas on Jan. 23. The six games scoring 100 or more points sets the program record
for most 100-point games collected in a single season. It is also the first time in school
history that the Commodores have scored 100-plus points in two SEC games in the
same season.

Vandy has previously registered a 102-50 win over Lipscomb in the season opener on
Nov. 4 and on Nov. 22 in a 104-59 win over Samford. More recently, the Dores scored a
106-40 win over Evansville on Dec. 14 and a 108-82 win over Georgia on Jan. 2.

MIKAYLA’S WEEK WAS SO NICE, THE SEC AWARDED HER TWICE
Mikayla Blakes earned a pair of weekly conference awards on Tuesday, as the guard
was named the SEC Co-Player of the Week and SEC Freshman of the Week.

It is the first time in Vanderbilt women’s basketball history that a player has earned the
SEC Player of the Week and SEC Freshman of the Week awards at the same time. She
shares SEC Player of the Week honors with Tennessee’s Jewel Spear.

Blakes becomes the second Commodore to earn each distinction in the same season,
as she joins Stephanie Holzer, who was named SEC Freshman of the Week on Nov. 14
and SEC Player of the Week on Feb. 6 during the 2010-11 campaign.

Blakes also becomes the first freshman since Candace Parker in 2006 to be named SEC
Player and Freshman of the Week at the same time. Additionally, it extends Blakes’
Vanderbilt school record for most SEC Freshman of the Week selections to seven.

BLAKES EARNS AP PLAYER OF THE WEEK AND USBWA TAMIKA CATCHINGS NATIONAL
FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK AGAIN

On Feb. 18, Vanderbilt women’s basketball standout Mikayla Blakes was named

the Associated Press Women’s Basketball Player of the Week and the United States
Basketball Writers Association (USBWA) Tamika Catchings National Freshman of the
Week on the same day for the second time this season.

Overall, it is Blakes’ NCAA-leading fourth USBWA Tamika Catchings National Freshman
of the Week selection this season, while it is the second time she has been named AP
Player of the Week over the past three weeks.

The freshmen averaged 34.0 points, 7.0 rebounds, 4.5 assists, and 4.5 steals to help
Vanderbilt go 1-1in a pair of overtime SEC contests this week. Blakes averaged 44.5
minutes per game, as the Commodores played in back-to-back overtime contests
thatincluded a total of three extra periods. The guard once again rewrote the SEC and
NCAA women'’s basketball record books this past Sunday, as her 55-point performance
at Auburn set the SEC and NCAA freshman single-game scoring records.

BLAKES BREAKS RECORDS AGAIN

Mikayla Blakes rewrote the NCAA record book once again at Auburn on Feb. 16, as
she broke the NCAA freshman single-game scoring record with 55 points in a 98-88
overtime win. Blake, who previously set the NCAA true freshman scoring record with
53 points at Florida on Jan. 30, broke Delaware’s Elena Delle Donne’s NCAA freshman
scoring record of 54 points she scored as a redshirt freshman back during the 2009-10
season. Blakes is the first freshman since the turn of the century to record two 50-plus
point performances in the same season, while she is the fourth NCAA Division | player
to accomplish the feat since 1999-00.

Blakes shot 53.6 percent from the field, going 15-0f-28 from the floor. The freshman
from Somerset, New Jersey, went 23-0f-24 from the free throw line, as she made her
first 23 free throw attempts. The guard dished out a team-high five assists and added
five rebounds and three steals to her stat line.

Additionally, Blakes’ 55 points at Auburn broke her own SEC single-game scoring
record of 53 points set at Florida on Jan. 30. The 55 points also set the Neville Arena
single-game scoring record for either a men’s or women’s basketball player.

SETTING QUARTER RECORDS

Vanderhbilt outscored Appalachian State 33-2 in the first quarter en route to a 94-40 win
on Dec. 1. The two points scored against the Commodores were the fewest points the
program has allowed in any quarter in school history. The plus-31-point advantage at
the end of the quarter marked the largest scoring margin in a single quarter in program
history. The NCAA moved women'’s basketball from two halves to four quarters prior to
the start of the 2015-16 season.
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MIKAYLA AND KHAMIL NATIONALLY RECOGNIZED

Vanderbilt’s underclassmen duo of freshman Mikayla Blakes and sophomore
Khamil Pierre have earned their fair share of national recognition of late, as each
was named to the Jersey Mike’s Naismith Trophy Women’s College Player of the
Year Midseason Team on Feb. 12. The Vandy duo were two of 30 players named to
the team, while they were two of 11 SEC players selected. Blakes was one of two
freshmen to earn a selection, while Pierre was one of six sophomores.

Additionally, Blakes was named to the John R. Wooden Late Midseason Top 20
watch list on Feb. 11, while Pierre was selected to the Naismith Defensive Player of
the Year watch list on Feb. 5.

Record-Setting SEC Player of the Week for Blakes

Mikayla Blakes was named the SEC Freshman of the Week for a league-leading
sixth time to set the school record for the most weekly SEC frosh awards earned in
aseason.

Blakes scored 22 points, pulled down four rebounds, and collected three steals at
No. 4/6 Texas last Thursday in her lone contest of the week. Her six SEC Freshman
of the Week selections sets the school record for most weekly SEC freshman
honors in a season, breaking Khamil Pierre’s previous record of five set during the
2023-24 campaign.

BLAKES SETS NCAA TRUE FRESHMAN SCORING RECORD

Mikayla Blakes rewrote the NCAA women’s basketball record book once again
on Jan. 30 at Florida, as the Vanderbilt women’s basketball standout broke the
NCAA true freshman record for most points scored in a game with a 53-point
performance to lead the No. 23/23-ranked Commodores to a 99-86 road win.

Blakes’ 53 points are the most scored in a game by a first-year player at the

NCAA Division | level, breaking JuJu Watkins’ NCAA true freshman single-game
scoring record of 51 points, set by the Southern California standout last season.
Blakes was one point short of setting the NCAA Division | single-game women’s
basketball freshman scoring record, held by Delaware’s Elena Delle Donne, who
scored 54 points in a contest as a redshirt freshman in 2009-10. Delle Donne spent
her first season as an NCAA student-athlete on Delaware’s volleyball team before
playing four seasons of women’s basketball for the Blue Hens.

Blakes is the only Division | player — men’s or women’s — to score at least 50
points in a game this season. Additionally, she set both the SEC and the Vanderbilt
women'’s basketball single-game scoring records. The freshman broke Jocelyn
Penn’s (LSU) SEC single-game record of 51 points, scored on Jan. 4, 2003, against
Stetson. Blakes also surpassed Khamil Pierre’s previous school record of 42
points, which was set on Dec. 17 vs. Evansville.

ANOTHER 20-POINT OUTING FOR BLAKES AND PIERRE

Freshman Mikayla Blakes (22 points) and sophomore Khamil Pierre (26 points)
each scored 20-plus points in the Feb. 6 loss at No. 4/6 Texas, marking the 10 time
this season the duo has registered 20 or more points each in the same game.

The Vanderbilt underclassmen are the only set of teammates in the nation to
average over 20 points each this season. Blakes leads the team at 22.1 points

per game and Pierre chips in 21.1 points per contest. Blakes has had a total of 15
games this season with 20-plus points, while Pierre has score 20 or more points in
13 games.

GREENE GETS A MEDICAL WAIVER

Vanderbilt guard Madison Greene was granted a medical waiver for the 2023-24
season, which will give her an additional year of eligibility. Last season, Greene
sustained a season-ending injury on Dec. 17 vs. Lipscomb. She will now be
considered a redshirt freshman in terms of athletic eligibility.

OLIVER’S RARE DOUBLE-DOUBLE
Graduate Jordyn Oliver collected a double-double in the win over Georgia with a
career-best 11 assists and 10 rebounds on Jan. 2.

It marked the first time a Commodore has posted a double-double via assists and
rebounds since 1999-00. She is also the sixth SEC player to accomplish the feat
since the turn of the century.
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MADDIE’S HOMECOMING

Sophomore Madison Greene had a memorable return trip to her home state of
Ohio, as she scored a career-high 25 points off the bench against at Dayton on
Dec. 19. Greene is the first Dore to score at least 25 points in a reserve role since
Erin Whalen’s 25-point performance vs. No. 10-ranked South Carolina on Jan. 18,
2018.

PIERRE’S FOUR-GAME DOUBLE-DOUBLE STREAK COMES TO AN END
Sophomore Khamil Pierre had her four-game double-double streak come to an
end against Alabama A&M on Dec. 29. It is tied for the second-longest double-
double streak at Vanderbilt since 1999-00 with Mariella Fasoula, who had fourin
arow in 2019-20. Current Vanderbilt assistant coach Ashley Earley’s six-straight
double-doubles in 2004-05 is the longest streak since 1999-00.

BLAKES’ RECORD SEC DEBUT

Mikayla Blakes’ 36-point performance in the 108-82 win over Georgia in the 2025
SEC opener set Vanderbilt’s record for most points scored by a freshmanin a
game. Blakes broke a program record that stood since 1981-82, the first season
the NCAA sponsored women'’s basketball, when Barbara Brackman’s 42 points
against Tennessee on Feb. 26, 1982.

Blakes shot 45 percent from the floor and matched her career-high of five made
3-pointers in the win over the Lady Bulldogs. The Somerset, New Jersey, native
dished out five assists and did not commit a turnover in 33 minutes of action
during her SEC debut. The guard went 13-of-14 from the free throw line, as the 13
made charity tosses are the most by a Dore in a game this season. It was Blakes’
ninth game with 20 or more points this season, which leads all NCAA freshmen
and sets a record for the most 20-point games in a season by a Vandy freshman.

The 36 points are the most points scored by a freshman in the country this season
and the most points scored by an NCAA Division | freshman since Audi Crooks’
40-point performance against Maryland in the 2024 NCAA Tournament. It is also
the most points registered by an SEC frosh since Mikaylah Williams’ 42 points vs.
Kent State on Nov. 14,2013,

KHAMIL COMING UP ACES AGAINST EVANSVILLE

The 42 points, 18 rebounds, and eight steals for Khamil Pierre against Evansville
establish new career highs in each category. Her combined 60 points and
rebounds are the most collected by a Vanderbilt women’s basketball player in a
game in program history. Her 42-point performance last Saturday also extended
her career-long double-digit scoring streak to 13 games dating back to last
season. She also collected her eighth double-double of the season, which is tied
for the sixth-most in a season since 1999-00.

Pierre is the fifth NCAA Division | women’s basketball player since 1999-00 to have
a game stat line of 40-plus points, 15-plus rebounds, and 5-plus steals, and she

is the first player to accomplish the feat since the 2013-14 season. Pierre is the
fifth Commodore since 1999-00 to have a game with 30-plus points and 10-plus
rebounds.

PIERRE’S 42-POINT PERFORMANCE

Khamil Pierre put on one of the most memorable performances in Vanderbilt
women’s basketball history in the 106-40 win over Evansville on Dec. 14. She
posted 42 points, 18 rebounds, and eight steals in the win over the Purple Aces.
Her 42-point performance set a new program record for most points scored

in a single game, passing the previous mark of 41 points shared by Chantelle
Anderson (Feb. 8,2001) and Ciaja Harbison (Jan. 29, 2023).

The 6-2 forward started her day with a bang against the Purple Aces, scoring 20
pointsin the first quarter. Pierre’s performance in the opening frame on Saturday
marked the most points scored by a Commodore in the first quarter in program
history. Additionally, Pierre ties Marnelle Garraud’s program record for most
points scored in any quarter, which was set on Jan. 16, 2023, in the fourth quarter
at Arkansas.

Her 19 made field goals tie the program record for more field goals made in a
game in Vanderbilt history, tying Anderson’s 19 made field goals in her 40-point
performance vs. Portland State. The 19 made field goals are also the sixth-most in
SEC history.

The 42 points scored are the most in an NCAA Division | game this season. It is also
tied for the most points scored by an SEC player since the 2020-21 season.
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HISTORIC START FOR BLAKES

Freshman Mikayla Blakes scored 10-plus points in each of her first 13 games to
begin her Vanderbilt career, ending on Dec. 29 vs. Alabama A&M. She is the first
Dore since at least 1999-00 to open their Vandy career with 13-straight games with
10-plus points. Additonally, it is the fourth-longest double-digit scoring streak to
begin a season in school history.

MIXING AND MATCHING

Vanderbilt used its fourth different starting lineup in the Dec. 1 win over
Appalachian State, as graduate student Jane Nwaba returned to the starting
five and sophomore Aiyana Mitchell made her first career start. Mitchell makes
the seventh different Commodore to record a start through the season’s first 10
games.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE DUO

Sophomore Khamil Pierre and graduate student Leilani Kapinus became the

first set of Commodore teammates to record a double-double in the same game
this season the win over Samford on Nov. 22. Pierre registered 21 points and 12
rebounds to post her fifth double-double of the season, while Kapinus collected
11 points and 10 rebounds to record her first at Vanderbilt. It is the first time since
March 7,2024, that two Vanderbilt players posted a double-double in the same
game, as Pierre and Sacha Washington accomplished the feat against Florida in
the second round of the 2024 SEC Tournament.

PIERRE’S SEASON-OPENING DOUBLE-DOUBLE STREAK

Khamil Pierre opened the 2024-25 season posting a double-double in three-
straight games. She became the first Commodore since Koi Love in 2020-21 to
open a season collecting three-straight double-doubles.

GREENE MAKING THE MOST OF HER FIRST START

Sophomore Madison Greene shined in her first career start at Vanderbilt in the
62-49 win at South Florida on Nov. 14. The guard was inserted into the lineup with
senior lyana Moore battling back spasms and turned in a season-high 15 points.
Greene hit a career-best five 3-point field goals against the Bulldogs. She is the
first Commodore to hit five 3-pointers in a game since Justine Pissott against
Dayton on Dec. 20, 2023.

SEASON-OPENING DOUBLE-DOUBLE FOR KHAMIL

Khamil Pierre got her sophomore campaign started in a big way, as the 6-2
forward scored 25 points and pulled down 14 rebounds in the season-opening
win over Lipscomb. It was the first time that a Commodore posted a double-
double in a season opener since Koi Love’s 24-point, 10-rebound performance at
Little Rock in the first game of the 2020-21 season. It is Pierre’s fifth career double-
double, while she extended her double-digit scoring streak to four games dating
back to last season.

A REMARKABLE DEBUT

Freshman Mikayla Blakes put on a spectacular showing in her Vanderbilt debut
this past Monday, as she recorded 23 points, five assists, and five rebounds to go
along with a pair of steals. She is the first Commodore to score 23 or more points
in their debut game since Rebekah Dahlman’s 23-point outing in her debut on
Nov. 11,2013, against Appalachian State.

GREENE’S RETURN

Madison Greene had a standout return to the court after missing the final 22
games last season. Greene recorded 14 points in 28 minutes off the bench in the
season opener vs. Lipscomb on Nov. 4. She also established new career highs in
steals (6), assists (4), and field goals made (6) in her return against the Bisons.

100-POINT BREAKOUT IN THE SEASON OPENER

Vanderbilt scored 100-plus points in a game for the first time since putting up 106
points in a 106-55 win at Tennessee State on Nov. 25, 2019. It was the first time
under head coach Shea Ralph that the Commodores have tallied 100 or more
pointsin a game. It was also the first time that Vandy scored 100-plus points at
Memorial Gym since they knocked off Quinnipiac, 111-53, on Nov. 26, 2010. It is
also the 47th time that Vanderbilt women’s basketball has scored 100 or more
pointsin a game in program history.

RETURNING FIRE POWER

Vanderbilt returns 78.4 percent of its scoring from last season as the Commodores
bring back nine players from the 2023-24 roster. The group of returnees includes
five players who started 10 or more games for the Dores a year ago, four of which
started for Vandy during last year’s NCAA Tournament run.
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EXPERIENCED ROSTER

Vanderbilt is one of the most experienced teams in the SEC this season, as they
have four players who have played in 90-plus games during their college career.
That list includes Jordyn Oliver (114), Jane Nwaba (106), Sacha Washington (99),
and Leilani KAPINUS (95). The Commodores are one of four SEC teams that have
four or more players who have played in 90 more collegiate games.

ONE OF THE SEC’S BEST

Senior Sacha Washington, 2024-25 season, is one of two SEC players who have
collected over 1,000 points, 700 rebounds, and 100 blocks in their career, joined
by Ole Miss’ Madison Scott. Washington became the 41st Commodore to score
1,000 career points during Vanderbilt’s NCAA Tournament run last season. She
comes into the year having amassed 1,008 points, 720 rebounds, 108 blocks, and
105 assists in 99 career games.

ATANGIBLE IMPROVEMENT

Vanderbilt’s 23 wins this season marks an 11-win improvement from last year’s
win total of 12. It was tied for the largest improvement in win total from year-to-
year in program history, matching the 1983-84 team.

SEC PROJECTIONS

Vanderbilt will be out to prove the preseason prognosticators wrong this year
once again. The Commodores were selected to finish 10th in the SEC Preseason
Media Poll and 12th in the SEC Coaches Poll. Vandy has finished better than
projected in the preseason polls each year under head coach Shea Ralph. Last
season, the Dores were picked to finish 13th in the preseason coaches poll and
14th in the preseason media poll, then went 9-7 in SEC games last season to finish
in sixth place.

Freshman Mikayla Blakes was named the Associated Press Player of the Week

on Feb. 4. She becomes the first Commodore in program history to be named AP
Player of the Week, with the award starting in 2023-24. It is the second-straight

BLAKES WINS THIRD SEC FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK - DEC. 10

The SEC announced on Dec. 10 that Vanderbilt women’s basketball guard
Mikayla Blakes has been named the SEC Freshman of the Week for the third

time this season. The guard scored 26 points at Miami on Dec. 4 to help the
Dores register an 88-70 win in their only game last week. Her 26 points against
the Hurricanes were the most points scored by an SEC freshman that week.
Additionally, her 26-point outing against the Canes marked the third-most points
scored by a Vanderbilt freshman in a true road contest in program history and
ranks as the 12th-most scored in a contest by a Commodore frosh.

PIERRE NAMED SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK - NOV. 26

Sophomore Khamil Pierre was named SEC Player of the Week for the first time
in her career on Nov. 26. She averaged 18.0 points, 12.0 rebounds, and 3.5 steals
in a pair of home wins over Hampton (Nov. 20) and Samford (Nov. 22). The two
double-doubles pushed her season total to an NCAA-best five.

Shea Ralph was named the sixth head coach
inVanderbilt women’s basketball history on
April 13,2021. The 2024-25 campaign marks
her fourth season leading the Commodores.

Ralph orchestrated one of the biggest turn-
aroundsin program history during the 2023-
24 season, as the Commodores went from
being projected last in the SEC preseason
polls to earning the program’s first bid into
the NCAA Tournament in 10 seasons.

Vanderbilt went 23-10 in Year 3 under
Ralph’sdirection, asthe Commodores made
their first appearance in the NCAA Tourna-
ment since the 2013-14 campaign. The 23
wins marked an 11-win improvementfroma
season ago, whichis the second-largest win
improvement from one season to the next
in program history.

The Commodores went out and proved
the preseason prognosticators wrong in
2023-24, as Vandy finished sixth in the SEC
after being picked 13thin the Preseason SEC
Coaches Polland 14th in the Preseason SEC
Media Poll. The Dores went 9-7 in SEC play
and won a program-record six road SEC
games. The nine SEC wins were the most for
Vanderbilt since the 2012-13 campaign. The
Commodores earned the No. 6 seed in the
2024 SEC Women’s Basketball Tournament,
which was the program’s highest seed at the
SEC Tournament since 2011.

Vanderbilt’s at-large bid into the 2024 NCAA

GAME 29 - vs. TEXAS A&M

Tournament marked the second time in her
three seasons that Ralph has led the Commo-
dores to the postseason.

A total of three Commodores earned All-SEC
honorsinYear3underRalph.lyanaMoore made
her first appearance on the All-SEC second
team, while Jordyn Cambridge was named to
the All-SEC defensive team for a school-record
third time. Khamil Pierre was named to the
All-SEC freshman team, making her the third
Commodore to earn a spot on the team under
Ralph, joining Moore and Sacha Washington.
Pierre also was named SEC Freshman of the
Week a program record five times during the
season.

Vanderbilt’s hard-nosed and gritty approach
helped the Commodores become one of the
elite defensive teams in the SEC, as Vandy
ranked third in steals per game at 10.2 steals.
The Dores’ 315 steals during the 2023-24 cam-
paign are the third-mostinaseasonin program
history.

Vanderbilt was hit hard with a plethora of pre-
season injuries to begin the 2022-23 campaign.
Coach Ralph was able to rally the Commodores
and record a second-straight double-digit win
season, marking the first time in six years that
Vandy has posted back-to-back double-digit
win campaigns.

During the 2022-23 campaign, Ralph guided
Vanderbilt to a winning record inside Memori-
al Gymnasium for the 38th time in the last 40
seasons. The Commodores won nine games at
Memorial Gym, which included victories over
Texas A&M, Arkansas, and Kentucky.

Ralph was key in the development of Ciaja Har-
bison, who transferred into the program for her
graduate season and become one of the most
prolific scorersin the SEC. Harbison earned sec-
ond team All-SEC honors after averaging 19.6
points per game and shot 40.6% from thefield.
The only player in the SEC to score 40 points in
agamethis season, Harbison had three outings
with 30-plus pointsamongthe 23 times she has
scored in double figures while recording the

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highest scoring average of her collegiate career.
Harbison has led the Commodoresin scoring 16
times, assists on 20 occasions and steals in 15
games. Harbison tied a school record with 41
points and added five steals in a January win
over Texas A&M

Inherinauguralseason, Ralph led Vanderbilt to
itsfirst postseason appearance since 2014. The
Commodores reached the third round of the
Women’s National Invitation Tournament, their
longest postseason run since 2013. Vanderbilt
also recorded its first SEC Tournament victory
in six years when it defeated Texas A&M 85-69
on March 2,2022.

Inall, Ralph accrued the third-most wins of any
women’s basketball coach in a debut season.
That included a 63-59 victory against No. 15
Florida in Memorial Gymnasium on Feb. 24,
2022, the program’s first win against a ranked
opponent since 2020.

Ralph wasted no time helping individual stu-
dent-athletesrealize their full potential. Jordyn
Cambridge, lyana Moore and Sacha Washington
earned All-SEC accolades during the 2021-22
campaign. Cambridge recorded the program’s
first postseason triple-double during the SEC
Tournament, while she and Moore contributed
to a program-record 17 3-pointers against Ala-
bama State on Dec. 28, 2021.

A seven-time national champion as a stu-
dent-athlete or coach, Ralph arrived at Vander-
bilt after spending the previous 13 seasons as
anassistant coach alongside Geno Auriemma at
the University of Connecticut. While serving as
a coach at her alma mater, Ralph helped guide
the Huskies to 12 Final Four appearances and
six national championships, including a record
four consecutive titles from 2013-16.

Ralph was an instrumental figure in recruiting
and player development with the Huskies. She
mentored standouts like Paige Bueckers, who
in 2020-21 became the first freshman to sweep
the major national player-of-the-year awards:

the Naismith Trophy, Associated Press Player of the Year, USBWA National Player of the Year, Lieb-
erman Award and Wooden Award.

In all, Ralph worked with 21 WNBA draft picks at UConn, including nine top-five picks and three No.
1 overall selections: Tina Charles, Maya Moore and Breanna Stewart.

Prior to returning to UConn as an assistant, Ralph spent five seasons at the University of Pittsburgh
from 2003-08. She was instrumental in a period of unprecedented success, helping the Panthers
improve from single-digit victories to at least 22 victories in each of her final three seasons. Pitt also
reached the Sweet 16 for the first time in program history in 2008.

As one of the most celebrated student-athletes in women’s basketball history, Ralph ranks eighth
in UConn’s storied record book with 1,678 points. She also ranks among the program’s all-time
top 10 in career assists (456), steals (252) and field goal percentage (57.9). Ralph graduated from
Connecticut in 2001 with a degree in exercise physiology.

In leading UConn to a national championship in 2000, Ralph was named an All-American and Big
East Player of the Year. She was selected at the most valuable player in the 2000 NCAA Women'’s
Final Four. She also won the Honda Award, presented to the premier female student-athlete in 12
collegiate sports, and the “Sports Illustrated for Women” Player of the Year.

Ralph was selected by the Utah Starzz in the 2001 WNBA Draft, but was unable to pursue a profes-
sional career due to a knee injury.

Ralph and her husband, Tom Garrick, have one daughter, Maysen. Currently a member of the Vander-
bilt coaching staff, Garrick served as head coach of the UMass-Lowell women’s basketball program
from 2018-21 and previously served as a Vanderbilt assistant from 2009-15.

NASHUVILLE, Tenn. - The Vanderbilt women’s basketball team began the 2024-25 campaign
in a big way, as the Commodores blitzed Lipscomb, 102-50, in Monday’s season opener.

Vanderbilt scored 100-plus points for the first time under head coach Shea Ralph in the
season-opening victory over the Bisons. The last time the Dores registered 100 or more
points came on Nov. 25,2019, when Vandy posted a 106-55 win at Tennessee State.

The Commodores move to 1-0 on the year, while Lipscomb falls to 0-1. With the win,
Vanderbilt improves to 4-0 in season openers under Ralph. She becomes the first Vandy
women’s basketball coach to win four-straight season openers to begin their career.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre registered her fifth career double-double in the season opener.
The 6-2 forward scored a team-high 25 points and pulled down a team-best 14 rebounds in
24 minutes of action. The Phoenix, Arizona, native went 12-of-17 from the field and added
five steals to her stat line. Pierre is the first Dore to record a double-double in the season
opener since Koi Love’s 19-point, 12-rebound effort against East Tennessee State in the first
game of the 2020-21 campaign.

Pierre was one of four Vanderbilt players to register double-digit points against Lipscomb.
Freshman Mikayla Blakes tallied 23 points in her Vanderbilt debut. Meanwhile, senior
lyana Moore added 15 points to extend her double-digit scoring streak to eight games, and
sophomore Madison Greene collected 14 points off the bench in her first game with the
Commodores since her season-ending knee injury against Lipscomb last year.

The Commodores used its size advantage against Lipscomb throughout the game, as Vandy
scored 70 points in the paint, which allowed the Dores to shoot 53.1 percent from the field.
Defensively, Vanderbilt held LU to 27.9 percent from the field and forced its Music City
counterpart into 23 turnovers.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 6-0 for the second-straight season, while Samford falls
t0 2-5. It is the first time since the 2003-04 and 2004-05 campaigns that the Commodores
have started back-to-back seasons with six-straight victories.

Pierre registered a game-high 21 points and pulled down a team-best 12 rebounds. She now
has five double-doubles this season, which is tied for the most in all of NCAA Division I. The
6-2 forward went 10-of-16 from the floor and added four steals to her stat line against the
Bulldogs.

Kapinus posted her first double-double at Vanderbilt with an 11-point, 10-rebound effort
off the bench. It is Kapinus’ 13th career double-double, while she is the first Dore to record
adouble-double off the bench since Pierre’s 17-point, 10-rebound performance vs. Auburn
on Jan. 18,2024,

The duo were two of six Commodores to score double-digit points in Friday’s victory.
Sophomore Madison Greene tallied a season-high 16 points off the bench and went 7-of-9
from the field. Greene registered a career-high six assists against the Bulldogs. Freshman
Mikayla Blakes collected 14 points to extend her double-digit streak to six games to open her
Vandy career and dished out five assists.

Senior lyana Moore matched Kapinus with 11 points. Sophomore Aiyana Mitchell scored
double figures for the first time in her Vandy career with a 10-point outing against Samford.

The Commodore offense was humming once again against Samford, as the Dores scored 104
points for the second time this season. The first came in the 102-50 season-opening victory
over Lipscomb on Nov. 4. It is the first time since 2010-11 that Vanderbilt has scored 100-plus
points in multiple games in a single campaign.

Vandy shot 50.6 percent from the field, as the Dores have now posted a shooting percentage
of 50 percent or higher in each of their last three games. Vandy forced Samford into 22
turnovers, which turned into 24 points. The Commodores used their size advantage over the
Bulldogs throughout the night, as Vanderbilt outscored its opponent 60-22 in points in the
paint. Vandy also tallied a season-high 43 points off the bench in the win.

- Sophomore Khamil Pierre and Mikayla Blakes each had a 20-plus
point performance in the first game of the 2024 Acrisure Classic to lift the Vanderbilt
women’s basketball team past Arizona, 71-60, Tuesday afternoon.

Vandy’s underclass duo registered a combined 48 points as Pierre scored 25 points and
Blakes tallied 23 points in the win over the Wildcats. It is the third time this season that the
duo registered 20-plus points in the same game. Earlier in the day the pair swept the SEC
weekly awards, as Pierre was named SEC Player of the Week and Blakes earned her second-
straight SEC Freshman of the Week honor.

With the win, the Commodores improve to 7-0 on the year, while Arizona falls to 6-2 overall.
Vanderbilt has now opened back-to-back seasons by winning their first seven games. The
last time that happened was during the 1991-92 and 1992-93 campaigns.

Pierre registered her sixth double-double-double of the year to move back into a tie for

The Phoenix, Arizona,
native scored a game-high 25 points and matched her career-best performance on the glass
with 15 rebounds against her home-state team. It is the third-straight double-double for the
6-2 forward and extends her double-digit scoring streak to a career-high 10 games. Pierre
flirted with a triple-double against the Wildcats, as she added a career-best seven steals to
her stat line.

Vandy had a quartet of players register double-digit points on Wednesday. Sophomore
Khamil Pierre tallied a team-high 19 points to extend her career-long double-digit scoring
streak to 12 games. She went 8-of-14 from the floor, collected a team-best four steals, and
dished out a season-best four assists. Pierre was one of three Dores to pull down a team-best
six rebounds as her three-game double-double streak came to an end on Wednesday.

Senior lyana Moore had a season-high 17-point performance in the loss. Freshman Mikayla
Blakes extended her double-digit scoring streak to eight games to begin her career with

- Sophomore Khamil Pierre set the Vanderbilt women’s basketball single-
game scoring record on Saturday, registering 42 points in a 106-40 win over Evansville, as the
Commodores improve to 10-1 on the year.

Pierre put on one of the most memorable performances in Vanderbilt women’s basketball
history, as she posted 42 points, 18 rebounds, and eight steals in the win over the Purple
Aces. Her 42-point performance set a new program record for most points scored in a single
game, passing the previous mark of 41 points shared by Chantelle Anderson (Feb. 8,2001)
and Ciaja Harbison (Jan. 29, 2023).

Vanderbilt improves to 10-1 overall on the year, as the 66-point win over Evansville is tied for
the sixth-largest margin of victory in program history. The Dores have now won 18-straight
home games against nonconference foes.

The 42 points and 18 rebounds against the Purple Aces establishes career highs for Pierre

in each category. Pierre’s combined 60 points and rebounds are the most collected

by a Vanderbilt women’s basketball player in a game in program history. Her 42-point
performance on Saturday also extends the 6-2 forward’s career-long double-digit scoring
streak to 13 games dating back to last season. Pierre also registers her eighth double-double
of the season, which is tied for the sixth-most in a season since 1999-00.

The Phoenix, Arizona, native got her day started with a bang, as she scored 20 points in the
first quarter. Pierre’s performance in the opening frame on Saturday marked the most points
scored by a Commodore in the first quarter in program history. Additionally, Pierre ties
Marnelle Garraud’s program record for most points scored in any quarter, which was set on
Jan. 16,2023, in the fourth quarter at Arkansas.

For Pierre, her eight steals against Evansville established a new career-high mark, while it is
tied for the sixth-most steals in a game in program history.

The Commodores broke the century mark for the third time this season, as the 106 points
are the most scored in a game this season.

Freshman Mikayla Blakes led the way for the Dores with a game-high 24 points. The guard
recorded her 10th contest with 20 or more points this season, the most collected by a Vanderbilt
freshman in program history. The Somerset, New Jersey, native hit three 3-point field goals and
collected a team-best three steals against the Wildcats.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre posted a double-double for the 11th time this season, as the forward
scored 19 points and pulled down 11 rebounds. Pierre matched her career high in assists with
five. The forward’s 19 points extend her double-digit scoring streak to 18 games. It is the sixth-
longest double-figure scoring streak by a Commodore since 1999-00.

Senior lyana Moore registered a season-high 17 points for the second time this season, which
she first accomplished vs. Michigan State on Nov. 27. The guard drilled a team-best five 3-point
field goals. Graduate Jordyn Oliver nearly pulled down double-digit rebounds for the second-
straight contest with nine caroms on Sunday.

The loss snaps Vandy’s 11-game home winning streak dating back to last season. The
Commodores fall to 14-2 overall on the year and now stand at 1-1in SEC play.

The Dores couldn’t overcome a hot-shooting Wildcat team, as Kentucky posted a 54.1 percent
success rate from the floor and hit 15 3-pointers. Vanderbilt shot 36.5 percent from the floor and
forced double-digit turnovers for the 16th-straight game. Despite being outrebounded 41-39
overall, the Commodores were able to post a 19-9 edge over Kentucky on the offensive glass,
which led to a 26-9 advantage in second change points for the Dores.

Senior lyana Moore moved into a tie for ninth place on Vanderbilt’s all-time 3-point field goals
made list in the loss, as she has now made 173 career 3-pointers to equal Paige Redman’s (1996-
99) career total. Moore is six 3-pointers away from moving into a tie with Michelle Palmisano
(1995-97) for eighth on the list. The senior had 14 points against the Rebels to also extend her
double-digit scoring streak to 10 games.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre pushed her double-figure scoring streak to 19 games, as the 6-2
forward registered 11 points in the loss. Pierre’s 19-game double-digit scoring streak is the
longest by a Commodore since 2013-14 and is tied for the fourth-longest streak since 1999-00.

Freshman Mikayla Blakes registered double-digit points for the 16th game this season with a
team-best 19 points at Ole Miss. Blakes has now scored double figures in each of her last three
games, while she has tallied double-digit points in all but one game this season.

LSU, but a late run by the Tigers handed the Commodores an 83-77 loss Monday night at Pete
Maravich Assembly Center.

Vanderbilt trailed 73-72 with 2:40 left to play in the game after a layup from graduate student
Jordyn Oliver. LSU held the Commodores without a field goal over the next two-plus minutes, as
an 8-3run by the Tigers pushed their lead out to six points.

Vandy got a pair of 20-point performances from sophomore Khamil Pierre and senior lyana
Moore. Pierre registered a game-high 28 points, while Moore scored a season-best 23 points. It
is Pierre’s 10th game with 20 or more points this season, while it was Moore’s first 20-plus point
outing of the year.

Pierre’s 28-point effort at LSU extends her double-digit scoring streak to 20 games. She is the
first Dore to score 10-plus points in 20-straight games since Carla Thomas’ 29-game streak
during the 2006-07 season.

Moore hit a game-best five 3-point field goals, as she moved into ninth on Vanderbilt’s all-time
3-pointers made list with 178 career 3-point field goals made. The Milwaukee, Wisconsin, native
moved into 27th on the school’s all-time scoring list, as she now has 1,141 career points.

Freshman Mikayla Blakes joined Pierre and Moore in the double-digit scoring column with a
12-point effort against the Tigers. Blakes pulled down a career-best six rebounds and swatted a
personal-best two shots. The guard has now scored double figures in all but one game to start
her collegiate career.

The loss extends Vanderbilt’s losing streak to three games, as the Commodores now stand at
14-4 overall on the year and 1-3 in SEC play. For LSU, the win pushes its winning streak to 19
games, as the Tigers improve to 19-0 overall and 4-0 in league play.

In total, there were 13 lead changes and seven ties in Monday’s contest. The Commodores shot
47.4 percent from the floor, while LSU posted a 47.9 percent field goal percentage. Vanderbilt
collected nine steals and forced the Tigers into 17 turnovers. Vanderbilt outscored LSU 17-13 in
fastbreak points.

The Dores trailed Tennessee 70-69 with 4.9 seconds remaining in the contest. Vanderbilt called a
timeout to advance the ball.

Out of the break, sophomore Khamil Pierre drove down the lane with a defender on her hip and
went up for a layup with 2.7 seconds left on the clock. The ball rimmed out and found the hands of
Blakes, who perfectly timed her jump over a Tennessee defender to corral the rebound. In one swift
motion, the freshman glided through the air and gently tipped the ball back into the basket to give
the Commodores the 1-point victory over their in-state rivals.

Blakes scored a game-high 23 points in the victory over the No. 15-ranked Lady Vols. Pierre also had
a20-plus point performance against Tennessee, as she registered 21 points. Pierre’s 21-point effort
on Sunday pushed her double-digit scoring streak to 21 games. Senior lyana Moore extended her
double-digit scoring streak to a career-best 12 games with a 17-point effort. Moore also hit a game-
best three 3-point field goals on Sunday.

Vanderbilts victory over the No. 15/15-ranked Lady Vols marks the Commodores’ first win against a
ranked team since knocking off No. 15/21-ranked Florida, 63-59, back on Feb. 24, 2022, at Memorial
Gymnasium. Itis also the second time the Dores have beaten a ranked opponent in the Ralph era.

Sunday’s win marked the 900th victory for the Vanderbilt women’s basketball program. The
Commodores end their current three-game losing streak as Vanderbilt improves to 15-4 overall and
2-3in SEC play. Vandy also snaps its eight-game skid against Tennessee. The last time the Dores
collected a win over the Lady Volunteers came on Feb. 28, 2019, with a 76-69 victory in Knoxville.

Arkansas on Thursday at Memorial Gymnasium, as the Commodores led wire-to-wire in a
101-60 win over the Razorbacks.

The Dores broke the century mark for the sixth time this season to set a program record for
most games with 100-plus points. Meanwhile, the 41-point victory was Vanderbilt’s largest
margin of victory vs. an SEC team in the Shea Ralph era, and it is the widest margin of victory
vs. a conference opponent since a 92-41 win over Mississippi State on Jan. 3,2013.

Vanderbilt was paced by five double-digit scorers, led by freshman Mikayla Blakes’ 24-point
performance. Sophomore Khamil Pierre had a 20-point performance, while senior lyana
Moore tallied 18 points. Graduate student Jane Nwaba tallied a season-high 13 points and
hit a season-high three 3-pointers, while sophomore Madison Greene contributed 10 points
off the bench.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 16-4 overall, while the Dores are now an even 3-3 in SEC
play.

Blakes, the reign USBWA Tamika Catching National Freshman of the Week and the NCAA.com
Player of the Week, registered her 12th game of the season with 20 or more points, which leads
all freshmen nationally. The guard’s 24 points vs. Arkansas extends her double-digit scoring
streak to six games. Additionally, Blakes scored 20-plus points for the fourth time over the
course of her first six career SEC games.

Pierre’s 20-point performance against Arkansas pushed her double-digit scoring streak to
22 games. It is the longest streak by a Dore since Carla Thomas’ 29-game stretch during the
2006-07 campaign. The 6-2 forward nearly posted a double-double as she pulled down a
game-high nine rebounds.

Itis the 11th time this season that Blakes and Pierre have scored 20-plus points in the same
game. Their performance against Arkansas also marked the 12th time that both players scored

Blakes, the reigning USBWA Tamika Catchings National Freshman of the Week, put on a show
in front of the award’s namesake, who was calling the game on SEC Network. Her 33-point
performance marked the second time this season that Blakes has scored 30 or more points in
agame, joining Barbara Brackman (1981-82) as the only Vanderbilt freshmen to register 30-
plus points in multiples games in a season. The Somerset, New Jersey, native came up clutch
in the second half, as Blakes scored 19 points over the final two quarters to help Vanderbilt
erase a nine-point deficit in the third quarter.

With the win, Vanderbilt improves to 17-4 overall and 4-3 in SEC play. The Commodores
collected their second victory over a ranked opponent this season. It is the first time since

Alabama
also went 1-for-2 at the charity stripe on the ensuing possession, as Vandy called a timeout
to advance the ball with three seconds left, holding a 66-64 lead. Vanderbilt turned over the
inbounds pass, however, Alabama was unable to get a shot off in time, as the Commodores
secured the two-point victory.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre posted her 12th double-double of the season with a 12-point,
14-rebound effort.

- Mikayla Blakes rewrote the NCAA women's basketball record book once
again on Thursday at Florida, as the Vanderbilt women’s basketball standout broke the NCAA
true freshman record for most points scored in a game with a 53-point performance to lead the
No. 23/23-ranked Commodores to a 99-86 road win.

Blakes’ 53 points are the most scored in a game by a first-year player at the NCAA Division |
level, breaking JuJu Watkins’ NCAA true freshman single-game scoring record of 51 points, set
by the Southern California standout last season. Blakes was one point short of setting the NCAA
Division | single-game women’s basketball freshman scoring record, held by Delaware’s Elena
Delle Donne, who scored 54 points in a contest as a redshirt freshman in 2009-10. Delle Donne
spent her first season as an NCAA student-athlete on Delaware’s volleyball team before playing
four seasons of women’s basketball for the Blue Hens.

Blakes is the only Division | player — men’s or women’s — to score at least 50 points in a game
this season. Additionally, she set both the SEC and the Vanderbilt women’s basketball single-
game scoring records. The freshman broke Jocelyn Penn’s (LSU) SEC single-game record of 51
points, scored on Jan. 4, 2003, against Stetson. Blakes also surpassed Khamil Pierre’s previous
school record of 42 points, which was set on Dec. 17 vs. Evansville.

Blakes previously set the Vanderbilt freshman record with 36 points vs. Georgia in her SEC debut
on Jan. 3. Coupled with her 33-point performance at No. 19 Alabama last Sunday, Blakes is the
first Vanderbilt freshman in school history to have back-to-back games with 30-plus points.

The guard is also the first SEC freshman to have a 40-plus point performance since Mikaylah
Williams’ 42 points vs. Kent State on Nov. 14, 2023.

The 13-point victory over the Gators extends Vanderbilt’s winning streak to four games, as the
Commodores improve to 18-4 overall and 5-3 in SEC play. It is the first time that Vandy has won
four-consecutive SEC games since the 2013-14 season.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - The Vanderbilt women’s basketball team dropped an 85-77 decision to
Mississippi State on Thursday in the first double overtime game at Memorial Gymnasium in
over 35 years.

In a tight battle featuring 13 lead changes and 12 ties, it was Mississippi State outscoring
Vanderbilt, 13-5 in the second overtime period to finally pull away from the Commodores. It's
the first double overtime contest for Vandy under head coach Shea Ralph, while it was the ninth
double overtime game in program history. Additionally, it was the first double overtime game
at Memorial Gym since the 1989-90 season, when the Dores dropped a 96-93 decision to Auburn
on Jan. 20,1990.

With the loss, Vanderbilt extends its losing streak to three games. The Commodores are now 18-7
overall and 5-6 in SEC play. Mississippi State improves to 18-8 and 5-7 in league games.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre registered her 13th double-double of the season with a 24-point,
12-rebound effort against the Bulldogs. Pierre has scored 20-plus points in three-straight
contests. Her 24-point performance marks the 26th time over the last 27 games that the 6-2
forward score registered double-digit points.

Pierre led a quartet of double-digit scorers for the Commodores. Sophomore Madison Greene
came off the bench and hit four 3-point field goals en route to a 17-point performance. It is the
ninth time this season that Greene has scored 10-plus points in a reserve role.

Freshman Mikayla Blakes filled up the stat sheet against the Bulldogs. The six-time SEC
Freshman of the Week registered 13 points, pulled down a career-high nine rebounds, collected
five steals, and dished out four assists. Senior lyana Moore tallied 10 points and handed out a
season-best five assists.

The Commodores shot 37.2 percent from the floor against MSU, while the Bulldogs posted a 38.9
percent field goal percentage. Mississippi State outrebounded Vanderbilt, 65-43, led by Madina
Okot’s 23-rebound performance. MSU outscored Vandy 66-30 in the paint and held a 24-9 edge
in second chance points.

AUBURN, Ala. - Mikayla Blakes rewrote the NCAA record book once again Sunday afternoon, as she broke the NCAA
freshman single-game scoring record with 55 points in a 98-88 overtime win at Auburn on Sunday afternoon.

Blake, who previously set the NCAA true freshman scoring record with 53 points at Florida on Jan. 30, broke
Delaware’s Elena Delle Donne’s NCAA freshman scoring record of 54 points she scored as a redshirt freshman
back during the 2009-10 season. Blakes is the first freshman since the turn of the century to record two 50-plus
point performances in the same season, while she is the fourth NCAA Division | player to accomplish the feat since
1999-00.

The win ends Vanderbilt’s three-game skid, as the Commodores are now 19-7 overall and 6-6 in SEC play. Auburn
moves to 12-14 on the year and now stands at 3-10 in league play.

Vanderbilt overcame its second-largest deficit in the second half since the turn of the century by erasing a 15-point
Auburn lead late in the fourth quarter. It was two points shy of the largest comeback this century for the Dores,
which came on March 7, 2004, when the Commodores completed a 17-point comeback against Georgia.

Blakes shot 53.6 percent from the field, going 15-0f-28 from the floor. The freshman from Somerset, New Jersey,
went 23-0f-24 from the free throw line, as she made her first 23 free throw attempts. The guard dished out a team-
high five assists and added five rebounds and three steals to her stat line.

Additionally, Blakes’ 55 points at Auburn broke her own SEC single-game scoring record of 53 points set at Florida
on Jan. 30. The 55 points also set the Neville Arena single-game scoring record for either a men’s or women’s
basketball player.

The Commodores trailed the Tigers by 15 points at 74-59 with 6:55 remaining in the game. Vanderbilt went on a
20-5 run from there to pull even with Auburn at 79-all with 53 seconds left in the contest. The Tigers regained an
81-79 advantage with a pair of free throws with 32 seconds remaining. Vandy was called for an offensive foul on the
ensuing possession with 12 seconds left, and Auburn went 1-of-2 from the line to push its lead to three points.

Vanderbilt made it a one-possession game with a pair of free throws from Blakes, but Auburn answered with a
couple of free throws to go back up 84-81 with seven seconds left. Blakes was fouled on a potential game-tying
3-pointer with 0.9 seconds left in regulation and hit all three free throws to send the game into overtime at 84-84.

Vandy used the momentum built in the fourth quarter to outscore Auburn 14-4 in overtime to score the 10-point,
come-from-behind victory over the Tigers. Blakes’ made a pair of free throws with 17 seconds left to set the NCAA
freshman single-game scoring record. The guard scored 30 points combined in the fourth quarter and overtime.

NORMAN, Okla. - Freshman Mikayla Blakes recorded her fifth 30-plus point game of the season
at No. 16/16-ranked Oklahoma, but the Vanderbilt women’s basketball team dropped a 101-81
decision at Lloyd Noble Center.

Blakes registered a game-high 34 points against the No. 16 Sooners. The freshman hit a career-high
seven 3-pointers, pulled down four rebounds and dished out three assists on the night. It was
Blakes’ fifth outing this season with 30-plus points, which is tied for the fourth-most by a player in
NCAA Division | this season and leads all freshmen nationally. The guard also extends her double-
digit scoring streak to 13 games, which matches her career-long streak of 13 games to open the
2024-25 season.

No. 16 Oklahoma used a 19-3 run to close the third quarter to turn a four-point Commodore deficit
into a 25-point Sooner lead going into the night’s final frame. Oklahoma outscored Vandy 34-17 in
the third stanza.

With the loss, Vanderbilt falls to 19-8 on the year and 6-7 in SEC play. The No. 16-ranked Sooners
improved to 20-6 and 8-5 in league play.

Sophomore Khamil Pierre registered 11 points to push her double-figure scoring streak to five
games with an 11-point performance. Pierre has now scored 10-plus points in 28 of her last 29
games dating back to last season.

Vanderbilt hit a season-high 14 shots from behind the arc on Thursday. It is the third game this
season that Vandy has made 13 or more 3-point field goals in a game. The Commodores shot 46.7
percent from behind the arc on the night.

The Dores posted a 35.3 percent field goal percentage, while Oklahoma shot 52.2 percent from
the floor. A total of 26 3-pointers were made between the two teams on Thursday, as the Sooners
shot 40 percent from behind the arc compared to Vandy's 46.7 percent. Oklahoma outrebounded
Vanderbilt, 54-29, and held an 18-7 edge in second chance points. The Dores did win the turnover
battle, 22-14, and outscored the Sooners 21-9 in points off turnovers.

Freshman Mikayla Blakes and sophomore Khamil Pierre each scored double-digit points for the
Dores against the Gamecocks on Sunday afternoon. Blakes registered a team-high 19 points to
extend her double-digit scoring streak to a career-long 14 games. Meanwhile, Pierre posted her
14th double-double of the season with a 14-point, 10-rebound effort.

Pierre’s 14 double-double ties her with Vanderbilt women’s basketball assistant coach Ashley
Earley for the most double-doubles in a season since 1999-00. It is the fourth time that the 6-2
forward recorded a double-double in SEC play this season. Her 14-point effort also extends
Pierre’s current double-digit scoring streak to six games, while she has now scored 10-plus
points in 29 of her last 30 games.
