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2024-25 SCHEDULE

NEED-TO-KNOWS 

CONTINUITY IN COLLEGE STATION: On Wednesday, it 
will have been 762 days since the last time Vander-
bilt visited College Station on Jan. 28, 2023, but the 
Aggies' leaders in points, rebounds and assists from 
the 72-66 victory are back for the 2025 matchup.

Henry Coleman III led the Aggies with 18 points on 
6-of-9 shooting in a game-high 36:17, while Andersson 
Garcia pulled down a game-high eight rebounds and 
Wade Taylor IV dished out seven assists. Addition-
ally, Hayden Hefner chipped in five points and three 
boards in 16:23, while Manny Obaseki and Solomon 
Washington missed the game due to injury.

Ironically, the only member of VU's current roster that 
was at the game was guard Jordan Williams, who 
was redshirting at Texas A&M in 2022-23, 

STINGY ON DEFENSE: The Aggies rank No. 6 in 
KenPom.com's Adjusted Defensive Efficiency rating at 
92.4, which is an estimate of the defensive efficiency 
(points allowed per 100 possessions) a team would 
have against the average D-I offense. 

LAYMAN'S TERMS: In more common statistical 
measures, A&M is one of 20 D1 teams holding 
opponents to less than 40.0% from the field. 
Opponents hit just 39.8% of their FGA vs. the Aggies, 
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which is No. 19 nationally. Similarly, the Aggies allow 
21.6 FGM/G (No. 11) on 54.2 FGA/G (No. 31). 

SHOOTERS SHOOT: The Aggies average 6.5 more 
shots/game than their opponents in SEC play, which 
ranks No. 2 among league schools (behind only 
VU, which averages 7.7 more FGA/G than its SEC 
opponents. 

DEFENDERS DENY: A&M limits its league opponents 
to just 54.2 FGA/G, which is the lowest average in the 
conference by 1.3 FGA/G over Vanderbilt (53.7). 

SUM OF PARTS: A&M is one of three SEC teams 
averaging more than 40.0 rebounds/G for the full 
season (No. 3 with 40.8/G), and are doing it without a 
single individual ranked among the league's top 20. 

Among the 16 D1 teams averaging 40+ rebounds/G, 
Texas A&M and Tennessee State are only schools 
without a player averaging 6.0+ rebounds/G. .

ONE OF A KIND: Texas A&M is D1's only team ranked 
in the top 10 in total rebounds/G (No. 8, 40.8/G), 
offensive rebounds (No. 1, 15.8/G) and rebound margin 
(No. 6, +9.2/G). 

BEST BENCH: Texas A&M's bench leads the SEC in 
KenPom's "bench minutes" metric at 40.0% (No. 21 
nationally). The Aggie reserves average 27.3 points/G, 
while making 46.4% of their FGA.

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TREND BULLETS
•	 In a statistical oddity, opponents are making 

77.0 of their FTA against the Aggies for the full 
season. Only nine teams among 355 D1 schools 
in StatPass.com's database have a higher 
opponent FT%. Incredibly, the Aggies' opponent 
FT% is even higher in SEC play with teams 
connecting on 79.5% of their FTA. No other SEC 
team's opponent FT% is over 74.8%. 

•	 One key to the Aggies' improvement in 
defensive rebounding has been the play of 
SMU transfer Zhuric Phelps, who is averaging 
7.0 defensive boards over his last three games. 
Among SEC players, only Auburn's Johni 
Broome averaged more (9.3) in that span. 

•	 Over his past 10 games, Nebraska transfer CJ 
Wilcher is connecting on 48.4% of his 3-point 
shots. The sharpshooter has hit at least one 
3-pointer in nine of his last 10 games while 
raising his season 3FG% to 41.0%, which is 
easily the best on the team. 

•	 After hitting 39.1% from deep in non-conference 
play, Wilcher is connecting 43.2% against SEC 
opponents. 

•	 Of Wilcher's 88 FGA as an Aggie, just five have 
been inside the 3-point line. 

•	 Wade Taylor IV went 0-9 from beyond the arc 
in last Saturday's loss vs. UT. In his last two 
games following 0-for or 1-for efforts, Taylor has 
posted his top two 3-point shooting efforts of 
the season - 5-8 at Texas (1/25) after 0-6 at Ole 
Miss (1/22) and 7-10 at South Carolina (2/1) after 
1-7 vs. OU (1/28).

•	 Taylor doesn't lose belief in his ability to hit 
3-pointers (or in his teammates' ability to get 
the rebound) as he ranks third in the SEC in 
3-point attempts/G at 7.6. His 2.5 treys/G rank 
No. 7 among SEC players. He has attempted 
four or more 3-pointers in 55 straight games. 

•	 Taylor has reached 10+ points in 22 of 23 
games, and 15 or more 15 times, in 2024-25. 

•	 Five Aggies average above a +7.0 box plus-
minus: Wade Taylor IV (+9.2), Henry Coleman 
III (+8.5), Andersson Garcia (+8.2), Pharrel 
Payne (+7.6). and C.J. Wilcher (+7.1).

•	 A&M pounds the offensive glass for a NCAA-
best 15.8 offensive rebounds/G, which allows 
the Aggies to average 5.4 more FGA than their 
opponent for the full season. In SEC play, the 
M&W average 14.6 OR/G and shoot 6.5 more 
balls than their league opponents. 

•	 Texas A&M hoops has rallied from a 15-point 
or more deficit to at least a tie six times in the 
past two seasons, including twice already in 
2024-25. (Comeback history on page 4)

•	 Five of Texas A&M's game results have been 
decided by three points or less (3-2 record) 
and 13 games have been within one-possession 
after the under 4:00 media timeout (9-4). 	
(Tight games history on pg. 4)

AGGIES VS. COMMODORES
The No. 12 Texas A&M men's basketball team 

(20-7 overall / 9-5 vs. SEC) hosts the Vanderbilt 
Commodores in a 6 p.m. matchup on Wednesday 
at Reed Arena. 

•	 Vanderbilt holds an 11-8 lead in the all-time 
series, which dates back to the first meeting 
in 1955 -- a 79-69 Commodore victory in 
Nashville.

•	 In the Buzz Williams era, the teams are tied at 
three wins each, but the Aggies won the lone 
matchup at Reed Arena, 72-66, on Jan. 28, 
2023. 

•	 Last season, the Commodores handed the 
Aggies a 74-73 loss in Nashville on Ezra 
Manjon's buzzer-beater.

•	 Since the Aggies joined the SEC in 2012-13, VU 
holds a 10-8 advantage in the series. In games 
at Reed Arena, however, the Aggies lead 4-2.

•	 Texas A&M averages just 2.3 free throw MAKES 
fewer than its opponents' free throw ATTEMPTS 
per game (16.4 FTM to 18.7 FTA). 

•	 Texas A&M has earned 40+ rebounds in 15 
games, while just allowing 40+ opponent 
rebounds just three times. 

•	 No SEC team has managed more than 33 
rebounds against the Aggies since mid-January 
(40 by Kentucky on 1/14). 

•	 In a bit of an oddity, the Aggies shoot better 
from beyond the arc away from Reed Arena 
(33.1% in 13 road/neutral) compared to 28.0% in 
14 home games. Even weirder, the Aggies make 
34.9% from deep in eight true road games. 

•	 The Aggies are 15-2 when hitting least 65% of 
their FTA and 5-5 when connecting on less than 
65%. Similarly, the Aggies are 15-4 when they 
earn 20 or more FTA.

CHAIRMEN OF THE BOARDS
Texas A&M ranks No. 1 nationally in offensive 

rebounds (15.8), No. 8 in total rebounds (40.8) and 
No. 6 in rebound margin (9.2).

•	 Texas A&M has lost the rebounding battle 
just three times in 2024-25 - 35-42 vs. Rutgers 
(11/30), 46-54 to Alabama (1/11) and 30-40 at 
Kentucky (1/14). 

•	 The Aggies have made a marked improvement 
in defensive rebounds since mid-January when 
they ranked in the 200s nationally. Entering 
Wednesday's game, A&M is ranked No. 153. 

•	 No Aggie averages more than 5.7 rebounds/G 
and five players average between 4.8-5.7 
boards/G. 

•	 A SEC-high four Aggies average more than 2.0 
offensive rebounds per game.

•	 He is the SEC's most accurate shooter for the 
full season (min. 110 FGA) and in SEC play at 
68.0% (min. 60 FGA). 

•	 Payne has drawn a team-high 60 fouls in SEC 
play or 4.3 per game. 

•	 According to KenPom, Payne's "fouls drawn/40" 
average for the season is 6.4, which ranks No. 
44 nationally and No. 2 in the SEC.

UNCOMMON AGGIES
According to research by Will Warren/Stats By Will, 
the Aggies have won 32 times in 65 games when 
being out-shot by its opponent over the past four 
seasons. Only the College of Charleston has a better 
winning % (min. 50 games).

In 2024-25, the Aggies are 5-3 when losing the FG% 
battle, including wins over NET top 10 teams Purdue 
(.440-.453) and Texas Tech (.373-.451). 

ONE OF A KIND
Fourth-year player Wade Taylor IV is the only 

active D1 player with at least 1,500 points (actu-
ally has 1,934), 400 assists (477), 200 steals (207) 
and 250 3-pointers (279) since his first collegiate 
season in 2021-22. 

•	 Adding in Covid seniors, Taylor is joined by 
Alabama's Mark Sears, who has achieved the 
same milestone plateaus dating back to his 
first season at Ohio in 2020-21. 

•	 Taylor is the only 1,900/400/200/250 player in 
SEC history, according to sports-reference.com. 
If the points threshold is lowered to 1,500, Tay-
lor is joined by Tennessee's Santiago Vescovi.

The   
"Blue Team" is the Aggies' scout team and 
works hard to give the team a good "look" 
as it prepares for its next opponent.

State, 73-69, in the ESPN Event Invitational. 

•	 The Aggies rallied from a 21-point deficit 
against then No. 4 Houston on 12/16/23 to tie 
the game at 63-63 at the 1:30 mark, but the 
Cougars prevailed 70-66 at the Toyota Center in 
the Halal Guys Showcase. 

•	 On the road against Arkansas on 1/16/2024, the 
Aggies found themselves in a 20-point hole 
with just over 6:00 remaining in the first half.

Sportcaster of the Year by the National 
Sports Media Association (NSMA). 

•	 A team captain on the Aggies’ SWC 
Championship team in 1974-75, Dr. John 
Thornton has served as the color analyst for 
the men’s basketball team for many years. 
The Southwest Conference Newcomer of the 
Year in 1973-74, Thornton was an assistant 
coach from 1981-90 and served as interim 
head coach in 1990 before embarking on a 
long career as an athletics administrator.

FOUR IN A ROW: The win over Arkansas gave the 
Aggies four-straight seasons with 20 victories, which 
had only been accomplished previously when Texas 
A&M logged 20+ wins for seven straight seasons from 
2004-11. Buzz Williams became the second Aggie 
head coach to post four consecutive 20-win seasons, 
joining Mark Turgeon from 2007-11). 

100 W's AT THREE SCHOOLS: With the 77-73 win 
over Creighton (11/27), sixth-year head coach Buzz 
Williams earned his 100th win at Texas A&M. 

He joined Tennessee's Rick Barnes as the only head 
coaches to win 100+ games at three power confer-
ence schools. Williams won 139 games at Marquette/
Big East (2008-14) and 100 exactly at Virginia Tech/
ACC (2014-19).

Williams is the third member of Texas A&M's 100-Win 
Club, joining Shelby Metcalf (438 from 1963-90) and 
Billy Kennedy (151 from 2011-19).

WILLIAMS VS. AP TOP 25
Head coach Buzz Williams has compiled a 

17-22record against AP Top 25 opponents in his 
six seasons at Texas A&M. Since March of 2022, 
Williams' Aggies are 16-13 vs. ranked opponents, 
which ranks No. 7 among all D1 teams in wins in 
that time span. 

•	 Texas A&M's six ranked wins in 2024-25 are the  
the most in a single season in school history, 
supplanting the five by 1978-79 squad.

•	 The win over No. 15 Missouri (2/8) was the 
Aggies’ sixth road win over a ranked opponent 
in the Buzz Williams era, which matches A&M’s 
number of ranked road wins in the 40 seasons 
before his arrival. The win also matched the 
highest-ranked road victory for the Aggies 
under Buzz (79-63 over No. 15 Auburn in 2023).

•	 Williams' 17 wins vs. AP Top 25 are already a 
school record, supplanting the 11 ranked victori-
res by Shelby Metcalf from 1963-90. 

•	 With four AP top 6 wins, Williams is the only 
head coach in A&M history with more than two. 

•	 The Aggies' win over No. 11 Purdue (Indianap-
olis) was the program's highest ranked regular 
season non-conference win since 2017.

(founded by an Aggie) bluetooth speaker.

BIRTHDAY SHENANIGANS
•	 On player or staff member’s birthdays, 

Williams honors the occasion with an 
emoji-filled tweet that always includes 
a wrong number of birthdays for the 
celebrator.

GETTING 'THE JUICE'
•	 Prior to practices, the team draws into 

a huddle at midcourt and Buzz Williams 
distributes “The Juice” to the team, which 
is actually simply hand sanitizer. Williams 
has been distributing “The Juice” prior to 
practices since his days at Marquette to 
ward off the spread of germs in the winter 
months. 

TURKEYS AND SOCKS
•	 In Aggie Basketball vernacular, a “turkey” 

is when an opponent is held scoreless on 
three straight possessions. When the team 
has posted consecutive stops, the Aggie 
bench calls out "turkey, turkey" to implore 
the five on the floor to get another stop.

•	 Taking charges on defense is valued by 
Aggie Basketball, and the team rewards a 
charge taken by presenting a pair of socks 
to the charge taker from the special socks 
treasure chest. 

CULTURE WALL
•	 After road game shoot-arounds, everyone 

on the trip gets on the court for a fun 
photo. If the Aggies win, the photo is 
posted on Williams' X and Instagram (@
teamcoachbuzz) and added to the “Culture 
Wall” in the locker room.

PROFESSOR BUZZ
•	 Always seeking to connect to young 

people, Williams co-taught a sport 
management class at Texas A&M last 
fall, after guest lecturing for a leadership 
education class the past two fall 
semesters.  Williams also taught similar 
classes at Virginia Tech. 

#GETBETTER EXPLAINED
•	 #getBETTER is the mantra for Buzz Williams 

and his teams. It refers to “the continual 
improvement in all facets of life. Always 
finding something to work on, to make 
progress on. Never being satisfied. Always 
looking for ways to grow.”

READING IS FUN
•	 Buzz Williams is a voracious reader, generally 

completing 4-5 books every month. On Jan. 
2, 2025, he tweeted from @TeamCoachBuzz 
his “2024 Reads” with a list of the 53 books 
he consumed in 2024. For the last 12 years, 
Williams has selected and gifted a book to 
every player, staff member and their family on 
the initial road trip of the season. Describing 
his commitment to reading, Williams said, 
“Who you are today and who you will be five 
years from today are the people you meet 
and the books that you read. Regardless of 
the genre of book that you read, they say it’s 
worth five years of experience.”

BEING THANKFUL
•	 A staple of every road trip are the Aggies’ 

Thank You letters. Each coach/player/staff 
member on the trip writes a Thank You letter to 
someone in their life at the first team meal of 
the roadie. 

SHOOTING WITH BUZZ
•	 “Shooting with Buzz” is a staple of the 

Aggies’ practice regimen. As described 
by the Bryan-College Station Eagle: “Each 
player must move their way through 18 
shooting spots – some straight catch and 
shoot and some off of movement – and 
make 7 of 10 shots. The clock starts after 
the player’s first make and stops once the 
whole circuit is done. Managers rebound 
the shots and pass a ball to Williams, 
who stands near the player, handing the 
ball off for each shot. On the sideline, a 
manager stands in front of a giant white 
board, keeping tallies of the players score 
at each position. On the other side, a 
record book of times it took to complete 
the course are logged. 
“I wanted to try to figure out a way, 
coming off of COVID and all the protocols 
and having, in essence, a completely 
revamped roster – how could I find some 
time working, while at the same time not 
screaming, while, in an unspoken way, 
they know I’m trying to invest in their life 
and in their game.”

BUZZ'S BUNCH
“Buzz’s Bunch” connects young people 

with special needs to the game of basketball 
with an invitation to a game in the fall and 
a summer clinic. Originally founded during 
William’s time in Milwaukee, Wisconsin at 
Marquette, Buzz’s Bunch continued during 
his time in Blacksburg, Virginia at Virginia 
Tech and now at Texas A&M. Every player, 
coach and staff member has been lucky 
to develop a relationship, learn and grown 
from these children as Buzz’s Bunch has 
grown to more than 500 members spanning 
all three cities.

Saxophonist Brandon Bunch, who is blind, played 
the national anthem for the Reed Arena crowd and 

the listeners on the Texas A&M Radio Network 
prior to the annual Buzz's Bunch Game vs. ACU.

•	 Buzz Williams is in his sixth season as the head coach at Texas A&M and his 18th year as a collegiate head coach. 

•	 Prior to being named head coach of the Aggies on April 3, 2019, Williams served as head coach at Virginia Tech (5 
years, 2014-19), Marquette (6 years, 2008-14) and New Orleans (1 year, 2006-07).

•	 In addition to his head coaching stints, Williams served on staffs at Marquette (2007-08), Texas A&M (2004-06), 
Colorado State (2000-04), Northwestern State (1999-2000), Texas A&M-Kingsville (1998-99) and UTA (1994-98).

•	 Williams is one of a handful of Div. I head coaches to take three different programs to the “Big Dance.” He’s 
coached in 21 NCAA Tournament games and produced 11 victories, which rank No. 22 in both categories among 
active Div. I head coaches. For his age (52) and his number of years as a head coach (17), Williams is the active 
leader in total victories and ranks No. 2 in NCAA Tournament games and NCAA Tournament victories. 

•	 He received the nickname “Buzz” while working as an energetic 
student assistant for longtime Navarro Junior College 
coach and mentor Lewis Orr. Williams was inducted into 
the Navarro College Bulldog Hall of Fame in 2021 as the 
school honored Williams’ climb from “floor maintenance 
manager” to head coach.

•	 Brent Langdon Williams or “Buzz” was born in 
Greenville, Texas and grew up in the small Texas 
town of Van Alstyne (population 4,369), which is 
located 50 miles north of the Cotton Bowl in Dallas, 
Texas. Van Alstyne is pronounced Van ALL-steen. 

•	 This is Williams’ second stint at Texas A&M 
- he also served as assistant coach/
recruiting coordinator on Billy Gillispie’s 
first staff at Texas A&M from 2004-06. 

•	 Williams is one of the few NCAA Div. I 
head coaches that did not play college 
basketball. Instead, he was a student/
graduate assistant at Navarro JC and Oklahoma City 
University.

•	 Perhaps the most impactful initiative by Williams 
was the founding of “Buzz’s Bunch,” which connects 
young people with special needs to the game of 
basketball with an annual Buzz’s Bunch game in the 
fall and a summer clinic. Originally founded during 
William’s time at Marquette, Buzz’s Bunch continued 
at Virginia Tech and now at Texas A&M. Buzz’s Bunch 
has grown to more than 500 members spanning all 
three cities.

•	 Williams was named the Associated Press SEC Coach 
of the Year in 2019-20 and again in 2022-23.

•	 He has 10 NCAA Tournament appearances in 17 postseason 
opportunities as a head coach, including four career Sweet 16 
appearances (3 at Marquette, 1 at Virginia Tech) and one Elite Eight 
appearance (2013 Marquette)

•	 Williams has won 20-or-more games in 13 of his 18 seasons as 
a head coach and averages 20+ wins per season for his career. 
Williams’ teams have suffered just two losing conference records. He 
is the second head coach to lead Texas A&M to four straight 20-win 
seasons (2021-25).

•	 His 52 combined wins in 2021-22 and 2022-23 were a program record 
for consecutive season victories, and the 73 wins over the past three 
seasons were the third-best three-year total in school history.
