2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Led by Director Amuzie. 

3. CONSENT CALENDAR: 

President Bautista asked the Board if there was any other discussion. 

Director Chambers moved to approve the Consent Ca lendar as written, seconded by 
Director Amuzie. 

The motion was carried unanimously. 

4. PUBLIC COMMENT: None 

3.A1.1 
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5. BUSINESS (OLD): None 

The Board shifted the order of discussion for Item 9.A- Engineer Report (Pakpour) to 
allow our engineer to make his presentation. 

9. GENERAL MANAGER'S REPORT: 

A. Engineer's Report (Pakpour). 

1. Update on Skyline No. 3 Retrofit Project and Progress Payment No. 4. 

Engineer Laurie apologized for not reporting in person and provided an update on this 
project. Engineer Laurie stated that January was a fairly productive month in terms of wrapping 
up the majority of the structural steel work inside the tank, primarily on the rafters, installing a 
cross-bracing throughout the tank roof, and installing the formwork of the foundation with 
concrete being poured tomorrow. 

Engineer Laurie reported that the pending three change orders remained the same and 
mentioned that a new change order for tank repairs would be added due to structural concerns 
being identified for repairs. Engineer Laurie pointed out that in an effort to keep the change 
order from being too large, it would be separated into two items: labor and materials. Engineer 
Laurie mentioned that in construction, the labor cost usually tended to be 95% of the cost, and 
that labor associated with welding or structural repairs had been included as a bid item, and the 
materials would be paid for via a change order. 

Engineer Laurie displayed various pictures of the work being done for the project, 
provided descriptions, and asked if the Board had any questions. 

2. Update on Appian-280 Easement Sanitary Sewer Improvements. 

Engineer Laurie reported that they had been coordinating with different lining 
companies for the existing sewer main located in a very precarious and steep location, and 
mentioned it was more feasible to re-line the pipe versus actual pipe replacement due to its 
location and slope. 

Engineer Laurie stated that they expected to submit a 65% design by the end of the 
month.

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3. Update on Standard Specifications. 

Engineer Laurie stated that significant progress had been made with regard to updating 
the Standard Specifications for the Water System which will be used by developers or 
contractors for new developments or remodels. Engineer Laurie reported that a three-agency 
meeting was held to review the progress and mentioned that all three agencies (Westborough 
WD, Mid-Peninsula WD, and Purissima Hills WD) share similar Standard Specifications, and that 
the next meeting would be held at Purissima Hills WD. 

6. BUSINESS (NEW): 

A. Review/Approve Contract Amendment No. 1- Public Works Contract -
Westborough and Avalon Sensaphone Controls with calcon. 

General Manager Mairena reminded the Board of the work being done at the sewer lift 
stations to update the Sensaphone controls and mentioned that after the work was completed 
and tests were run, Ca Icon discovered that the current PCL (Programmable Logic Controller) 
was not receiving any communications about the generator or the ATS (Automatic Transfer 
Switch) onsite and mentioned that bringing these signals back to the PLC would allow the new 
Daly City SCADA system to see their status and alarms but also allow the signal to go to the 
Backup Dialer. 

General Manager Mairena stated that she had asked Attorney Conneran to prepare an 
amendment to the agreement and that the work detailed on the quote would be done on a 
time and material basis, not to exceed $10,000. 

Director Chambers inquired ifthis project was still open on the District's CIP and if the 
expense would affect the CIP. General Manager Mairena replied that it was still open and she 
would review the updated sewer CIP expenses and if needed, would make modifications to stay 
within the CIP amount or come back to the Board with an updated Sewer CIP Plan. 

Director Chambers moved to Approve the Contract Amendment No. 1- Public Works 
Contract - Westborough and Avalon Sensaphone Controls with Ca Icon, seconded by Director 
Medina. 

The motion was carried unanimously. 

B. Consideration to Approve Billing Rate Increase for Pakpour Consulting Group, 
Inc., Effective March 1, 2026. 

3.A1.3 
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General Manager Mairena referred to the letter in the board packet from Pakpour 
Consulting Group requesting a 3% billing rate increase due to the CPI and the new rates were 
stated in the letter, including a newly created job classification for an Associate Principal. 
General Manager Mairena stated that this was a reasonable request and her recommendation 
was to approve it. 

Director Medina moved to Approve a Billing Rate Increase for Pakpour Consulting 
Group, Inc., Effective March 1, 2026, seconded by Director Chambers. 

The motion was carried unanimously. 

C. Review/ Approve New Fiscal and Financial Training Requirements for Local 
Agency Officials Under SB 827. 

General Manager Mairena asked Attorney Conneran if he wanted to present this item. 

Attorney Conneran stated that State Legislature had passed a couple of bills that 
increased training requirements to help local board members become more fiscally savvy, so 
under SB 827, board members would need to complete this requirement, and General Manager 
Mairena had found online training being offered by CSDA. Director Chambers stated that he 
was signed up for that same training as a representative of BAWSCA. 

General Manager Mairena commented that she had checked with JPIA for any training, 
but she had been referred to CSDA. Attorney Conneran stated this was the only training he had 
heard of. General Manger Mairena stated that in service board members would need to 
complete this training by January 1, 2027. 

Director Chambers moved to Approve four board members to attend the New Fiscal and 
Financial Training Requirements for Local Agency Officials Under SB 827, seconded by Director 
Medina. 

The motion was carried unanimously. 

7. WRITTEN COMMUNICATIONS: 

A. Notice of Public Meeting of the South San Francisco Planning Commission: 
Consideration of an Application for Design Review for the Westborough 
Preschool Expansion at 2360 Galway Drive, South San Francisco.

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General Manager Mairena reported that the City of South San Francisco plans on 
relocating their current preschool facility located at the Avalos Community Center to a new 
location adjacent to the firehouse, and that the number of children being serviced would 
increase. General Manager Mairena mentioned that the District had already received a request 
for a fire flow test. 

Director Chambers inquired if the preschool was in the SSFUSD area. General Manager 
Mairena replied that it was part of the City of SSF Parks and Rec Department. Field Supervisor 
Arias reviewed the location. General Manager Mairena mentioned that eventually, the District 
could receive plans for review and approval.

9. GENERAL MANAGER'S REPORT: 

A. Engineer's Report (Pakpour). 

This item was discussed before 6. BUSINESS (NEW). 

B. Report on District's Water Conservation for December 2025 and January 2026. 

General Manager Mairena displayed the monthly comparison chart of water use and 
reported that water consumption for December 2025 and January 2026 was a lot lower in 
comparison to the same period for FY 2020-2021, the last year with average usage before the 
drought, as District customers continued to conserve and mentioned that the GPCPD (gallons 
per capita per day) was also pretty low. General Manager Mairena reminded the Board that 
customers were currently conserving water for the January - February sewer measurement 
period. 

10. ITEMS FROM BOARD OF DIRECTORS: 

A. Report on BAWSCA Meeting of January 15, 2026 {Chambers). 

Director Chambers briefly reviewed his written report and mentioned that due to 
decrease in consumption, the SFPUC was predicting a steeper rate increase than they had 
anticipated, from 1% to 6.7%. Director Chambers talked about the proposed CIP improvements 
to the Millbrae Operations Center. Director Chambers commented on an incident that 
occurred on January 29th, when a 5 ½' diameter pipe from Calaveras Reservoir to the water 
treatment plant sprang a leak. Since the Mountain Tunnel supply from Hetch Hetchy was also

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out of service for repairs, SFPUC had to draw on San Antonio Reservoir (with some help from 
Valley Water) to supply east and south bay customers. Fortunately, SFPUC had made plans 
and tested cross connections in anticipation of the possibility of this unusual event.

We do not express an opinion, a conclusion, nor provide 
any form of assurance on these financia l statements. 

The supplementary information on pages 7 t hrough 9 is presented for purposes of additional 
analysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such information is the 
responsibi lity of management. The supplementary information was subject to our compilation 
engagement. However, we have not audited or reviewed the information and, accordingly, do not 
express an opinion, a conclusion, nor provide any assurance on such information. 

A statement of cash flows for the seven months ended January 31, 2026, has not been presented. 
Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that a statement 
of cash flows be presented when financia l stat ements purport to present financial position and 
results of operations. Accordingly, the financial statements are not designed for those who are not 
informed about such matters. 

Management has elected to omit substant ially all of the disclosures required by accounting 
principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

ORDINANCE NO. 77 

INSTITUTING A CROSS CONNECTION CONTROL PROGRAM TO PROTECT THE 
PUBLIC WATER SYSTEM 

WESTBOROUGH WATER DISTRICT 

TIDS ORDINANCE is adopted in light of the following facts and circumstances, which 
are hereby found and declared by the Board of Directors of the Westborough Water District 
("District"): 

WHEREAS, the District is a County Water District organized pursuant to the County 
Water District Law (Water Code Section 30001 et seq.), which provides potable water service 
within its jurisdiction, which is located in the City of South San Francisco, California; and 

WHEREAS, it is a requirement of the California State Water Resources Control Board 
(SWRCB) for the District to establish a Cross-Connection Control Program Policy and Plan 
satisfactory to the SWRCB; and 

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of a County Water District to provide water to the 
Consumer at the meter that meets California state water quality standards; and 

WHEREAS, cross-connections within the Consumer's plumbing system pose a potential 
source for the contamination of the public water supply system; and 

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the District to establish clear rules and regulations 
governing the District's water supply against actual or potential contamination through cross­
connections, by isolating sources of contamination that may occur within a water user's 
premises; and 

WHEREAS, the District as a water supplier has the power to perform all acts necessary 
to carry out fully the provisions of the regulations related to drinking water supply and may 
adopt ordinances relating to the protection of the public water supply from contamination by 
implementing a cross-connection control program; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors finds and determines that this Ordinance is not 
subject to the California Environmental Quality Act (Public Resources Code Section 2100 et 
seq.) ("CEQA") pursuant to Section 15307 (the activity assures the maintenance, restoration, 
enhancement, or protection of a natural resource) and Section l 5378(b )(2) (the activity is not a 
project as it involves general policy and procedure making) of the State CEQA Guidelines, 
California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3; and 

WHEREAS, the adoption and enforcement of this Ordinance is necessary to manage the 
District's public water supply within the District. This Ordinance is essential to ensure a safe 
and reliable water supply in order to protect the public health, safety and welfare. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Directors of the 
Westborough Water District as follows:

I. Title 

This Ordinance shall be known as the Westborough Backflow and Cross-Connection 
Control Ordinance. 

II. Definitions 

Unless otherwise defined, all terms used in this Ordinance pertaining to cross-connection 
control have the same definitions as those contained in the Cross-Connection Control Policy 
Handbook (CCCPH) issued by the California State Water Resources Control Board. 

A. AIR-GAP SEPARATION (AG) means a physical vertical separation of at least 
two (2) times the effective opening, as defined in section 207.0 of the California 
Plumbing Code, between the free-flowing discharge end of a potable water supply 
pipeline and the flood level of an open or non-pressurized receiving vessel, and in 
no case less than one (1) inch. 

B. APPROVED WATER SUPPLY means a water source that has been approved 
by the State Water Board for domestic use in a public water system and 
designated as such in a domestic water supply permit issued pursuant to section 
116525 of the CHSC. 

C. AUTHORIZED BACKFLOW PREVENTION ASSEMBLY TESTER means 
a person who is certified as a backflow prevention assembly tester by a State 
recognized certification organization and has been Authorized by the San Mateo 
County Department of Public Health. 

D. AUXILIARY WATER SUPPLY means a source of water, other than an 
approved water supply, that is either used or equipped, or can be equipped, to be 
used as a water supply and is located on the premises of, or available to, a water 
user. 

E. BACKFLOW means the undesired or unintended reversal of flow of water 
and/or other liquids, gases, or other substances into a public water system's 
distribution system or approved water supply. 

F. BACKFLOW PREVENTION ASSEMBLY (BPA) means a mechanical 
assembly designed and constructed to prevent backflow, such that while in-line it 
can be maintained and its ability to prevent backflow, as designed, can be field 
tested, inspected and evaluated. 

G. BACKFLOW PREVENTION ASSEMBLY TESTER (BPAT) means a person 
who is certified as a backflow prevention assembly tester by a State recognized 
certification organization. 

H. CROSS CONNECTION means any actual or potential connection or structural 
arrangement between a public water system, including a piping system connected 
to the public water system and located on the premises of a water user or available

to the water user, and any source or distribution system containing liquid, gas, or 
other substances not from an approved water supply. 

I. CROSS-CONNECTION CONTROL PROGRAM COORDINATOR 
(CCCPC) means the Public Water Purveyor designee involved in the 
development of and responsible for the reporting, tracking, and other 
administration duties of the cross-connection control program. 

J. CROSS-CONNECTION CONTROL SPECIALIST (CCCS) means a person 
who is certified as a cross-connection control specialist by a State recognized 
certification organization. 

K. CONSUMER-CUSTOMER-USER means any person or organization whose 
premises contains a customer water system and who receives water or water 
service from the District's water system and whose name appears on the water bill 
for water serving that premises. 

L. DISTRICT means the Westborough Water District (WWD) 

M. DOUBLE CHECK DETECTOR BACKFLOW PREVENTION ASSEMBLY 
(DCDA) means a double check valve backflow prevention assembly that includes 
a bypass with a water meter and double check backflow prevention assembly, 
with the bypass's water meter accurately registering flow rates up to two gallons 
per minute and visually showing a registration for all rates of flow. This type of 
assembly may only be used to isolate low hazard cross-connections. 

N. DOUBLE CHECK DETECTOR BACKFLOW PREVENTION ASSEMBLY 
- TYPE II (DCDA-II) means a double check valve backflow prevention 
assembly that includes a bypass around the second check, with the bypass having 
a single check valve and a water meter accurately registering flow rates up to two 
gallons per minute and visually showing a registration for all rates of flow. This 
type of assembly may only be used to isolate low hazard cross-connections. 

0. DOUBLE CHECK VALVE BACKFLOW PREVENTION ASSEMBLY 
(DC) means an assembly consisting of two independently-acting internally-loaded 
check valves, with tightly closing shut-off valves located at each end of the 
assembly (upstream and downstream of the two check valves) and fitted with test 
cocks that enable accurate field testing of the assembly. This type of assembly 
may only be used to isolate low hazard cross-connections. 

P. GENERAL MANAGER means the General Manager of the District or their 
authorized designee who is trained in Cross-Connection control and is invested 
with the authority and responsibility for the implementation of an effective 
Cross-Connection Control Program and for the enforcement of the provisions of 
this Ordinance. 

Q. HAZARD ASSESSMENT means an evaluation of a user premises designed to 
evaluate the types and degrees of hazard at a user's premises. Each hazard

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assessment must identify the degree of hazard to the District's distribution system 
as either a high hazard cross-connection, a low hazard cross-connection, or having 
no hazard. 

R. HIGH HAZARD CROSS-CONNECTION means a cross-connection that poses 
a threat to the potability or safety of the public water supply. Materials entering 
the public water supply through a high hazard cross-connection are contaminants 
or health hazards. See CCCPH Appendix D for some examples. 

S. LOW HAZARD CROSS-CONNECTION means a cross-connection that has 
been found to not pose a threat to the potability or safety of the public water 
supply but may adversely affect the aesthetic quality of the potable water supply. 
Materials entering the public water supply through a low hazard cross-connection 
are pollutants or non-health hazards. 

T. MASTER METER means a metered Service Connection that services more than 
one residential, co=ercial, industrial, institutional, agricultural, or governmental 
unit. 

U. MULTIFAMILY RESIDENTIAL SERVICE means a service that supplies 
water through a Master Meter to a residential premises, 4-plex, apartment 
complex or trailer village. 

V. NON SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL SERVICE means all services that 
are not a Single Family Residential Service. This includes all mixed use, fire, 
co=ercial, agricultural, institutional, governmental, multifamily or industrial 
water services. 

W. PREMISES means a parcel ofland including all buildings and appurtenances 
located thereon. 

X. PREMISES CONTAINMENT means protection of a public water system's 
distribution system from backflow from a user's premises through the installation 
of one or more air gaps or BP As, installed as close as practical to the user's 
service connection, in a manner that isolates the water user's water supply from 
the public water system's distribution system. 

Y. PRESSURE VACUUM BREAKER BACKSIPHONAGE PREVENTION 
ASSEMBLY (PVB) means an assembly with an independently-acting internally­
loaded check valve and an independently-acting loaded air inlet valve located on 
the discharge side of the check valve; with test cocks and tightly closing shutoff 
valves located at each end of the assembly that enable accurate field testing of the 
assembly. This type of assembly may only be used for protection from 
backsiphonage and is not to be used to protect from backpressure. 

Z. REDUCED PRESSURE PRINCIPLE BACKFLOW PREVENTION 
ASSEMBLY (RP) means an assembly with two independently acting internally­
loaded check valves, with a hydraulically operating mechanically independent 
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differential-pressure relief valve located between the check valves and below the 
upstream check valve. The assembly shall have shut-off valves located upstream 
and downstream of the two check-valves, and test cocks to enable accurate field 
testing of the assembly. 

AA. REDUCED PRESSURE PRINCIPLE DETECTOR BACKFLOW 
PREVENTION ASSEMBLY (RPDA) means a reduced pressure principle 
backflow prevention assembly that includes a bypass with a water meter and 
reduced pressure principle backflow prevention assembly, with the bypass's water 
meter accurately registering flow rates up to two gallons per minute and visually 
showing a registration for all rates of flow. 

BB. REDUCED PRESSURE PRINCIPLE DETECTOR BACKFLOW 
PREVENTION ASSEMBLY -TYPE II (RPDA-II) means a reduced pressure 
principle backflow prevention assembly that includes a bypass around the second 
check, with the bypass having a single check valve and a water meter accurately 
registering flow rates up to two gallons per minute and visually showing a 
registration for all rates of flow. 

CC. SERVICE CONNECTION means the meter and water piping system 
connecting the Customer's System with the District's Water Distribution System. 

DD. Single Family Residential Service means a Service Connection to a single 
family home or premises. 

EE. SPILL-RESISTANT PRESSURE VACUUM BREAKER 
BACKSIPHONAGE PREVENTION ASSEMBLY (SVB) means an assembly 
with an independently-acting internally-loaded check valve and an independently­
acting loaded air inlet valve located on the discharge side of the check valve; with 
shutoff valves at each end and a test cock and bleed/vent port, to enable accurate 
field testing of the assembly. This type of assembly may only be used for 
protection from backsiphonage and is not to be used to protect from backpressure. 

FF. STATE WATER BOARD means the State of California Water Resources 
Control Board or the local primacy agency having been delegated the authority to 
enforce the requirements of the CCCPH by the State Water Resources Control 
Board. 

GG. TEMPORARY WATER USE means water used from a fire hydrant or other 
source on a temporary basis and metered through a portable water meter. 

ill. Back.flow and Cross-Connection Control 

A. Purpose: The purpose of this Ordinance is: 

1. To protect the public potable water supply of the District from the 
possibility of contamination or pollution by containing within the 
consumer's internal distribution system(s) or the consumer's private water 
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system(s) such contaminants or pollutants which could backflow into the 
public water systems; and, 

2. To promote the elimination or control of existing cross-connections, actual 
and/or potential, between the consumer's internal potable water system(s) 
and non-potable water system(s), plumbing fixtures and industrial piping 
systems; and, 

3. To provide for the maintenance ofa continuing Cross-Connection Control 
(CCC) Program which will systematically and effectively prevent the 
contamination or pollution of the potable water system. 

B. Authority: These regulations are adopted in accordance with the State of 
California Water Resources Control Board's Cross-Connection Control Policy 
Handbook (CCCPH). 

C. Responsibility: The District shall be responsible for the protection of the public 
potable water distribution system from contamination or pollution due to the 
backflow of contaminants or pollutants through the water service connection. If, 
in the judgment of the District an approved backflow prevention assembly is 
required at the consumer's water service connection for the safety of the water 
system, District or their designated agent shall give notice in writing to said 
consumer to install such an approved backflow prevention assembly(s) at a 
specific location(s) on the consumer's premises. The consumer shall install such 
an approved backflow prevention assembly(s) at the consumer's own expense in 
the time frame specified in the CCC Program; and failure, refusal or inability on 
the part of the consumer to install, have tested and maintained said assembly(s), 
shall constitute grounds for discontinuing water service to the premises until such 
requirements have been satisfactorily met. 

I. The Cross-Connection Control Program Coordinator (CCCPC) of the 
District is authorized to implement, and shall oversee, a Backflow/Cross­
Connection Control Program consistent with the intent of this Ordinance, 
California Department of Public Health (CDPH), the SWRCB 
Regulations, California Code of Regulations (CCR), and any other 
applicable laws. 

D. Water System: The water system shall be considered as made up of two parts: 
the District's System and the Consumer's System. 

I. District's System shall consist of the source facilities and the distribution 
system; and shall include all those facilities of the water system under the 
complete control of the utility, up to the point where the consumer's 
system begins. 

a. The source shall include all components of the facilities utilized in 
the production, treatment, storage, and delivery of water to the 
distribution system. 
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b. The distribution system shall include the network of conduits used 
for the delivery of water from the source to the consumer's system. 

2. The Consumer's System shall include those parts of the facilities beyond 
the termination of the water supplier's distribution system which are 
utilized in conveying potable water to points of use. 

E. Prevention of Contamination: The Consumer's plumbing system, starting from 
the termination of the District's water service pipe, shall be considered a potential 
high-health hazard requiring the isolation of the Consumer's premises by an 
approved, Consumer-installed and maintained reduced-pressure principle 
backflow assembly (RP). The RP shall be located at the end of the District's water 
service pipe (i.e., immediately downstream of the meter). Water shall only be 
supplied to the Consumer through an approved, Consumer-installed and 
maintained RP. 

1. No water service connection to any premise shall be installed or 
maintained by the District unless the water supply is protected as required 
by District mies and regulations and this Ordinance. Service of water to 
any premises shall be discontinued by the District if a backflow prevention 
assembly required is not installed, tested and maintained, or if it is found 
that a backflow prevention assembly has been removed, bypassed, or if an 
unprotected cross-connection exists on the premises. Service will not be 
restored until such conditions or defects are corrected. 

2. The consumer's system should be open for inspection at all reasonable 
times to authorized representatives of the District to determine whether 
unprotected cross-connections or other structural or sanitary hazards, 
including violations of these regulations, exist. When such a condition 
becomes known, the District shall deny or immediately discontinue 
service to the premises by providing for a physical break in the service . 
line until the consumer has corrected the condition( s) in conformance with 
the District's CCC Program. 

3. Notwithstanding the aforesaid, the District, upon an assessment of the risk 
of contamination posed by the Consumer's plumbing system and use of 
water, may allow: 

a. A single-family or duplex residential consumer to connect directly 
to the water service pipe, i.e., without a District-approved DC or 
RP. 

b. Any Consumer other than a single-family or duplex residential 
Consumer, as a minimum, to be supplied through an approved, 
Consumer-installed and maintained double-check valve assembly 
(DC). 
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IV. Conditions for Providing Service: Water service is provided based on the following 
terms and limitations: 

A. The Consumer agrees to take all measures necessary to prevent the contamination 
of the plumbing system within their premises and the District's distribution 
system that may occur from backflow through a cross connection. These 
measures shall include the prevention of backflow under any backpressure or 
backsiphonage condition, including the disruption of the water supply from the 
District's system that may occur during routine system maintenance or during 
emergency conditions, such as a water main break. 

B. The Consumer agrees to install, operate, and maintain at all times their plumbing 
system in compliance with the current edition of the California Plumbing Code 
(CPC) having jurisdiction as it pertains to the prevention of contamination and 
protection from thermal expansion, due to a closed system that could occur with 
the present or future installation ofbackflow preventers on the Consumer's 
service and/or at plumbing fixtures. 

C. For cross-connection control or other public health-related surveys, the Consumer 
agrees to provide for the District's employees or agents free access to all parts of 
the premises during reasonable working hours of the day for routine surveys and 
at all times during emergencies. 

1. Where agreement for free access for the District's survey is denied, the 
District may supply water service provided that premises contaimnent is 
provided through the minimum of an approved reduced-pressure principle 
backflow prevention assembly (RP). 

D. The Consumer agrees to install all backflow prevention assemblies requested by 
the District and to maintain those assemblies in good working order. The 
assemblies shall be of a type, size, and make approved and acceptable to the 
District. The assemblies shall be installed in accordance with the 
recommendations given in the most recently adopted CCR editions of the CPC, of 
the CCCPH, current manufacturer standards and in accordance with the District's 
construction standards and specifications. 

E. An approved backflow prevention assembly shall be installed on each service line 
to a Consumer's water system at or near the property line or immediately inside 
the building being served; but, in all cases, before the first branch line leading off 
the service line wherever the following conditions exist: 

1. In the case of premises having an auxiliary water supply which is not or 
may not be of safe bacteriological or chemical quality and which is not 
acceptable as an additional source by the District, the public water system 
shall be protected against backflow from the premises by installing an 
approved backflow prevention assembly in the service line as specified in 
the CCC Program. 
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2. In the case of premises on which any industrial fluids or any other 
objectionable substance is handled in such a fashion as to create an actual 
or potential hazard to the public water system, the public system shall be 
protected against backflow from the premises by installing an approved 
backflow prevention assembly in the service line as specified in the CCC 
Program. This shall include the handling of process waters and waters 
originating from the water supplier's system which have been subject to 
deterioration in quality. 

3. In the case of premises having: 

a. internal cross-connections that cannot be permanently corrected or 
protected against; or 

b. intricate plumbing and piping arrangements or where entry to all 
portions of the premises is not readily accessible for inspection 
purposes, making it impracticable or impossible to ascertain 
whether or not dangerous cross-connections exist, the public water 
system shall be protected against backflow from the premises by 
installing an approved backflow prevention assembly in the service 
line as specified in the CCC Program. 

F. The Consumer agrees to: 

1. Have all assemblies (e.g., RPs and/or DCs) that the District relies upon to 
protect the public water distribution system tested upon installation, 
annually thereafter and/or more frequently if requested by the District, 
after repair, and after relocation; 

2. Have all testing done by a District-approved and currently certified 
Backflow Prevention Assembly Tester (BPAT); 

3. Have the RP or DC tested in accordance with approved test procedures; 
and 

4. Submit to the District, or their designee, the results of the test(s) on 
District-supplied test report forms within the time period specified by the 
District. 

G. The Consumer agrees to bear all costs for the aforementioned installation, testing, 
repair, maintenance and replacement of the RP, RPDA, DC or DCDA installed to 
protect the District's distribution system. 

H. At the time of application for service, ifrequired by the District, the Consumer 
agrees to submit to the District plumbing plans and/or a cross-connection control 
survey of the premises conducted by a District-approved and certified Cross­
Connection Control Specialist (CCCS). 
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1. The cross-connection control survey shall assess the cross-connection 
hazards and list the backflow preventers provided within the premises. 
The results of the survey shall be submitted prior to the District turning on 
water service to a new Consumer. The cost of the survey shall be borne 
by the Consumer. 

I. For Consumers other than single-family residential, when required by the District, 
the Consumer agrees to periodically submit a cross-connection control re-survey 
of the premises by a certified CCCS acceptable to the District. The District may 
require the re-survey to be performed in response to changes in the Consumer's 
plumbing or water use or performed periodically (annually or less frequently) 
where the District considers the Consumer's plumbing system to be complex or 
subject to frequent changes in water use. The cost of the re-survey shall be borne 
by the Consumer. 

J. Within 30 days of a request by the District, a residential Consumer shall agree to 
complete and submit to the District a "Water Use Questionnaire" for the purpose 
of surveying the health hazard posed by the Consumer's plumbing system on the 
District's distribution system. Further, the residential Consumer agrees to provide 
within 30 days of a request by the District a cross-connection control survey of 
the premises by a certified CCCS acceptable to the District. 

K. The Consumer agrees to obtain prior approval from the District for all changes in 
water use, and alterations and additions to the plumbing system, and shall comply 
with any additional requirements imposed by the District for cross-connection 
control. 

L. The Consumer agrees to immediately notify the District and the local health 
jurisdiction of any backflow incident occurring within the Consumer's premises 
(i.e., entry of any contaminant/pollutant into the drinking water) and shall 
cooperate fully with the District to determine the reason for the backflow incident. 

M. The Consumer acknowledges the right of the District to discontinue the water 
supply within 72 hours of giving notice to the Consumer, or a lesser period of 
time ifrequired to protect public health, if the Consumer fails to cooperate with 
the District in the survey of premises, in the installation, maintenance, repair, 
inspection, or testing ofbackflow prevention assemblies or air gaps required by 
the District, or in the District's effort to contain a contaminant or pollutant that is 
detected in the Consumer 's system. 

1. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, in lieu of discontinuing 
water service, the District may install an RP on the service pipe to provide 
premises containment, and recover all costs for the installation and 
subsequent maintenance and repair of the assembly, appurtenances, and 
enclosure from the Consumer as fees and charges for water. The failure of 
the Consumer to pay these fees and charges may result in termination of 
water service in accordance with the District's water billing policies. 
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N. The District will require premises containment for a Consumer that is of the high­
hazard type or category requiring "Mandatory Premises containment" established 
by the CCCPH regulations (Appendix D). 

0. Where the District imposes mandatory premises containment in compliance with 
CCCPH regulations or agrees to the Consumer's voluntary premises containment 
through the installation of a RP immediately downstream of the District's water 
meter, the Consumer acknowledges their obligation to comply with the other 
cross-connection control regulations having jurisdiction (i.e., California Plumbing 
Code). Although the District's requirements for installation, testing, and repair of 
backflow assemblies may be limited to the AGs, DCs and RPs used for premises 
containment, the Consumer agrees to the other terms herein as a condition of 
allowing a direct connection to the District's service pipe. 

P. The Consumer agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the District for all 
contamination of the Consumer's plumbing system or the District's distribution 
system that results from an unprotected or inadequately protected cross 
connection within the Consumer's premises. This indemnification shall pertain to 
all backflow conditions that may arise from the District's suspension of water 
supply or reduction of water pressure, recognizing that the air gap separation 
otherwise required would require the Consumer to provide adequate facilities to 
collect, store, and pump water for their premises. 

Q. The Consumer agrees that, in the event legal action is required and co=enced 
between the District and the Consumer to enforce the terms and conditions herein, 
the substantially prevailing party shall be entitled to reimbursement of all incurred 
costs and expenses including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney's fees as 
determined by the Court. 

R. The Consumer acknowledges that the District's survey of Consumer's premises is 
for the sole purpose of establishing the District's minimum requirements for the 
protection of the public water supply system, co=ensurate with the District's 
assessment of the degree of hazard. 

S. It shall not be assumed by the Consumer or any regulatory agency that the 
District's survey, requirements for the installation ofbackflow prevention 
assemblies, lack ofrequirements for the installation ofbackflow prevention 
assemblies, or other actions by the District's personnel constitute an approval of 
the Consumer's plumbing system or an assurance to the Consumer of the absence 
of cross connections therein. 

T. The Consumer acknowledges the right of the District, in keeping with changes to 
California State regulations, industry standards, or the District's risk management 
policies, to impose retroactive requirements for additional cross-connection 
control measures. 
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U. The SWRCB, and District may, at their discretion, require a water user to 
designate a user to designate a user supervisor when the user premises has a 
multi-piping system that conveys various types of fluids and where changes in the 
piping system are frequently made. 

V. The District will record the Consumer's agreement to the above terms for service 
on an "Application for Water Service," "Application for Change of Water 
Service," or other such form prepared by the District and signed by the Consumer. 

V. Implementation of the Cross-Connection Control Policy: The District will designate 
at least one individual as the Cross-Connection Control Program Coordinator (CCCPC) 
to develop, implement and be in responsible charge of the District's cross-connection 
control program. 

A. The District, under the direction of the aforementioned CCCPC, will prepare a 
written cross-connection control program plan to implement the requirements of 
this Ordinance. The written plan shall be consistent with this Ordinance and shall 
comply with the requirements of the CCCPH. 

B. The District will use the most recently published editions of the following 
publications as references and technical aids: 

1. M-14 Bacliflow Prevention and Cross-Connection Control Recommended 
Practices, published by the American Water Works Association, or latest 
edition thereof. 

2. Manual of Cross-Connection Control, published by the Foundation for 
Cross-Connection Control and Hydraulic Research, University of 
Southern California, or latest edition thereof. 

C. The District will incorporate the written program plan into the Water System Plan 
and will submit the plan to SWRCB for approval when requested. 

D. The District, in consultation with the aforementioned CCCPC, shall have the 
authority to make reasonable decisions related to cross connections in cases and 
situations not provided for in the Ordinance or written plan. 

VI. Enforcement 

A. Water service to any Premises may be discontinued by the District if the 
Backflow Prevention Assemblies have not met the conditions set forth in this 
Ordinance or if the General Manager has determined that a situation exists which 
could cause Contamination of the District's Water Distribution System. All 
Backflow Prevention Assemblies that do not pass a Backflow Prevention 
Assembly test must be repaired and in proper working order within thirty (30) 
days, or such shorter time period as the District determines to be necessary to 
minimize the risk of Contamination. Service will not be restored until the General 
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Manager has determined that the risk of Contamination to the District's Water 
Distribution System has been corrected. 

VII. Severability 

A. If any provision in this Ordinance, or in the written cross-connection control 
program is found to be less stringent than or inconsistent with the CCCPH, or 
other California state statutes or rules, the more stringent state statute, rule, or 
regulation shall apply. 

B. If any section, subsection, provision or part of this Ordinance, or its application to 
any person or circumstance, is held to be unconstitutional or otherwise invalid, the 
remainder of this Ordinance, and the application of such provision to other person 
or circumstances, shall not be affected thereby and shall remain in full force and 
effect and, to that end, the provisions of this Ordinance are severable. 

VIII. Effective Date 

This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption. 

IX. Notice of Exemption 

The General Manager hereby is authorized and directed to file a Notice of Exemption 
with the County Clerk to record the bases for which the actions taken by this Ordinance are 
exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act. 

X. Summary 

The District Secretary shall publish a summary of the contents of this Ordinance in a 
newspaper of general circulation within 15 days of adoption, indicating the names of the 
directors who voted for and against the ordinance.

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES 

THIS AGREEMENT is made as of the 12th day of March, 2026, by and between 
Westborough Water District ("DISTRICT") and Launch Consulting ("CONSULTANT"). 

WHEREAS, the DISTRICT desires to obtain professional services for the preparation of 
a Risk and Resilience Assessment Report; and 

WHEREAS, the CONSULTANT desires to furnish such services and has submitted a 
Proposal dated February 12, 2026, a copy of which is attached and incorporated as Exhibit A. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows: 

1. RENDITION OF SERVICES. The CONSULTANT agrees to provide professional 
services to the DISTRICT in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement 
("Services"). In the performance of its Services, CONSULTANT represents that it has and will 
exercise that degree of professional care, skill, efficiency and judgment ordinarily employed by 
consultants providing similar services. 

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES. The scope of the CONSULTANTs Services shall 
consist of the services set forth in Exhibit A. 

3. TERM. 

The term of this Agreement will be for a term ending July 1, 2026, commencing 
upon the Effective Date of the Agreement. The CONSUL TANT shall furnish the DISTRICT with 
all the materials, equipment and services called for under this Agreement, and perform all other 
work, if any, described in the Contract Specifications. 

4. COMPENSATION. 

The CONSUL TANT agrees to perform all of the services included in Section 2 for 
a total all inclusive sum not-to-exceed fee of Twenty-Four Thousand Eight Hundred Fifty Dollars 
($24,850), in accordance with Exhibit A. The total all inclusive sum shall include all labor, 
materials, taxes, profit, overhead, insurance, subcontractor/subconsultant costs and all other 
costs and expenses incurred by the CONSUL TANT. The hourly rate by personnel category 
shall be as set forth in Exhibit A. 

5. MANNER OF PAYMENT. CONSULTANT shall submit invoices to DISTRICT on 
a monthly basis. Invoices shall itemize, by personnel, the number of hours devoted by 
CONSULTANT to work under this Agreement, applicable hourly rates in accordance with the 
fee schedule described in Exhibit B, and those out-of-pocket expenses incurred in the 
performance of work hereunder. DISTRICT shall render payment within thirty (30) days of 
receipt of approved invoices.

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6. CONSULTANT'S KEY PERSONNEL. It is understood and agreed by the parties 
that at all times during the term of this Agreement that Linda Warren, P.E. shall serve as the 
primary staff person of CONSULTANT to undertake, render and oversee all of the services 
under this Agreement. 

7. DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVE. Except when approval or other action is 
required to be given or taken by the Board of Directors (Directors), the General Manager, or 
such person or persons as he shall designate in writing from time to time, shall represent and 
act for the DISTRICT. 

8. CONSULTANT'S STATUS. Neither the CONSUL TANT nor any party contracting 
with the CONSUL TANT shall be deemed to be an agent or employee of the DISTRICT. The 
CONSUL TANT is and shall be an independent contractor, and the legal relationship of any 
person performing services for the CONSUL TANT shall be one solely between said parties. 

9. OWNERSHIP OF WORK. All reports, designs, drawings, plans, specifications, 
schedules, and other materials prepared, or in the process of being prepared, for the Services 
to be performed by CONSUL TANT shall be and are the property of the DISTRICT. The 
DISTRICT shall be entitled to access to and copies of these materials during the progress of the 
work. Any property of the DISTRICT in the hands of the CONSULTANT or in the hands of any 
subcontractor upon completion or termination of the work shall be immediately delivered to the 
DISTRICT. If any property of the DISTRICT is lost, damaged or destroyed before final delivery 
to the DISTRICT, the CONSUL TANT shall replace ii at its own expense and the CONSULTANT 
hereby assumes all risks of loss, damage or destruction of or to such materials. The 
CONSUL TANT may retain a copy of all material produced under this agreement for its use in its 
general business activities. 

10. CHANGES. The DISTRICT may, at any time, by written order, make changes 
within the scope of work and Services described in this Agreement. If such changes cause an 
increase in the budgeted cost of or the time required for performance of the agreed upon work, 
an equitable adjustment as mutually agreed shall be made in the limit on compensation as set 
forth in Section 4 or in the time of required performance as set forth in Section 3, or both. In the 
event that CONSUL TANT encounters any unanticipated conditions or contingencies that may 
affect the scope of work or Services and result in an adjustment in the amount of compensation 
specified herein, CONSUL TANT shall so advise the DISTRICT immediately upon notice of such 
condition or contingency. The written notice shall explain the circumstances giving rise to the 
unforeseen condition or contingency and shall set forth the proposed adjustment in 
compensation. Such notice shall be given the DISTRICT prior to the lime that CONSUL TANT 
performs work or services related to the proposed adjustment in compensation. Any and all 
pertinent changes shall be expressed in a written supplement to this Agreement prior to 
implementation of such changes. 

11. RESPONSIBILITY: INDEMNIFICATION. CONSUL TANT shall, to the fullest 
extent allowed by law, with respect to all services performed in connection with the Agreement, 
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the DISTRICT and its officers, officials, agents, 
employees and volunteers from and against any and all liability, claims, actions, causes of 
action, losses, damages, costs, or demands whatsoever against any of them, including any 
injury to or death of any person or damage to property or other liability of any nature, that arise 
out of, pertain to, or relate to the negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct of 
CONSULTANT or CONSUL TANT 's employees, officers, officials, agents or independent 
contractors. Such losses, damages, and costs shall include reasonable attorneys' fees of 
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counsel of DISTRICT's choice, expert fees and all other costs and fees of litigation. 
CONSUL TANT shall not be obligated under this Agreement to indemnify DISTRICT to the 
extent that the damage is caused by the active negligence or willful misconduct of DISTRICT, its 
agents or employees. To the fullest extent permitted by law, this indemnity shall survive the 
termination or expiration ofthis Agreement. 

12. INSURANCE. 

A. Workers' Compensation. CONSULTANT shall procure and maintain at all 
times during the performance of such work, Workers' Compensation Insurance in conformance 
with the laws of the State of California and Federal laws when applicable. Employers' Liability 
Insurance shall not be less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per accident or disease. Prior 
to commencement of work under this Agreement by any such employee, CONSUL TANT shall 
deliver to the DISTRICT a Certificate of Insurance which shall stipulate that thirty (30) days 
advance written notice of cancellation, non-renewal or reduction in limits shall be given to the 
DISTRICT. Such insurance shall also contain a waiver of subrogation in favor of the DISTRICT 
and its Directors, officers, and employees while acting in such capacity, and their successors 
and assignees, as they now, or as they may hereafter be constituted, singly, jointly or severally. 

B. Commercial General and Automobile Liability Insurance. CONSUL TANT 
shall also procure and maintain at all times during the performance of this Agreement 
Commercial General Liability Insurance covering CONSUL TANT and the DISTRICT for liability 
arising out of the operations and activities of CONSULTANT and any subcontractors. 
CONSUL TANT shall also procure and maintain during the entire term of this Agreement 
Automobile Liability Insurance which shall include coverage for all vehicles, licensed or 
unlicensed, on or off the DISTRICT's premises, used by or on behalf of CONSULTANT in the 
performance of work under this Agreement. The policies shall be subject to a limit for each 
occurrence of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) naming as an additional insured, in connection 
with CONSUL TANT's activities, the DISTRICT, and its Directors, officers, and employees. The 
lnsurer(s) shall agree that its policy(ies) is Primary Insurance and that it shall be liable for the full 
amount of any loss up to and including the total limit of liability without right of contribution from 
any other insurance covering the DISTRICT. 

Inclusion of the DISTRICT as an additional insured shall not in any way affect its 
rights as respects to any claim, demand, suit or judgment made, brought or recovered against 
CONSULTANT. The policy shall protect CONSULTANT and the DISTRICT in the same manner 
as though a separate policy had been issued to each, but nothing in said policy shall operate to 
increase the Insurer's liability as set forth in the policy beyond the amount or amounts shown or 
to which the Insurer would have been liable if only one interest had been named as an insured. 
Such insurance shall also contain a waiver of subrogation in favor of the DISTRICT and its 
Directors, officers, and employees while acting in such capacity, and their successors and 
assignees, as they now, or as they may hereafter be constituted, singly, jointly or severally 

Prior to commencement of work hereunder, CONSUL TANT shall deliver to the 
DISTRICT a Certificate of Insurance which shall indicate compliance with the insurance 
requirements of this paragraph and shall stipulate that thirty (30) days' advance written notice of 
cancellation, non-renewal or reduction in limits shall be given to the DISTRICT. 

C. Professional Liability Insurance. CONSUL TANT shall also maintain 
Professional Liability Insurance covering CONSUL TANT's performance under this Agreement 
with a limit of liability of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) for any one claim. This insurance shall 
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be applicable to claims arising out of or related to the performance of this Agreement. Prior to 
commencing work under this Agreement, CONSULTANT shall furnish to the DISTRICT a 
Certificate of Insurance, or certified copy of the Insurance policy if requested, indicating 
compliance with requirements of this paragraph. Such certificate or policy shall further stipulate 
that 30 days' advance written notice of cancellation, non-renewal or reduction in limits shall be 
given to the DISTRICT. 

D. Deductibles and Retentions. CONSULTANT shall be responsible for 
payment of any deductible or retention on CONSUL TANT's policies without right of contribution 
from the DISTRICT. Deductible and retention provisions shall not contain any restrictions as to 
how or by whom the deductible or retention is paid. Any deductible or retention provision 
limiting payment to the Named Insured is unacceptable. 

In the event that the policy of the CONSUL TANT or any subcontractor contains a 
deductible or self-insured retention, and in the event that the DISTRICT seeks coverage under 
such policy as an additional insured, CONSULTANT shall satisfy such deductible or self-insured 
retention to the extent of loss covered by such policy for a lawsuit arising from or connected with 
any alleged act or omission of CONSULTANT, subcontractor, or any of their officers, directors, 
employees, agents, or suppliers, even if CONSULTANT or subcontractor is not a named 
defendant in the lawsuit. 

13. TERMINATION. The DISTRICT shall have the right to terminate this Agreement 
at any time by giving written notice to the CONSULTANT. In the event of termination for any 
reason other than the fault of the CONSUL TANT, the CONSUL TANT shall be compensated in 
accordance with the provisions of Sections 4 and 5 for the services performed and expenses 
incurred to the date of such termination, plus any reasonable costs and expenses which are 
reasonably and necessarily incurred by CONSULTANT to effect such termination. For 
termination for default, the DISTRICT shall remit final payment to CONSULTANT in an amount 
to cover only those services performed and expenses incurred in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement up to the effective date of termination. 

14. NOTICES. All communications relating to the day to day activities of the project 
shall be exchanged between the General Manager and the CONSUL TANT's Linda Warren. 

All other notices and communications deemed by either party to be necessary or 
desirable to be given to the other party shall be in writing and may be given by personal delivery 
to a representative of the parties or by mailing the same postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

The address to which mailings may be made may be changed from time to time 
by notice mailed as described above. Any notice given by mail shall be deemed given on the 
day after that on which it is deposited in the United States Mail as provided above. 
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15. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY. In connection with the performance of this 
Agreement, the CONSUL TANT shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for 
employment because of race, color, religion, citizenship, political activity or affiliation, national 
origin, ancestry, physical or mental disability, marital status, age, medical condition (as defined 
under California law), veteran status, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, sex 
or gender (which includes pregnancy, childbirth, breastfeeding, or related medical conditions), 
taking or requesting statutorily protected leave, or any other characteristics protected under 
federal, state, or local laws. The CONSUL TANT shall take affirmative actions to ensure that 
applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during their employment, without 
regard to their race, religion, color, sex, disability, national origin, or any other characteristic 
protected under state, federal, or local laws. Such actions shall include, but not be limited to, 
the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment 
advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay or other forms of compensation, and selection for 
training, including apprenticeship.

CONSUL TANT shall not release any reports, information 
or promotional materials prepared in conn_ection with this Agreement without the approval of the 
General Manager. 

D. Use of Subcontractors. CONSUL TANT shall not subcontract any 
Services to be performed by it under this Agreement without the prior written approval of the 
DISTRICT, except for service firms engaged in drawing, reproduction, typing and printing. 
CONSUL TANT shall be solely responsible for reimbursing any subcontractors and the 
DISTRICT shall have no obligation to them.

If any legal proceeding should be instituted by either of 
the parties to enforce the terms of this Agreement or to determine the rights of the parties under 
this Agreement, the prevailing party in said proceeding shall recover, in addition to all court 
costs, reasonable legal fees. 

G. Applicable Law. This Agreement, its interpretation and all work 
performed thereunder, shall be governed by the laws of the State of California. 
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H. Binding on Successors. All of the terms, provisions and conditions of this 
Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their 
respective successors, assigns and legal representatives. 

I. Waiver. Any waiver of any breach or covenant of this Agreement must be 
in a writing executed by a duly authorized representative of the party waiving the breach. A 
waiver by any of the parties of a breach or covenant of this Agreement shall not be construed to 
be a waiver of any succeeding breach or any other covenant unless specifically and explicitly 
stated in such waiver. 

J. Entire Agreement: Modification. This Agreement, including any 
attachments, constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties with respect to the subject 
matter hereof, and supersedes any prior understanding or agreement, oral or written, with 
respect to such subject matter. It may not be amended or modified, except by a written 
amendment executed by authorized representatives by both parties. In no event will the 
Agreement be amended or modified by oral understandings reached by the parties or by the 
conduct of the parties.

Risk and Resilience Assessment Update for the Water System 

Westborough Water District, South San Francisco 

February 12, 2026 

Project Background 

The Westborough Water District (WWD) has requested that Launch! Consulting {Launch) assist in 

meeting the requirements of the Safe Drinking Water Act {SOWA) Section 1433 as amended by 

America's Water Infrastructure Act of 2018 {AWIA). The law requires community water systems 

serving populations greater than 3,300 people to update their risk and resilience assessment {RRA) 

and emergency response plan {ERP) and certify their revisions to the Environmental Protection 

Agency {EPA) on a 5-year cycle {due June 30, 2026). To accomplish this and meet WWD's 

preparedness goals, Launch proposes the tasks in this Scope of Work, including an update to the 

current RRA, completing field assessments of WWD's water system critical assets, and conducting 

a cybersecurity assessment. 

Scope of Services 

This section outlines the specific services that Launch will provide to WWD under this Scope of 

Work. Launch will facilitate virtual and in-person meetings and site visits to collect current risk and 

resilience information from WWD staff. Launch will use the information gathered to develop a 

revised RRA that meets AWIA requirements and integrates other industry best practices. 

Launch will minimize t ime and budget impacts to WWD staff through streamlined processes while 

balancing the need for staff interaction to achieve preparedness and compliance goals. Decisions 

in this project will be made by WWD staff, and Launch will lead and facilitate the process. The 

project is comprised of the following tasks: 

Task 1: RRA Update and Field Assessment 

Launch will facilitate a 1-hour project kickoff meeting with WWD to introduce project team 

members, confirm the scope and schedule of the project, identify documents needed, and collect 

other information pertinent to the success of this project. Launch will review the existing RRA and 

documents provided by WWD to incorporate into updated 2026 RRA. 

After preparing for a field visit, up to 2 Launch staff will visit WWD in person to discuss updates to 

the 6 sections of the American Water Works Association {AWWA) Small Systems Risk and 

Resilience Assessment Worksheet {Small Systems Worksheet) with the WWD General Manager 

and others who can provide current information. These sections include: 

• Utility Information 

• Potential Critical Assets 

• Potential Threats 
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• Potential Consequences 

• Mitigation Measures 

• Additional information needed for AWIA compliance 

Launch will use the information to complete the Small Systems Worksheet and Launch will 

develop an updated 2026 RRA report that meets AWIA requirements, which include: 

• The risk to the system from malevolent acts and natural hazards; 

• The resilience of the pipes and constructed conveyances, physical barriers, source water, 

water collection and intake, pretreatment, treatment, storage and distribution facilities, 

electronic, computer, or other automated systems (including the security of such systems) 

which are utilized by the system; 

• The monitoring practices of the system; 

• The financial infrastructure of the system (this is financial data backup and not a financial 

analysis); 

• The use, storage, or handling of various chemicals by the system; and 

• The operation and maintenance of the system. 

During the field visit, Launch will accompany a WWD staff member to critical assets to make 

observations regarding risk and resilience improvements since the previous RRA, as well as 

mitigation measures needed. Topics of particular interest include physical security and 

operations/maintenance. At least one WWD staff member with knowledge of the sites will 

accompany Launch and answer questions about the water system. 

The revised RRA report will not include a field assessment summary or photos for each location 

visited. Rather, Launch will integrate information gathered from the field assessments into the 

updated RRA report and Implementation Plan of mitigation measures. 

Once the RRA is complete, WWD will submit the self-certification documentation to the EPA by 

June 30, 2026. Launch will facilitate a virtual closeout meeting and can supportWWD with the 

certification process, if needed. 

Task 2: Cybersecurity Assessment 

Launch will facilitate one 2-hour workshop with WWD SCADA and IT staff, including IT and OT 

consultants, to collect information for the AWWA Water Sector Cybersecurity Risk Management

Procedure for Increasing Board Members' Compensation 

What is the process for the District to increase directors' compensation? 

Short Answer 

The District may increase compensation to an amount equal to a 5% increase for each calendar 
year since the last compensation increase. In addition, the District may establish the number of 
compensable days per month up to a limit of ten. Such increases must be approved pursuant to 
an ordinance adopted following a public hearing, and are subject to a voter referendum. 

Maximum Compensation and Allowable Increases 

In 1984, the legislature enacted Water Code §§ 20201 et seq., setting the rules for all water 
districts regarding board compensation. These provisions allow the Board to increase the daily 
compensation above $100, and indicate the legislature's intent that water districts be 
responsible for increasing directors' compensation, rather than relying on the legislature to do 
so. (§ 20201 .) These provisions limit increases over $100 to an amount equal to a 5 percent 
increase for each calendar year following the operative date of the last compensation increase. 
(§ 20202.) In addition, this provision limits directors to ten compensable days of service per 
month. 

I have found no record of the District having ever increased directors' compensation. It did 
adopt a formal policy on compensation and benefits in 2006, in compliance with the 
requirements of AB 1234 but didn't modify the amount of compensation. Since the operative 
statute, Water Code Section 20200 et seq. , was adopted in 1984, it appears that the 
compensation could be adjusted by 5% for each year from January 1985 through 2026 (41 
years). This could result in a maximum daily rate of $305.00. (Based on an opinion of the 
California Attorney General, the 5% figure does not compound, so the increase can only be 5% 
simple interest per year.) 

You should note, however, that once an increase in compensation is adopted, that amount 
becomes the mark against which future increases are calculated. For example, if the District 
were to increase compensation to $125 this year, in five years the District could increase it to no 
more than $150 (5% for each of the five years since the last increase). In effect, in light of the

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long period during which the District has not increased compensation, any action to .increase 
compensation would have the effect of "capping" the ability to make increases to make up for 
those prior years. 

Procedural Requirements 

Increases in compensation allowed under Water Code §§ 20201 et seq. must be adopted by 
means of an ordinance following a public hearing. (§ 20203.) Notice of the public hearing must 
be published once a week for two successive weeks, in a newspaper of general circulation. 
(Water Code § 20203; see Government Code § 6066.) An ordinance increasing compensation 
pursuant to these provisions becomes effective 60 days after its passage; during the 60-day 
period, the voters have the right to petition for a referendum to bring the issue to a public vote. 
(Water Code § 20204.) A separate ordinance must be adopted each time the District wishes to 
increase compensation; there is no provision that would allow an ordinance to specify automatic 
increases in the future. 

Recommendations 

Although the law would permit the District to adopt a significant increase in compensation, I 
would recommend that the District consider the fact that most water districts in the area 
compensate their directors between $100 and $200 per meeting.

When communities are impacted by wildfires, earthquakes, floods, or other emergencies, timely 
access to damaged infrastructure is essential for restoring safe and reliable services. Under 
current law, access to restricted or evacuated areas is determined at the discretion of peace 
officers, and utility workers often experience delays due to inconsistent or difficult-to-verify 
credentials, slowing response and recovery efforts. 

SB 1001 creates a voluntary, statewide credentialing framework administered by CalOES, upon 
request by a utility employer. Under the bill, an employer must demonstrate why a worker may 
need emergency-area access and verify that the worker has completed appropriate training. 
The identification card would be based on federal identity standards consistent with the National 
Incident Management System (NIMS), while preserving full law enforcement authority over 
access decisions. This coordinated approach will help: 

• Improve emergency response efficiency by streamlining credential verification 

• Enhance public safety by ensuring only trained and authorized personnel are credentialed 

• Support faster restoration of critical services such as water, power, and gas 

• Strengthen coordination between utilities and emergency personnel 

• Ensure appropriate safety training and credential verification 

Public water agencies and utilities play a vital role in protecting public health, safety, and 
welfare. Providing these essential workers with reliable credentials will help ensure that

communities receive timely support during disasters. Establishing a consistent and recognizable 
credentialing system will better equip essential utility workers to perform their duties when time 
is of the essence. 

SB 1001 also authorizes CalOES to recover reasonable program costs through fees, ensuring 
responsible implementation without unnecessary impacts on taxpayers. For these reasons, we 
believe SB 1001 represents a practical, forward-looking approach to improving disaster 
response and community resilience. We respectfully urge your "aye" vote in support of this 
important legislation.

Between January 31, 2026 and February 27, 2026, Euro Style Management (ESM) performed 
additional structural repairs, completed strengthening of the center column, made significant 
progress on the sidewall vent patching, installing the additional roof vents, and began overflow 
installation and sandblasting the interior roof. ESM originally schedu led the foundation concrete 
pour for mid-February however due to extensive rain, this work was postponed. 

Work anticipated in March 2026 includes pouring the foundation concrete (contingent on 
weather) in addition to continuing to work on finishing the roof vents, sea ling the shell vents, and 
overflow installation. ESM will also continue sandblasting the tank interior and begin work on 
the anchor chairs, shell manway, flush cleanout, and sealing the tank drain. 

Pending Change Orders 

Overflow Modification 
As part of the retrofit, the existing tank drain will be abandoned to eliminate underground tank 
connections. Although not part of the origina l design, we coordinated with District operations 
to reinstall the tank drain to the exterior overflow. We feel this proposed change allows direct 
drainage into the existing storm drain infrastructure and reduces future maintenance costs. 
We are awaiting ESM's proposed cost for this work after which we will discuss with the general 
manager and operations. We anticipate a cost between $7,000 to $10,000, approximately 0.4% 
of the overall project cost. 

Existing Foundation Concrete Chipping 
ESM and the inspector observed the existing foundation was poured directly against the soil 
instead of against a smooth plywood form. As a result, the concrete beginning approximately 
1' below the tank floor extended as much as 6" away from the assumed foundation face in 
many areas resulting in a non-vertical wall. This prevented rebar installation from meeting 
design clearance requirements in these locations. ESM spent additional time chipping away 
the concrete to create a vertical wall to permit rebar cage insta llation. We are currently 
working with ESM in regard to the additional cost.

Anchor Chair Material Cost Adjustment 
In early December 2025, ESM requested a cost adjustment due to increased tariffs on the 
anchor chair materia ls, specifically the OnGuard System, which is based/manufactured in New 
Zealand. We are currently coordinating with ESM on backup documentation justifying the 
increase anticipated to be approximately $20,000. 

Tank Structural Repairs 
As part of the tank inspection process prior to finalizing all welding work within the tank, ESM 
and our structural engineer identified severa l areas along the rafters in need of structural 
repair. The labor for this work is paid for under Bid Item 15 and assumes a 3 person, fully 
equipped welding crew. The material is paid for by change order as during design it is not 
possible to determine the repair extents without erecting scaffolding and extensive work to 
expose bare steel. Generally, labor is the most expensive component of repair work and having 
this as a bid item allows budgeting a portion of this work should it be required. 

Project Schedule and Request for Progress Payment No. 5 

As of February 27, 2026, ESM completed 59% percent of the contractual work ($1,417,000} and 
has 40 working days remaining out of 180 working days. 

Enclosed please find Progress Payment No. 5 due ESM for $151,050.00 (value of work minus 5 
percent retention). The work performed to date has been satisfactory and payment is 
recommended.
