12. Please take children on frequent bathrooms breaks.

13. Please don’t ever swim when you have diarrhea.

14. Please wash hands with soap and water after bathrooms breaks/diaper changes.

15. No climbing or hanging on splash pad equipment.

16. No flipping is allowed.

17. No diving is permitted

18. Patrons must be 42” tall to be on the large obstacle course.

19. Non-swimmers are not permitted in the water.

20. Patrons must remain in boats at all times.
