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Getting started: From the intersection,
this walk follows the sealed road gently
uphill, while initially keeping the timber
fenced boardwalk to the Wildlife Exhibits
on your right. This walk continues through
forest for about 140m until coming to a
three-way intersection, with a 'Lookout
Road Carpark 400m' sign (on the right).
Continue straight: From the intersection,
this walk follows the 'Rainforest Walk' sign
and sealed road gently downhill. This walk
continues undulating for about 260m until
coming to a three-way intersection, with a
sealed road (on the right) and a 'Rainforest
Walk to Lookout Rd Carpark' sign (on the
left).
