The Baker's Cottage Heritage Track is a quick and interesting walk.
The track itself is mainly drivable road, and turns to bush track before
going up the hill to the cottage. At over 145 years old, Baker's
Cottage is the oldest unmodified structure, still standing, in the Ku-
ring-gai area. All entrances to the cottage are blocked, so you can't
see inside. It is worth looking around the ground to see some other
historic remains. Let us begin by acknowledging the Darug people,
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay
our respects to their Elders past and present.
