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Getting started: The track starts just shy
of 6.2 km along West Head Road from Coal
and Candle Drive, at post number 8. The
Bairne management trail meanders
westwards along the top of the ridge. The
trail is very well defined and pretty flat, it
heads through woodlands and open
terrain. It then intersects with an unnamed
track that heads south (to Towlers Bay
lookout). The Bairne trail continues north-
east, to an intersection, marked by 'Soldier
Point' and 'Portugese track' signs to the
left.

Continue another 15 m to find the
end. Then turn around here and retrace
the main route for 3.9 km to get back to
the start.

After another 75 m pass the sign.
