This large circuit walk, from Popes Glen to Pulpit Rock, Govetts leap
and along the Braeside Track, passes some of the most magnificent
scenery in this part of the Blue Mountains National Park. From little,
hidden places, like Boyds Beach, to the stunning Bridle Veil Falls and
Govetts Leap Lookout, this track covers many of the areas highlights.
Let us begin by acknowledging the Dharug & Gundungurra people,
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay
our respects to their Elders past and present.

Turn on to Gardiner Crescent then drive for 180 m
Turn left onto Wills Street and drive for another 530 m
Turn sharp left onto Wills Street and drive for another 300 m

Govetts Leap Lookout is named after the firstGovetts Leap Lookout is named after the first
European man to have enjoyed this view,European man to have enjoyed this view,
William Govett, as an assistant surveyor in JuneWilliam Govett, as an assistant surveyor in June
1831. Govetts Leap Lookout offers wonderful1831. Govetts Leap Lookout offers wonderful
views over the Grose Valley and the spectacularviews over the Grose Valley and the spectacular
Bridal Falls. The word `leap` is an old ScottishBridal Falls. The word `leap` is an old Scottish
word meaning waterfall. The lookout is easilyword meaning waterfall. The lookout is easily
accessed from the car park, there are alsoaccessed from the car park, there are also
toilets and picnic shelters nearby.toilets and picnic shelters nearby.
