Sahal Zaman

The Best New Actor
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Exclusive Interview - Sahal Zaman 
When you were 11 years old, you may want to become a doctor, teacher, or whatever you were so
desired, but you would not know whether your dream could come true or not, just like Sahal Zaman,
who is now known as one of the famous child actors after winning the best new performer at the Hong
Kong Film Awards, did not imagine himself getting into the film industry at a young age. 

When Sahal was 4 years old, he immigrated from Pakistan to Hong Kong with his family. He was new
to the city, so he felt the formalities were a bit difficult to follow. He has been studying at Chinese
Missionary Society Hui Tai Tung School (中華傳道會許大同學校) since 2018. He also joined the tutorial
class at LINK Centre, which provides support services to ethnic minorities in Hong Kong, when he was in
primary 1. He made a lot of friends and had a lot of fun, and even joined some activities organised by
the Centre. LINK Centre also provides outings, and Sahal would participate without hesitation, which
allow him to explore Hong Kong and add some adventure elements to his life. He has developed a love
of sports, mainly football, as well as his studies! Sahal is a devoted Muslim and goes to pray almost
every day, so he may not be as free as you think.

One day, while Sahal spent his after-school hours doing homework and having fun at the Centre, he
noticed that the crew members of “The Sunny Side of the Street” sought a young actor who could
speak both Urdu and Cantonese fluently. Sahal attended the audition and was selected to play the role
of Hassan, a Pakistani refugee boy in the movie. This was where Sahal began his acting journey. 
 Eventually, Sahal’s performance in the movie grabbed the audience’s attention, leading him to be the
first South Asian actor to be nominated for the best new performer at the Taiwan’s Golden Horse
Awards, and won the best new performer award at the 41st Hong Kong Film Awards. In addition, he
won the best new actor award at the 2022 Hong Kong Film Directors Guild Awards. 

Sahal said,“I was very happy but very nervous as well. There is a different kind of pressure when
speaking on stage as I have to be very cautious and not to say anything wrong or inappropriate.” He
was shocked to find out that he was the first Pakistani, let alone South Asian, to win an acting award in
Hong Kong. Sahal never thought that he would ever act in a movie. The only reason he joined the
acting was to play and have some fun. If possible, he wants to act more! Sahal also wanted to share
the experience of working in the film industry to those who would like to try out acting. “There is a lot
of interaction and communication with the other actors and crew members. Memorisation of script is
also very important. You may also have to retake different scenes from different angles which could
make you tired. Some difficulties you may come across are the number of lines to memorise, the
amount of movements, and the lights which make you sweat a lot. However, if you keep fighting and
work hard with perseverance, you will be generously rewarded!”

As of today, Sahal believes that acting is truly enjoyable, but he does not want to pursue a career in
acting at this moment. For now, he just wants to enjoy being a kid and have fun with his friends and
family. He plans to embark on his own life journey and possibly enjoy his leisure time at the place
where it all started, LINK Centre. “The Centre provided me with opportunities to develop my skills and
learn a lot of new things, and I would like to continue to learn and grow up at the Centre,” Sahal said.
