Anne. 

Dad was a very kind, quiet, and caring person. He would never tell you, but you 

always knew how much he loved you. He sacrificed whatever was necessary to 

take care of his family. Dad was also a dog lover and deeply cherished his dogs. 

His greatest accomplishments were his wife, Faye, of 72 years, his children, 

grandchildren, and great-grandchildren. He lived for the moments when his kids 

and grandkids would come and visit. It was important to him to always make 

sure he had something for each of them during their time with him. He never 

said much, but you could see it in his beautiful eyes how happy it made him 

when they came.
