• No pre-registration. Register the day of the show. 
 
• Entry Fees: $25 per lamb, swine, and goat 
 
• All meat goats, sheep and market swine must be 

accompanied by current health certificate. 
Purebred animals must be accompanied with a 
registration paper. 

 
• Participants may use bedding. Wood chips only. 

Bedding must be cleaned up or premium will be 
forfeited. 

 
• Portable generators are encouraged. 
 
• Fitting is optional. 4-H fitting rules apply. No 

unethical practices allowed. See 2018 SD State 4-
H Handbook for complete animal rules. 

 
• Parents, members, and volunteers must conduct 

themselves in a courteous, respectful manner, use 
appropriate language, exhibit good sportsmanship 
and act as positive role models. Youth 
participating in the prospect show will be required 
to respect others’ property and privacy rights, 
apply rules of safety to individuals, groups and 
property as well as accept personal responsibility 
for their behavior.
