When can we visit?

. Children under 4 - Free  
. Children 4-15 (inclusive) - £5.00  
. Students 16+ - £8.00  
. Adults over ratio numbers - £5.00  
. KS1 - 1 adult per 6 children - Free  
. KS2 - 1 adult per 10 children - Free  
. All adults accompanying SEN groups or individuals enter free  
 
Additional Costs  
 
. 45-60 minute workshops (up to 30 children) - £30.00  
. Clay workshop (per head) - £1.50 upwards workshop sheet available  
. mini workshops (up to 30 children) - £20.00 - £30.00  
. Loan boxes - £20.00 per fortnight plus £20.00 deposit (refunded on return of loan box)
