The GSLC Wietelmann Scholarship Award is available to any student who is a member of the SE Michigan Synod of the
ELCA, who has been accepted to or are currently enrolled in an undergraduate program at an accredited 2-year or
4-year college or university or Trade/Career college. The $500 scholarship is for books or other educational expenses.
Recipients will be chosen by July 15" and the award will be disbursed directly to the student after proof of enrollment.
The award will be paid in two installments of $250, one for the fall semester and one for the winter semester.
Applicants may reapply each year provided they complete all requirements each year. Scholarships are provided by
members, individuals and outside donations.

Scholarship applications are accepted from February 1-June 1 each year. Awards are determined by July 15. An award
presentation/fund raiser dinner will take place in early August.

Scholarship Requirements:

1. The applicant must be an active, full member of a congregation of the SE Michigan Synod of the ELCA or
affiliated youth ministry, for at least one year. Membership is to be verified by the applicants’ pastor or church
leader in the letter of recommendation.

2. The applicant must be accepted to or currently enrolled in an undergraduate program at an accredited 2-year or
4-year college or university or Trade/Career college.

3. The applicant is required to maintain a full-time status per the college or university guidelines for the program

for which they are enrolled.

Application must be received by midnight of the application deadline.

The applicant must have a cumulative minimum GPA of 2.5 or higher on a 4.0 scale.

Most recent academic transcript must be submitted with the application.

High school students may apply if they will be college, university or Trade/Career school students in the fall.
A personal interview may be required.

Two recommendation forms must be submitted prior to the deadline.

10. A college transcript (for seniors, a high school transcript) must accompany the application.

2. The scholarship is only for the term stated in the award.

3. Recommendation forms: you should print the forms and complete the top section prior to giving it to the
person making the recommendation. You should give that person a self-addressed, stamped business envelope
and ask him/her to complete the form, seal it in the envelope, and return it directly to Good Shepherd Lutheran
Church.
