Membership Terms and Conditions

- To be an adult member of Nuneaton Volleyball Club you must be over 18 years old
as of 1st Sept of that season.

- As a “playing member” you will need to pay your £40 registration fee to be eligible
for matches.

- As a “full member” you understand that the membership commitment is for one
whole season. The reason we can offer so much volleyball during the season for
relatively little cost, is that the cost is spread out over the whole season, September
to August.

- If you are to stop paying your standing order for any reason during the season and
wish to continue to train and play matches you of course can, but will have to pay
as a casual member for the rest of the season, including paying your registration fee
