
NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP
SOLO AWARDS ELITE, TEAM & OFFICER 

AWARDSDIVISION RATINGS 
All solos will receive a medal or red or white ribbon. All 
solos receiving a Division I rating will receive a Division 
I medal. 

PLATINUM SOLOIST WINNER 
Any soloist that scores an average of 95 or above will 
be awarded a Platinum Soloist Award.  All Platinum 
soloist will be received a Platinum Award Medal.

MISS DANCELINE USA NATIONAL CHAMPION 
Only high school varsity solo participants are eligible 
for the Miss Danceline USA Scholarship award. The 
first place winner of the solo competition will be 
awarded a $300 college scholarship! 

BEST IN CATEGORY CHAMPION 
Awards presented to teams and officer groups receiving 
the highest scores in each category. If less than 3 
competitors the top score must be higher than a 95 for 
title to be earned.  Team size will not be a factor. 
 Entrance into that specific category is the only eligibility
requirement. 

NATIONAL CHAMPION 
Awarded to teams and officer groups entered in at least 
three separate categories who have received the highest 
average scores for the day in each team size division.  If 
less than 3 competitors the top score must be higher than a 
95 for title to be earned.   

NATIONAL GOLD CHAMPIONS 
Awarded to the teams and officer groups scoring the top 
three averages of the day. Eligibility will require entry of at
least three different team or officer routines in three 
separate categories. If more than three routines are 
entered the average will be based on the three highest 
scores. The National Gold Champions are the overall 
winners of the entire championship.  Team size will not be
a factor.

PLATINUM SWEEPSTAKES 
Awarded to elite, teams and officer groups entered in at 
least three separate categories who have received an 
average of 95 or higher on 3 separate routines. 

SOLO NATIONAL CHAMPIONS 
The top scoring soloists in each age division will 
receive trophies providing there are at least three 
contestants in each division.  If less than 3 
competitors, the top scoring soloist must have an 
average of 95 or higher to earn the title.
