We will be working with other animal shelters on projects for the betterment of 

animals, such as spaying programs, feeding programs, providing basic medical 

services to communities that cannot afford or get their animals to a vet, assisting 

people financially when they need emergency treatment for their animals but simply 

cannot afford the expense through loans that they can pay off, fostering or finding 

foster homes for animals, educational programs, the list is endless. 

 

We want to obtain a mobile clinic and take medical services into the townships and 

rural areas. 

 

We will work with organizations such as the SPCA or government institutions to 

fight animal abuse, such as dog fighting and rhino horn poaching, etc. 

 

We will work towards putting together a bill of animal rights and petition the 

government to make it law.
