The Regular Class challenge
involves a short take-off and landing
bush plane that carries outsized
cargo. Constraints include a 10-ft
wingspan, 1000 W of power, and no
composite construction.
 

The Advanced Class challenge is to 
lift and release various payloads onto
a target from an altitude of 50–100 ft,
including autonomous gliders that
land themselves!
