+ Be enrolled in a day school learning Chinese as Second Language where they are not exposed to or interact in the
language outside the language classroom.

+ Have learnt all they know about Chinese and its culture through classroom teaching in an Australian school or similar
environment.

+ Have had no more than 10 weeks’ experience of Chinese exchange or overseas study.

Category 2: Year 6 1-1.5 minutes * Only 2 candidates per school permitted for each category.

Category 3:  Year7 1.5 -2 minutes * Only 2 candidates per school permitted for each category.

- Originality: Language level must be appropriate to years of study (grammar and vocabulary)
- Treatment of subject
- Structure of topic development
* Please note that marks will not be awarded for non-speech item (e.g. singing of a song or poem recital)
+ Pronunciation (10 marks) - Accuracy of Sound - Tones

+« Fluency (15 marks) - Phrasing - Intonation - Pausing - Emphasis

Prompt Card: only one A6 size, can be double-sided (2 marks to be deducted for any other size prompt card and 2
marks to be deducted for direct reading from prompt card)
Timing (1 — 2 marks to be deducted for going over time)
