Ministry:  
The week long missions trip to Camp Daniel serves the disability 
community in Northeastern Wisconsin by building relationships through 
a Northwoods camping experience. Groups should be a 4:1 student to 
leader ratio and will have the option to serve in one of two 
ways; Counselor (or Counselor-in-training for ages 14-17) or Pit-
Crew (ages 10+). Counselors are paired 1:1 with a camper to be their 
friend, participate in rec events, and assist with any personal care. Pit-
Crew work behind the scenes cleaning up after meals, cleaning 
bathrooms, setting up of activities, running activities, etc. 
 

Important dates (Final price set: February 9, 2018) 
Oct. 27 – Early bird registration – application and forms (consent, 
Pastoral reference, background check) & $50 non-refundable deposit is 
due = $20 price reduction of the trip 
Dec.  1 – $200 Registration is due  
Jan. 26 – First payment of $150 is due 
  All forms must be in, after this date = $25 late fee 
Feb. 18–19 – Mandatory AIM Training/Destination Campus conference 
Mar. 16 – Second payment of $125 is due  
May 4 – Final payment of $120 is due   
May 18 – All money must be in - $50 late fee applied to account

Passports: 
A passport is not required to participate on this AIM trip. 
 
Vaccinations: 
We recommend being up-to-date on all shots that are required for 
public school attendance.  
 
Trip cost includes: Destination Campus conference, housing, meals, 
travel insurance, AIM bag, AIM t-shirt, AIM water bottle, day off 
activities. 
 
Training: 
Each AIM participant is expected to be involved in training for their trip.  
The statewide AIM training day coincides with the Destination Campus 
conference on February 18 - 19, 2018.  Registration for this event is 
included in the cost of the trip. You will meet all the other AIM 
participants including the ones on your team.  You will be given 
instruction from experienced travelers and missionaries on how to 
prepare for an AIM trip and what to expect on your trip. Each Aimer will 
be required to complete the “watermark” discipleship program that will 
be explained at the training day.  
 
Fundraising: 
Each AIM participant should consult with his / her pastor about 
fundraising opportunities.  Sending support letters to friends and family 
is a great way to ask for prayer and financial support.  Two sample 
fundraising letters are included in this packet.  Money donated by friends 
and family members should be sent directly to the participant’s home 
church.  Their donations are tax-deductible.  There are some additional 
fundraising tips on our website: www.minnesotaaim.com.  Donations 
must not be written out to Aim participants, they must be written out to 
the local church or AIM to be considered tax-deductible.
