TIPS FOR CITY COUNSELORS

Bed check is for the Delegate’s security and protection.  Senior Counselors should do bed checks and lights out at 10:30 p.m. each night.

First night of Girls State
· Welcome your delegates to their City.  Instill in them to be the BEST City at Girls State.  Create a spirit of pride and of cooperation.
· Each person takes a turn of sharing something significant of their life and at least one goal.
· Discuss secret sister and general rules for your city.
· Go over the election positions; make sure everyone has something they want to run for.

City official elections
· JC Calls the meeting to order.
· Election of officials will entail a 1-2 minute impromptu speech by each interested delegate.  This allows the delegates a chance to get to know each other and practice impromptu speeches.  Voting will be heads down, eyes closed and raised hands.  All delegates will vote.
· First order of business is to elect a Mayor.  Once the Mayor is elected they take the meeting over and continue with elections.
· Next office to fill will be City Clerk.  The Clerk should keep record of the proceedings and make a list of names of all elected and deliver to the Director.  The Clerk is also responsible for roll call at all City gatherings.
· Based on previous years, some delegates will have multiple offices.  Make sure based on duties they aren’t overloaded.

Patriotic Presentation
· The requirements need to be covered so the City can begin working Sunday morning during City meetings and off time from pictures.

General Notes
· Review the schedule for the next day at your evening City meetings.  Make sure everyone understands where they need to be.  Inform them of any changes the Mayor may have missed.

Please note…This week is about the delegates.  The goal is to elect City Mayors and other city positions and then have the delegates run the city.  The Junior and Senior Counselors are here to provide gentle guidance and course adjustments as required.  We are not here to take charge and run the session.  Our role is to mentor and help these young women achieve their potential and grow into leaders throughout the week.
