The Advent Wreath is a focal point of our Advent Worship. Its evergreens and circular shape remind us of the un-
ending love of God who we know in Jesus Christ. The four outer candles represent the four Sundays we spend in Ad-
vent, in anticipation of and preparation for Christmas. The white center candle is the Christ candle which is not lit 
until Christmas Eve. The candles remind us that Christ is the light of the world and that his light shines even in the 
darkness. 
 

The wreaths on the front doors are given to the glory of God and in loving memory of Clarence and Opal Greene 
by David and Rachel Greene and their family.  The large poinsettias at the front of the church are given in honor and 
in memory of our loved ones by Terry and Teresa Lentz.
