The four candles represent the four weeks we spend in anticipation of and preparation for Christ-
mas. The white center candle is the Christ candle which is not lit until Christmas Eve. The candles remind
us that Christ is the light of the world and that his light shines in the darkness. The Chrismon tree gets its
name form a combination of Christ and monogram. The tree is to focus our attention on Jesus. The deco-
rations on the tree are only white and gold which are the liturgical colors for Jesus. Each of the ornaments
is a symbol or monogram for Jesus.
