Five of the Owls wound up in
double figures. Woods and Gril-
fin had 14 apicce, rescrves Bruce
Maddox 13, Poole 11 and Burke
10. Griffin, held scoreless in the
opening half, turned playmaker,
getting five of his eight assists
during the stretch.

Burke, shut out from the, field
in the second hall, wound up with
18 solo rebounds to cap one of
his fincst all-around performances
for the Owls who also clinched
lat least a tie for the Capital Dis-
trict Conference title with their
cighth win as agamst a lone set-
back.

Poole chipped in with 15 re-
bounds and Griffin added 13 to
accord the victors a decisive edge
off the boards. Arnic Manderville
was Weaver's top rebounder with|
10 and his 10 points were six|
under Captain John Lee’s total
of 16. Mel Newton tallied 15
markers in a losing cause, !

The loss. the fifth in 16 overall|’
games and third in four starts
since bowing to Hartford 66-53
carlier, -dropped the Beavers in-
to third place behind Norwich in
the CDC race. Norwich stands at
8-3 and Weaver 74.

After hitting on 18 of 34 shols
(53 per cent) in the first half the
Owls cooled off to an overall 29
for 79 (37 per cenl). Weaver was
22 for 614 (34 per cent).

Former Weaver star Doc Hur-
ley was pressed into service in
the second game when one of
the appointed officials failed to
appear. It was a double pay night
for the popular Doc who also of-
ficiated the JV prehmmary won
by Weaver, 5041.
