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Hartford Snares Title
In State Open Track

STORRS - Class L cham-
pion Hartford Public offset
three tough breaks with
three first-place finishes and
two seconds en route to cap-
turing the second annual
State Open Track Meet for
all classes Saturday at the
University of Connecticut.

Hartford suffered a dis-
qualification in the 4 X 200-
vard relay, a fall on the
backstretch of the mile run
when Jody Weatherwax col-
lided with Bill Krohn of Nor-
wich, and a scratch of high
jumper Hiram Donar due to
an injury.

Three meet records were
broken and two others were
equalled in the meet. Mike
Curry of Bulkeley of Hart-
ford shattered the 300-yard
run mark, finishing with a
time of 31.9, and New Brit-
ain’s Rich Edwards added 10
inches to the long jump re.
cord with a distance of 23
feet, six inches. Peter Ry-
hacki set a new mark of
2:15.5 in the 1,000-yard run
for Fitch.

Equalling previous state
records were Hartford's
Steve Adams, who clocked
6.4 in the 60-yard dash, and
Farmington's Dave Arnold,
who high-jumped 6 feet, four
inches.
