Deegan proved by
his brilliant end sweeps that he 1s

Deegan carried the Hartford attack
throughout but was ably assisted Dby

Battistinl, grentest threat of the
Weaver forces, cul his way through for
short advances scvcral times but never
onca did the Fred Stone combinatton
really point for the goal line. In the
last period Keller, who had replaced
Phelps, attempted scvergl forward
passes and on ono of them Oreen-
bauni was near a touchdown when he
leaped into tho alr to grasp the hall
but dropped 1t. He waa on the five
yard ltne and might have fallen ncross
1or a acore had he heid the ball. But
1t would have been a wonderful catch.
Decgan put an end to the desperate
forward pnrssing onslaught by Inter-
cepting at his thirty-ysrd lne.

Weaver Outclassed.

Weaver fought all the way but the
teain was outclassed in the matter of
ground-gaining. Only three thnes in
the game did the Creen carry its nt-
iack into Hartford territory. In tho
first period Battistiul fumbled on Hart-
ford's 49-yard mark, In ths second
and third periods Weaver falled to i
vade enemy soll. In the final quar-
ter a 25-yard sprint by Harger after
recelving & punt and a 20-yard pass
from Phelps to Oritice placed the hall

A 20-yard run by Deegon and an ad-
tance of 18 yards by Dobkin featurcd
Hartford's first acoring drive which
started at the cnd of the first quar-
ter from its own 25.yard mark where
Tderran hod been nnlled by Hudson on
s punt.

Hilla added seven and
two plunges by Gallivan made it first
down within five yards of the posts.

40 yards on & wide sweep, but he was
called back for offelde play, Hartford
punted to Weaver's 30-yard mark and
on the second play Battistini agnain
fumbled.

Hartford produced A 40-yard drive
In the third quarter which was stopned
five yards from the Weaver goal lino
when Harger dropped Deegan for &
Joas, But fn the fourth period the
»ewell back{ield drove 60 yarda for the
1third touchdown. Root. substituting
for 1ilia, Taced 15 yards, Deegnn added
s1x. Root ten In two tries and Galllvan
and Deegan kept plunging. Gullivan
finally taking it over from fou. yards
out. Barber agaln kicked the goal.
