Clubmark

Blackley became the first club in the Halifax Cricket League to gain "Club Mark'’ status. ‘Club Mark’ has
been developed by ECB and Sport England to set down criteria a club must work through in order for
them to gain accreditation. Successful accreditation identifies a club as one that takes the welfare of its
junior members seriously and wants to provide a junior section that is well organised and committed to
being a safe, effective and child friendly club. This accreditation has to be renewed every three years.
Blackley Cricket Club's accreditation was renewed in 2014.
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Child Welfare

The safety and enjoyment of children and young people is of vital importance to the Club. The Club has
a ‘Child Protection Policy’, which all our coaches and volunteers who are involved with young members
adhere to. The Club’s designated ‘Child Welfare Officer’, Julie Morland, is trained to deal with
safeguarding and child protection issues.
