Mass Appeal: (Probably) The Last Part - The Sound of Silence

Well we've taken a look at pretty much the whole Mass at this point. There’s just one final point I'd like to
touch on. Sometimes there are pauses in the mass, brief moments of silence: in between prayers or read-
ings, after the homily, after communion, etc. Most of the time, we spend those brief moments just waiting
for them to be over, waiting for the next part of the mass to start. “Can we please get on with it already?”,
that type of thing. Now listen very carefully to what | am about to say: Do NOT be afraid of the silence! Si-
lence, even in brief moments, can be the space that God uses to speak to us. Many people wonder how
we can hear the voice of God. We will never know how if we don’t take the time to listen to Him. The mo-
ments in between readings and especially after the homily are opportunities for us to reflect on the Word
of God that we have just heard and interiorize it, make it our own. But we miss this opportunity entirely if
all we are doing is waiting awkwardly for the silence to be over. Similarly, after we receive Holy Commun-
ion and the music stops, what is going on inside us? Are we using the time to prayerfully reflect on the fact
that we have just received the God of the universe and the Lover of our souls? Or are we anxiously wait-
ing for mass to be over so that we can get on with our day? It is these moments in which we can truly
make the most of the Mass and enter into everything that is going on around us.

Finally, there is an age-old practice called the act of thanksgiving, which simply means taking a few
minutes as soon as mass is over to continue praying and thanking God for the great gift that is Himself in
the Eucharist, as well as for any other blessings in our life that we may want to include. Rather than rush-
ing out as soon as the last hymn is over (or before, as the case may be), making an act of thanksgiving
allows us to leave mass and go forth into the world with the right spirit: grateful to God for what we have
just received and therefore better disposed to bring that God out with us and into the rest of our life. Well
that’s pretty much all | have to say about the parts of Mass, but I'm sure I'll come up with something else
to write about, sooner or later.
