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A Catholic’s Guide to Halloween

So what is Halloween? I mean, when you think of all the other holidays in the year, you have at least
some idea as to what exactly is being celebrated, but what about Halloween? What are we celebrating?
Scariness? Candy? Costumes? All of the above? None of the above?

Well, believe it or not, Halloween is, not unlike Christmas and Easter at the end of the day, a Catholic cel-
ebration which has gotten seriously hijacked by the culture around us (big surprise...). The name, after all,
is short for “All Hallow’s Eve”, the word “Hallow” here meaning a holy person, or a saint. All Saints Day
is November 1st (you’re coming to Mass, right?), and there is a long-standing tradition in our Catholic
Faith of beginning our celebrations, like the Jewish people before us, on the evening before the actual day.
Therefore, the eve before All Saints Day become known as “All Hallows Eve”.

Now, needless to say, we’ve come a long way (or have we?) from observing All Hallows Eve as a cele-
bration of the saints in heaven who have gone before us and of our communion with them. However, even
the practice of dressing in scary costumes stems from a Catholic tradition of mocking the devil by dress-
ing up in a caricature-like costume of a traditionally evil entity. And this is exactly the spirit (no pun in-
tended) in which Catholics should embrace Halloween, not as a celebration of evil, but as a celebration of
the triumph of good over evil. We need to acknowledge, all too painfully, that the devil and evil are real
and active in the world around us. But we also need to acknowledge that the devil is powerless against the
triumph of our God and His Saints. Satan likes to be ignored, which is why we shouldn’t ignore him. He
also does not like to be mocked; which is why it’s okay to mock him.

So despite things like very offensive/suggestive costumes and whatever the heck goes on in places like
Salem, Halloween is a perfect example of a way in which we should not surrender our tradition to the cul-
ture but rather unite the two. We do not, as Catholics, have to run from the celebration of Halloween.
What we should do is, like Christmas and Easter, reclaim it as our own. Not to separate the costumes and
candy in the evening from the going to Mass in the morning, but to unite them in one glorious celebration
of our God, of His Saints, and of the victory of good over evil.

Oh yeah, and don’t forget to go to Mass.
