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6.1.2. EXISTING PARK FACILITY RECOMMENDATIONS  
In general, the surveys and the workshop meetings showed stronger support for improving 
existing parks rather than acquiring or developing new parks. Highest priority improvements at 
existing parks include walking/biking trails, children’s play areas, exercise/fitness stations, and 
group picnic areas. For sports facilities, multi-use fields/courts and multi-use indoor gymnasium 
space rank more highly than single use fields/courts. Appropriate potential locations for each of 
these facilities are identified below in the context of the existing parks. Other improvements are 
also suggested based on the field review of each park and input from park management and 
maintenance staff to improve functionality and safety.

The cost to complete implementation of the master plan was 
estimated to be $7,584,610 in 2005. A current (2016) revised cost is $$8,756,777. The 
City’s FY 2015-16 Draft Five Year Capital Improvement Program shows implementation 
of the master plan beginning in 2019 and extending into the future. The funding for 2019 
is shown as $5,356,416 which represents the share of the cost to be paid by future 
development based on the 2005 cost.  If future development impact fees are not realized, 
only some of the master plan improvements will be funded in proportion to fees collected.

6.1.3. SPECIAL USE RECREATION FACILITIES 
The special use facilities in most demand are water spray/play features, dog parks, swimming 
pools, and a multi-field sports complex. In addition, youth survey respondents expressed a strong 
interest in climbing walls. 

WATER SPRAY/PLAY FEATURES 
Water spray/play features are a relatively inexpensive way to provide an alternative to swimming 
pools for hot weather recreation. They are primarily aimed at serving children and toddlers with 
parental supervision. When designing a spray/play feature, it is important to include a variety of 
play elements targeted at different age groups and to group features accordingly. Spray/play 
features should be located in a setting with other complementary park improvements such as 
picnic areas, rest rooms, parking, and shade structures.  Other considerations are access to 
potable water, potential for capturing runoff for irrigation, recirculation of treated runoff, and 
ability to remove above ground components in the off-season. At least one spray/play feature 
should be developed in a central location. Others could be added as ACRA and member 
agencies become more familiar with the operational and maintenance procedures.   

DOG PARKS 
Demand for dog parks is driven both by people wanting safe off-leash places to exercise and 
socialize their dogs, and by the fact that sports fields and other inappropriate locations are 
currently being used for this purpose. Dog parks can be designed in a variety of sizes with a 
range of associated improvements. All dog parks should at a minimum include drinking 
fountains for people and dogs; dog waste disposal stations; secure fencing with entry/exit areas; 
benches; and some shade. Surfaces can include turf or decomposed granite but need to have 
properly designed drainage and periodic maintenance. It is recommended that the Trade Center 
Drive Dog Park concept proposed by A-PAL Humane Society be pursued to evaluate if ownership, 
funding, and ongoing maintenance strategies can be successfully implemented.  Small dog parks 
would also be appropriate for development at several existing parks where space is available.  

SPORTS FIELDS 
While the survey results show only a moderate priority for additional single use sports fields, the 
community workshops and focused stakeholder interviews indicate that there is still a need for 
additional field capacity. One strategy for increasing the availability of sports fields is to improve 
the condition and quality of existing fields for safety, accessibility, and to extend the playing 
season. Upgrades including sports field lighting and ADA access improvements should be 
implemented first where existing use and latent demand are greatest. Another strategy is to make 
more use of school fields outside of the times when schools teams need the fields. This will 
require close coordination with ACUSD to identify where excess field capacity may be available, 
and to establish realistic joint use and fee arrangements. Some additional sports fields should be 
included in the development of Oro De Amador Park in Jackson, and as new park development 
takes place in communities where growth is anticipated. 

In addition to more baseball and soccer fields, there is also a need for both girls’ and men’s 
softball fields.  Softball fields vary from baseball fields in design of the pitching area, and 
dimensions from home plate to the pitcher, between bases, and the outfield. Softball draws 
participants from a regional area to participate in leagues and tournaments. About 250 players 
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participate in the Amador County Girls Softball Association (ACGSA), and the only fields 
available for their games are at those at the privately owned Fuller Marich Sports Complex at the 
St. Sava Mission. Men’s softball games are held only at Pioneer Park.  

While a multi-field sports complex would be welcome by soccer, baseball, and softball leagues, 
such a project is a very expensive undertaking. It would have the potential to be a profitable 
business venture if enough league and tournament play could be secured, and could also bring 
tax revenues to local communities from visitor purchases of services, lodging, and meals. Due to 
the initial capital costs, and ongoing operational resources required, such an undertaking would 
best be pursued as a private or joint public/private venture.  

INDOOR RECREATION OR COMMUNITY CENTER FACILITIES 
There are no multi-purpose public indoor recreation centers in Amador County at this time. The 
needs for indoor recreation space are largely met by a variety of mostly small community 
buildings located in various locations. These include: 

 Fiddletown 
 Pioneer Park 
 Veterans Hall 
 Howard Park 
 Detert Park 
 Lodge Hill 
 Amador Senior Center 
 Jackson Civic Center 
 Sutter Creek Auditorium 
 Sutter Creek Community Center 
 Armory Hall 
 Evalynn Bishop Hall 

Multi-purpose rooms at some of the schools are also used for activities and programs after 
school hours. However, none of the above facilities contains a large enough variety of spaces 
and equipment to support multiple recreation activities and programs. Such a facility would make 
it feasible to offer simultaneous, multi-generational activities and programs and also be available 
to rent for private receptions and events. It would provide for year-round indoor sports and 
recreation, with activities for caregivers while children are engaged in programs. 

A multi-purpose indoor recreation center is an expensive project to build, maintain, and operate. 
If a gymnasium and meeting rooms are desired the minimum size will be about 15,000 square 
feet and its net operating cost could easily exceed $100,000 per year. It should be located in 
community park in a centralized location to maximize use and to leverage demand for other park 
improvements. Before any such facility is built, a feasibility analysis should be done to better 
define costs, demand, and potential for sustainable operations. Phased implementation may 
make it possible to build the most needed components of the facility first, with full build-out in the 
future as resources allow.  

Financing for a multi-purpose indoor recreation center would most likely need to be secured 
through a combination of private, public, grant, and assessment revenues. Ongoing operational 
responsibility would also need to be addressed in terms of maintenance and administrative 
staffing.

SWIMMING POOLS 
County residents expressed a strong desire for more access to swimming pools throughout the 
year. While improvements such as covers and modular building structure could be added to the 
existing pools at Detert Park, Amador High School, Ione Junior High, and the Plymouth 
Fairgrounds to extend the season of use, consideration needs to be given to the ongoing 
operational costs of keeping these pools 
open longer. These include chemicals, 
heating, water, and staffing. If fees or 
other sources of revenue are adequate to 
meet these costs, extending the season at 
the existing pools is a much more 
economical and realistic strategy than 
building a new indoor aquatic facility. It 
may be sufficient to select one pool in a 
central location and cover it with a framed 
structure that would allow year-round use. 

CLIMBING ACTIVITIES 
Children naturally climb for fun, the sense of challenge and excitement, and to access the top of 
objects for accomplishment, higher visual perspective and observation. County youth expressed a 
strong interest particularly in rock climbing activities and structures such as climbing walls and 
ropes courses. Climbing objects or structures for children and youth (e.g. manufactured play 
equipment, climbing nets, bouldering walls, low height ropes/obstacle courses, and natural 
features) should be available in parks to encourage free play, provide challenge, and build 
physical strength and coordination. These objects or structures can be located and scaled 
according to demand and budget. When designed and installed according to national standards, 
risk and liability is essentially the same as for active components in playgrounds. Climbing 
structures could be placed in several parks in various communities to see how much use they 
receive before adding structures to other parks. Selected parks should already provide a variety 
of recreation features to complement the climbing feature and to attract more use. Suggested 
parks are Pioneer Park in Pioneer; Grover Park in Ione; Detert Park in Jackson; McGee/Sharkey 
Begovich Park in Plymouth; and Minnie Provis Park in Sutter Creek. 

A more advanced climbing wall could also be included in the design for a multi-purpose public 
indoor recreation center described below. Such a facility could be used to provide classes on rock 
climbing skills, and should include industry standard safety equipment and supervision. 

Private gyms or outdoor education programs can also provide opportunities for teens looking for 
additional climbing activities or training. 

6.2. TRAILS 

The most popular new facilities County residents requested were more opportunities to walk and 
bicycle. This response echoes a nationwide trend that reflects an increasing concern with 
wellness, and a desire for low-cost recreational activities that are suitable for all ages. The 
strategy to address this demand will require coordination between parks and transportation 
planning entities, including ACTA, since trails can be both a recreation and transportation 
amenity. 
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Trails include a variety of walking and biking facilities ranging from natural surface paths to 
Class I paved bike paths. The design of the trail needs to consider the expected type of uses as 
well as safety, wayfinding signage, ADA compliance, trail access points, and parking. Trails 
within parks can be implemented as part of the master planning for individual parks, while trails 
outside of park boundaries are typically established and maintained by the local transportation 
agency, municipality, or county. 

Multiple recommendations for increasing the number of parks with trail systems and paths are 
described in section 5.1.2.  These include Molly Joyce Park and Pioneer Park in Pioneer; Soldier’s 
Gulch in Volcano; Papoose Park in Lake Camanche Village; Norm Waters Park and Lodge Hill 
Park in Plymouth; Lions Park in Sutter Creek; and Oakridge Park and Grover Park in Ione. In 
addition, the Park Design Standards in Chapter 7 specify that all new parks should include ADA 
accessible paths, and when feasible, trail features that can be used by a variety of ages and 
abilities.  

In addition, ACRA and all member agencies should be actively collaborating with trail planning 
and implementation initiatives throughout the County, including identifying grant funding, 
providing input on priorities, and review of bicycle and pedestrian planning documents. The 
development of more designated bicycle lanes and off-street paths outside of parks that connect 
parks, schools, and other community destinations will encourage people to walk or cycle for 
transportation as well as exercise; enhance the effectiveness of the County’s transit system by 
making transit stops more accessible; make Amador County a safer destination for road bicycle 
touring. 

Individual communities may also wish to prepare Trail Master Plans in coordination with any 
bicycle or pedestrian master planning efforts. The City of Sutter Creek already has a number of 
projects in process or envisioned to enhance walking and biking opportunities outside of 
developed parks. These include:  

 A path that connects the Central Eureka Mine site to downtown 
 Paths linking the developments on the south end of Sutter Creek to downtown 
 Paths from the Golden Hills subdivision to downtown 
 A walking path between Sutter Creek and Amador City 

The City of Jackson’s Creek Walk project is also planned to provide a new and safe walking 
route under the Highway 88 bridge and along Jackson Creek to the historic downtown area. 

In addition to pedestrian and bike trails, there is interest in developing multiuse trails in the Lake 
Camanche community that would also support equestrian use. While the existing easement for 
this purpose may no longer be practical due to longstanding encroachments, some segments 
may still be feasible particularly for bicycle and pedestrian use especially if combined with 
connections via existing on-street bike or pedestrian routes. Further planning analysis in needed 
to assess the potential for developing this resource.  

6.3. RECREATION PROGRAMS  

A number of recommendations were made for strategies to improve current recreation programs 
and for new programs that should be offered.

6.3.1. GENERAL 
 Address liability concerns associated with volunteer instructors.  

 Deliver better communication as to what programs are available.  

 Provide more frequent program offerings at more distributed locations throughout the 
County.   

 Consider alternate ways to enable participation in ACRA programs for low income 
families; such as, bringing programs to local communities, intergenerational and family‐
oriented programs that reduce childcare problems, and scholarship opportunities. 

 Develop an online registration system for programs and events, but continue to offer 
registration over the phone, in person or by mail. 

 Look for opportunities for ACRA to establish partnerships with some of the smaller 
program providers such as churches, scouts, service clubs, cities, 4H, and Grange. 

 Consider culturally themed recreation programs that support cultural diversity and 
community development. 

6.3.2. CHILDREN 
 Expand the after school program in Jackson.  

 Establish an after school program in Ione. 

 Run Science, Technology, Engineering, Math (STEM) Maker Fairs where volunteers can 
demonstrate and teach trades to children. 

 Provide more opportunities for informal play for children 5 years of age and younger. 

6.3.3. TEENS AND ADULTS 
 Consider how to structure and promote programs that are appropriate for both teen and 

adult participants 

 Develop recreation programs featuring outdoor activities such as archery, rock climbing, 
boating, river/lake recreation, biking, and hiking  

 Offer more special interest programs in foreign languages, cooking, arts and crafts, and 
music 

 Offer athletic programs featuring martial arts, volleyball, bowling, swimming, and 
gymnastics. 

 Direct people to ACUSD and the Amador Learning Center resources such as adult 
education mentoring and tutoring programs to help people complete college degrees or 
high school GED programs. 

 Explore opportunities for ACRA to cooperatively work with other regional organizations 
whose expressed mission it is to offer programs and events that help County residents 
attain educational goals, improve employment skills, and find jobs.  

 Explore opportunities for to include transportation in programs to facilitate access for 
mature adults to recreational experiences throughout the County, such as trips to special 
events, and scenic destinations.  
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6.3.4. SENIORS 
 Provide more senior programs closer to senior populations.  

 Offer programs and social activities that appeal to older men and women separately, as 
well as together. 

 Provide programs that serve both healthy and unhealthy/homebound seniors. 

 Provide water aerobics at designated times for seniors at the Detert Park and Amador 
High School pools. 

 Provide more fitness classes in various locations taught by volunteers to reduce 
participation costs.  

 Offer specific programs that would be of interest to seniors such as creative writing, paper 
arts, swing, and ballroom dancing. 

 Develop a partnership or MOU with the Amador Senior Center to assist with program 
development and administration. 

 Develop an isolated seniors task force to create strategies to address social isolation 
through recreation. 

 Contract with residential care and board and care facilities to provide programs on site. 

 Run a program to connect artists and craftspeople with isolated seniors to do creative 
projects in their homes.  

 Organize a senior peer visitor program.  

6.4. MAINTENANCE, OPERATIONS AND ADMINISTRATION 

A number of ongoing maintenance, operational and administrative strategies were identified that 
would facilitate County residents’ use and enjoyment of parks and recreation opportunities.  
These strategies will require effective collaboration among ACRA members, local businesses, and 
community groups, and leadership from ACRA to implement.  

OUTREACH AND MARKETING 
 Work with the Amador Council of Tourism and others to create a “one-stop shop” website 

that provides a centralized directory of information for all County parks and recreation 
facilities and opportunities for residents and visitors.  

 Improve outreach methods, particularly using the internet and social media (e.g. 
Facebook), targeting youth, families, seniors and the renting population 

SCHOOL JOINT-USE 
 Implement joint-use agreements with ACUSD for use of facilities outside of school hours. 

 Explore with the ACUSD the potential for ACRA to become a single point of contact in 
coordinating and scheduling the non-school district use of school facilities. 

 Work with private businesses and sports groups to secure funding for joint-use 
improvements at schools or public parks, such as new tennis courts at Argonaut High 
School in Jackson 
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INFORMATION MANAGEMENT 
 Develop and maintain a database to track program participation for reporting and 

evaluation (ACRA). 

 Develop and maintain a database of park and recreation facility reservations and 
revenues for reporting and evaluation (all ACRA agencies).  

TRANSPORTATION 
 Promote transportation options on website and for special events.  

 Address lack of transportation through car pools and/or funding for a van in partnership 
with the Amador County Transportation Commission Social Services Transportation 
Advisory Council. 

 Promote a “Just One More” program in which parents offer rides to other children without 
transportation when taking their own children to park, events, and programs. 

PARTNERSHIPS 
 Explore opportunity to partner with the MLLT to acquire, hold, and/or manage existing 

undeveloped park land for the public benefit. 

 Expand ACRA coordination with First 5 Amador to secure facilities, promote events, 
provide programs, and collaborate on outreach. 

MAINTENANCE 
 While the inventory task of this Master Plan did not include a comprehensive review of all 

park irrigation systems, park maintenance staff frequently mentioned that irrigation in 
some parks or portions of parks is old and inefficient and needs to be replaced/retrofit to 
be more water efficient and cost effective. The first step in this process would be have 
maintenance staff conduct a visual assessment to identify obvious problems such as 
broken lines, misdirected or malfunctioning heads, dry areas, and overly wet areas (see 
suggested checklist in Appendix E). Next, a decision should be made as to whether the 
issues identified warrant a complete system replacement, or if they can be addressed as 
part of normal maintenance. If full replacement is needed, the services of a professional 
irrigation designer may be needed depending on the level of expertise of the 
maintenance staff. Grants may be available through the local water agency or the State of 
California Department of Water Resources to assist with system replacement. 

 Establish volunteer park boards to help connect and mobilize volunteer efforts to 
participate in park improvements and maintenance. 

ADA REVIEW AND RETROFITS 
Most jurisdictions have made progress in implementing ADA retrofits to public parks and 
recreation facilities. However, site inspections revealed a number of retrofits that are still needed. 
Those that were noted are identified for each park in section 5.1.2. The following 
recommendations are directed to all park and recreation facilities in general.  

 Any outstanding ADA retrofits needs to be implemented as soon as a possible.  
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 Any jurisdiction that has not completed a comprehensive ADA review of their parks and 
recreation facilities should do so immediately and develop a strategy to implement 
needed measures.  

6.5. PLANNING 

6.5.1. FUTURE PARK DEVELOPMENT 
In addition to the parks that will required when new residential development projects occur, 
several other parks to serve Amador County residents are potentially going to be developed in 
the future. Additional planning is needed for all of these parks to determine specific 
improvements, identify funding sources, and resolve potential access and/or environmental 
issues. 

 The City of Ione intends to create a second park at Castle Oaks using development 
impact fees already collected and those that will be collected when the approximately 425 
remaining units are developed. The impact fee for each of these units is capped at 
$3,160 per the 2005 development agreement. This is likely to be a small, several-acre 
neighborhood park. Total cost for the park will be driven by the amount of fees collected 
and is not known at this time. A master plan will need to be developed before the park 
can be built. 

 Oro de Amador is large property given to the City of Jackson in 2006. The tailings of the 
former Kennedy Mine were stored and processed on this site. The City plans to develop 
the property into a park that preserves the existing historic mining structures and includes 
recreation trails, picnic areas, sports fields, restrooms, and parking. Approximately 25 
acres of the park will be for active uses. The project was estimated to cost almost $5.7 
million in 2011. Environmental clearance and grant funding will be required to develop 
this park in the future. Total project cost at this time is unknown. 

 Norm Waters Park is a 25-acre natural area in Plymouth with steep hillsides that currently 
has no public access due to the surrounding private property ownership. If access can be 
obtained, it would be suitable to develop in the future as a natural area park with trails 
and other passive recreation activities. No cost estimates or funding have been identified 
for this project at this time.   

6.5.2. TRAILS 
 A feasibility study should be undertaken to determine where multi-use trail segments could 

be implemented at Lake Comanche Village, and the functional value of the resulting 
network.  
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CHAPTER 7: IMPLEMENTATION 

The recommendations provided in this Master Plan address a wide variety of park facility, 
program and operational considerations. The plan is visionary in the sense that it includes 
recommendations for which funding and resources may not currently be available to implement. 
However, these recommendations are included so that they may be pursued as new opportunities 
arise and economic circumstances evolve over the next 10 years. 

7.1. COSTS AND PRIORITIES 

The recommendations described in Chapter 5 are itemized in Table 30, Table 31, Table 32, and 
Table 33. While all of these recommendations are important for the future success of ACRA and 
its members in meeting County residents’ park and recreation needs, relative priorities are 
assigned to guide the implementation process.  Priorities as shown are only suggestions, and 
actual implementation sequence should be adjusted to reflect new opportunities, resources, and 
changing values of the community.  

Recommendations that are ongoing refer to activities that should already be part of the regular 
operation of ACRA and/or its members. Priority 1 recommendations are those that should be 
pursued within the next 4 years. These are generally important strategic initiatives, safety or 
operational efficiency improvements, or facilities for which there is a significant demand that can 
be readily accommodated on existing park sites. Priority 2 recommendations should generally be 
pursued in the next 7 years.  These initiatives are also important, but do not require immediate 
action because associated needs are being met to some degree, or because they depend on the 
completion of Priority 1 actions.  Priority 3 recommendations are generally dependent the 
completion of other recommendations or significant funding that is currently not available.  

Each recommendation is also classified as either an overhead or capital project. Overhead 
projects are those that would typically be completed by ACRA, County, or City staff as part of 
their job responsibility. Capital projects are those that will require outlay of funds to a contractor, 
supplier, or consultant to complete. The top priority capital projects recommended for 
implementation in the next 4 years total $2.9 million. Second priority projects targeted for 
completion within 7 years total about $3.4 million. Longer range capital projects total about 
$25.5 million and include the major expenditures associated with regional park improvements at 
Howard Park and Oro de Amador Park, and a regional Indoor Recreation Center. A more 
detailed breakdown for the park and recreation facility capital project costs is included in 
Appendix F.

7.2. PARKS AND RECREATION FUNDING 

The costs to implement just the first and second priority projects identified in this Master Plan are 
significant. A comprehensive funding strategy is needed that leverages a wide range of sources to 
reduce dependency on any one source, and matches sources to potential projects. Funding for 
park facilities and recreation programs may come from many avenues. These include local 
jurisdictions’ general funds; facility rental and program fees; park impact fees; grants; donations; 
planned giving; sponsorships; volunteers; special assessments; and public/private partnerships. 
Each can potentially play a significant role in accomplishing the vision outlined in this Master 
Plan. 

7.2.1. GENERAL FUND 
General Fund revenues derive primarily from property taxes. Each of the ACRA member 
jurisdictions allocates general fund revenues to parks projects, operations, and maintenance each 
year in varying amounts depending on other expenditure priorities. Property tax revenues are 
relatively static, pending less reassessments of property values and tax rates.  Competition for 
these revenues is high, with allocations having to be spread among emergency services, roads, 
water projects, and other critical infrastructure needs. Consequently, general fund revenues are 
not likely to be a significant source of revenue for major facility expansion. 

7.2.2. PROGRAM AND FACILITY REVENUES 
ACRA member jurisdictions typically use the revenues generated by recreation facilities and 
program fees to support the ongoing operation and maintenance of these resources. In most 
cases, fee revenues are not adequate to cover all costs and must be subsidized from other 
sources.  

With additional marketing and focused promotion to underserved or target groups, facility rental 
and program participation could potentially be expanded to generate additional revenues.  
Additional promotion should focus on making the community more aware of the available 
facilities and programs, and on identifying new markets. Expanded use of social media is an 
important strategy for increasing market exposure and facilitating additional demand.   
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7.2.3. PARK IMPACT FEES 
Jurisdictions can charge fees on new development to offset the impact that the new residents’ 
demand for recreation will place on existing park facilities. Jurisdictions that have an adopted 
Quimby ordinance can require fees or land dedication in-lieu of fees at a minimum level of 3 
acres per 1,000 people. If the existing level of service is higher, the level may be increased 
correspondingly up to 5 acres per 1,000 people.  In addition, Park Impact Fees can be charged 
to pay for building new parks or expanding recreation capacity at existing parks. The fees 
associated with both the Quimby ordinance and Park Impacts are established and adopted 
independently by each ACRA member jurisdiction.  

Park Impact Fees can be established based existing or target levels of service for various types of 
park and recreation facilities including neighborhood, community and regional parks, and 
special use facilities such as pools and community buildings. However, if existing levels of service 
are less than the target, the jurisdiction must reasonably expect to have the resources to make up 
the deficit for the current population through some means other than impact fees. Since the 
potential for alternative revenues for this purpose is unknown at this time, it is recommended that 
impact fees be based on existing levels of service. 

As part of this Master Plan, a separate Quimby and Park Impact Fee Nexus Study has been 
prepared to suggest fee levels by jurisdiction based on the existing level of service. It will be 
important for each member jurisdiction to consider the suggested fee levels and compare them to 
what they are currently collecting. Whether jurisdictions adopt these suggested fees or decide to 
increase or decrease fees, some provision should be made to assess impact fees when new 
development occurs in order to maintain the quality of park and recreation experience available 
to residents. 

7.2.4. GRANTS 
There are many grantors that provide funding for the type of park facilities and program 
recommendations included in this Master Plan.  Typically grant funds may be used for parkland 
acquisition, planning, facility development, or to design and implement special pilot programs. 
These funds are usually one-time only and may not be used for maintenance of facilities.   

Grantors include public agencies, private foundations, community organizations, and special 
interest groups. Successful grant applications are careful to match the project with the grantors’ 
criteria. Since parks and recreation programs provide so many benefits, there are many ways to 
seek funding from alternate sources for any given project. For example, a trail project could be 
funded by grantors focused on transportation, wellness, or nature. Other keys to grant success 
include strong collaboration with community partners, in-kind contributions, and clear 
understanding about how the proposed project complements the community’s overall recreation 
vision. If the multiple collaborative recommendations in the Master Plan are implemented, ACRA 
and its members will not only be a stronger competitor for grants, but will also benefit from the 
grant awareness and experience of partner organizations.  

Competition for grant funds from public recreation agencies has been especially fierce following 
the recession due to a lack of available taxes to support grants and the corresponding need for 
funding.  Pursuing other non-recreation grant sources is a viable alternative strategy when 
specific projects can be aligned with the grantors’ objectives, such as green building practices 
and community wellness issues.     
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In the last decade, a number of internet-based grant resource directories have been launched. 
These are efficient, easy to use tools that can quickly help identify possible funding sources. 
Information about more than one thousand grant programs from 26 federal grantor agencies is 
available at www.grants.gov.  Searchable grant databases are also available from online 
publishers such as Houghton Mifflin Harcourt (http://www.hmhco.com/); foundations such as the 
Ford Foundation (http://www.fordfoundation.org/grants/); and subscription services such as 
Grant Select (http://www.grantselect.com/).  

It is important for ACRA and City staff to implement a strategy for pursuing more grants either 
using permanent staff or contract resources. The successful pursuit of grant funds is a time-
consuming and difficult task.  It requires knowledge of granting organizations, the ability to 
develop creative ideas and project plans, and an understanding of how to convey these ideas 
effectively.  It is a specialized skill that is difficult to hone if practiced only infrequently, when time 
can be taken away from regular staff obligations. ACRA and member jurisdictions may wish to 
consider working with professional grant writers to optimize the potential for winning grant 
awards. Grant writers may be used selectively to supplement existing staff capacity for focused 
grant research, writing, and coordination.   

7.2.5. DONATIONS 
Donations are contributions of funds, goods, or services from individuals, businesses, or 
organizations to benefit parks, facilities, and recreation programs.  Donations may be on a 
recurring or one-time basis. 

Recurring donations may be matched with on-going programs or events that have a particular 
meaning to the donor. One-time donations in the form of cash or materials can help fund 
specific projects and/or reduce the amount of funding needed to complete a project. As with 
volunteer programs, all donations should be publicly acknowledged provided this is in keeping 
with the donor’s wishes. 

People are more inclined to make a donation when they know how their donation will be used. 
The donation of materials is best achieved by identifying specific materials needed for specific 
projects, and then actively soliciting likely sources that may have access to these goods as part of 
their business or inventory, such as local nurseries, manufacturers, or hardware suppliers.  

There are many worthy projects that ACRA and its members could promote as a way of 
encouraging targeted donations, ranging from scholarships for low-income children to specific 
facilities such as the shade shelters for the pool. Donations made through the Amador 
Community Foundation’s Friends of ACRA account, a 501(c)3, may also provide favorable tax 
benefits to the donor.   

Strategies to increase donations include better publicity for the Friends of ACRA account, and 
developing and promoting a catalog that includes a range of donation opportunities, from 
relatively affordable items such as new drinking fountains, interpretive signs, and recycling 
stations to more expensive items. 

Another approach to generate one-time cash donations is through focused fund drives or events 
that target a particular project. In either case, it is important to let donors know how their money 
will be used and, if possible, to provide matching funds to encourage higher levels of giving. 
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7.2.6. PLANNED GIVING 
Planned giving includes bequests that are established as a provision in a will or revocable living 
trust. Bequests may be made of cash or other items having value, such as real estate or personal 
possessions. Non-cash items are typically appraised and then liquidated for cash by the receiving 
foundation. Bequests should be made through a certified charitable corporation to secure the tax-
saving opportunities for the donor. There are many different types of bequests that can be 
established depending on the wishes, family circumstances, estate value, age, and needs of the 
donor. The Amador Community Foundation Friends of ACRA account may potentially function to 
accept planned gifts and bequests for ACRA and member agency parks, and would provide an 
attractive opportunity for people who feel a strong love of their community to make a significant 
contribution towards ensuring parks and programs are available for future generations.  

7.2.7. SPONSORSHIPS 
Sponsorships differ from donations in that the sponsoring individual, business, or organization 
receives some form of public acknowledgment that has an image or advertising benefit for the 
sponsor.  The types of sponsorships could range from very small, one-time contributions for a 
community event to major facilities development. An important consideration in these 
relationships is compatibility with the recipient’s goals and image, and the businesses’ objectives.    

Corporate sponsorship usually involves the obligation to display the name or logo of the business 
in association with official facilities or materials.  Local businesses are sometimes interested in 
sponsoring components of an improvement project such as furnishings, play structures, or 
facilities in exchange for recognition.  Matching the improvement to a sponsorship requires clear 
agreement on how the sponsor’s name or brand will be displayed, and correlation between the 
sponsor’s message, service, or product and the expected audience. 

For example, a dog park is an ideal project for sponsorship funding. It is a relatively low cost 
project, with fencing and benches providing good visibility for sponsor recognition.  The dog 
owners using the facility comprise a very specific interest group that would be a marketing target 
for veterinarians, pet stores, groomers, kennels, and trainers.   

Sponsorships can also be used by public service organizations, clubs, and special interest groups 
to let the community know about their activities or to support park improvements that are aligned 
with their particular mission. Groups focused on wellness, youth, families, the environment, and 
individual sports are potential sponsors for many of the proposed projects.     

As with donations, sponsorships could be increased by developing a catalog of sponsorship 
opportunities and presenting the catalog to potential sponsors via the ACRA website and in one-
on-one meetings. 

7.2.8. VOLUNTEERS 
The strategic use of volunteers allows cash resources to be stretched farther when implementing 
certain types of projects. Based on the number of service groups, community organizations, and 
individuals who are already active in the various capacities, it is clear that volunteerism is strong 
among residents of Amador County. Amador County volunteers seem to be characterized by a 
desire to give back to the community, and to make positive changes while not rely exclusively on 
local governments to fix problems or make improvements. This is a coupled with a willingness to 
share valuable professional and technical skills.  
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The key to successful use of volunteers is to match their skill level with the task to be 
accomplished, and to provide appropriate levels of training and oversight to ensure a successful 
collaboration. Improvements such as vegetation management, tree planting, and simple 
carpentry and plumbing can often be accomplished with volunteers. More complex projects can 
also be accomplished, provide skilled volunteers are included in the process to provide 
leadership and mentoring.  

The combination of sponsorships with volunteers may be used to raise funding for certain 
projects, while reducing the overall cost of the project. In such a project, local sponsors would 
provide financial support and materials, and volunteers would provide selected types of labor.   

A very important part of any volunteer program is recognition of the volunteers’ efforts. A strategy 
for public acknowledgement of volunteers’ contributions not only expresses the community’s 
gratitude, but encourages others in the community to participate in future volunteer opportunities. 

7.2.9. PRIVATE/PUBLIC PARTNERSHIPS 
Partnerships between ACRA, member agencies, and private businesses or non-profit 
organizations may facilitate the development and sustainable operation of certain types of park 
facilities and program more effectively than if public agencies alone are responsible for the 
venture. Such partnerships typically are established through a contractual agreement that 
specifies capital investment, operational responsibilities, ownership, liability, and revenue sharing. 
Private entities generally provide significant capital resources in return for a share in future 
revenues or facility ownership. In some cases, the private entity may provide only services such as 
staffing, publicity, and maintenance in return for permission to use a public facility.  

Public/private partnership may also be used to facilitate local entrepreneurs in providing goods 
and services to people who visit Amador County to enjoy County parks and events. A balance will 
need to be struck that promotes the economic benefits of tourism while preserving public 
oversight of the valuable resources that are attracting visitors to the County. 

All public/private partnerships need to clearly provide a level of benefit to residents that warrants 
the expenditure of public resources. In addition, where proposed partnerships have the potential 
to provide unfair economic advantages that will harm other area businesses, stakeholders with 
an economic and/or social interest should be invited to participate in consideration of the 
partnership and terms.   

7.2.10. SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS 
Special assessments are essentially an additional tax on local residents and were not ranked 
favorably by residents in the survey as a preferred funding source. However, they are a potential 
strategy that may be supported at some future time. While the other types of alternative revenue 
sources described above have the potential to generate considerable resources, none is a steady, 
guaranteed source of funding.  A special assessment provides ongoing revenues of a known 
amount for specific purposes, such as paying for ongoing parks development and maintenance 
in their community. The process for implementing a special assessment requires voter-approval 
and clear disclosure about the amount of the assessment and allowed uses.  
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7.3. ADMINISTRATION AND MANAGEMENT 

Each of the member agencies and ACRA staff are responsible for various aspects of parks and 
recreation administration and management. Maintenance of parks owned by the cities is 
generally provided by the cities. The cities also handle reservations for use of their facilities. ACRA 
maintains several County parks as well as the parks owned by ACRA. The pools in Ione, Sutter 
Creek, and Plymouth are also managed by ACRA including lifeguards and swimming lessons. 

ACRA is the primary provider of public recreation programs for Amador County residents 
including a wide range of activities for all age groups, such as sports leagues and tournaments; 
after school programs; day camps; special interest classes; community events; and a community 
garden. Programs are offered at locations throughout the County to provide recreational 
opportunities for as many residents as possible. In the 2015-2016 fiscal year, over 2,600 
Amador County residents participated in ACRA programs and events, and many in multiple 
activities. 

As a Joint Exercise of Powers Authority (JPA), ACRA was established in 2003 expressly to provide 
public recreation common to all of the member agencies. In this capacity, ACRA substantially 
reduces or eliminates the need for member agencies to provide staff to meet the recreation needs 
of their communities. In return, member agencies are asked to make an annual contribution to 
ACRA for the purpose of funding expenses associated with staffing and program operations. The 
ACUSD does not provide cash contributions, and instead provides in-kind contributions of facility 
use.  

The level of annual contribution from member agencies has varied over time. In 2007, a 
contribution level of $5 per capita was unanimously adopted by the ACRA Board. However, this 
level of funding has not occurred (Table 34) with per capita contributions since 2010 averaging 
just under $4. Contributions that have been made have been successfully leveraged by ACRA 
staff to not only provide services, but to generate significant additional income. The average 
return on annual member agencies’ contributions since 2010 has been about 141 percent. This 
means that for every one dollar contributed, an additional $1.41 has been generated. 
Administrative expenses associated with ACRA services have averaged about 36 percent of total 
revenues over the same period.

ACRA’s ability to provide recreation services is critically dependent on continued member 
contributions. Strategic planning, program development, and staff retention are hampered by the 
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necessity of requesting member funding every year and the uncertainty associated with that 
process. Member agencies should consider alternative approaches such as biannual allocations 
or determining contribution levels for the following fiscal year at least 3 months ahead of the start 
of the fiscal year.  

7.4. IMPLEMENTATION PROCESS 

Implementation of this Master Plan will require an annual process of review and goal setting to 
determine which recommendations are realistic to pursue, based on available resources. This 
process should involve the ACRA Board of Directors and member agency staff, and include an 
assessment of the progress made towards the prior year’s objectives, barriers to success, and new 
opportunities.  The timing and specific implementation of all recommendations in the Master Plan 
are flexible, so that ACRA, the County and the Cities can respond to changing community 
dynamics, prior outcomes, and unanticipated circumstances. 
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CHAPTER 8: PARK PLANNING STANDARDS 

One purpose of this Master Plan is to define a consistent vision for the quality and quantity of 
park and recreation resources in Amador County, also called the level of service (LOS). The level 
of service includes consideration of how many parks are required, where they should be located, 
and the types of facilities they should include to best meet the projected need for parks and 
recreation services. While each member agency may choose whether or not to incorporate these 
guidelines in their local park planning activities, they are provided in this Master Plan in the 
interest of all Amador County residents having access to similarly high-quality parks. 

This Master Plan establishes park planning standards that reflect current information about 
Amador County’s population, the existing park inventory, recreation needs, and the evolving 
trends within the parks and recreation industry. Specific planning standards updated or 
established in this Master Plan include: 

 Park Types 
 Park Service Area 
 Acres per 1,000 Population 
 Facilities per 1,000 Population 
 Park Site Characteristics 
 Park Design Standards 

All standards are designed to provide flexibility in how the future park resources develop, while 
still setting a threshold for the level of service those resources are expected to provide. As new 
parks or park improvements are developed in Amador County, consideration should be given to 
these standards to determine if the proposed action is consistent with the defined level of service 
for parks and recreation. 

It is important to remember that, in most cases, the standards apply to the County-wide system of 
parks and recreation facilities, rather than to any one ACRA member jurisdiction or park alone. 
These standards are meant to be used collectively to direct the future design and location of 
parks and improvements so the overall quality of recreation resources throughout the County 
stays high. Consequently, some flexibility in applying the standards is to be expected, taking into 
consideration the physical characteristics of the available park sites, and the availability of similar 
facilities nearby. 

8.1. PARK AND RECREATION FACILITY TYPES 

As outlined in Chapter 3 of this Master Plan, five types of park and recreation facilities have been 
identified to reflect the existing facilities and the relatively rural character of Amador County. 
These are:  

 Neighborhood Parks 
 Community Parks 
 Regional Parks 
 Natural/Historic Area Parks 
 Special Use Facilities 
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8.1.1. NEIGHBORHOOD PARKS  
A neighborhood park is meant to serve the recreation needs of people who live within a 
reasonable walking or biking distance of the park. This distance is about one-half mile. Typical 
improvements may include children’s play structures, small picnic areas, open grass areas, and 
outdoor sports courts. Rest rooms and parking areas are typically only provided if the park 
improvements are expected to attract people from outside of the immediate neighborhood. 
Neighborhood parks are often small in size but ideally should be 2 to 10 acres in size to allow 
for meaningful active recreation opportunities and to provide for maintenance efficiency. Many of 
the existing neighborhoods parks in the Amador County and cities are less than 5 acres because 
they were built before any such standard was in place. 

Neighborhood parks in some of the smaller communities in Amador County may be the only 
park serving the area. As a result, they sometimes are called upon to provide a wider range of 
recreation opportunity. Fiddletown Park, River Pines Park, Volcano Memorial Park, and Pine 
Grove Park are examples. 

8.1.2. COMMUNITY PARKS 
Community parks provide a broader range of active and passive use areas and recreation 
facilities for the greater community. Community parks usually support structured recreation uses 
such as sports, but should accommodate a wider range of recreation interests and all ages and 
abilities. Typical improvements may include multi‐purpose fields, ball fields, group picnic areas, 
playgrounds, multi‐purpose hard courts, swimming pool, tennis courts, and a community center. 
Restrooms and parking areas are needed to support park use. Community parks typically range 
in size from 10 to 100 acres depending on the types of improvements. However, smaller sized 
community parks may be viable if the facilities are highly‐concentrated and especially if they are 
adjacent to other public buildings or spaces. Mollie Joyce, Pioneer, and Detert Parks are 
examples of community parks. 

8.1.3. REGIONAL PARKS 
Regional parks are recreational areas that serve the entire County and beyond. They are usually 
large sites and typically include specific uses or features that make the site unique. Regional parks 
may also focus on a mixture of active and passive recreational activities. Regional parks also 
serve as the neighborhood and community park for residents who live in the local vicinity. For 
example, Pioneer Park in Pioneer functions as a neighborhood, community, and regional park 
depending on where park visitors live and the facilities used.  

8.1.4. NATURAL AND HISTORIC AREA PARKS 
Natural area parks are those that limit recreation improvements in order to preserve the natural 
or historic features of a site and/or environmentally sensitive areas such as wildlife habitats, 
stream and creek corridors, or unique and/or endangered plant species. Activities at 
natural/historic area parks are usually regarded as passive, such as picnicking, hiking, bird 
watching, interpretation, or photography and do not require major disruption of the 
natural/historic resources. Natural area parks are typically at least 10 acres in size to provide for 
a significant experience of the natural environment and to preserve meaningful habitat. However, 
smaller natural area parks may be feasible depending on the type of habitat and surrounding 
land use. Historic area parks are typically sized according to the extent of the resources being 
featured. Natural/historic areas may also occur in combination with other park types. 
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8.1.5. SPECIAL USE FACILITIES 
Special use facilities include community buildings and other recreation facilities (e.g. swimming 
pools) that are not located within or directly associated with a park. Typical facilities include 
flexible, indoor gathering and performance spaces, restrooms, and kitchens and/or serving 
areas. The ACRA Hub, Sutter Creek Auditorium, and Plymouth Pool are examples of special use 
facilities. 

8.2. PARK AND RECREATION FACILITY SERVICE AREA 

Since different types of parks and recreation facilities provide different recreation opportunities, 
service area standards are established to identify the expected geographic area that will be 
served by a particular type of park. Table 35 provides service area standards that are relevant to 
the County’s cities and unincorporated places with a population of 500 or more people. In the 
less populated towns and rural areas, these standards do not apply. However, they are a 
reasonable guide to ensure that residents have reasonable access to a wide range of park 
facilities.

8.3. ACRES OF ACTIVE PARK LAND BY POPULATION 

The ACRA member agencies that have established standards for number of acres of parkland 
range from 4.5 acres to 10 acres.  How these acres are distributed among various types of parks 
varies from agency to agency. When looking only at developed active parkland, a minimum of 3 
acres per 1,000 population should be provided. A more typical standard used throughout the 
region even in rural counties and small communities is a minimum of 5 acres per 1,000 people. 
This higher standard is recommended to provide more space for a variety of recreation facilities, 
flexibility in use, and to keep pace with regional trends.   

8.4. PARK AND RECREATION FACILITY STANDARDS 

The adequacy of park and recreation facilities is measured not only by the amount of park 
acreage, but also by the type and location of recreation facilities. It is important to review and 
update facility standards periodically so that as the community grows, additional new facilities 
can be developed to provide comparable access to the same level of recreation amenities that 
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existing residents enjoy.  The park and recreation standards shown in Table 36 are derived from 
the nationally recognized standards developed by the National Recreation and Park Association 
(NRPA) with modifications to reflect the rural character of Amador County and recreation 
preferences as identified during the public input process. If facilities are also available at schools, 
they are noted with the hope that joint use agreements may help to secure access where needed. 
When new parks are planned, the facilities for which there are deficits should be included in the 
park design as feasible.

8.5. PARK SITE CHARACTERISTICS 

Not all types of land are appropriate for the active recreation improvements found at 
neighborhood and community parks. Lands that are to be dedicated for development as active 
parks must have a location and physical characteristics that are suitable for the intended uses. 
The following guidelines will be used to evaluate the suitability of proposed land to be dedicated 
for active use parks. 

a. The service area standards determine how far park users can reasonably be expected to 
travel to access the park. Land that is to be dedicated for a neighborhood park should 
generally be within ½ mile walking or biking distance of the population it will serve. 
Community park land should be within 5 miles of the intended user population.  

b. Proposed park land should have access to appropriate infrastructure such as roads, 
water, sewer, and power.  
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c. The types of land uses surrounding the potential park site should be considered. Land 
adjacent to an existing or proposed school site is desirable because it offers future joint 
use opportunities. Land that provides opportunities to connect to trails or bikeways is also 
desirable. If a proposed park site is adjacent to land uses that are incompatible with the 
proposed park use, the land may not be suitable.  

d. The types of improvements that are typically developed in an active use park include, but 
are not limited to: playgrounds, sports fields, hard surface courts, meeting rooms, paths, 
and gymnasiums. The size of a site, as well as its topography, geology, presence of water 
courses, and any other physical constraints must be suitable for these and any other 
intended uses.  

e. The optimum size for a neighborhood park is 5 acres, the site should be no less than 2 
acres due to the limited improvements that can be built on smaller parcels and the 
increased maintenance cost per acre. A community park should be no less than 10 acres. 

f. Land that is constrained by the presence of special status species, jurisdictional wetlands, 
cultural/historical resources, or other protected resources may not be suitable, depending 
on how much of the site is constrained and the extent of the constraint. In situations where 
the resources may offer meaningful interpretive opportunities, provide additional passive 
recreation opportunities, and/or would not be damaged by the proposed uses, the 
presence of these resources would not necessarily make a site unsuitable for active park 
uses. 

g. A site may be deemed unsuitable for park land dedication if previous uses have resulted 
in the presence of hazardous materials, excessive erosion, unstable ground, or any other 
condition that cannot be corrected without excessive remediation costs. If such conditions 
can be remediated to the satisfaction of the relevant ACRA member agency, at no cost or 
an acceptable cost to the same agency, the land may be considered suitable. 

h. The ACRA member agency reserves the right to make the final determination on the 
suitability of a proposed park land dedication for both active and recreational open space 
uses because individual site conditions are unique and cannot fully be anticipated in these 
guidelines. The ACRA member agency may also determine what portion of a proposed 
site is suitable. 

8.6. PARK DESIGN STANDARDS 

The following standards should guide planning, design, and construction of new parks and 
improvements at existing parks. All park projects shall also comply with Amador County or other 
local jurisdiction design and improvement standards. 

8.6.1. FACILITIES  
a. The standard minimum improvements at all neighborhood parks developed in the future 

by an ACRA member agency, or as turn-key projects by other parties, should be similar so 
that the overall quality of park resources throughout the County is consistent. 
Neighborhood parks should include the following minimum improvements: 

 Turf area for unstructured play 
 Landscaping: trees, shrubs, groundcovers 
 Irrigation 
 Bicycle parking  
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 Vehicle parking (ADA accessible) 
 Restrooms are optional but must be ADA accessible if provided 
 Universally accessible multi-age play structures 
 Site furnishings such as drinking fountains, trash/recycling receptacles, and benches 

(ADA accessible) 
 Paths (ADA accessible) connecting parking and park features 
 Additional trails may be included to serve a variety of ages and uses where feasible 
 Covered picnic tables (ADA accessible) 
 Tobacco Free policy and signage 
 Protective barriers separating play areas and parking from traffic 

b. Sports fields and/or courts or other improvements may be included in neighborhood 
parks as guided by needs identified in this Master Plan and the preferences of the 
residents the park is primarily intended to serve. 

c. Community parks should generally include the same minimum facilities as neighborhood 
parks with additional improvements as identified by the facilities needs in this Master Plan.  

d. Community parks should also function as neighborhood parks for areas that lack 
neighborhood parks by providing comparable improvements. 

e. Conjunctive use and multi-use recreation areas and facilities should be emphasized to 
efficiently utilize park resources.  

f. Facilities within parks should be sited to optimize recreation value by locating features 
with synergistic uses adjacent to each other.  

g. Play areas shall be a minimum of fifty feet (50') from the street or parking lot, or 
surrounded by an enclosure that will effectively prevent movement between the play area 
and street or parking lot. 

h. Play areas should be located near the main circulation route, picnic areas, and open lawn 
areas and with good sight lines. 

i. Sport courts should be located near park edges or adjacent to streets to maximize visibility 
for security. However, some physical separation should be provided between courts and 
the street such as a low berm, or landscape buffer approximately fifteen feet (15’) in 
width. 

j. Sport courts and fields should generally be oriented with the long axis running north south 
as feasible. 

k. Where night lighting is included in parks for safety and anticipated recreational uses, 
glare impacts on nearby residential areas shall be mitigated through appropriate 
equipment choices and placement.  

l. CCTV monitoring may be installed in areas where repeated vandalism or other behaviors 
reduce park visitors sense of safety.  

8.6.2. DESIGN PROCESS 
a. Consider the social, recreation, and economic needs of the residents who will be served 

by a neighborhood or community park.  
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b. Residents should actively participate in developing the site master plan and selecting 
which improvements will be provided in their neighborhood or community park. 

c. Consider providing a unique character for each park consistent with the local identity. 
Express this identity through consistent use of selected colors, materials, and design 
motifs.  

d. Sites, facilities, structures or landscapes of historic or cultural significance within each park 
should be included where possible in the park design.  

e. The size of any given neighborhood or community park should be established after 
considering the population it will serve, the types of facilities needed, and costs. 

f. Parks should be designed for phased implementation in case funding for full 
implementation is not available. Designate phases to avoid rework or temporary 
improvements that add cost to the project.  

8.6.3. LOCATION 
a. Parks should be located with consideration for proximity to expected users consistent with 

the Park Service Area Level of Service guidelines. 

b. Park locations should be selected based on compatibility the adjacent land uses, site 
suitability, and opportunities to optimize existing infrastructure.  

c. Barriers and screens such as landscaping, earth berms, and fences should be included as 
buffers between parks and residential or other land uses where park use adversely 
impacts or is adversely impacted by the adjacent land use. 

8.6.4. PARKING AND CIRCULATION 
a. Adequate parking shall be provided at parks in accordance with anticipated levels of use. 

On-street parking shall not cause traffic congestion or interfere with parking for and 
access to adjoining land uses, particularly residential neighborhoods. 

b. The main entrance to the park should be located near public transit stops or crosswalks if 
possible.  

c. Park entrance improvements shall include a park name sign with hours of operation. 

d. Circulation for maintenance vehicles shall be provided that does not interfere with 
pedestrian or bicycle circulation in the park. 

e. Adequate access for fire, emergency, and safety vehicles and equipment shall be 
provided. 

f. An ADA accessible circulation route shall be provided connecting all accessible features in 
the park. 

g. The circulation route shall provide safe access to all improvements so that users do not 
create their own pathways through landscape or turf areas. 

h. Sight lines shall be maintained along circulation routes so that users have adequate 
opportunity to see oncoming pedestrians and cyclists and to eliminate blind spots. 

8.6.5. SUSTAINABILITY 
a. Promote water conservation by using efficient irrigation controls with seasonal adjustment. 
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b. Where appropriate, use drought tolerant and native plant materials in parks. 

c. Design park facilities to minimize maintenance requirements. 

d. Preserve natural site characteristics as feasible in park design. 

e. Incorporate techniques to manage stormwater discharge from the park site such as 
permeable surfaces, erosion control planting, and detention/retention swales.  

f. Select energy and water efficient equipment options when possible. 

g. Provide recycling containers in parks along with standard trash receptacles in 
communities with recycling programs.  

h. Minimize grading and import/export of fill material. 

i. Preserve mature healthy trees as feasible by locating park improvements outside of the 
trees’ drip line and preserving natural drainage.
