Check it over carefully at wake-up time, with a Pre-
Season T-CLOCS.

Check the (T)ires for any flat spots, bulges, etc., that
may have formed while the bike was sitting still. Also (naturally), expect some loss of tire
pressure.

Check the (C)ontrols for any minor rust/corrosion that might have occurred and smooth
operation.

After you re-connect the battery, re-check the (L)ights, switches and cables for proper
operation.

A quick check for puddles, etc., should tell you if the (O)il and other fluids are at proper
level, assuming you checked them last fall.

Go over the (C)hassis carefully. looking for any signs of damage. Mr. & Mrs. Mouse, or
Mr. & Mrs. Beetle, or Mr. & Mrs. Stinkbug, etc., may have found a cozy spot in one of the
crevices.

If you still have/use a (S)ide stand and center(S)tand, this is a good time to lubricate them
for spring/summer.

A few extra pounds of tire pressure may be all you need. But check everything anyway!
