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Useful Information for Dog Owners

General House Rules

Whilst we know our guests will respect our little beach hut and we shouldn’t need to ask but, we do request that your dog does not go on the bed. If your dog is used to sleeping on the sofa could we ask that you use the throws provided. If possible please do not allow your dog to go to the toilet on the artificial grass, however if they do please use the watering can provided to wash it away.
Dogs are able to be ‘toileted’ immediately outside the boundary (on a lead) but please bag it and bin it.
Please find a watering can, bucket and towel in the outside store for cleaning any muddy paws. Unfortunately we are unable to provide a hose pipe as these are not allowed anywhere on-site.
Whilst walking with your dog please leave gates as you find them and always follow ‘The Countryside Code’
We ask that you do not leave your dog for long periods unattended in Salad Days and remember on sunny days it can get very hot inside.

General Information
If you use a dog storage crate, these can be left in the outside store.
Please use the torch provided, located next to the front door and if needed there is also an umbrella in the outside store.

Dog Bins
Nearest is approximately 10m away, just behind the pavilion. 
There are Dog Bins located all around the site, car park and coastal path.
Please use the bio-degradable bags provided in the welcome pack and you are welcome to borrow the poop bag holder (just attach to your dog’s lead)
Be warned anyone not cleaning up may be fined by Dunster Beach Holidays Ltd.

Water
We provide a water bowl for your dogs to use in either the front or back garden, there are also several bowls located around the site shop with a water supply just to the front of the shop.

Site and Beach
Dogs are allowed everywhere around the site, except in the shop and Cafe (assistance dogs exempt).
Dogs should be kept on a lead around the site and car parks but can be allowed off beyond the foreshore, this is the nearest ‘free run area’ and is ideal for assistance dogs.

Dunster Beach Holidays Ltd Rules

Dunster Beach is a dog mess free zone. It is deemed an offence not to pick up after your dog has fouled and you are asked to carry a bag for such use. It is not a defence to claim you did not see your dog foul, the rule applies to all areas of the beach including the sandy foreshore. Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times they are away from the chalet around the site. Dogs are allowed off the lead once passed the foreshore. It is also requested you do not wash your dog or any other pet in the communal showers.

Dog Friendly Somerset
Most cafes and tea shops in West Somerset accommodate dogs and they are always welcome in gardens and courtyards, usually providing water bowls.
Locally Driftwood Café  at Blue Anchor Bay which is about a 30/45 minute walk away allows dogs inside and in the garden.
Luttrell Arms Hotel  in Dunster allows dogs in the garden, courtyard and bar areas.
Locks Tea Room,  High Street in Dunster has a courtyard and garden where dogs are welcome.
Dunster Castle  allows dogs in the gardens and grounds, also in the garden at the Watermill Café. 
West Somerset Railway,  dogs are allowed on all trains, for a small charge.
There are hundreds of beautiful walks in Exmoor but we have particularly enjoyed:
Lynmouth along the river to Watersmeet (about 1 hour)
Walk along the river at Tarr Steps.  
Bossington, walking over the bridge by the car park, along the river to the coastal path.
All these walks are made more enjoyable as they all have a dog friendly tea room at the end. 
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We will offer for any of our guests with degs a ‘deg sitting’ service.
