Peanut Butter Banana Dog Cookies 
 

● 1 egg 
● 1/3 cup peanut butter* 
● 1 cup whole wheat flour 
● 1/2 cup oats 
● 1 mashed banana  (1/2 cup) 

 
1. Preheat oven to 300 degrees 
2. Combine all ingredients in a large bowl and knead until a dough ball forms. 

If it's too sticky, add a little more flour. 
3. Roll it out on a lightly floured surface and cut into shapes with cookie cutters  
4. Place the cutouts on a baking sheet and bake for about 15-20 minutes.

Health News 
Here at Our Family Pet Sitting, as well as any other doggie daycare/pet boarding 
facility, animals are susceptible to viruses such as kennel cough or the oral 
papilloma virus. These viruses are no fun for anyone’s pet so we try our hardest to 
prevent the possibility of an animal in our care from catching them. Educating 
yourself on the symptoms and treatment of these viruses can help keep your pet 
along with everyone else's at OFPS safe and healthy! 

Oral papillomas are small cauliflower shaped warts that appear on a dog’s lips or 
tongue when the dog has caught the virus. This virus is tricky in the way the pet 
can catch it, but not show signs or grow any warts for up to two months! 
Understanding this virus is contagious, here at OFPS we do routine full body checks 
on every dog, ensuring no one has any sign of sickness or physical injury. However, 
it would help to keep updated and an eye on your pet before bringing them to 
daycare/boarding in respect to the other dogs.  

To prevent kennel cough at OFPS, we require every dog to have the bordetella 
vaccine. Kennel cough is very similar to a common cold among people, as when 
your dog catches this cold they tend to excessively cough and become contagious 
to every dog around them. Although many dogs recover from kennel cough, here at 
OFPS we want all of our pets to arrive and maintain the healthiest version of 
themselves, out of love for each owner and dog. Please keep an eye on the due 
dates for any of your dog’s vaccinations and get routine shots before coming to 
daycare or boarding.  

We keep a clean and safe environment at our facility by using pet-safe cleaner like 
T-2. We also make sure that every dog has their own water bowl to prevent the 
spread of germs, as well as making sure every kennel with its cot is cleaned, wiped 
down with T-2 and vacuumed/mopped before additional use. Please know that we 
treat your animals as we would treat our own, with the safest care.
