Every day there is something new to learn and experience, and | love the
feeling of anticipation of what’s coming next.

While this is a trip about learning business, | really appreciate Apprentice for walking the
extra mile by exposing us to the local aboriginal people and their culture. John Ma is a
history guy who knows a lot about things. The best part is that he constantly reminds us to
appreciate the beauty of this diversity and how different cultures are interconnected to
make the world better. | remember watching part of the Taiwanese movie Warriors of the
Rainbow in which the aboriginal warriors bravely but hopelessly fought for their freedom
against the Japanese oppression. | honestly think it’s very cool. | even enjoyed dancing
with those warrior-like native people.
