feed on blood
cannot survive or lay eggs
without first consuming a
blood meal

* a female flea can lay up
to 50 eggs/day

e average adult flea lays over
2000 eggs in its lifetime

4 Adult Fleas

* An effective flea-control strategy works to break
flea life-cycle by eliminating not only the adult fleas,
but by killing the flea eggs and larvae.
